Later tonight, join the group for a
private Stargazing Experience with local astronomers. Overnight at Element Hotel Moab. (Breakfast and Lunch
included)

DAY 4 | MOAB

concentration of natural arches in the world with over 2,000 named arches within the park boundary. Return to
Moab and enjoy some free time to explore and have lunch on your own. In the afternoon, take a Jet Boat Ride
on the mighty Colorado River through spectacular red rock canyons. Enjoy dinner with a million-dollar view at
the Sunset Grill. Overnight at Element Hotel Moab. (Breakfast and Dinner included)

including the Mesa Arch and Grandview Point. Next, arrive at Dead Horse Point State Park for one of the
most spectacular scenes in the southwest and a picnic lunch.
