Over the next two weeks, the vision expanded and was clarified. 

I saw the cross with the word “PEACE” written on it.  At the foot of the 

cross were fathers and mothers—men and women whose hearts had been 

healed so that they could release The Father’s heart to His children.  I knew 

they were the answer to disarming the powerful orphan spirit at work stealing 

identity from so many.  God’s desire has always been for FAMILY.  I could 

see not only the United States but all the earth.  I saw men and women com-

ing into the HUB and going out.  Each one had a word written on their 

chest: Apostle, Prophet, Evangelist, Pastor, Teacher.  The purpose of the 

HUB was for equipping the Body of Christ in the last days.  Individual 

equipping was accomplished in the context of family and community.

THE VISION BEING REALIZED

During those first weeks, the Lord showed me that there would be 3 stages 

to this vision that would encompass a 10 year period from 2016—2026.   

The first He called EDUCATION.  Valor Christian Academy was a part of 

that stage.  It was a spirit-filled Christian school that was founded in 2014 and 

operated until 2019.  What started out as an accredited Christian school op-

erating in Omaha, Nebraska morphed into a homeschool co-op made up of 

families—children, parents and grandparents.  Each day would begin with 

worship and prayer.  The Lord taught us to seek Him for His plan each day.  

Yes, we had a schedule but we chose to submit to the direction of the Holy 

Spirit.   

Instead of seeking for the children to learn what the teacher knew, following 

the Greek model for education, we followed the Hebrew model for educa-

tion where the goal was for the student to BECOME who the teacher was—

Jesus.  During this stage, Heaven’s Curriculum was taught to Valor students 

and staff.  The curriculum had been given through angelic download to a sis-

ter in Christ, Heidi Monosmith.  The truth is that this inspired curriculum 

was but a “drop in the bucket” of what the Lord has to teach His children 

directly from His throne room if we will seek Him.   

It was surprising to me that the Lord never referred to Valor as a school.  It 

was much more than that to Him.  He said that it was a “Community of be-

lievers being raised up for the Great Harvest.”  He was teaching us to live in 

common-unity with Jesus as our King, led by His Spirit as Ephesians 4:4-6 

describes.  He was showing us what it was for a community to gather as one, 

serving each other in love with Him as our focus.

Valor operates in partnership with One Whole Heart Ministry (OWH) 

which is led by Pastor Chuck DeVetter.  Together, Valor and OWH were 

gifted an old school building in 2016 in Greenwood, Nebraska which we’ve 

continued to steward together.  It was filled with collectibles and antiques 

that the Lord has used to provide for the building since then, a gift worth 

more than $1M.  The building has been used for weekly worship and minis-

try equipping events, as well as a residency for missionaries. These mission-

aries have included couples, children and single adults coming together un-

der one roof—crucifying their flesh pursuing life in the Spirit.  

The second stage was called EQUIPPING.  OWH Ministry has continued 

to serve the Body of Christ across the US and internationally. OWH Minis-

ters bring hope through repentance and forgiveness, opening the door to in-

timacy with the Godhead.  In addition to inner healing sessions, OWH of-

fers discipleship courses called “Cohearts”.  The focus is on overcoming the 

flesh to live by the Spirit by practicing a whole-hearted lifestyle.  We believe 

that by taking captive every thought unto the obedience of Christ, and walk-

ing in forgiveness and repentance moment by moment, it is possible to be-

come unoffendable.  Lives have been changed and destinies impacted!  

Through the Greenwood Missionary building and the Cohearts, the Lord 

gave us structures for community living and family discipleship. 

The third stage is to be EXPANSION.  What the Lord has been teaching us 

through Valor and OWH applied in Greenwood He desires to expand up-

on.  We believe He is leading His people, us and those who will join us in 

obedience, to establish other “safe haven” locations throughout the US.

The primary goal of a Kingdom Homestead is God’s presence 

dwelling amongst His people as they worship Him in all aspects of 

their life.  Worship isn’t just singing and praying, and education is 

not only learning things.  It is also the character that is cultivated as 

we serve one another.  Out of His goodness will flow provision for 

His people as He leads them and protects them. 

2. Ranching— 

Raising animals such as cattle for their meat, 

sheep for their fiber, chickens for eggs and horses to help man work the 

land.   
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COMMUNITY LIFE ELEMENTS 

3.Farming—Corn, Wheat, Hay 

The ability to grow various crops such as corn, wheat and hay will allow the 

homestead to feed and nurture the animals raised here, as well as help feed 

the community on the property. Being able to grow these crops on the prop-

erty will allow for sustainable growth without the need to be dependent on 

outside sources.  

4. Gardening & Canning 

Another element of self-sustainability is 

being able to grow your own food. A 

large garden and greenhouse will pro-

vide fresh and healthy organic fruits, veg-

etables, herbs, etc. to sustain and nourish 

the residents of the homestead as well as 

those spending time there. A greenhouse 

will provide for  growing seasons not only 

in summer, but spring  fall and even into 

the winter months. Food preservation 

such as canning, dehydrating, freez-

ing  and freeze drying will allow for the 

harvest to last all year.

5. Community & Housing Development 

Every healthy community needs a 

gathering place to come together and 

a sanctuary to worship the Lord.  An Event Center represents a funding 

source to support financial self-sustainment of the community— it also pre-

sents a wonderful opportunity to share the facility with others outside the pri-

mary community as an outreach mechanism.  From death to life, funerals to 

baptisms, weddings and other celebrations will draw people in to experience 

the love of God demonstrated through His people.

A place for those wanting to live on the homestead: this would in-

clude RV hookups, as well as the potential for other single and 

multi-family homes based on community and investor interest.

Tholi sandals and accessories require wool. During the development of the heav-

enly sandal, Krista and Rachel recognized that sourcing the wool in the specs 

needed would be an issue.  Soon after, the Lord orchestrated a divine appoint-

ment with the Tholi gals in a little café in downtown Omaha with David who had 

traveled from Pennsylvania.  It was during that meeting that a text message came in 

saying that a Fiber mill in Pennsylvania had just gone up for sale—and it happened 

to be only 20 minutes from David’s house.  Rachel flew back with David to visit 

the mill.  David & his wife, Ruthie, along the shepherds, Laura & Pete that had 

been providing Tholi wool from their flock, agreed to finance the mill that day.  

The rest is history as they say!  The mill was moved to Missouri and opened fall 

2024.   

Ryan, Krista’s husband, retired from 20 years of pastoring a church in Omaha to 

lead the Good Shepherd Mill.  Their family moved in October, 2024 to the south 

Kansas City area.  Ryan and their oldest daughter, Rylie both work at the mill cur-

rently.
