
The Manitoba Orff Chapter Resources Library was established in July 1994 with materials owned by the late HELEN NEUFELD, a Past President of the Manitoba Orff Chapter, and given by her family to the Manitoba Orff Chapter.  In July 1996, DOREEN HALL, who brought the Orff-Schulwerk concept to North America, donated over 200 books and music to the Resources Library that she used when studying in Austria with Carl Orff and Gunild Keetman.  Upon her retirement in 1998, MORNA-JUNE MORROW, Founding President of the Manitoba Orff Chapter and a Past President of Carl Orff Canada, donated a further 500 books, music and recordings. Other donations have been received over the years from individuals, from Memorial Estates and Libraries, from the Chapter Board of Directors itself and on occasion by workshop clinicians.  In July, 2006, over 250 articles of music, books, posters, slides on composers, instruments, children’s music stories, humour, and various music education materials were added by Morna-June Morrow. All items have been sorted, catalogued and compiled several times by Morna-June and the Library facilitator, most recently updated October 2017. The Lending Library is in Room T111 at the Marcel A. Desautels Faculty of Music, University of Manitoba.   
Since its inception in 1994, Morna-June Morrow has acted as Facilitator of the Manitoba Orff Chapter Resources Library. During the sixth revision, she totally re-catalogued the entire Resources Library into various categories using a series of CODES WITH LETTERS AND NUMBERS.  Numbers in the first column in red indicates how many times an item has been borrowed up to April 2016.  Bracketed numbers after a title indicate the number of copies available of that item.
