When I came to you, brothers and sisters, I did not come 

proclaiming the mystery of God to you in lofty words or wisdom. 

For I decided to know nothing among you except Jesus Christ, and 

him crucified. And I came to you in weakness and in fear and in 

much trembling. My speech and my proclamation were not with 

plausible words of wisdom, but with a demonstration of the Spirit 

and of power, so that your faith might rest not on human wisdom 

but on the power of God. 
 

Yet among the mature we do speak wisdom, though it is not a 

wisdom of this age or of the rulers of this age, who are doomed to 

perish. But we speak God’s wisdom, secret and hidden, which God 

decreed before the ages for our glory. None of the rulers of this age 

understood this; for if they had, they would not have crucified the 

Lord of glory. But, as it is written, 
 

          “What no eye has seen, nor ear heard, 

                    nor the human heart conceived, 

          what God has prepared for those who love him”— 
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these things God has revealed to us through the Spirit; for the Spirit 

searches everything, even the depths of God. For what human being 

knows what is truly human except the human spirit that is within? 

So also no one comprehends what is truly God’s except the Spirit of 

God. Now we have received not the spirit of the world, but the 

Spirit that is from God, so that we may understand the gifts

NURSERY UPDATE 
 
We are hoping to transition away from staffing the nursery with a paid 

staff member every Sunday and instead build a consistent, trustworthy 

volunteer team to open the nursery during the 10:30am service. 

 

Because we rarely have children attending during the 8:00am service, 

we plan to discontinue nursery care at that time. Our goal is to create 

a rotating team of four primary volunteers (older teens and adults) 

and four helpers (middle schoolers, additional teens, or adults). This 

structure will allow us to maintain a safe, welcoming, and reliable 

nursery environment for our children. With this change, volunteers 

would have the option to attend the 8:00am service on the Sundays 

they serve and not have to miss worship while supporting the nursery. 

Paid staffing would only be used when volunteers are unavailable.
