Next, visit Halen M&n Sea
Salt, where you will enjoy a tour, learning about the unique harvesting process behind this world-renowned salt. From
there, head to Caernarfon, a historic town crowned by its magnificent medieval castle. Enjoy a traditional pub lunch,
included in your tour, while soaking in the town’s lively atmosphere. In the afternoon, return to Llandudno, where you’ll
visit the Penderyn Whisky Distillery for a tour, discovering the craft behind Wales’s finest whisky. After a day filled with
exploration, the evening is yours to enjoy at leisure. Overnight in Llandudno. (B/L)

SEPTEMBER 25 - STUNNING GARDENS & CONWY CASTLE: Enjoy breakfast in your hotel. Spend a morning immersed in the
natural beauty and history of North Wales. Begin with a visit to the stunning Bodnant Garden, one of the most celebrated
gardens in Wales.

In the afternoon, you’ll
have more free time to explore Llandudno at your leisure. Stroll along the Victorian pier, wander through the elegant
streets or take in the views from the Great Orme. Tonight, gather in the evening for a final farewell meal in your hotel
where you can reflect on the memories made during our time together in this beautiful Wales. (B/D)
