APPLICATION GUIDELINES

Deadline:  Applications must be received in the Logan High School Counseling office by 3:00 p.m. Friday, March 26, 2021.    The following information should be included in order to be considered a complete application packet:

· Application Form

· Official Transcript

· Community Service 
· Essay
· Financial Statement

· Signed Media Release Form

· Additional Requirements—check the description for each scholarship to see if additional information is required.

Application Form:  Use form attached in application unless specified.  (See list on next page.)

Unofficial Transcript:  Mrs. Hill and Mr. McPeak will add this to your application once you turn it in. 

Copies of Test Scores: You must print a copy of your ACT scores off the ACT website and attach it to your application. 
Essay:  Take time to prepare a developed, well-written, grammatically correct essay.  This is your opportunity for the Scholarship Committee to know you individually.  While GPA, ACT/SAT scores, financial need, etc. are important selection criteria, a good essay often sets one student apart from others.  The essay is to be limited to one –two pages in length.  Write an autobiography to include what you plan to major in college and why, any profound educational opportunities you have experienced and those who have inspired you to pursue your dreams. There is no “correct” way to respond to this essay.  In writing about something that matters to you, you will convey a sense of self.  The essay must be typed.  Check each scholarship criteria to see if you are required to write an essay on a particular topic.
Letters of Recommendation:  Two letters should be from school personnel and one letter should be from a community leader or your employer. —The only scholarship that requires the letters of recommendation is the Dorsey Spaulding Scholarship. 

Media Release Form-form that must be signed so that you may be recognized for your achievements if awarded a scholarship.

ALBERT AND BESS KLELE SCHOLARSHIP

This scholarship is awarded to a Logan High School Senior who meet the following criteria:

· Cumulative 3.0 GPA

· Must either be attending Virginia Tech or Southern WV Community and Technical College
BUS PERRY STUDENT ATHLETE SCHOLARSHIP

This scholarship is awarded annually to a Logan High School student athletes. This is a one-time scholarship in the amount of $500. Eligibility criteria are: 

· Student athlete in good standing: this includes all extra-curricular activities that are WVSSAC approved.

· Cumulative 3.0 GPA. Must attend an accredited institution of higher learning in the state of West Virginia. 

CARL R. DANIEL JR SCHOLARSHIP

This scholarship is awarded annually to a Logan High School senior who meet the following criteria:

· Cumulative 3.0 GPA. Must attend an accredited institution of higher learning in the state of West Virginia. 

DON AND ELNORA ELKINS SCHOLARSHIP-3.0 GPA 
· 1st preference given to a band member who wishes to pursue a music major

· 2nd Preference given to a band member who plans to major in the arts, drama or science education

· 3rd Preference given to a band member who plans to major in any course of study in college. 

DORSEY LEE SPAULDING FAMILY SCHOLARSHIP

This scholarship is awarded to two Logan High School graduating seniors: one male, one female. 

Criteria for eligibility are: 

· Cumulative 3.0 GPA and have taken the ACT/SAT prior to application deadline. 
· Selection criteria. Scholarship account recipients shall be selected on the basis of:  evidence of financial need; scholastic achievement; and evidence of participation in school and community. In the event that candidates are determined to be equally qualified. the child of a working coal miner shall receive selection preference.

· Three letters of recommendation are required: two from teachers and 1 from a community member. 

EARL B. AND RADINE QUEEN FAMILY FUND SCHOLARSHIP-Open to all of Logan County
This scholarship was designated for the purpose of supporting Southern WV Community and Technical College or its successor in order to provide financial aid to students of Logan County. 3.0 cumulative GPA required to apply. 
· Financial need

· Demonstrated academic promise by having a 3.0 overall GPA

EARL RAY TOMBLIN SCHOLARSHIP

This scholarship was designated for the purpose of helping students who wish to pursue training beyond high school, this includes vocational training and 2 and 4 year colleges. 

· Must have a 3.0 GPA to apply

· Attended an accredited vocational, 2 or 4 year college in West Virginia. Open to any major. 

· Scholarships will be awarded at all 3 high schools in Logan County. 

EILAND FAMILY SCHOLARSHIP

· Open to any high school senior with a 3.0 cumulative GPA
· Open to any major of study. 
· Must attend a college or university in West Virginia. 
ETHEL WHITE PERRY AND ERNESTINE ELLIS STULTZ TEACHER SCHOLARSHIP

This scholarship is awarded to a graduating Logan High School senior who meet the following criteria.

· Cumulative 3.0 GPA

· Must pursue teacher education as a college major at an accredited college or University in West Virginia.

HANNERS FAMILY SCHOLARSHIP

· Any student studying full time in a college or university, open to any major. 
· 3.0 cumulative GPA required to apply. 

JIM FRYE MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP-Open to all of Logan County
· Any student who wishes to study the arts in college. One winner for the county is selected!
· 3.0 cumulative GPA required to apply. 
TABOR FAMILY SCHOLSHIP Any student studying full time in a college or university. 3.0 GPA required to apply. 
HARVEY E. WEINER SCHOLARSHIP

This scholarship is awarded to a graduating Logan High School senior who meet the following criteria:

· Overall 3.0 GPA, demonstrated Financial need

SIDNEY W. & SHIRLEY P. FERRELL ENDOWMENT SCHOLARSHIP-Open to all of Logan County
This is the only scholarship that is renewable; applicants must maintain a 3.0 GPA to be eligible for renewal. 

Criteria include: Overall 3.0 GPA, desire to pursue a degree at a Post-Secondary college or university. 

WAGNER FAMILY SCHOLARSHIP: graduating high school senior, with a 3.0 or above GPA, any major. 

WALTER VANCE MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP-Open to all of Logan County
This scholarship is for those students who wish to pursue Pre-Pharmacy or Pharmacy as a major. 

Criteria include: 

· Overall 3.0 GPA

· Enrollment in a post secondary college or university with the intent to pursue a career in Pharmacy program.
