Adam failed in his obedience, leaving his posterity L O W S H I
under the curse of death. Thankfully , Christ broke the
curse of death when he fulfilled complete obedience
including his shed blood for our sin. M a I'Ch 31 Sta 2024

Therefore, all who put their trust in him and his

redemptive work, have conguered death, and have
victory over death through him.
