GCOS Mini Show and Sale October 17t — 18" Krohn Conservatory

Since the usual fall shows have been canceled, the society is encouraging members to support
two of its regular vendors and see some members’ blooming plants at Krohn Conservatory,
Friday October 17t 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. and Sunday, October 18", 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. The vendors
are Littlefrog Farm (Rob Halgren) and Windswept in Time (Edward Stehli).

Sales tables will be set up in Krohn'’s lobby as usual — masks and social distancing required
which means ten people will be in the sales area at any one time. If you have your eyes on
specific plants from either vendors, you can contact Rob (www.littlefrogfarm.com) or Edgar
(www.windsweptorchids.com ) in advance. And if you know of friends who have empty window
or bench space for plants, tell them about our vendors.

Orchid displays will all be tabletops — we thank Krohn for providing the tables and entries will
be ribbon judged by a team of society members. If you have a fine plant to show, email your
plant's name (and species/hybrid info) to Dana White dlw@zoomtown.com by Thursday
evening and have your plant(s) at Krohn by 5 p.m.

The business meeting for October is very important. Dana White will be presenting the 2021
Budget for consideration and discussion. Nominated directors are David Allen, Ann Tsui, and
Christa Speights. Voting on budget and slate of directors will be at the society business meeting
in November.

Fred Clark speaking on "Becoming an 80 Percentile Grower"
Ever wonder what the most important requirements are for growing the best orchids?
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Learn about the underlying reasons of how and why orchids grow as they do. Then explore the
fundamentals and advanced growing techniques to best grow them. Orchid plant culture is
explained as you have never heard it before. Learn how to become an 80 percentile grower,
expect to be wowed by this talk!

The presenter will be Fred Clarke of Sunset Valley Orchids in Vista. Fred has been growing
orchids for 42 years and has been hybridizing for 38 of those years. With over 34 years as a
professional grower and manager in the horticultural industry, Fred applies these skills at his
orchid nursery; Sunset Valley Orchids, located in San Diego, California.

He is a passionate orchid grower whose curiosity in orchids is broad and varied. Although
developing Cattleya hybrids has been his sustaining interest, he is also actively creating new
Paphiopedilum and Aussie Dendrobium hybrids plus some others to be named if they work out!

His pioneering work in Catasetum intergeneric hybrids led to the development of several notable
hybrids, most recently the grex, Fredclarkeara After Dark, which produced “the blackest flower
ever witnessed”. This grex has received over 100 awards worldwide with nine FCC’s and thirty
AM’s from the AOS judges!

Fred is an Accredited Judge in the Pacific South Judging Region. His plants have received
hundreds of quality awards from the American Orchid Society.

Cincinnati Judging Center

It looks like Sunday, October 11th will be the next session of the Cincinnati Judging Center at
the Civic Garden Center. The doors will open at 12:30 and we will begin judging at 1:00. We will
use the same procedures that we used in September. These are the guidelines from Alexa Noel
alexa.h.noel@gmail.com
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1. We will not have training.

2. Masks are required for everyone (Ohio requires masks in all public places.) 3. Social
distancing of 6 plus feet between individuals is required.

4. Judges that opt not to attend will not be penalized for the absence.

5. There will be no food, therefore no eating in the venue. Drinks are okay as long as the
masks stay in place. (straws etc.)

6. Please do not come if you feel sick, have a fever or if someone in your household is ill.

7. Please advise me if you plan to attend so that team layout and furniture plans can be made.
8. The public will be allowed to attend. They must comply with mask and social distancing
procedures. They must also notify me ahead of time so that we can make sure there is ample
space for everyone. We must have a safe distance between individuals. If Hamilton County
stays red, check the website or contact Alexa to see that judging is still on.

Budget

At first glance there is a lot of red on the 2020 budget to date and the 2021 budget proposal
and there is. But these two years are very different than any other in history. | hope this helps.
An explanation follows:

We are hoping that 2021 will be a more normal year with a few exceptions:

We are offering a year of free membership if wanted to everyone who paid their membership
for 2020.

We are hoping for a “vendors’ day” for the vendors who have been so loyal to us at our shows
to help them with some excess inventory. It is supposed to be a break-even event.

To save money in the long run, we will pay 2 years dues for MAOC and AOS.

We are adding in $500 for “Member Benefits” including no charge for the Holiday party and a
couple meetings a year where we have food brought in like pizza or something.

We have a storage space to pay for this year. MVOS will pay a part of this cost but not known
how much at this time so | am deducting the entire amount.

There is another new category this year called “Capital Expenses”. The biggest part of this is
to rehab the backdrops used at our shows. MVOS should chip in on this amount, too, but
using $2000.00 as a base.

Known as The Spotted Pleione. Pleione maculata
(PIn) is also referred to as a ‘Windowsill’ plant that
to many. They are easy to grow.

The genus Pleione is in the Tribe Coelogyneae
and is closely related to the genus Coelogyne.
Pleione contains 24 species and 8 natural hybrids.
Pleione maculata has been awarded 11 times and
used in creating 10 registered crosses.

Pleione maculata is a cool to cold (warmest-
growing Pleione species) growing small sized
sympodial terrestrial orchid species that is found
from Taiwan west through China to Nepal,
including parts of Thailand, Myanmar, Laos and
Vietnam at 1968 to 5248 ft. elevations. They are
usually found growing in highland primary cloud
forests.

Pseudobulb is 1 " long, glossy, dark green and
barrel shaped. A well-grown pseudobulb will
produce two more each year. Two 4 — 10 in. long
leaves. A spike arises from the base of the bulb
in the autumn after the leaves have fallen off.
Later blooms follow on a rather short 2.5 — 3.5 in.
two flowered inflorescence.

Large showy flat flowers are 1.6" to 2.5" across k NN A
with creamy white sepals and petals that are sometimes streaked with pink. The lip is wavy
margined with white, yellow and purple in the center with side lobes yellow with burgundy flares.
Flowers can last up to 4 weeks and have the scent of apple. There are several varieties of this
species.

Pleione maculata is typically grown in a clay pot. Media should retain moisture but drain rapidly
after watering. Media is made up of sphagnum or peat mixed with perlite at a 1:1 ratio. Repot
after leaves have dropped. Summer temperatures average from 70-76°F during the day and
55-68°F during the night. Winter days average 55-64°F and nights average 39-48°F. Grow in
dappled light conditions between 2400-3000 ft. candles. Plenty of air movement is
recommended. Water and fertilizer frequency will depend on when it is actively growing and its
growing conditions. Relative humidity should be between 85-95% depending on the time of
year.
