
Bright Hope Preschool does not discriminate based on race or creed. All children are valued and welcome.
Bright Hope Curriculum is based on Early Childhood Educational concepts and methods that include hands on learning in areas of literacy, math, art, music, science, social studies, physical fitness, health and Biblical instruction. Children will be encouraged to use all of their senses as they explore and learn. Free choice time in an educationally prepared environment will be a part of the child’s day, as will Story Time using multicultural materials and Bible stories, and snack time. Direct instruction in alphabet [a letter per week] and number learning will take place, as well as learning through songs, games and manipulatives. Centers will include: Art, Science, Math, Dramatic Play, Language, Literacy, Building and Computer skills.

Outdoor and Indoor movement/sports will be part of the daily routine.

Discipline:
Your children will be educated through positive methods and guided to live and work cooperatively in a caring community of learners. No corporal punishment will be used. Re-direction and guidance will be emphasized, and “time-outs” will be used only as a last resort. We do, however, reserve the right to cease enrollment of a child after a 30-day trial period if it becomes apparent that their needs are beyond the ability and training of our professionals. In addition, we have a repeal policy stating that any child receiving 3 written incident reports about their aggressive behavior in a 30 day period will have their enrollment repealed and attendance terminated.

Health and Safety:

To ensure the safety and health of students enrolled in the preschool, we request that if a child has a rash, is coughing excessively, and/or has had a fever or vomiting within 24 hours before school that they stay home until the condition has ceased for another 24 hours. Children should be toilet trained. Finally, we are a NUT FREE preschool and request that NO FOOD CONTAINING NUTS are sent to the preschool.
Visits:
Parents may observe the preschool for 15 minutes anytime.

Birthday treats may be brought to class with notice to teacher in advance. Holiday parties are times when parents may come to the preschool for longer periods of time to volunteer. Please contact director in advance.
Drop off and Pick up:
Parents should drop off their children no earlier than their scheduled preschool time and may pick up their children no later than the scheduled dismissal time. 
Late pick up more than 2 times will incur a $1.00/minute late fee.

There is an $80 non-refundable registration and supply fee per child. All holidays and breaks are factored into tuition, which is due by the 3rd day of each month. A $10.00 late fee is applied if tuition is received after the 3rd unless prior arrangements have been made with director. Siblings receive 5% off tuition for each child enrolled.  5% is deducted from a child’s tuition if the complete 10 months of school are paid in full in September of the school year.
