2. Convince the City Council and City Manager to combine/reorganize departments for cost-
effective delivery of that set of non-duplicative core ("essential") services. 
 
3. Convince the City Council and City Manager to flatten the city's management curve (put more 
boots on the ground). 
 
4. Convince the City Council and City Manager to require all departments to perform a Competi-
tive Assessment (per Council Policy #0-29) at least once every two years to determine whether 
competitive private/public contracting is in order for any departments whose costs could be re-
duced by more than 10%.
