Almighty and everlasting God, you have given to us your servants grace, by the
confession of a true faith, to acknowledge the glory of the eternal Trinity, and in the power of your
divine Majesty to worship the Unity: Keep us steadfast in this faith and worship, and bring us at
last to see you in your one and eternal glory, O Father; who with the Son and the Holy Spirit live
and reign, one God, for ever and ever. Amen.

The First Lesson Genesis 1:1-2:4a

'Tn the beginning when God created the heavens and the earth, *the earth was a formless void and darkness
covered the face of the deep, while a wind from God swept over the face of the waters. *Then God said, “Let there
be light”; and there was light. “And God saw that the light was good; and God separated the light from the
darkness. *God called the light Day, and the darkness he called Night. And there was evening and there was
morning, the first day.

®And God said, “Let there be a dome in the midst of the waters, and let it separate the waters from the
waters.” 'So God made the dome and separated the waters that were under the dome from the waters that were
above the dome. And it was so. *God called the dome Sky. And there was evening and there was morning, the
second day.

?And God said, “Let the waters under the sky be gathered together into one place, and let the dry land appear.”

The Sermon

The Nicene Creed

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all that is, seen
and unseen.

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally begotten of the Father, God from God,
Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, of one, Being with the Father.
Through him all things were made. For us and for our salvation he came down from heaven: by the
power of the Holy Spirit he became incarnate from the Virgin Mary, and was made man. For our
sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was buried. On the third day he
rose again in accordance with the Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand
of the Father. He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead, and his kingdom will have
no end.

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the Father and the Son. With
the Father and the Son he is worshiped and glorified. He has spoken through the Prophets. We believe
in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins.
We look for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come. Amen.
