"Greening existing buildings is an approach to apply the principles of
green Buildings to an old and existing building with energy-efficient
green features through retrofitting". The concept of greening the
existing buildings addresses site parameters, Maintenance &
Housekeeping, electricity consumption, carbon emission to ensure
energy efficiency, water efficiency, and human health & comfort.
"There is a vast stock of old buildings, which consume relatively more
energy and water than green buildings". These buildings are one of the
significant reasons for destroying the environmental conditions. For
example, "They consume about 40% of the world's energy, use more
than two-thirds of electricity, and generate about one-third of CO2
emissions". Many of those structures are economically viable, so not
suggestable to demolish them to conserve energy and improve climate
change risk because "Demolishing old buildings and constructing new
buildings will need massive investment and more natural resources,
which is costly and against sustainable development".
