There is something special about the Season of Advent.  Imagine, if you will, that you are a faithful Jew 

living 2,000 years ago and that for thousands of years your people have been praying to God for deliver-

ance. Then one day, His prophets told you that He was sending a Messiah, the Christ, to come to save you. 

You believe His promise and so you wait...and you wait...and you wait... for that day to come. As you wait, 

you pray...and you pray...and you pray... for that day to come.  

 

During your wait, you wondered if God had forgotten about you, or if perhaps He had changed His mind. 

But then all of a sudden, an angel appears to a young virgin, a star leads wise men to a remote place, shep-

herds see more angels than they can count, and there - in a lowly stable - lies a little baby, the object of the 

prayers prayed for hundreds and hundreds of years and the fulfillment of the promise He made to send His 

people a Savior. 

 

Yes, Dear members of this Lutheran Partnership of Congregations, the season of Advent is very special. It 

is a season of both longing and belonging. – longing for the Lord’s coming and belonging to the group He 

promises to come for.  It is a time when our prayers focus upon not only that First coming of Jesus, when 

He came to call believers and to suffer and die for them; but, also on His Second coming, when He comes 

to gather those whom He died for to Himself. Like the Jews of thousands of years ago, we can also pray for 

the Christ to come, but this time - to come once again in order to culminate His salvific plan and take us 

home. 
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Sometimes we may feel like saying to God, and maybe even do say, “How long do we have to wait? Where is 

our deliverance?” In that sense, we really aren’t too different from the faithful who waited for the First coming of 

Jesus. But yet, there is one huge difference between them and us. And that is, my friends, that we have been more 

blessed than the Jews of thousands of years ago, for we have received much more than God’s promise...we have 

seen the promise fulfilled, in our Lord Jesus Christ.  So, do we still have to wait? Yes, we do. Do we still have to 

wrestle with living in this fallen world? Yes, we do. Do we still have to call out to God in our tears and anguish?  

Yes, that too has not changed, and will not change in our life here on earth. But dear friends, what has changed is 

this –  
 

you and I have the honor and privilege of actually getting to hold our Deliverer in our hands, each and 

every time we celebrate the Lord’s Supper, and to be reassured in doing so that our deliverance has come. 

We get to hear Him speak His words of comfort and hope and joy and peace. We have Jesus! 

 

For us, Advent is still a time to long for Jesus...to long for Him to return again to redeem all of heaven and earth. 

This is God’s promise to you and to me. He fulfilled this promise in Christ and one day, you and I will see it with 

more than our eyes of faith...you and I will physically and visually witness His return. But until that day, our
