Adventide Home Traditions
(See the back page of the Newsletter for readings, prayers, and instructions)

Along with Lent, Advent has always been seasons of repentance and
Scriptural study. For some ideas on what you and your family could do to
cultivate a life of prayer in Advent (Starts November 28), here are some
ancient Advent traditions that Christian families have practiced through-
out the centuries.

First, the Advent wreath. On the first day of Advent (Nov 28), Christian
families have historically set up an Advent wreath. This is a wreath of
greenery adorned by a set of four candles, typically, three violet or blue
colored, and one rose-colored to match the historic vestments for each of
the 4 Sundays in Advent. The wreath is often set upon the dining room
table and the respective candle(s) are lit for dinner and evening prayer
each week. At midnight on Christmas Eve, the Advent wreath has a white "Christ candle" placed in the
middle. This Christ Candle is used until Epiphany (Jan 6).

Much could be said about the Advent wreath, but we will suffice it here to say that it allows for a beautiful
home tradition that teaches us about Jesus (as all good traditions do). In this tradition, we see our homes
filled with growing light and warmth each week of Advent until we anticipate the celebration of the coming
of the Light of the World. Though we sat in darkness and in the shadow of death, the Light of the World
has visited us to guide our feet into the way of peace. In this tradition we see an image of Christ being a
lamp to our feet and a light to our path. Jesus Christ is the Light of the World, the Light no darkness can
overcome, and this is the confession made by the Advent wreath.

Another option that can be used alongside of the Advent wreath is the Jesse Tree. This
is a way to teach the Story of Salvation to your children and to be reminded of that story
yourself. Even if you don’t have kids and have been a student of the Scriptures for 70
years, we are always a student of God’s Word. A Jesse Tree is a depiction of the geneal-
ogy of Jesus designed in such a way as to show that He springs from the "root of Jesse,"
the father of King David, (Isaiah 11:1). A Jesse Tree in the home is simply the ancient
Advent custom of using a collection of symbols that portray the fact that Jesus Aas
come. These symbols can be hung on a small, tabletop-sized tree, or on a two-
dimensional wooden tree, or on the family's Christmas tree. The symbolic ornaments,

& which can vary from family to family, can be store-bought or homemade. There is no
rules about this but I have some examples on the back of the newsletter (even if you

. * don’t have or make a Jesse Tree, you could still do the Scripture readings). The orna-

® ments could be painted onto wooden rounds, wood carved into shapes, embroidered
onto linen rounds which are then sewn onto round hoops to hold their shape, painted on
paper, cut out from cardboard, etc. You can also look online and easily find beautiful Chrismons or Jesse Tree
Ornaments. These symbolic ornaments can be placed on the tree after dinner or evening prayer—one per day—as
the father reads the corresponding reading (see end of newsletter).

As we anticipate the celebration of God coming in the flesh, this is a great way to teach our children, and remind
ourselves, about how all of the Scriptures had been pointing to Jesus for so long and that in the fullness of time,
God sent forth his Son, born of woman, born under the law, to redeem us (Gal 4:4). After our people had come
out of Egypt, Moses told them “When your son asks you in time to come, ‘What is the meaning of the testimo-
nies and the statutes and the rules that the Lord our God has commanded you?’ then you shall say to your son,
‘We were Pharaoh's slaves in Egypt. And the Lord brought us out of Egypt with a mighty hand.” (Deut 6:20-21).

So when your children ask you about why the Church does certain things, you can tell them it is because we were
slaves in sin but Christ has come, born of Mary, to redeem us with a mighty hand nailed to the cross. The Church
is all about catechesis and that is what traditions like these are so good at doing. They teach. This is part of the
heritage we have been given to pass on to our children so that they might know who Jesus is and what He has
done.

The Jesse Tree is a time-honored
Advent tradition that traces the Old
Testament lineage of Jesus through
images and symbols.

The idea of a Jesse tree stems
from a prophecy in the Book of
Isaiah: A shoot will come up from
the stump of Jesse; from his roots a
branch will bear fruit.” (Isaiah 11:1)

Jesse was the father of David,
one of Israel’s greatest kings. When
David died, God's people waited
for another king to emerge from his
family line. Many generations later,
JL‘.\'ll\' was IXTI'II

These 19 Jesse Tree symbols
represent key biblical figures and
events leading up to the birth of
Jesus.
