From the Pen of the Pastor

Dear Saints of the Northeast Kansas Lutheran Partnership,

Ever been asked, “How’s everything in your world?

How do we answer that? Where do we start? How far back should we go to form an answer? Do we go all
the way back to our last presidential election and comment on the controversies then existing over what
votes were or weren’t counted? Or do we just go back to our recent knee surgery? Or do we go as far back
as the signing in of the new President, and his purportedly ‘rash’ undoing of many of the initiatives started
by his predecessor... Or do we jump back to the recent death of a loved one? Or is it the Covid-19 pan-
demic...and the question of how it really started and who really is to blame that draws our attention? ? Or
maybe we should start with the Covid-19 vaccine controversy, and the prevailing uncertainty surrounding
whether or not one should take it. Or, does our recent diabetes diagnosis come to mind? Or how about we
start with the withdrawal of all American Troops from Afghanistan, or maybe the abandonment of hundreds
of American citizens and refugees when our troops were pulled out...Or the murders of 13 of our brave Ser-
vicemen by Taliban Terrorists, or the improper and if not criminal then unconscionable leaving behind of
millions of dollars worth of military property, to included weapons, armaments and multi-million dollar air-
craft. Or how about the nomination of a new Director of the ATF, one who promises to, once again, chal-
lenge American gun owners 2™ Amendment rights to bear certain arms.

So just how is everything in your world? How about confusing...uncertain...maybe even ‘scary.’

But, before we let our concerns and problems overwhelm us and we start wondering where God is in all of
this, maybe we should look at our problems against the backdrop of God’s almighty power, providence and
promises.

Let’s face it, all of us need more faith in God...more confidence that whatever happens, each person of the
Trinity is at work for our individual and collective good. No matter what happens, we need to remember
God loves us. Yet, each one of us, despite our having that knowledge in our head, sometimes have hearts
which let our fears overpower our faith.
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Scripture provides a good example of this. One day, as Jesus and His disciples were crossing the Sea of Galilee
in a boat, a great windstorm arose and the waves were breaking into the boat, so that the boat was already fill-
ing... (Mark 4: 35-37) And isn’t that the way it often goes? ‘Without warning’...’suddenly’.... The sun is shin-
ing one day and then the very next day, we see a sudden storm of sickness, family problems, financial turmoil,
civil unrest, unemployment, underemployment, or a hundred other things, start breaking into our boats.

The waves of fear and doubt, and discouragement and despair can overwhelm us and make us feel like we are, if
not capsizing, about to drown.

Maybe you have never felt any of this, if so I’'m happy for you...just as happy for you as I am sad for the many
people I have met and heard of who have or are facing what seems to them as almost insurmountable problems.
For those who need help, Jesus steps in, saying:

“You of little faith, why are you so afraid.” Then (we are told) He gets up, rebukes the wind and the
waves, and it becomes completely calm.

The storms of this world are going to suddenly arise; but, God’s love for you is greater than any storm. He will
be with you, to comfort you and intervene as He sees fit. No matter what happens, He tells us,

“All things will work together for good for those who love God (Romans 8:28).
And we do love Him...and in Christ, have peace with Him (Romans 5:1).

Will the world’s problems or our problems disappear? No. Will more storms come? Yes, almost certainly. But in
Jesus Christ, we are safe. In Him, our sins are forgiven, and in Him, we have the assurance that God is with us
always and that nothing...no virus, no vaccine, nor anything else “...can separate us from the love of God that is
in Jesus Christ. (Romans 8:38-39)

How’s your world today? It is blessed.
