Call to Order
· Mayor Miller called the meeting to order @ 6:01 pm.
Invocation
· Council Member Myers gave the invocation.
Town Talk
· Mrs. Price made mention of the power being out on Hampton St., due to a transfer truck hitting power pole.
FOR COUNCIL ACTION:
Approval of Minutes:
Council Member Johnson made a motion to approve the minutes as presented from June 17, 2025.
Council Member Robinson seconded the motion.
Approval passed by unanimous vote. (5-0)

Andy Ingram – Northeastern Technical College
· Mr. Ingram gave a brief overview of the economic impact on Chesterfield County.  He also gave a brief overview of how the enrollment growth has increased.  He gave highlights of what is going on at NETC currently with the Scheffler Company in Cheraw.

Lindsay Privette, Sophia Turner – Pee Dee COG Zoning Ordinance Update
· Mrs. Privette gave an update on the zoning ordinance; the town has roughly 6 months left.  She stated this has been a lengthy process which will include multiple hearings to get all the changes approved.  Currently they are at a stand still until they get more information from the town to state whether they approve the changes made and what else might need to be addressed.
· Mrs. Privette stated that zoning is very text heavy and recommended updating this to a table or NAICS code system, which should help with classifying what types of properties.
· Mrs. Privette mentioned they added Homestead Preservation which is called Agriculture Reserve – min 3 acre lots and Rural Neighborhood – min 1 acre lots.  Mrs. Privette gave out maps for everyone to look at.
· Mr. Garland asked if the setbacks were going to be the same and Mrs. Privette stated they hadn’t changed any of these currently.
· Mayor Miller asked about the lot sizes in yellow on the map how many properties individuals could put in these areas.
· Mrs. Privette stated that residential areas in the town ordinances will allow for up to a 3rd of an acre min and it cannot be divided more than 3 times.
· Mayor Miller asked if the town wanted to increase this size, would this be possible.
· Mrs. Privette stated yes, it’s possible and she mentioned that the land in blue is zoned to residential to 1 acre lots and they were trying to preserve what the town currently has, but accommodate for growth coming in.
· Mr. Garland stated concerns not wanting to many houses packed together and then we can’t serve them from a sewer standpoint.  Concerns from several of the people in town about keeping the hometown feel.
· Council Member Johnson stated that we are not limiting growth but to make sure it’s within the means of the town.  She stated that she was pleased with the work they have done.
· Mrs. Privette stated right on the bypass at 151 with the General Commercial zoning not allowing high density housing, if that’s something the town wants.
· Mr. Blackwell plans to build a home and how the mortarium affects this.
· Mr. Garland stated the mortarium should be lifted Nov. 1st.  I would like to have first reading by September 16th and 2nd by October.  
· Mr. Blackwell asked would the setbacks stay the same moving forward, he would like to see a smaller setback of about 30ft. as opposed to 50ft. for the property he has bought due to what surrounds the property.
· Mayor Miller stated that the property in question has a unique situation and could possibly have adjustments made by going through the BZA for approval.  Mrs. Privette agreed.
· Mr. Garland told Mr. Blackwell to keep in touch as he went further with his build.
· Mr. Linton asked if an individual has a plot of ½ acre would they still be able to build.  He would the 1 acre lots be set to 3 acre lots.
· Mrs. Privette mentioned, people getting rezoned will get multiple notices of this, prior to any changes being made.
· Mrs. Horton asked if the property is listed under tax as agricultural would it change if zoning is R1.  (Residential)
· Mrs. Privette stated no, this would not change.
· Mayor Miller stated appreciated all the hard work the ladies from Pee Dee Cog had done.

Spending Requests – Council Member Tonya Rollings
· Mrs. Rolling stated that currently we have multiple projects in the town that have been mentioned but there is no action, so the Mayor suggested I get a list together, so these items would not be overlooked or not implemented.  If there are things in the town you would like to see done, please let us know.
· Mayor Miller asked if there needed to be anything added to the list.
· Mr. Myers asked if we could put water and sewers across the street from 151 Hwy.
· Mayor Miller stated he would get with the Public Works Director to see if this was possible.
· Mr. Garland said, if possible, you could get with Davis & Brown as well.
· Mayor Miller asked where we could get the funding with some of these projects, we can’t just take money out.
· Mr. Garland stated we get a list and maybe, get up with some of the business to see if we could potentially get money.

First Reading Ordinance 270 – Business License Class Update (MASC)
Council Member Johnson made a motion to approve Business License Class Update (MASC) Ordinance 270.
Council Member Myers seconded the motion.
Approval passed by unanimous vote.  (5-0)

B. Water/Sewer Report
a. Admin Garland stated that there were no bidders on the water line project, we will reschedule for July 24th.  Hannah Engineering stated that they have potential over 28 business interests, 3 different companies that would like to see the project, plus some local interest.
b. East sewer Line project with RIA spoke with Davis & Brown.
c. Admin Garland stated that he spoke with Mr. Catoe on HVAC gym projects.  Mr. Catoe mentioned needing the power to be rewire to a 3 phase for the new air conditioning.  I also asked, Mr. Catoe also mentioned the drainage on Dixie Youth Ballfield would likely start right after playoffs.
d. Admin Garland stated he spoke with Alisha Cushman for another pard grant.

D. Administrative Report
a. Admin Garland mentioned the Duke Energy lights were almost complete.  I think they look good and may be a few lights that we may need to address that I’m working with Council Member Rollings on this.

E. Council and Staff Time
i. Council Member Robinson information that Tonya gave us to look at that we need to complete and I noticed Rivers Landscape only?  Do we not have multiple people that do this.
1. Council Member Rollings mentioned getting a contract with a landscape company instead of different ones, I’m just recommending this.
ii. Council Member Johnson, I would like to say too that I would like to give other ones in the community a chance, but if we do get a contract could it only be for a year.
iii. Admin Garland suggested we do this for the Christmas dinner as well.
iv. Council Member Robinson mentioned that the sidewalks have gotten overgrown, if the town workers aren’t able to do it then maybe we could get a company to do this.  Mrs. Robinson said she appreciated all that is getting done in the town.
v. Clerk Cook asked about the ½ day rental community center.  She asked if we could not rent this out for ½ day rentals.  What are the thoughts on this?
1. Mayor Miller mentioned we hadn’t decided on this.
2. Council Member Johnson stated that she has rode by and saw where different ones bringing in bouncy houses and outside recreational things.  Is this included I the rental amount to use the back ballfield?  She said her thoughts are there shouldn’t be a difference between renting, since you can’t rent it out for the other half day
3. Mayor Miller mentioned the council and himself would look into this for the next meeting.
vi. Council Member Robinson mentioned that someone had asked about the Red Cross coming in the community center and using it for free.
1. Admin Garland mentioned that we couldn’t do for individuals without doing it for everyone with a non-profit.
2. Mayor Miller mentioned that if the town was involved it might be different.
