Call to Order
· Mayor Miller called the meeting to order @ 5:35 pm.
Invocation
· Council Member Myers gave the invocation.
Allison McDowell – CC&I Update on Work in Jefferson
· Mrs. McDowell updated the council of the work being done in the town.
· Dollar General cleaned up the parking lot and is currently working on getting the parking lot repaved.
· Michael Sullivan has tags on all the vehicles, except for one.
· Jim Blanco is trying to get his building fixed but is having a hard time trying to find people that are willing to work.  He asks if the town knew of someone to please let him know.
· City Service Station had a death in the family, so she was going to hold off on getting back with them.
· Storage facility in process of sending a letter.
· McKnight in process of reaching back out.
· Carl Knight has been emailed several times.
· Mrs. McDowell wanted to know if they could move forward with fines.
· Mayor Miller asked if the granddaughter has been spoken to.
· Mrs. McDowell stated yes about putting the property in her name.
· Hartman field has been sent letters to clean up the property.
· Mayor Miller mentioned that the bleachers and stumps have been removed.
· Brandon Price took the house down and cleaned up the property.
· Mayor Miller asked about the trailer on Mr. Price’s sister’s property.
· Mrs. McDowell stated that Mr. Price had mentioned they were going to move the trailer off his sister’s property.
· Mrs. McDowell stated that she is willing to work with anyone if they reach out.
· Mrs. McDowell gave the contract for the building permit side to the mayor and council to see if they had any interest in allowing CC&I take it back over from Chesterfield County.  Mrs. McDowell stated that if they didn’t do the building permits through CC&I, their company could not help out with issues revolving those matters.
· Admin Garland stated that contractors inside of the town were having trouble getting in touch with CC&I building side.  He mentioned that at one point he had reached out to the BZA for approval (which in turn approved the situation) and CC&I cancelled it.  He mentioned he spoke to Donnie (Town Representative) and the Home Office about the issues.  He mentioned that there was no good reason for this.
· Mrs. McDowell stated that her boss Wayne was not aware of these issues.  She asked Admin Garland to email her the information that he had spoken to Donnie and the Home Office.
· Council Member Rollings mentioned a house on 444 Mine St. and 328 Miller St. needed some attention.
· Mayor Miller mentioned 116 Church St., has there been a letter sent.
· Mrs. McDowell responded yes.
· Council Member Johnson mentioned Ronnie Jenkins house on Church Street, what is the update.
· Mrs. McDowell stated she would reach out to Mr. Jenkins to see if there is an update on the progress.
· Mrs. McDowell mentioned Baker St. house, she has been searching for the people that own the house to see where they are with the house.
· Council Member Robinson mentioned a brick house on 265.
· Mrs. McDowell stated that the house was sold back in October 2024.
· Mrs. McDowell stated she has gotten the updated Business License List and will be working on this.
· Mrs. McDowell said she was pleased to see that people were cleaning up and if anyone needed her to please reach out.
