A OLD SETTLER GONE.

DEATII OF W, €. LANKE THIS
MORNING.

Cwer Fifty Years u Reosldent of This
Reland-+=ile Leaves mn Large
Faunlly to Monrn #im.

At hall-past nine o'clock thia
morning W.C. Lane, one of the old-
est white residents of the islands,
breathed his last at the residence
of his davghter, Mrs, Kaae, in
this city., The deceased had been
ill a fow days with pneumonia,
and in spite of the efforts of his
physiciavs, Drs. MeLennsn and
Rassel, suceumbed to its effacts.
The body will be embalmed by
Ed. A. Williams and then sent
over to the late residence of the
deceased at Makao, on the other
side of the island, where the fun-
eral will take place.

W. C. Lane was a native of Ire-
land, and at the time of his death
was 76 years of nge. He came to
Honolulu in the enrly '40's, but
the exact date could not be ascer-
tained this morning. Old seltlers
first remomber him in connection
with the old Maine Hotel. This
building was converted into a
hospital 1bout the year 1845 by
Dr. 8, P. Ford,and W. C, Lane
was pluced in charge of it, The
building was sfterwards deatroyed
by fire.

For thirty-five yenrs past Mr.
Lane bax been engnged in ngri-
culture nnd the rwising of shee
and oattle on lands in the vieinity
of Koolau and Laie, His resi-
dence at Makno isx known to all

the old-timers wnd his lay-
ish  hospitality will long be
remem bered iy his  friends,

He sorved one term in the Lagis-
lature froim 1882 to 1884, « " at
one time was in charge ¢/ e
Kahuku plantation.

W. O. Lane leaves a large fami-
ly, five sons and five daughters
sarviving him, besides a large
number of grandchildren. One
daughter is married ton r' yai-
cian of New York, a seccad to
Juning Kane and a third to sobn
Kna. The sons are all well-
koowan in this city.

The deceased was one of the

oldest members of the Exeelsior |B

Lodge, No.1,I. 0. 0. F., which
he joined in the year 1860, being
then 40 years old. Funeral ser-
viees will probably be held at the
residence of his daughter prior to
the removal of the remains to Ma-
kao under the auspices of the Odd
Fellows, but arrangements there-
for have not yet beea made,
