BREAKING NEWS...

At the time of going to
print, the latest polio
figures are as follows:

- 37 children paralysed by
polio in  Afghanistan
(compared to 17 this time

last year).

- 65 children paralysed by
polio in Pakistan
(compared to 67 this time

last year).

A total of 102 cases; which
is very disturbing when
compared to the total for
2019 of 176; and 33 in
2018.

The Africa Regional
Certification
Commission has

certified the WHO
African Region as wild
polio-free
years without a case, a
remarkable milestone.
