Year 6 Residential Visit to the Lake District

a fun packed 3-day activity programme in the Lake District. The trip will take place from Wednesday
24 June (am) until Friday 26 June (pm) 2020.

Activity sessions include outdoor climbing, outdoor abseiling, gorge walking, plunge pool jumping,
mountain scramble, mountain night walk, visit to the mountain rescue centre and a survival challenge.
Risk assessments have been carried out and are available to view if you would like to come into school.

Accommodation is at the Grasmere Youth Hostel, which the school will have sole use of the first floor.
‘Wild About Adventure’ will provide waterproofs, wetsuits and all safety equipment.
