THE COST OF DISCIPLESHIP — BIBLE STUDY WITH REV. CHAD BOGDEWIC

Dietrich Bonhoeffer (February 4, 1906 – April 9, 1945) was a Lutheran theologian and activist 
from Germany who was an outspoken critic of Hitler and the Nazi Regime. In 1937, he 
published The Cost of Discipleship, an exploration of the Sermon on the Mount. He was 
arrested in 1943 and executed in 1945, just weeks before the death of Hitler and the end of 
World War II. This study is a look at Bonhoeffer's book. What can we learn from this modern 
martyr in today's world?
