Uniform & Appearance
The Academy has its own uniform and PE kit, which has been selected so that students will feel part of the Academy

This is because personal presentation is important in the world of work, and we want to ensure that our students 
develop a sense of pride in their appearance.

Appearance:

• Jewellery of any kind is not permitted unless for religious reasons and one single small studded earring.

• Hair colour must be of a ‘natural’ shade

• Haircuts- must not be ‘extreme’ (e.g. no lines shaved into head)

• No makeup, nail varnish, false nails or fake tan.

Attendance 

• Attend every day unless genuinely ill (only keep

• Aim for 96% or higher – 96% is approx. five days 
absence.

• We support attendance with regular monitoring, phone 
calls and meetings.
