KS4 Options Information and Guidance 2021

I am writing to you with regards to the upcoming decisions that students in year 9 will take
relating to their KS4 options. In this letter | will detail the options process and guide you
through the choices they have, as well as providing you with key dates and sources of
support that the Academy can offer during this stage of their academic career.

Options process
The options process will formally begin on the week commencing the 15*" March 2021.

Stage 1: Options information (Launches 15" March)

Options information is available on the academy website as well as a link on the students
TEAMS account called ‘Options 2021". Here you will be able to access the options guide
containing all key information.

Stage 2: Thinking and discussion time (15" -19*" March)
There will be an opportunity during Parents evening on Thursday 18" March to discuss
their choices with subject teachers.

Stage 3: Selecting your options (19" March - 1% April)

To select their options an assignment will be sent to students via TEAMs where they will
select up to four options based on preference.

The submission date for option choices is the 1** April 2021.

Supporting you with your choices

Making the right choice is a difficult and sometimes challenging prospect, to support you
with this the Academy has provided a series of information resources to help you make your
decisions. This will be shared primarily in the form of the online options guide as well as
subject support videos with additional information relating to careers and further study.

Note: At this stage | wish to inform you that whilst the vast majority of students will receive
their chosen options. There may be rare occasions where this may not be possible, in such
instances we will work with the students to ensure they are allocated courses which meet
their interests and expectations.
