
We teach them about the holiness of God, the sinfulness of 
man, and the person and work of Christ. 

We urge them to repent1 and believe2. 

We offer the promise of forgiveness and eternal life. 

We warn them of the judgment to come.

How do we evangelize?

1 To turn from sin. 2 To trust in Christ alone for salvation.



Genesis 1:1 In the beginning God created the heavens and the 
earth. 

1 John 1:5 God is light, and in Him there is no darkness at all. 

Acts 17:31 He has fixed a day in which He will judge the 
world in righteousness.

Truth 1: God is the holy Creator and Judge.



Genesis 8:21 The intent of man’s heart is evil from his youth. 

Isaiah 64:6 All our righteous deeds are like a filthy garment. 

Romans 3:12 There is none who does good. There is not even 
one.

Truth 2: Man is a great sinner.



1 Timothy 1:15 Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners. 

Isaiah 53:5 He was pierced through for our transgressions. 

1 Corinthians 15:4 He was raised on the third day according to 
the Scriptures.

Truth 3: Christ is the Savior of sinners.



Isaiah 55:7 Let the wicked forsake his way and the 
unrighteous man his thoughts. 

John 3:16 For God so loved the world, that He gave His only 
begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him shall not perish, 
but have eternal life. 

Acts 2:38 Repent and each of you be baptized in the name of 
Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins. 

Truth 4: Man must repent and believe.



1 Corinthians 6:9 Or do you not know that the unrighteous 
will not inherit the kingdom of God? 

2 Corinthians 5:17 If anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; 
the old things passed away; behold, new things have come. 

1 John 3:9 Everyone who has been born of God does not sin1, 
because His seed abides in him.

Truth 5: Saving faith will always result in a new 
life of obedience.

1 Not Christian perfection (see 1 John 1:10), but the new lifestyle of the believer.
