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DJ Spotlight on David Pendergraff by Pettis Montague

Our friend and Bass Lake Club member, David Pendergraff will be providing the music for our May social. David is
originally from the Apex area and graduated from Apex High School. Recently he has moved to the Wilmington area. After
he was grown was when he really started listening to beach music. When going to the beach, he fell in love with the music
and made it a point to listen to beach music especially on weekends. He often listened to 107.9 and continued his love
with the music.

As a new resident in the Wilmington area, David is working to build his DJ business in this area, while also retaining DJ
business in areas such as Bass Lake, Chatham Area, Eno Beach, Kerr Lake and Moore County. Even though developing
new DJ business can be slow and tedious, he loves it and doesn’t mind the travel and calendar adjustments.

When asked what he loves about being a DJ, he responded, “Listening to the music over and over with different artists
until something really stands out.” He says he learns something every time. For example, “Depending on the set up, you
may hear different instruments coming through and you learn little things that make the music really good.” Because David
is a dancer, he likes to pick music to dance to properly. He describes it as songs that relate to a good “danceable” song.

David’s first DJ gig started in 2012 when he was asked to play monthly at the Brick in Fuquay Varina. This was around the
time when Bass Lake was leaving the Brick to meet at Tony’s Oyster Bar in Cary. He already had a good collection of
music, and The Brick wanted the music to continue. Fellow Bass Lake member, John Humphries, helped David get
started and went with him to purchase his first equipment. That was a wise investment because since then David has
gone on the play at popular clubs like Loafers and TJ’s in Raleigh, and thanks to great weekends in N Myrtle Beach like
DJ Throwdown, David has played at Fat Harold’s and Duck’s. He has also played for shag clubs from Fayetteville to Kerr
Lake and from Eno Beach to New Bern including Moore County, Sanford and Twin Rivers and a monthly gig at High Park
Bar & Grill in Raleigh. Over the years, David has gained a lot of advice and encouragement from DJ Chigger Woods and
the late Roy Childress. He credits these DJ’s for “helping to make me the type of DJ that I am.” DJ Chigger Woods and
our Bass Lake President, Deb Baker sponsored David into the Association of Beach Music & Shag Club DJ’s in 2014, an
organization with members interested in the preservation and furtherance of beach and shag music and the directly
related lifestyles that accrue from it. David sums up what it means to him to play the music that we love by saying, “I feel
good when my selections make people want to get on the floor and dance!”
