1.03 CITY POWERS. The City may, except as expressly limited by the lowa Constitution,
and if not inconsist@ with the laws of the lowa General Assembly, exercise any power and
perform any function it deems appropriate to protect and preserve the rights, privileges, and
property of the City and of its residents, and to preserve and improve the peace, saféty, he
welfare, comfort, and convenience of its residents, and each and every provision of this Code
of Ordinances shall be deemed to be in the exercise of the foregoing powers and the performance
of the foregoing functions.

1.04 INDEMNITY. The applicant for any permit or license under this Code of Ordinances,

by making such application, assumes and agrees to pay for any injury to or death of any person
or persons whomsoever, and any loss of or damage to property whatsoevdingnall costs

and expenses incident thereto, however arising from or related to, directly, indirectly, or
remotely, the issuance of the permit or license, or the doing of anything thereunder, or the failure
of such applicant, or the agents, employeesenrants of such applicant, to abide by or comply

with any of the provisions of this Code of Ordinances or the terms and conditions of such permit
or license, and such applicant, by making such application, forever agrees to indemnify the City
and its offcers, agents, and employees, and agrees to save them harmless from any and all
claims, demands, lawsuits, or liability whatsoever for any loss, damage, injury, or death,
including all costs and expenses incident thereto, by reason of the foregoingovitiems of

this section shall be deemed to be a part of any permit or license issued under this Code of
Ordinances or any other ordinance of the City, whether expressly recited therein or not.

1.05 PERSONAL INJURIES. When action is brought against By for personal injuries
alleged to have been caused by its negligence, the City may notify in writing any person by
whose negligence it claims the injury was caused. The notice shall state the pendency of the
action, the name of the plaintiff, the naar location of the court where the action is pending,

a brief statement of the alleged facts from which the cause arose, that the City believes that the
person notified is liable to it for any judgment rendered against the City, and asking the person
to appear and defend. A judgment obtained in the suit is conclusive in any action by the City
against any person so notified, as to the existence of the defect or other cause of the injury or

damage, as to the liability of the City to the plaintiff in thestfinamed action, and as to the
amount of the damage or injury. The City may maintain an action against the person notified
to recover the amount of the judgment together with all the expenses incurred by the City in the
suit.

1.06 RULES OF CONSTRUCTION. In the construction of this Code of Ordinances, the

rules of statutory construction as set forth in Chapter 4 oftue of lowashall be utilized to
ascertain the intent of the Cesuatuteowas$ husbeede 1t

Ordinances.

1.07 EXTENSION OF AUTHORITY. Whenever an officer or employee is required or
authorized to do an act by a provision of this CodéOalinances, the provision shall be
construed as authorizing performance by a regular assistant, subordinate, or a duly authorized
designee of said officer or employee.

1.08 AMENDMENTS. All ordinances that amend, repeal, or in any manner affect this
Code ¢ Ordinances shall include proper reference to chapter, section, subsection, or paragraph
to maintain an orderly codification of ordinances of the City.

1.09 CATCHLINES AND NOTES. The catchlines of the several sections of @isle of
Ordinances, titles, headings (chapter, section
and State law references, unless set out in the body of the section itself, contained in this Code

of Ordinances, do not constitute any part of tiedad are intended merely to indicate, explain,

supplement, or clarify the contents of a section.

1.10 ALTERING CODE. Itis unlawful for any unauthorized person to change or amend,

by additions or deletions, any part or portion of this Code of Ordinaoc#s,nsert or delete
pages, or portions thereof, or to alter or tamper with this Code of Ordinances in any manner that
will cause the law of the City to be misrepresented.

1.11 SEVERABILITY. If any section, provision, or part of this Code of Ordinanis
adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication will not affect the validity of this Code
of Ordinances as a whole or any section, provision, or part thereof not adjudged invalid or
unconstitutional.

1.12 WARRANTS. If consent to enter upon arspect any building, structure, or property
pursuant to a municipal ordinance is withheld by any person having the lawful right to exclude,
the City officer or employee having the duty to enter upon or conduct the inspection may apply
to the lowa DistritCourt in and for the County, pursuant to Section 808.14 @ dlde of lowa

for an administrative search warrant. No owner, operator or occupant, or any other person
having charge, care, or control of any dwelling unit, rooming unit, structure, lgyildm
premises shall fail or neglect, after presentation of a search warrant, to permit entry therein by
the municipal officer or employee.

1.13 GENERAL STANDARDS FOR ACTION. Whenever this Code of Ordinances
grants any discretionary power to the Counciéumy commission, board, or officer or employee

of the City and does not specify standards to govern the exercise of the power, the power shall
be exercised in light of the following standard: The discretionary power to grant, deny, or

revoke any matterhall be considered in light of the facts and circumstances then existing and

as may be reasonably foreseeable, and due consideration shall be given to the impact upon the

1.14 STANDARD PENALTY. Unless another penalty is expressly provided by this Code

of Ordinances for violation of any particular provision, section, or chapter, any person failing
to perform a duty required by this Code of Ordinances or otherwise violating any provision of
this Code of Ordinances or any rule or regulation adopted herein by reference shall, upon

conviction, be subject to a fine of at least $105.00 but not to ex&&&d0®”*

3.01 MUNICIPAL INFRACTION. A violation of this Code of Ordinances or any
ordinance or code herein adopted by reference or the omission or failure to perform any act or
duty required by the same, with the exception of those provisions specifically provided under
State law as a fehy, an aggravated misdemeanor, or a serious misdemeanor, or a simple
misdemeanor under Chapters 687 through 747 oCtue of lowais a municipal infraction
punishable by civil penalty as provided hergin.

3.02 ENVIRONMENT AL VIOLATION. A municipal infraction that is a violation of
Chapter 455B of th€ode of lowaor of a standard established by the City in consultation with
the Department of Natural Resources, or both, may be classified as an environmental violation.
However, the provisions of this section shall not be applicable until the City has offered to
participate in informal negotiations regarding the violation or to the following specific
violations:

1. A violation arising from nonconljance with a pretreatment standard or
requirement referred to in 40 C.F.R. 8403.8.
2. The discharge of airborne residue from grain, created by the handling, drying,

or storing of grain, by a person not engaged in the industrial production or
manufacturing ofjyrain products.

3. The discharge of airborne residue from grain, created by the handling, drying,
or storing of grain, by a person engaged in such industrial production or manufacturing
if such discharge occurs from September 15 to January 15.

3.03 PENALTIES. A municipal infraction is punishable by the following civil penalties:

A First offensé not to exceed $750.00

B. Each repeat offengenot to exceed $1,000.00
Each day that a violation occurs or eymitted to exist constitutes a repeat offense.
2. Special Civil Penalties.

A. A municipal infraction arising from noncompliance with a

pretreatment standard or requirement, referred to in 40 C.F.R. 8403.8, by an
industrial user is punishable by a penalty of mote than $1,000.00 for each
day a violation exists or continues.

B. A municipal infraction classified as an environmental violation is
punishable by a penalty of not more than $1,000.00 for each occurrence.
However, an environmental violation is not subjecsuch penalty if all of the
following conditions are satisfied:

D The violation results solely from conducting an initial startup,
cleaning, repairing, performing scheduled maintenance, testing, or
conducting a shutdown of either equipment causiagiblation or the
equipment designed to reduce or eliminate the violation.

(2) The City is notified of the violation within 24 hours from the
time that the violation begins.

3) The violation does not ctinue in existence for more than
eight hours.

3.04 CIVIL CITATIONS. Any officer authorized by the City to enforce this Code of
Ordinances may issue a civil citation to a person who commits a municipal infraction. A copy
of the citation may be served by personal service as provided in Rule of Civil f@de805,
by certified mail addressed to the defendant at
receipt requested, or by publication in the manner as provided in Rule of Civil Procedure 1.310
and subject to the conditions of Rule of Civil Proaedi.311. A copy of the citation shall be
retained by the issuing officer, and the original citation shall be sent to the Clerk of the District
Court. The citation shall serve as notification that a civil offense has been committed and shall
contain thefollowing information:

1. The name and address of the defendant.

2.. . The name or description of the infraction attested to by the officer issuing the
citation.

3. The location and time of the infraction.

4, The amount of civil penalty to be assessed or the alternative relief sought, or
both.

5. The manner, location, and time in iat the penalty may be paid.

6. The time and place of court appearance.

7. The penalty for failure to appear in court.

8. The legal description of the affected real property, if applicable.

If the citation affects real property and charges a violation relatindpe condition of the
property, including a building code violation, a local housing regulation violation, a housing
code violation, or a public health or safety violation, after filing the citation with the Clerk of
the District Court, the City shall adile the citation in the office of the County Treasurer.

3.05 ALTERNATIVE RELIEF. Seeking a civil penalty as authorized in this chapter does

not preclude the City from seeking alternative relief from the court in the same action. Such

alternative reliemay include, but is not limited to, an order for abatement or injunctive relief.

3.06 ALTERNATIVE PENALTIES. This chapter does not preclude a peace officer from
issuing a criminal citation for a violation of this CodeCfdinances or regulation if criminal

The oath shall be
taken, and bond provided, after such officer is certified as elected but not later than noon
of the firstday that is not a Sunday or a legal holiday in January of the first year of the
term for which the officer was elected.

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5.07 CONFLICT OF INTEREST. A City officer or employee shall not have an interest,
direct or indirect, in any contract or job of work or material or the profits thereof or services to
be furnished or performed for the City, unless expressly permijtéaiAb A contract entered
into in violation of this section is void. The provisions of this section do not apply to:

1. Compensation of Officers. The payment of lawful compensation of a City
officer or employee holding more thane City office or position, the holding of which
is not incompatible with another public office or is not prohibited by law.

5.08 RESIGNATIONS. An elected officer who wishde resign may do so by submitting
a resignation in writing to the Clerk so that it shall be properly recorded and considered. A
person who resigns from an elective office is not eligible for appointment to the same office
during the time for which the pgon was elected if, during that time, the compensation of the
office has been increased.

Except as
otherwise provided by State or City law, all persons appointed to Gite afr employment
may be removed by the officer or body making the appointment, but every such removal shall
be by written order. The order shall give the reasons, be filed in the office of the Clerk, and a
copy shall be sent by certified mail to the gmar removed, who, upon request filed with the
Clerk within 30 days after the date of mailing the copy, shall be granted a public hearing before
the Council on all issues connected with the removal.

6.01 NOMINATING METHOD TO BE USED. All candidates for elective municipal
offices shall be nominated under the provisions of Chapter 45 @fdtie of lowa
(Code d lowa, Sec. 376.3)

6.02 NOMINATIONS BY PETITION. Nominations for elective municipal offices of the
City may be made by nomination paper or papers signed by not less than 10 eligible electors,
residents of the City.

6.03 ADDING NAME BY PETITION. The name of a candidate placed upon the ballot by
any other method than by petition shall not be added by petition for the same office.
(Code of lowaSec. 45.2)

6.04 PREPARATION OF PETITION AND AFFIDAVIT. Nomination papers shall
include a petition and an affidavit of candidacy. The petition and affidavit shall be substantially
in the form prescribed by the State Commissioner of Elections, shall include information

TheClerkis the finance and accounting officer of the City and
is responsile for the administration of the provisions of this chapter.

7.03 CASH CONTROL. To assure the proper accounting and safe custody of moneys the
following shall apply:

1. Deposit of Funds. All moneys or fees collected for any purpose by any City

officer shdl be deposited through the office of the finance officer. If any said fees are

due to an officer, they shall be paid to the officer by check drawn by the finance officer

and approved by the Council only wumon such
thereto as required by law, ordinance, or Council directive.

2. Deposits and Investments. All moneys belonging to the City shall be promptly
deposited in depositories selected by the Council in amounts not exceeding the
authorized depository limitatioastablished by the Council or invested in accordance
with the Citybés written investment policy a
authorized by Section 384.21 of tBede of lowa

(Code of lowaSec. 384.21, 12B.10, 12C.1)

3. Petty Cash Fund. THaance officer shall be custodian of a petty cash fund

for the payment of small claims for minor purchases, cetlealelivery transportation
charges, and small fees customarily paid at the time of rendering a service, for which
payments the finance offer shall obtain some form of receipt or bill acknowledged as
paid by the vendor or agent. At such time as the petty cash fund is approaching
depletion, the finance officer shall draw a check for replenishment in the amount of the
accumulated expendituresd said check and supporting detail shall be submitted to
the Council as a claim in the usual manner for claims and charged to the proper funds
and accounts. It shall not be used for salary payments or other personal services or
personal expenses.

7.04 FUND CONTROL. There shall be established and maintained separate and distinct
funds in accordance with the following:

1. Revenues. All moneys received by the City shall be credited to the proper fund
as required by law, ordinance, or resolution.

5. Capital Improvements Reserve Fund. Except where specifically prohibited by
State law, moneys may be transferred from any City fund to theaChpfirovements
Reserve Fund.

6. Utility and Enterprise Funds. A surplus in a Utility or Enterprise Fund may be
transferred to any other Cifynd, except the Emergency Fund and Road Use Tax
Funds, by resolution of the Council. A surplus may exist only after all required transfers
have been made to any restricted accounts in accordance with the terms and provisions
of any revenue bonds or loagreements relating to the Utility or Enterprise Fund. A
surplus is defined as the cash balance in the operating account or the unrestricted
retained earnings calculated in accordance with generally accepted accounting
principles in excess of:

A. The amountof the expense of disbursements for operating and
maintaining the utility or enterprise for the preceding three months; and

B. The amount necessary to make all required transfers to restricted
accounts for the succeeding three months.

The finance officer shall submit the completed budget
proposal to the Council each year at such time as directed by the Council.

4, Budget Accounts. There shall be established such individual accounts to record
receipts by source and expenditures by program aindtya@s will provide adequate
information and control for budgeting purposes as planned and approved by the
Council. Each individual account shall be maintained within its proper fund and so kept
that receipts can be immediately and directly compareld rgivenue estimates and
expenditures can be related to the authorizing appropriation. No expenditure shall be
posted except to the appropriation for the function and purpose for which the expense
was incurred.

5. Immediate Payment Authorized. The Coundilynby resolution authorize the
Clerk to issue checks for immediate payment of amounts due, which if not paid
promptly would result in loss of discount, penalty for late payment or additional interest
cost. Any such payments made shall be reported todhedl for review and approval

with and in the same manner as other claims at the next meeting following such
payment. The resolution authorizing immediate payment shall specify the type of
payment so authorized and may include (but is not limited tanpayof utility bills,
contractual obligations, payroll, and bond principal and interest.

6. Utilities. The finance officer shall perform and be responsible for accounting
functions of the municipally owned utilities.

Memorial Library It is referred to in this chapter as the Library.

2102 LIBRARY TRUSTEES. The Board of Trustees of the Library, hereinafter referred to
as the Board, consists tfo resident members ardree altarge members (eithergiglent or
nonresident). All members are to be appointed by the Mayor with the approval of the Council.

2103 QUALIFICATIONS OF TRUSTEES. All resident members of the Board shall be
bona fide citizens and residents of the City. The nonresident memther Bbard shall be a

bona fide citizen and resident of the unincorporated County. Members shall be over the age of
18 years.

2104 ORGANIZATION OF THE BOARD. The organization of the Board shall be as
follows:

1. Term of Office. All appointments to theoBrd shall be fofour years, except
to fill vacancies. Each term shall commence on July 1. Appointments shall be made
every two years of onthird the total number or as near as possible, to stagger the terms.

2. Vacancies. The position of any resident Trustee shall be vacated if such
member moves permanently from the City. The position of a nonresident Trustee shall
be vacated if such member moves permanently from the County or into the City. The
position of ay Trustee shall be deemed vacated if such member is absent from six
consecutive regular meetings of the Board, except in the case of sickness or temporary
absence from the City or County. Vacancies in the Board shall be filled in the same
manner as an ainal appointment except that the new Trustee shall fill out the
unexpired term for which the appointment is made.

3. Compensation. Trustees shall receive no compensation for their services.

2105 CONTRACTING WITH OTHER LIBRARIES. The Board has power tontract
with other libraries in accordance with the following:

1. Contracting. The Board may contract with any other boards of trustees of free

public libraries, with any other city, school corporation, private or semiprivate

organization, institution digher learning, township, or County, or with the trustees of

any County library district for the use of the Library by their respective residents.

1. Lending. By lending the books or other materials of the Library to nonresidents
on the same terms and conditions as to residents of the City, or County, or upon payment
of a special noresident Library fee.

2. Depository. By establishing depositories of Library books or other materials to
be loaned to nonresidents.

3. Bookmobiles. By establishing bookmobiles or a traveling library so that books
or other Library materials may be loartechonresidents.

4. Branch Library. By establishing branch libraries for lending books or other
Library materials to nonresidents.

2107 ANNUAL REPORT. The Board shall make a report to the Council immediately after
the close of the fiscal year. This report shall contain statements as to the condition of the
Library, the number of books added, the number circulated, the amount of fines collected, and
the amount of money expended in the maintenance of the Library during the year, together with
such further information as may be required by the Council.

2108 INJURY TO BOOKS OR PROPERTY. It is unlawful for a person willfully,
maliciously or wantonly todar, deface, mutilate, injure or destroy, in whole or in part, any
newspaper, periodical, book, map, pamphlet, chart, picture or other property belonging to the
Library or reading room.

or equipment is overdue and criminal actions will be taken, has been made to reclaim
the maerials or equipment.

Compile and submit to the Mayor and Counc#rarual report as
well as such other reports as may be requested by the Mayor or Council.

10. Command. Be in command of all officers appointed for police work and be
responsible for the care, maintenance, and use of all vehicles, equipment, and materials
of the department.

30.08 DEPARTMENTAL RULES. The Police Chief shall establish such rules, not in
conflict with the Code of Ordinances, and subject to the approval of the Council, as may be
necessary for the operation of the department.

30.09 SUMMONING AID. Any peace officer making a legal arrest may orally summon as
many persons as the officer reasonably finds necessary to aid the officer in making the arrest.

risk of setous injury or breach of the peada) if the person doing any of the enumerated acts
is employed by a school district or accredited nonpublic school, or is an area education agency
staff member who provides services to a school or school districtnerdanes in a fight or
physical struggle or other disruptive situation that takes place in the presence of the employee
or staff member performing employment duties in a school building, on school grounds, or at
an official school function, regardlesstbe location, whether the fight or physical struggle or
other disruptive situation is between students or other individuals, if the degree and the force of
the intervention is reasonably necessary to restore order and to protect the safety of those
asseml®d.

or permit such dog to cause serious annoyance or disturbance to any person by frequent and
habitual howling, yelping, barking, or otherwise, or by running after or chasing persons,
bicycles, automobiles or athvehicles.

55.09 GENERAL PROHIBITIONS AND DUTIES.

1. No person shall aid or cause any animal, whether owned by such person or not,
to escape confinement or impoundment, whether such confinement or impoundment is
upon such per s onahaherphby oppning any gate,rdoot ohvairtdowp f
by making an opening in any fence, enclosure or structure, or by unleashing such
animal.

2. It is the duty of every person owning or having the custody or control of any
animal to immediately clean up, remove atigppose of any feces deposited by such
animal upon public property, park property, public righivay or the property of
another.

3. It is the duty of every person owning or having the custody or control of any
animal to physically restrain the animal witlein enclosure or upon a leash when such
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animal is left unattended outside or is not at heel. The animal must be restrained so as
to prevent the animal from leaving the premises of its owner or from coming in contact
with public rightof-way or the propeytof another.

55.10 TRAPPING OF ANIMALS. No person may set traps in the City for the purpose of
apprehending wild or domesticated animals. This section does not prohibit:

1. Trapping mice, rats or other household vermin;

2. Setting of traps to destroy molaad other underground pests, so long as the
traps used may be triggered only by subsurface action;

3. Setting of traps in the line of duty by an animal control officer or with the
written permission from and under supervision of an animal control offiderenosed
pest control operator;

57.02 KEEPING OF DANGEROUS ANIMALS PROHIBITED. No person shall keep,
shelter or harbor any dangerougnaal as a pet, or act as a temporary custodian for such animal,
or keep, shelter or harbor such animal for any purpose or in any capacity within the City.

57.03 KEEPING OF VICIOUS ANIMALS PROHIBITED. No person shall keep, shelter
or harbor for any reson within the City a vicious animal except in the following circumstances:
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1. Animals under the control of a law enforcement or military agency.

2. The keeping of guard dogs; however, guard dogs must be kept within a structure

or fixed enclosure at allrties, and any guard dog found at large may be processed as a

vicious animal pursuant to the provisions of this chapter. Any premises guarded by a

AVicious D dgmnilaranportyandrthe ewner of such premises shall inform

the Mayor or peace officer that a guard dog is on duty at said premises.

57.04 SEIZURE, IMPOUNDMENT AND DISPOSITION.

1. In the event that a dangerous animal or vicious animal is found at dad)
unattended upon public property, park property, public tigtway or the property of
someone other than its owner, thereby creating a hazard to persons or property, such
animal may, in the discretion of the Mayor or peace officer, be destroyexdifriot be
confined or captured. The City shall be under no duty to attempt the confinement or
capture of a dangerous animal or vicious animal found at large, nor shall it have a duty
to notify the owner of such animal prior to its destruction.

2. Upon he complaint of any individual that a person is keeping, sheltering or
harboring a dangerous animal or vicious animal on premises in the City, the Mayor shall
cause the matter to be investigated and if after investigation, the facts indicate that the
persm named in the complaint is keeping, sheltering or harboring a dangerous or
vicious animal in the City, the Mayor shall order the person named in the complaint to
safely remove such animal from the City or destroy the animal within three days of the
receig of such an order. Such order shall be contained in a notice to remove the
dangerous or vicious animal, which notice shall be given in writing to the person
keeping, sheltering or harboring the dangerous animal or vicious animal, and shall be
served pemnally or by certified mail. Such order and notice to remove the dangerous
animal or vicious animal shall not be required where such animal has previously caused
serious physical harm or death to any person, in which case the Mayor shall cause the
animalto be immediately seized and impounded or killed if seizure and impoundment
are not possible without risk of serious physical harm or death to any person.

3. The order to remove a dangerous animal or vicious animal issued by the Mayor
may be appealed togtCouncil. In order to appeal such order, written notice of appeal
must be filed with the Clerk within three days after receipt of the order contained in the
notice to remove the dangerous or vicious animal. Failure to file such written notice of
appeakhall constitute a waiver of the right to appeal the order of the Mayor.

4, The notice of appeal shall state the grounds for such appeal and shall be
delivered personally or by certified mail to the Clerk. The hearing of such appeal shall

be scheduled whiin seven days of the receipt of the notice of appeal. The hearing may

be continued for good cause. After such hearing, the Council may affirm or reverse the
order of the Mayor. Such determination shall be contained in a written decision and
shall be fied with the Clerk within three days after the hearing or any continued session

thereof.

5. If the Council affirms the action of the Mayor, the Council shall order in its
written decision that the person owning, sheltering, harboring or keeping such
dangeous or vicious animal remove such animal from the City or destroy it. The
decision and order shall inmediately be served upon the person against whom rendered
in the same manner as the notice of removal. If the original order of the Mayor is not
appealedand is not complied with within three days or the order of the Council after
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appeal is not complied with within three days of its issuance, the Mayor is authorized

to seize, impound or destroy such dangerous or vicious animal. Failure to comply with

an ader of the Mayor issued pursuant to this chapter and not appealed, or of the Council
after appeal, constitutes a simple misdemeanor.

No person shall raise, harbor or keep chickens within the City
of Anthon without a valid permit obtained from the City Council under the provisions of this
chapter.

In order to obtain a permit, an applicant must submit a completed
application on forms provided by the City Clerk and paying all fees required by this
chapter.

58.05 TRACT OF LAND ALLOWED. Permits will be granted only for tracts of land
located in the restricted residential districts as identified on the current Official Restricted
Residence Map on file with the City of Anthon.

A permit shall not allow thg@ermit holderto
engage in chicken breeding or fertilizer production for commercial purposes.

Openingwindows and vents must be covered with predator and bird proof wire

of less than onénch openings.

C. The materials used in making a henhouse or chicken tractor shall be
uniform for each element of the structure such that the walls are made of the
same mateal, the roof has the same shingles or other covering, and any
windows or openings are constructed using the same materials. The use of
scrap, waste board, sheet metal, or similar materials is prohibited. Henhouses
and chicken tractors shall be well mained.

5. Henhouses, chicken tractors and chicken pens shall only be located in the rear
yard required bythis Code of Ordinancasnless the setback requirements cannot be
met, in which case they may be kept in a side yard but within the required setiacks.
henhouse, chicken tractor, or chicken pen shall be allowed in any front yard.

6. Henhouses, chicken tractors and chicken pens must be located at least 10 feet
from the property line and at least 25 feet from any adjacent residential dwelling,
church, schoglor place of business.

ODOR AND NOISE IMPACTS.

1. Odors from chickens, chicken manuweother chicken related substances shall
not be perceptible beyond the boundaries of the permitted tract of land.

2. Noise from chickens shall not beud enough beyond the boundaries of the
permitted tract of land at the property boundaries to disturb persons of reasonable
sensitivity.

PREDATORS, RODENTS, INSECTS AND PARASITES. Thepermit holdershall

take necessary action to reduce the ditva of predators and rodents and the potential
infestation of insects and parasites. Chickens found to be infested with insects and parasites
that may result in unhealthy conditions to human habitation may be removed by the City and all
costs associatealith the removal shall be accessed to the owner of the property from which the
chickens were removed.

than as directed and required by such markers, buttons or signs.

however, Uturns are prohibited within thBusines Districtand at intersections where there
are automatic traffic signals.

C. The Superintendent or Mayor, on the basis of falling snow, sleet or
freezing rain, or on the basis of a forecast of snow, sleet or freezing rain, finds
that it is necessary for plowing or salting purposes that parking be prohibited,
and causes a declarationsoich snow emergency to be publicly announced by
broadcast from a radio or television station with a normal operating range
covering the City.

The Superintendent or Mayor shall make or cause to be made a record of each time and
date when any declarationasnounced to the public in accordance with paragraph C
above.

3. Stalled Vehicles During Snow Emergency. Whenever a vehicle becomes
stalled or inoperable for any reason on any street, highway, roadway or other public
right-of-way during a snow emergencygetiperson operating such vehicle shall take
immediate action to have the vehicle towed or pushed off the street, highway, roadway
or public rightof-way. No person shall abandon or leave a vehicle on any street,
highway, roadway or other public rigbf-way during a snow emergency (regardless

of whether the operator indicates by raising the hood or otherwise that the vehicle is
stalled), except for the purpose of securing assistance during the actual time necessary
to go to a nearly telephone or to a neaglayage, gasoline station or other place of
assistance and return without delay.

69.11 PARKING RECREATIONAL VEHICLES.

70.01 ARREST OR CITATION. Whenever a peace officer has reasonable cause to believe
that a person has violated any provision of the Traffic Code, such officer may:

1. Immediate Arrest. Immediately arresthiperson and take such person before
a local magistrate; or

2. Issue Citation. Without arresting the person, prepare in quintuplicate a
combined traffic citation and complaint as adopted by the lowa Commissioner of Public
Safety, or issue a uniform citatioand complaint utilizing a Statpproved
computerized device.

70.02 SCHEDULED VIOLATIONS. For violations of the Traffic Code that are designated

ATVs and UTVs may be operated on roadways or highways in
accordance with Section 321.234A of t@ede of lowa A City may regulate the
operation of registered ATVs and UTVs and may designate streets under the jurisdiction
of the City within its corporate limits, and twlane primary and secondary road
extensions in the City, which may be used for the operation of such vehicles.

No person shall operate an ATV/UTV while under the influence
of intoxicating liquor, narcotics, or hadiirming drugs.
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8. Lights. No person shall operate an ATV/UTV without lighted headlamps and
taillights when required for setfy.

9. Unattended.No owner or operator of an ATV/UTV shall leave an unattended
vehicle on public property while the motor is running or with keys in the ignition switch.

10. Parking. The operators must obey all parking regulations in the City when
parked on gublic street or thoroughfare.

11. Hours of OperationATV/UTVs shall only be operated sunrise to sunset. The
only permitted operation after these hours shall be for routine snow removal or in
emergency situations.

While operated o€y street

the number of passengers permitted on a golf cart shall not exceed the number of seats intended

for passengers. Whilen Cty streets, operators must hawe their person or in the golf cart

proof of the required insurance.

77.03 PROHIBITED LOCATIONS.

Golf carts shall not be operated upon any Gitgets with a posted
speedimit of greater than 25 mph @my City streets or parts of any Cétreets listed
below:

A. Bridge Street

No golf cart shall be operated at a speed in excess of the lesser of 25 miles
per hour othe postedspeed limit Golf carts shall not be modified to increase speed.

7707 TRAFFIC CODE. Any person operating a golf catall strictly adhere to alkaffic

signs and signals and all other traffic rules and regulations, and shall obey the orders and
direction of any law enforcement officer authorized to direct or regulate traffic. No person shall
leave a golf cart unattended on public property wihigerhotor is running or the keys are in the
ignition switch.

7708 ACCIDENT REPORTS. Whenever a golf cart is involved in an accident resulting in
injury or death to anyone or property damage amounting to $200.00 or more, either the operator
or someoneding for the operator shall immediately notify a law enforcement officer and shall
file an accident report, in accordance with State law.

7709 PENALTIES AND FINES. Any person operating a golf cart in violation of this

Work under any permit must be completed within 60 days after the
permit is issued, except that when such time period is inequitable or unfair due to conditions
beyond the control of the person makihg application, an extension of time within which to
complete the work may be granted. The permit may be revoked at any time for any violation
of these chapters.

90.06 FEE FOR PERMIT. Before any permit is issued the person who makes the
application shala fee in the amount of $200.88 the Clerk to cover the cost of issuing the
permit and supervising, regulating, and inspecting the work.

90.07 COMPLIANCE WITH PLUMBING CODE. The installation of any water service
pipe and any connection with the water system shall comply with all pertinent and applicable
provisions, whether regulatory, procedural or enforcement provisions, &tale Plumbing

Code

90.08 PLUMBER REQUIRED. All installations of water service pipes and connections to
the watersystem shall be made by a Sthtensed plumber.

90.09 EXCAVATIONS. All trench work, excavation, and backfilling required in making a
connection shall be performed in accordance wid@ttate Plumbing Codand the provisions
of Chapter 135 of this Code of Ordinances.

90.10 TAPPING MAINS. All taps into water mains shall be made by or under the direct
supervision of the Superintendent and in accordance with the following:
(Code of lowaSec. 372.13[4])

1. Independent Services. No more than one house, building, or premises shall be
supplied from one tap unless special written permission is obtained from the
Superintendent and unless provision is made so that each house, building, cgremis
may be shut off independently of the other.

2. Sizes and Location of Taps. All mains six inches or less in diameter shall
receive no larger than a thrémurths inch tap. All mains of over six inches in diameter
shall receive no larger than a eineh tap. Where a larger connection than a-imoh

tap is desired, two or more small taps or saddles shall be used, as the Superintendent
shall order. All taps in the mains shall be made in the top half of the pipe, at least 18
inches apart. No main shall tapped nearer than two feet of the joint in the main.

3. Corporation Stop. A brass corporation stop, of the pattern and weight approved
by the Superintendent, shall be inserted in every tap in the main. The corporation stop
in the main shall be of the sarsige as the service pipe.
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4, Location Record. An accurate and dimensional sketch showing the exact
location of the tap shall be filed with the Superintendent in such form as the
Superintendent shall require.

90.11 INSTALLATION OF WATER SERVICE PIPE. Waterservice pipes from the main

to the meter setting shall be Type K copper. The use of any other pipe material for the service
line shall first be approved by the Superintendent. Pipe must be laid sufficiently waving, and
to such depth, as to prevent rugtfirom settlement or freezing.

90.12 RESPONSIBILITY FOR WATER SERVICE PIPE. All costs and expenses
incident to the installation, connection, and maintenance of the water service pipe froairthe

to the building served shall be borne by the own#lt. costs incident to the installation and
maintenance of the curb valve shall be borne by the property oiwherowner shall indemnify

the City from any loss or damage that may directly or indirectly be occasioned by the installation
or maintenance of saiglater service pipe.

90.13 FAILURE TO MAINTAIN. When any portion of the water service pipe which is the
responsibility of the property owner becomes defective or creates a nuisance and the owner fails
to correct such nuisance, the City may do so and atfsesests thereof to the property.

(Code of lowaSec. 364.12[3a & h])

90.14 CURB VALVE. There shall be installed within the public rigiftway a main shut
off valve on the water service pipe of a pattern approved by the Superintendent. Tdi¢ shut
valve shall be constructed to be visible and even with the pavement or ground.

90.15 INTERIOR VALVE. There shall be installed a skoff valve on every service pipe

inside the building as close to the entrance of the pipe within the building as posdilde a
located that the water can be shut off conveniently. Where one service pipe supplies more than
one customer within the building, there shall be separate valves for each such customer so that
service may be shut off for one without interfering wigivice to the others.

90.16 INSPECTION AND APPROVAL. All water service pipes and their connections to

the water system must be inspected and approved in writing by the Superintendent before they
are covered, and the Superintendent shall keep a recewdrofipprovals. If the Superintendent
refuses to approve the work, the plumber or property owner must proceed immediately to correct
the work. Every person who uses or intends to use the municipal water system shall permit the
Superintendent to enter tipgemises to inspect or make necessary alterations or repairs at all
reasonable hours and on proof of authority.

90.17 COMPLETION BY THE CITY. Should any excavation be left open or only partly
refilled for 24 hours after the water service pipe is instiedind connected with the water system,
or should the work be improperly done, the City shall have the right to finish or correct the
work, and the Council shall assess the costs to the property owner or the plumber. If the plumber
is assessed, the plumthaust pay the costs before receiving another permit. If the property
owner is assessed, such assessment may be collected with and in the same manner as general
property taxes.

(Code of lowaSec. 364.12[3a & h])

90.18 SHUTTING OFF WATER SUPPLY. The Suprintendent may shut off the supply
of water to any customer because of any violation of the regulations contained in these Water
Service System chapters that is not being contested in good faith. The supply shall not be turned
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on again until all violatins have been corrected and the Superintendent has ordered the water
to be turned on.

90.19 OPERATION OF CURB VALVE AND HYDRANTS. Itis unlawful for any person
except the Superintendent to turn water on at the curb valve, and no person, unless specificall
authorized by the City, shall open or attempt to draw water from any fire hydrant for any purpose
whatsoever.

90.20 REPLACEMENT OF LEAD SERVICE PIPES. Should any work on a water service
pipe reveal that it is lead piping, the service pipe shall paced or a new service pipe shall
be installed and the old pipe abandoned, all in accordance with the provisions of this chapter.

90.21 PRIVATE WELLS. No property owner in the City shall be allowed to dig or construct
his or herown well. All propery owners shall be required to connect to the City water services.

The purposef this chapter is to encourage the conservation of water and
facilitate the equitable distribution of charges for water service among customers.

91.02 WATER USE METERED. All water furnished customers shall be measured through
meters furnished by theity and installed by th€ity.

91.03 FIRE SPRINKLER SYSTEMS; EXCEPTION. Fire sprinkler systems may be
connected to water mains by direct connection without meters under the direct supervision of
the Superintendent. No other open, unmetered connection shall be incorporated in the system,
and there shall be no valves exceptaimtontrol valve at the entrance to the building which
must be sealed open.

91.04 LOCATION OF METERS. All meters shall be so located that they are easily
accessible to meter readers and repairmen and protected from freezing.

91.05 METER SETTING. The poperty owner shall provide all necessary piping and
fittings for proper setting of the meter including a valve on the discharge side of the meter.
Meter pits may be used only upon approval of the Superintendent and shall be of a design and
construction pproved by the Superintendent.

91.06 METER COSTS. The full cost of any meter larger than that required for a single
family residence shall be paid to the City by the property owner or customer prior to the
installation of any such meter by the City, drttee sole option of the City, the property owner

or customer may be required to purchase and install such meter in accordance with requirements
established by the City.

91.07 METER REPAIRS. Whenever a water meter owned by the City is found to be out of
order the Superintendent shall have it repaired. If it is found that damage to the meter has
occurred due to the carelessness or negligence of the customer or property owner, or the meter
is not owned by the City, then the property owner shall be liabliaéocost of repairs.

91.08 CUSTOMER REQUESTED METER TESTS. Meter tests requested by the
customer shall be performed by an outside testing contractor. Where the meter is found to be
within the allowable toleran¢¢he customer shall be billed forethlirect cost of such test, but

in any event, not less than $85.00.

91.® RIGHT OF ENTRY. The Superintendent shall be permitted to enter the premises of
any customer at any reasonable time to read, remove, or change a meter.

91.10 SEPARATE METERING OF WATER NOT ENTERING THE SEWER

4, There shall be no additional minimum charge for the additional meter. All costs
of purchase, installation and maintenance of the additional water meter system shall be
borne by the customenstalling the additional meter.

The purpose of this chaptisrto restrict the location of potential sources
of contamination in close proximity to a public water supply in order to protect the public safety,
health and welfare.

93.02 DEFINITIONS. For use in this chapter, the following terms are defined.

manner that there is a continuous layer of low permeability soil or rock at least five feet

thick located at least 25 feet below the normal ground surface and above the aquifer

from whichthe water is to be drawn.

2. AShall ow public well 0 means a public wel
manner that there is not a continuous layer of low permeability soil or rock at least five

feet thick located at least 25 feet below the nogmnalind surface and above the aquifer

from which the water is drawn.

93.8 DISTANCES REQUIRED FROM PUBLIC WELLS . No structure or facilityor
prohibited land usef the enumerated types set out in the following Table A shall be located
within thedistances set forth in said Table from public wells within the City.

93.04  APPLICATION. Prescriptions set forth in Table A shall apply to all public wells
existing within the City, except public water wells formerly abandoned for use by resolution of
the Council.

4 Solid waste means garbage, refuse, rubbish, andsottilr discarded solid or semisolid materials, including

but not limited to such materials resulting from industrial, commercial, agricultural, and domestic activities.

INSPECTION. The City shall have the right to inspect properties in close proximity

to public water supplies for the purpose of determining compliance with this chapter, as follows:

93.6

1. The Superintendent and other duly authorized representatives of the City

bearing poper credentials and identification shall be permitted to enter all properties

for the purposes of inspection, observation, measurement, sampling and testing in
accordance with the provisions of this chapter.

2. While performing the necessary work on pitier properties referred to in
subsection 1 above, the Superintendent or duly authorized representatives of the City
shall observe all safety rules applicable to the premises and the property owner shall be
held harmless for injury or death to the City pensel. The City shall indemnify the
property owner against loss or damage to property by City personnel and against
liability claims and demands for personal injury or property damage asserted against
the property owner and growing out of the inspectiperation, except as such may be
caused by negligence or failure of the property owner to maintain safe conditions.

VIOLATIONS. Provisions for violation of this chapter shall be as follows:

1. Any person found to be violating this chapter shalséesed by the City with
written notice stating the nature of the violation and providing a reasonable time limit
for the satisfactory correction thereof. The offender shall, within the period of time
stated in such notice, permanently cease all violation

2. Any person who shall continue any violation beyond the time limit provided
for in subsection 1 above shall be guilty of a sirmpisdemeanor. Each 2¥bur period
in which any such violation shall continue shall be deemed a separate offense.

3. Any person violating any of the provisions of this chapter shall become liable
to the City for any expense, loss or damage occasioned the City by reason of such
violation.

95.01 PURPOSE. The purpose of the chapters of this Code of Ordinances pertaining to
Sanitary Sewers is to establish rules and regulations governing the treatment and disposal of
sanitary sewage within the City in order to protect the public health, safety, and welfare.

95.02 DEFINITIONS. For use in these chapters, unless the context specifically indicates
otherwise, the following terms are defined:

O.D. 0 (denoting Biochemical Oxygen L
oxygen utilized in the biochemical oxidation of organnatter under standard

laboratory procedure in five days at 20 degrees C, expressed in milligrams per liter or

parts per million.

2. ABuilding draind means that part of the

inside the walls of the building and conveys it to the building sewer, beginning five feet

(one and ondalf meters) outside the inner face of the building wall.

3. ABuil ding sewer 0 mean piping freentthe pudlding of t he
wall to its connection with the main sewer or the primary treatment portion of-an on
site wastewater treatment and disposal system conveying the drainage of one building

site.

SUPERINTENDENT. The Superintendent shall exercise the following powers and

1. Operation and Maintenance. Operate and maintain the City sewage system.
2. Inspection and Tests. Conduct necessaryeictigns and tests to assure

compliance with the provisions of these Sanitary Sewer chapters.

3. Records. Maintain a complete and accurate record of all sewers, sewage
connections and manholes constructed showing the location and grades thereof.
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95.04 PROHIBITED ACTS. No person shall do, or allow, any of the following:

1. Damage Sewer System. Maliciously, willfully, or negligently break, damage,
destroy, uncover, deface, or tamper with anycstire, appurtenanger equipmenthat
is a part of the sewer ggm.

2. Surface RurOff or Groundwater. Connect a roof downspout, sump pump,
exterior foundation drain, areaway drain, or other source of surfaceffruor
groundwater to a building sewer or building drain that is connectedidiogddirectly

to a public sanitary sewer.

3. Manholes. Open or enter any manhole of the sewer system, except by authority
of the Superintendent.

4. Objectionable Wastes. Place or deposit in any unsanitary manner on public or
private property within th€ity, or in any area under the jurisdiction of the City, any
human or animal excrement, garbage, or other objectionable waste.

5. Septic Tanks. Construct or maintain any privy, privy vault, septic tank,
cesspool, or other facility intended or used for tispakal of sewage except as provided
in these chapters.

6. Untreated Discharge. Discharge to any natural outlet within the City, or in any
area under its jurisdiction, any sanitary sewage, industrial wastes, or otherdoollute
waters, except where suitable treatment has been provided in accordance with
subsequent provisions of these chapters.

(Code of lowaSec. 364.12[3f])

95.05 SEWER CONNECTION REQUIRED. The owners of any houses, buildings, or
properties used for humanaupancy, employment, recreation or other purposes, situated within
the City and abutting on any street, alley or rghtvay in which there is now located, or may
in the future be located, a public sanitary or combined sewer, are hereby requiredli@instal
such ownerébés expense, suitable toilet faci
facilities directly with the proper public sewer, and to maintain the same all in accordance with
the provisions of these Sanitary Sewer chapters, suchliemrg to be completed within 60
days after date of official notice from the City to do so provided that said public sewer is located
within 200 feet of the property line of such owner and is of such design as to receive and convey
by gravity such sewages anay be conveyed to it. Billing for sanitary sewer service will begin
the date of official notice to connect to the public sewer.

95.06 SERVICE OUTSIDE THE CITY. The owners of property outside the porate
limits of the City so situated that it may be served by the City sewer system may apply to the
Council for permission to connect to the public sewer upon the terms and conditions stipulated
by resolution of the Council.

95.07 RIGHT OF ENTRY. The Superintendent and other duly authorized employees of the
City bearing proper credentials and identification shall be permitted to enter all properties for
the purposes of inspection, observation, measurement, samplitgsting in accordance with

the provisions of these Sanitary Sewer chapters. The Superintendent or representatives shall
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have no authority to inquire into any processes including metallurgical, chemical, oil, refining,
ceramic, paper, or other industriesybnd that point having a direct bearing on the kind and
source of discharge to the sewers or waterways or facilities for waste treatment.

95.08 USE OF EASEMENTS. The Superintendent and other duly authorized employees of
the City bearing proper credentials and identification shall be permitted to enter all private
properties through which the City holds a duly negotiated easement for the purposes of, but not
limited to, inspection, observation, measurement, sampling, repair, and maintenance of any
portion of the sewage works lying within said easement. All entry and subsequent work, if any,
on said easement, shall be done in full accordance with the terms olithegdotiated easement
pertaining to the private property involved.

95.09 SPECIAL PENALTIES. The following special penalty provisions shall apply to
violations of these Sanitary Sewer chapters:

1. Notice of Violation. Any person found to be violatingygprovision of these
chapters except subsections 1, 3, and 4 of Section 95.04, shall be served by the City
with written notice stating the nature of the violation and providing a reasonable time
limit for the satisfactory correction thereof. The offendall, within the period of

time stated in such notice, permanently cease all violations.

2. Continuing Violations. Any person who shall continue any violation beyond
the time limit provided for in subsection 1 hereof shall be in violation of this Code of
Ordinances. Each day in which any such violation shall continue shall be deemed a
separate offense.

3. Liability Imposed. Any person violating any of the provisions of these chapters
shall become liable to the City for any expense, loss, or damage ocdasiertty by
reason of such violation.

96.01 PERMIT. No unauthorized person shall uncover, make any connection with or
opening into, use, alter, or disturb any public sewer ourepance thereof without first
obtaining a written permit from the City. The application for the permit shall set forth the
location and description of the property to be connected with the sewer system and the purpose
for which the sewer is to be usehd shall be supplemented by any plans, specifications, or
other information considered pertinent. The permit shall require the owner to complete
construction and connection of the building sewer to the public sewer within 60 days after the
issuance of th permit, except that when a property owner makes sufficient showing that due to
conditions beyond the ownerds control or pecul
unfair, an extension of time within which to comply with the provisions heranlm granted.

Any sewer connection permit may be revoked at any time for a violation of these chapters.

96.02 PERMIT FEE. The person who makes the application shall pay a fee in the amount
of $100.00to the Clerk to cover the cost of issuing flegmit and supervising, regulating, and
inspecting the work.

96.03 PLUMBER REQUIRED. Allinstallations of building sewers and connections to the
public sewer shall be made by a Sthtensed plumber.

96.04 EXCAVATIONS. All trench work, excavation, and backfilling required for the
installation of a building sewer shall be performed in accordance with the provisionStitine
Plumbing Codend the provisions of Chapter 135 of this Code of Ordinances.

96.05 CONNECTION REQUIREMENTS. Any connection with a public sanitary sewer
must be made under the direct supervision oftperintendenand in accordance with the
following:

1. Old Building Sewers. Old building sewers may be used in connection with new
buildings only wherthey are found, on examination and test conducted by the owner
and observed by the Superintendent, to meet all requirements of this chapter.

2. Separate Building Sewers. A separate and independent building sewer shall be
provided for every occupied buildinexcept where one building stands at the rear of
another on an interior lot and no private sewer is available or can be constructed to the
rear building through an adjoining alley, court, yard, or driveway. In such cases the
building sewer from the frdrbuilding may be extended to the rear building and the
whole considered as one building sewer.

3. Installation. The installation and connection of the building sewer to the public
sewer shall conform to the requirements of 8tate PlumbingCodeand applieble
rules and regulations of the City. All such connections shall be made gastight and
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watertight. Any deviation from the prescribed procedures and materials must be
approved by the Superintendent before installation.

4. Water Lines. When possible, liiihg sewers should be laid at least 10 feet
horizontally from a water service. The horizontal separation may be less, provided the
water service line is located at one side and at least 12 inches above the top of the
building sewer.

5. Size. Building sewers shall be sized for the peak expected sewage flow from
the building with a minimum building sewer size of four inches.

6. Alignment and Grade. All building sewers shall be laid to a straight line to
meet the following:

A. Recommended grade at efoairth inch per foot.

B. Minimum grade of on@ighth inch per foot.
C. Minimum velocity of two feet per second with the sewer half full.
D. Any deviation in alignment or grade shall be made only with the written

approval of the Superintendent and shall be made ontyapibroved fittings.

7. Depth. Whenever possible, the building sewer shall be brought to the building
at an elevation below the basement floor. The depth of cover above the sewer shall be
sufficient to afford protection from frost.

8. Sewage Lifts. In albuildings in which any building drain is too low to permit
gravity flow to the public sewer, sanitary sewage carried by such drain shall be lifted
by approved artificial means and discharged to the building sewer.

9. Pipe Specifications. Building sewer pipkall be free from flaws, splits, or
breaks. Materials shall be as specified in $tate Plumbing Codexcept that the
building sewer pipe, from the property line to the public sewer, shall comply with the
current edition of one of the following:

A. Clay swer pipg A.S.T.M. G700 (extra strength).
B. Extra heavy cast iron soil pipeA.S.T.M. A-74.

C. Ductile iron water pip& A.W.W.A. C-151.

D. P.V.C.i SDR261 A.S.T.M. D-3034.

10. Bearing Walls. No building sewer shall be laid parallel to or within three feet
of any bearing wall that might thereby be weakened.

11. Jointing. Fittings, type of joint and jointing material shall be compatible with
the type of pipe used, subject to the approval of the Superintendent. Sudided
joints are not permitted.

12. Unstable Sib. No sewer connection shall be laid so that it is exposed when
crossing any watercourse. Where an old watercourse must of necessity be crossed or
where there is any danger of undermining or settlement, cast iron soil pipe or vitrified
clay sewer pipehioroughly encased in concrete shall be required for such crossings.
Such encasement shall extend at least six inches on all sides of the pipe. The cast iron
pipe or encased clay pipe shall rest on firm, solid material at either end.

13. Preparation of Basnent or Crawl Space. No connection for any residence,
business or other structure with any sanitary sewer shall be made unless the basement
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floor is poured, or in the case of a building with a slab or crawl space, unless the ground
floor is installed wih the area adjacent to the foundation of such building cleared of
debris and backfilled. The backfill shall be well compacted and graded so that the
drainage is away from the foundation. Prior to the time the basement floor is poured,
or the first flooris installed in buildings without basements, the sewer shall be plugged
and the plug shall be sealed by the Superintendent. Any accumulation of water in any
excavation or basement during construction and prior to connection to the sanitary
sewer shall beemoved by means other than draining into the sanitary sewer.

96.06 INTERCEPTORS REQUIRED. Grease, oil, sludge and sand interceptors shall be
provided by gas and service stations, convenience stores, car washes, garages, and other
facilities when, inhe opinion of the Superintendent, they are necessary for the proper handling

of such wastes that contain grease in excessive amounts or any flammable waste, sand or other
harmful ingredients. Such interceptors shall not be required for private livingeguar

dwelling units. When required, such interceptors shall be installed in accordance with the
following:

1. Design and Location. All interceptors shall be of a type and capacity as
specified in theState Plumbing Codéo be approved by the Superintendent, and shall
be located so as to be readily and easily accessible for cleaning and inspection.

2. Construction gandards. The interceptors shall be constructed of impervious
material capable of withstanding abrupt and extreme changes in temperature. They
shall be of substantial construction, watertight and equipped with easily removable
covers that shall be gagtigand watertight.

3. Maintenance. All such interceptors shall be maintained by the owner at the

owner 6s expense and shall be kept in contin

96.07 SEWER TAP. Connection of the building sewer into the public seviallsoe made

at the AYO0 branch, i f such branch is availabl e
branch i s availabl e, a saddl e AYO0 shall be
Superintendent. The public sewer shall be tapped withppintg machine and a saddle

appropriate to the type of public sewer shall be glued or attached with a gasket and stainless

steel clamps to the sewer. At no time shall a building sewer be constructed so as to enter a
manhole unless special written permissiis received from the Superintendent and in
accordance with the Superintendentés direction

96.08 INSPECTION REQUIRED. All connections with the sanitary sewer system before
being covered shall be inspected and approvedriting, by the Superintendent. As soon as

all pipe work from the public sewer to inside the building has been completed, and before any
backfilling is done, the Superintendent shall be notified and the Superintendent shall inspect and
test the work at workmanship and material; no sewer pipe laid underground shall be covered
or trenches filled until after the sewer has been so inspected and approved. If the Superintendent
refuses to approve the work, the plumber or owner must proceed immediatelyeitt the

work.

96.09 PROPERTY OWNEROGS RE S RIQdé$tS and dxpehs@sYncident to the
installation, connection, and maintenance of the building sewer shall be borne by the owner.
The owner shall indemnify the City from any loss or damage thgtditectly or indirectly be
occasioned by the installation of the building sewer.
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96.10 ABATEMENT OF VIOLATIONS. Construction or maintenance of building sewer
lines, whether located upon the private property of any owner or in the publiofiglaty,
which construction or maintenance is in violation of any of the requirements of this chapter,
shall be corrected, at the ownerds expense, wi t |
Council of such violation. If not made within such time, the @dwhall, in addition to the
other penalties herein provided, have the right to finish and correct the work and assess the cost
thereof to the property owner. Such assessment shall be collected with and in the same manner
as general property taxes.

97.01 STORM WATER. No person shall discharge or cause to be discharged any storm
water, surface water, groundwater, roof-nffy subsurface drainage, uncontaminated cooling
water, or unpolluted industrial process waters to any sanitary sewer. Storm water and all other
unpolluted drainage shall be discharged to such sewers that are specifically designated as
combined sewers or storm sewers or to a natural outlet approved by the Superintendent.
Industrial cooling water or unpolluted process waters may be discharged omahmdrthe
Superintendent, to a storm sewer, combined sewer, or natural outlet.

97.02 SURFACE WATERS EXCEPTION. Special permits for discharging surface waters

to a public sanitary sewer may be issued by the Council upon recommendation of the
Superintendent where such discharge is deemed necessary or advisable for purposes of flushing,
but any permit so issued shak subject to revocation at any time when deemed to the best
interests of the sewer system.

97.03 PROHIBITED DISCHARGES. No person shall discharge or cause to be discharged
any of the following described waters or wastes to any public sewers:

1. Flammableor Explosive Material. Any gasoline, benzene, naphtha, fuel oil, or
other flammable or explosive liquid, solid, or gas.

2. Toxic or Poisonous Materials. Any waters or wastes containing toxic or
poisonous solids, liquids or gases in sufficient quantitheeisingly or by interaction

with other wastes, to injure or interfere with any sewage treatment process, constitute a
hazard to humans or animals, create a public nuisance, or create any hazard in the
receiving waters of the sewage treatment plant, diefubut not limited to cyanides in
excess of two milligrams per liter as CN in the wastes as discharged to the public sewer.

3. Corrosive Wastes. Any waters or wastes having a pH lower than 5.5 or having
any other corrosive property capable of causing atgmor hazard to structures,
equipment, and personnel of the sewage works.

4, Solid or Viscous Substances. Solid or viscous substances in quantities or of
such size capable of causing obstruction to the flow in sewers, or other interference with
the properoperation of the sewage works such as, but not limited to, ashes, cinders,
sand, mud, straw, shavings, metal, glass, rags, feathers, tar, plastics, wood, unground
garbage, whole blood, paunch manure, hair and fleshings, entrails and paper dishes,
cups, mlk containers, etc., either whole or ground by garbage grinders.

5. Excessive B.O.D., Solids or Flow.

A. Any waters or wastes: (i) having a fiday biochemical oxygen
demand greater than 300 parts per million by weight; or (ii) containing more
than 350 pdas per million by weight of suspended solids; or (iii) having an
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average daily flow greater than two percent of the average sewage flow of the
City, shall be subject to the review of the Superintendent.

B. Where necessary in the opinion of the Superintetadliee owner shall

provide, at the owner 6s expense, such p
necessary to: (i) reduce the biochemical oxygen demand to 300 parts per

million by weight; or (ii) reduce the suspended solids to 350 parts per million

by weight; or(iii) control the quantities and rates of discharge of such waters

or wastes. Plans, specifications, and any other pertinent information relating to

proposed preliminary treatment facilities shall be submitted for the approval of

the Superintendent an@ rconstruction of such facilities shall be commenced

until said approvals are obtained in writing.

97.04 RESTRICTED DISCHARGES. No person shall discharge or cause to be discharged

the following described substances, materials, waters, or wastepiééragikely in the opinion

of theSuperintenderthat such wastes can harm either the sewers, sewage treatment process, or
equipment, have an adverse effect on the receiving stream or can otherwise endanger life, limb,
public property, or constitute a saince. In forming an opinion as to the acceptability of these
wastes, the&Superintendenwvill give consideration to such factors as the quantities of subject
wastes in relation to flows and velocities in the sewers, materials of construction of the sewers
nature of the sewage treatment process, capacity of the sewage treatment plant, degree of
treatability of wastes in the sewage treatment plant, and other pertinent factors. The substances
restricted are:

1. High Temperature. Any liquid or vapor havingemperature higher than 150
degrees F (65 degrees C).

2. Fat, Oil, Grease. Any water or waste containing fats, wax, grease or oils,
whether emulsified or not, in excess of 100 milligrams per liter or 600 milligrams per
liter of dispersed or other soluble reat

3. Viscous Substances. Water or wastes containing substances that may solidify
or become viscous at temperatures between 32 degrees F and 150 degrees F (0 degrees
to 65 degrees C).

4, Garbage. Any garbage that has not been properly shredded, thadush ta
degree that all particles will be carried freely under the flow conditions normally
prevailing in public sewers, with no particle greater than-flé inch in any
dimension.

5. Acids. Any waters or wastes containing strong acid iron pickling wastes,
concentrated plating solution whether neutralized or not.

6. Toxic or Objectionable Wastes. Any waters or wastes containing iron,
chromium, copper, zinc, and similar objectionable or toxic substances; or wastes
exerting an excessive chlorine requiremdn such degree that any such material
received in the composite sewage at the sewage treatment works exceeds the limits
established by the Superintendent for such materials.

7. Odor or Taste. Any waters or wastes containing phenols or other taste or odo
producing substances, in such concentrations exceeding limits that may be established
by the Superintendends necessary, after treatment of the composite sewage, to meet
the requirements of State, federal, or other public agencies of jurisdictionclor su
discharge to the receiving waters.
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8. Radioactive Wastes. Any radioactive wastes or isotopes of suetifdnalf
concentration as may exceed limits established bystigerintendenin compliance
with applicable State or federal regulations.

9. Excess Allalinity. Any waters or wastes having a pH in excess of 9.5.
10. Unusual Wastes. Materials that exert or cause:
A. Unusual concentrations of inert suspended solids (such as, but not

limited to, Fullers earth, lime slurries, and lime residues) or of dissobliels s
(such as, but not limited to, sodium chloride and sodium sulfate).

B. Excessive discoloration (such as, but not limited to, dye wastes and
vegetable tanning solutions).

C. Unusual B.O.D., chemical oxygen demand or chlorine requirements in
such quantities as to constitute a significant load on the sewage treatment
works.

D. Unusual vol ume of fl ow or concentrat.i
as defined herein.

11. Noxious or Malodorous Gases. Any noxious or malodorous gas or other
substance thatjteer singly or by interaction with other wastes, is capable of creating a
public nuisance or hazard to life or of preventing entry into sewers for their maintenance
and repair.

12. Damaging Substances. Any waters, wastes, materials, or substancesthat rea
with water or wastes in the sewer system to release noxious gases, develop color of
undesirable intensity, form suspended solids in objectionable concentration or create
any other condition deleterious to structures and treatment processes.

13. Untreatabé Wastes. Waters or wastes containing substances that are not
amenable to treatment or reduction by the sewage treatment processes employed, or are
amenable to treatment only to such degree that the sewage treatment plant effluent
cannot meet the requiremts of other agencies having jurisdiction over discharge to

the receiving waters.

97.05 RESTRICTED DISCHARGES; POWERS OF SUPERINTENDENT. If any

waters or wastes are discharged or are proposed to be discharged to the public sewers, which
waters contain # substances or possess the characteristics enumerated in Section 97.04 and
which in the judgment of th8uperintendentay have a deleterious effect upon the sewage
works, processes, equipment, or receiving waters, or which otherwise create a hateaadt to li
constitute a public nuisance, tBaperintendennay:

1. Rejection. Reject the wastes by requiring disconnection from the public sewage
system;

2. Pretreatment. Require pretreatment to an acceptable condition for discharge to
the public sewers;

3. Controlsimposed. Require control over the quantities and rates of discharge;
and/or

4. Special Charges. Require payment to cover the added cost of handling and
treating the wastes not covered by existing taxes or sewer charges under the provisions
of Chapter 99.
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97.06 SPECIAL FACILITIES. If the Superintendentpermits the pretreatment or

equalization of waste flows, the design and installation of the plants and equipment shall be

subject to the review and approval of Bgperintenderdind subject to the requirentsrof all

applicable codes, ordinances, and laws. Where preliminary treatment eedi@lizing

facilities are provided for any waters or wastes, they shall be maintained continuously in
satisfactory and effective peqpser ati on by the owne

accordance with the latest edition $fandard Methods for the Examination of Water and
Wastewaterpublished by the American Public Health Association, and shall be determined at
the control manhole pwided, or upon suitable samples taken at said control manhole. In the
event that no special manhole has been required, the control manhole shall be considered to be
the nearest downstream manhole in the public sewer to the point at which the buildingssew
connected. Sampling shall be carried out by customarily accepted methods to reflect the effect
of constituents upon the sewage works and to determine the existence of hazards to life, limb,
and property. (The particular analyses involved will deiee whether a 2iour composite of

105.03 SANITARY DISPOSAL REQUIRED. It is the duty of each owner to provide for
the sanitary disposal of all refuse accumul atin
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nuisance. Any such accumulation remaining on any premises for a period of more than 30 days
shall be deemed a nuisance and the City may proceed to abate saitesiin accordance
with the provisions of Chapter 50 or by initiating proper action in district court.

105.04 HEALTH AND FIRE HAZARD. It is unlawful for any person to permit to
accumulate on any premises, improved or vacant, or on any public place, such quantities of solid
waste that constitute a health, sanitation or fire hazard.

105.05 OPEN BURNING RESTRICTED. No person shall allow,atise or permit open
burning of combustible materials where the products of combustion are emitted into the open
air without passing through a chimney or stack, except that open burning is permitted in the
following circumstances:

1. Disaster Rubbish. The open burning of rubbish, including landscape waste, for
the duration of the community disaster period in cases where an officially declared
emergency condition exists, provided that the burning of any structures or desdolis
structures is conducted in accordance with 40 CFR Section 61.145.

2. Trees and Tree Trimmings. The open burning of trees and tree trimmings at a
City-operated burning site, provided such burning is conducted in compliance with the
rules established by the State Department of Natural Resources.

The open burning or flaring of waste gases, provided such open
burning or flaring is conducted in compliance with applicable rules of the State
Department oNatural Resources.

1. Container Specifications. Waste storage containers shall comply with the
following specifications:

A. Residential. Residential wastentainers, whether they are reusable,
portable containers or headyty disposable garbage bags, shall be of
sufficient capacity, and leghroof and waterproof. Disposable containers shall
be securely fastened, and reusable containers shall be fitted flyittight lid

that shall be kept in place except when depositing or removing the contents of
the container. Reusable containers shall also be lightweight and of sturdy
construction and have suitable lifting devices.

B. Commercial. Every person owning, nagmg, operating, leasing or
renting any commercial premises where an excessive amount of refuse
accumulates and where its storage in portable containers as required above is
impractical, shall maintain metal bulk storage containers approved by the City.

2. Storage of Containers. Residential solid waste containers shall be stored upon
the residential premises. Commercial solid waste containers shall be stored upon
private property, unless the owner has been granted written permission from the City to
use pubc property for such purposes. The storage site shall be well drained and fully
accessible to collection equipment, public health personnel, and fire inspection
personnel. All owners of residential and commercial premises shall be responsible for
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properstorage of all garbage and yard waste to prevent materials from being blown or
scattered around neighboring yards and streets.

3. Location of Containers for Collection. Containers for the storage of solid waste
awaiting collection shall be placed outdootssame easily accessible place by the
owner or occupant of the premises served.

4. Nonconforming Containers. Solid waste placed in containers that are not in
compliance with the provisions of this section will not be collected.

105.10 PROHIBITED PRACTICES. It is unlawful for any person to:

1. Unlawful Use of Containers. Deposit refuse in any solid waste containers not
owned by such person without the written consent of the owner of such containers.

2. Interfere with Collectors. Interfere in any manner witlidswaste collection
equipment or with solid waste collectors in the lawful performance of their duties as
such, whether such equipment or collectors be those of the City, or those of any other
authorized waste collection service.

3. Incinerators. Burn rubbish or garbage except in incinerators designed for high
temperature operation, in which solid, semisolid, liquid, or gaseous combustible refuse
is ignited and burned efficiently, and from which the solid residues contain littie or n
combustible material, as acceptable to the Environmental Protection Commission.

4. Scavenging. Take or collect any solid waste that has been placed out for
collection on any premises, unless such person is an authorized solid waste collector.

106.02 COLLECTION VEHICLES. Vehicles or containers used for the collection and
transportation of garbage and similar putrescible waste or solid waste containing such materials
shall be lealproof, durable and of easily cleanable construction. They shall be cleaned to
prevent nuisares, pollution, or insect breeding and shall be maintained in good repair.

106.03 LOADING. Vehicles or containers used for the collection and transportation of any
solid waste shall be loaded and moved in such a manner that tkeatsomill not fall, leak, or

Where spillage
does occur, the material shall be picked up immediately by the collector or transporter and
returned to the vehicle or container ahd area properly cleaned.

106.05 BULKY RUBBISH. Bulky rubbish that is too large or heavy to be collected in the
normal manner of other solid waste may be collected by the collector upon request in accordance
with procedures established by the Council.

106.06 RIGHT OF ENTRY. Solid waste collectors are hereby authorized to enter upon
private property for the purpose of collecting solid waste, as required by this chapter; however,
solid waste collectors shall not enter dwelling units or other residential buildings.

106.07 CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS. No person shall engage in the business of
collecting, transporting, processing or disposing of solid waste from residential premises for the
City without first entering into a contract with the City. This section does pbtlpt an owner

from transporting solid waste accumulating upon premises owned, occupied or used by such
owner, provided such refuse is disposed of properly in an approved sanitary disposal project.
Furthermore, a contract is not required for the remdaal]ing, or disposal of earth and rock
material from grading or excavation activities, provided that all such materials are conveyed in
tight vehicles, trucks or receptacles so constructed and maintained that none of the material
being transported is sf@d upon any public righof-way.
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106.08 COLLECTION FEES. The collection and disposal of solid waste as provided by
this chapter are declared to be beneficial to the property served or eligible to be served and there
shall be levied and collected fedsreforin accordance with the following:

Qwest, a corporation, its successdrassigns are hereby
granted the right to use and occupy the streets, alleys and other public places of the City
for a term of 25 years from the effective date of the ordinance codified by this chapter,
for the purpose of constructing, maintaining aperating a general telephone system
within the City.

VEDI TOROG S O©r@naree No. 110, adopting a telephone franchise for the City, was passed and
adopted on April 12, 2004.

112.01 FRANCHISE GRANTED. Pursuant to law, a nonexclusive franchise is granted to
ComServ to construct, own and operate a cable television system in the City. This nonexclusive
franchise is granted for apod of 15 years, said period to commence March 1, 1995, and end
March 1, 2010. This franchise grant shall vest all the rights, privileges and immunities of a
cable television system with ComServ; however, the nonexclusive franchise shall be subject to
and conditional upon all the terms, duties and obligations of the Federal Communications
Commission (FCC) and this chapter.

112.02 RIGHTS CONFERRED BY FRANCHISE.

1. This chapter confers upon the Grantee the nonexclusive right, authority, power
and franchise to establish, construct, acquire, own, operate and maintain a cable
television system within the City and to render, furnish and sell such service to the
inhabitars of the City and to use and occupy the streets and other public places within
the corporate limits of the City as the same now exist or may hereafter exist for its cable
system, including the right to enter and construct, erect, locate, relocate,amgbair
rebuild in, on, under, along, over and across the streets, alleys, avenues, parkways,
lanes, bridges, to make use of all land dedicated or acquired for public use, and other
public property and places and locations approved by the City EngineerJitythall

towers, poles, cables, amplifiers, conduits and other facilities owned, leased or
otherwise used by Grantee for the furnishing of cable television service within the City
during the continuance of the franchise hereby granted and in accordténtieeviaws

and regulations of the United States of America, the State and ordinances and
regulations of the City.

AEDI TOR6S NOTES:

Ordinance No. 822 adopting a cable TV franchise for the City yassed and adopted on December

13, 1982. Voters approved the franchise at an election held on March 1, 1983. Pursuant to an
agreement entered into by the City, the franchise has been transferred to Douglas Cable
Communications, L.P. Ordinance No. 51pptd February 13, 1995, extended the franchise for a

period of 15 years from March 1, 1995, to March 1, 2010. Pursuant to Ordinance No. 114, adopted July
11, 2005, the franchise was transferred and assigned to Advanced Network Communications, L.L.C.
Ordinance No. 175, adopted September 8, 2014, extended the franchise to October 17, 2024.

Ordinance No. 112 adopting a second cable television franchise for the City was passed and adopted on
May 10, 2004. Western lowa Telephone Association is granted texciasive right, power, privilege

and authority to construct, install, lease, operate and maintain a video services platform including and
with the necessary nodes, wires, line and appliances and other equipment upon, under and over the
street, alleys andublic places in the City for 25 years, from May 2004 to May 2029.
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2. The poles used for the Granteeb6s distribu
maintained by anyone authorized to maintain poles in teetstor public ways, when

and where practicable. It is contemplated that reasonable standard pole attachment
agreements will be entered into. Grantee shall have the right to set its own pole lines

for its distribution system; however, when it deemsdr@mically feasible to do so.

In any areas where electric or telephone utilities are now underground and in any new
subdivisions or new additions where said utilities are underground, the Grantee will lay

its cable underground.

3. The City reserves the hgof reasonable regulation of the erection, construction
or installation of any facilities by the Grantee and to reasonably designate where such
facilities are to be placed within the public ways and places.

112.03 INSTALLATION OF CABLE SYSTEM.

1. The Gantee shall have commenced and accomplished significant construction
of the cable system facilities authorized in this chapter within 12 months after the
effective date of the ordinance codified herein, and shall thereafter equitably and
reasonably extenehergized trunk cable to such percentage of its franchised area as will
accomplish completion of the cable system within 15 months after the effective date of
said ordinance.

2. The installation of the cable system shall be in accordance with the
requiremets of the National Electric Safety Cod®f the American Insurance
Association, latest edition, all applicable laws, ordinances, rules and regulations of the
FCC, the State and of the City affecting electrical installations and building, now or
hereafter ireffect.

3. The Grantee, subject to the rights of adjoining property owners, at its expense,
shall have the authority to trim trees upon any overhanging streets, alleys, sidewalks
and public places of the City so as to prevent the branches of such treesiom in
contact with the wires and cables of Grantee, all trimming to be done under the
supervision and direction of the City.

4, The Grantee shall, at its expense, protect, support, temporarily disconnect,
relocate or remove any property of the Granteated upon streets, righdéway and
easements of the City, when required by the City because of traffic conditions, public
safety, street vacation, street construction, change or establishment of street grade,
installation of sewers, drains, water pippswer lines, signal lines and tracks or any
other type of structure or improvement by the City; if the Grantee fails to do so, the City
may cause the necessary work to be completed and Grantee shall pay the City the cost
thereof within 10 days after rdpeof any itemized account.

112.04 RELOCATION OF PROPERTY. The Grantee, at the request of any person holding

a permit issued by the City, shall temporarily remove, raise or lower its wires or cables to permit

the moving of buildings or equipment. Tk&pense of such temporary removal, raising or

lowering shall be paid by the person requesting the same and the Grantee may require such
payment in advance. The Grantee shall be giver
arrange for such temporaryn&ior cable change.

112.05 RATES AND CHARGES.

1. All rates and charges made by the Grantee for its services shall be fair,
reasonable, uniform and designed to meet all necessary costs of service, including a fair
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rate of return on net valuation of its pespes devoted thereto under efficient and
economic management. All subscribers to the services of the Grantee under this chapter
shall be on a purely voluntary basis, and may be terminated at any time by the customer.
Such services shall be maintainedas not to interfere with the existing television and
radio reception within the City.

2. Grantee shall have the authority to promulgate such rules and regulations, terms
and conditions of its business as shall reasonably be necessary to enable thedrantee t
exercise its rights and perform its services under this franchise and to assume
uninterrupted services to each and all of its customers.

112.06 INDEMNIFICATION. The Grantee agrees to hold and save the City harmless from

any and all liability that mayrise out of the construction, maintenance, operation or use of
Granteef6s system and works and the providing of
adequate liability insurance therefor, to the extent of bodily injury limits of $500,000/$800,00

and a property damage limit of $300,000/$300,000, naming the City as an additional insured,

as its interest may appear. Grantee shall also provide and maintain insurance under a broad

form automobile policy, with $100,008800,000$100,000 coverage limis and wor ker 0 :¢
compensation insurance with statutory limits. All insurance shall be issued by a company
authorized to do business in the State and shall be provided before the Grantee, its successors

or assigns thereof shall commence the constructiother operations mentioned in this section.

The City shall notify the Granteebds representat
after the presentation of any demand or claim that may arise, whether by suit or otherwise,

against the City. @ntee shall maintain on file with the Clerk at all times a current certificate

112.07 PAYMENT TO CITY. In consideration of the rightprivileges and franchise hereby
granted, and as compensation to the City for the use of its public ways and places by the Grantee,
and to properly regulate the activities of the Grantee, the Grantee shall, on or before the last day
of January and the laday of July of each year in which the franchise is effective, pay to the
City a sum equal to three percent of the gross basic subscriber revenues for cable television
service within the existing corporate limits of the City for the precedingsinth peiod ending

on the last day of December and the last day of June, respectively. The books of the Grantee
shall be open to inspection by authorized agents of the City at all reasonable times to verify the
accuracy of the computation and correctness ofgpert which shall accompany the payment.
Grantee shall keep books and records pursuant to established practices using generally accepted
accounting procedures.

112.08 FRANCHISE TERMINATION. The City may terminate the franchise and all rights
thereingranted in the event the Grantee or its successors or assigns thereof shall fail to comply
with any of the terms and conditions of this chapter. The City may exercise such right of
termination by mailing notice thereof by registered mail or certified tmdéhe Grantee unless

within 30 days after such mailing full compliance with the terms and conditions has been
effected. Upon termination or forfeiture of its franchise, the Grantee shall, within a reasonable
time, remove its cables, wires, and applesfrom the City streets, lanes, avenues, sidewalks,
alleys, bridges, highways, easements and other public places within the City, and shall restore
such streets and other public places to their original condition.

112.09 LOCAL OFFICE OR AGENT. Grante shall maintain a local office, or local agent,
in the City or provide toHfree telephone service so as to provide adequate service during all
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usual business hours and have a listed telephone so that messages, complaints and requests for
service or repas or adjustments may be received at any time without toll charges.

112.10 MAP. In addition to other provisions set out herein, the Grantee shall file with the

City and obtain approval of a proper map showing and describing the exact location oeghropos

| ocation of all of its facilities within the Cit
and secure from the proper City officials approval for the location of, the erection of, either

above or below ground, facilities so as not to interfeith existing public utility franchises,

excluding the necessity of securing prior approval of the City if and when said Grantee obtains

pole attachment agreements with existing public utilities for the joint use of poles that may now

be existing or mapereafter be erected by such public utilities.

112.11 DISCONTINUANCE OF SERVICE. Inthe event of discontinuance of cable service

by Grantee, the Grantee agrees to bargain in good faith with any subsequent cable service
Grantee and the City, as its ireaet may appear, regarding all fixtures and installations in
existence at that time.

112.12 SHARING REVENUES. The Grantee agrees to negotiate with the City regarding

the sharing with the City in any revenues generated as a result of power comparof tisage

It is unlawful for any person, other than a holder of a
retail permit, to sell cigarettes, alternative nicotine products, or vapor products at retail
and no retailer shall distribute, sell, or solicit the sale of any cigarettes, alternative
nicotine products, or vapor products within the City without a valiinfifor each
place of business. The permit shall, at all times, be publicly displayed at the place of
business so as to be easily seen by the public and the persons authorized to inspect the
place of business.

dealer, trader or auctioneer, or conduct of such transient business in connection with, as

a part of, or in the name of any local merchant, dealer, trader, or auctioneer does not

exempt any person from being considered a trangienthant.

122.03 LICENSE REQUIRED. Any person engaging in peddling, soliciting or in the
business of a transient merchant in the City without first obtaining a license as herein provided
is in violation of this chapter.

122.04 APPLICATION FOR LICENSE. An application in writing shall be filed with the

Clerkf or a |l icense under this chapter. Such app

122.07 LICENSE ISSUED. If the Clerkfinds the application is completed in conformance
with the requirements of this chapter, the facts stated therein are found to be correct, and the
license fee paid, a license shall be issued immediately.

122.08 DISPLAY OF LICENSE. Each solicitor or peddler shall keep such license in

possession at all times while doing business in the City and shall, upon the request of prospective

customers, exhibit the license as evidence of compliance with all requiremémtsatfapter.

Each transient merchant shall di splay publicly ¢
of business.

122.09 LICENSE NOT TRANSFERABLE. Licenses issued under the provisions of this
chapter are not transferable in any situation antbave applicable only to the person filing the
application.

122.10 TIME RESTRICTION. Al I peddl erd6s and solicitorbds 1lic
licenses are in force and effect only between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 7:00 p.m.

122.11 REVOCATION OF LI CENSE. Following awritten notice and an opportunity for
a hearing, th&€lerk may revoke any license issued pursuant to this chapter for the following
reasons:

1. Fraudulent Statements. The licensee has made fraudulent statements in the
application for thdicense or in the conduct of the business.

2. Violation of Law. The licensee has violated this chapter or has otherwise
conducted the business in an unlawful manner.

3. Endangered Public Welfare, Health, or Safety. The licensee has conducted the
business in sth manner as to endanger the public welfare, safety, order, or morals.

TheClerks h al | send the written notice to the | icense
shall contain particulars of the complaints against the licensee, the ordinarisepsoor State
statutes allegedly violated, and the date, time, and place for hearing on the matter.

122.12 HEARING. TheClerkshall conduct a hearing at which both the licensee and any
complainants shall be present to determine the truth of the féegedlin the complaint and
notice. Should the licensee, or authorized representative, fail to appear without good cause, the
Clerkmay proceed to a determination of the complaint.
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122.13 RECORD AND DETERMINATION. TheClerkshall make and record findings of

fact and conclusions of law, and shall revoke a license only when upon review of the entire
record theClerk finds clear and convincing evidence of substantial violation of this chapter or
State law.

122.14 APPEAL. If the Clerkrevokes or refuses to issue a license Gleek shall make a

part of the record the reasons for such revocation or refusal. The licensee, or the applicant, shall
have a right to a hearing before the Council at its next regular meeting. Theil Goayc
reverse, modify, or affirm the decision of tBéerk by a majority vote of the Council members
present and th€lerk shall carry out the decision of the Council.

122.15 EFFECT OF REVOCATION. Revocation of any license shall bar the licensee
from beng eligible for any license under this chapter for a period of one year from the date of
the revocation.

122.17 LICENSE EXEMPTIONS. The following are excluded from the application of this

3. Nonconforming Applications. Applications not meeting the requirement of this
chapter shall be rejected. If an applicatiorejected, the applicant may correct and re
submit the application during regular business hours.

4. Right to Appeal. Any applicant whose application for a perrast denied may
appeal to the City Council at its next regularly scheduled meeting by filthdhve City

Clerk a written request for an appeal to the Council at least seven (7) days prior to the
meeting. As a result of this appeal, the Council may affirm, modify, or reverse the
decision of the City Clerk to not issue the permit. If the appdioafior a permit is
denied, the applicant is not eligilfler the issuance of a permit under this chapter for a
period of one (1) year from the date the permit application was denied.

5. Issuance of Permit. Upon completion of the review process andrmihetion
of compliance with the applicable requirements, the City Clerk may issue a mobile food
unit permit.

6. Application Deemed Withdrawn. Any application received shall be deemed
withdrawn if it has been held in abeyance, awaiting the submittatiafathl requested
information from the applicant, and if the applicant has not communicated in writing
with the City and made reasonable progress within thirty (30) days form the last
notification from the City to the applicant. The application fee stwilbe refundable.

Any application deemed withdrawn shall require submission of a new application and
fees to begin a new review and approval process.

124.04 LOCATION. A mobile food unit may be parked on public property or street as
approved in the peritnapplication or as part of a City approved event. Mobile food units are
prohibited from parking within twelve hundred (1200) feet from the main entrance of an
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establishment that sells prepared food or beverages from one (1) hour before the establishment
opening to one (1) hour after closing without approval from the food establishment owner.

124.05 OPERATING STANDARDS. Mobile food vendors must adhere to the following
regulations:

1. Mobile food units within three hundred (300) feet of property usedmed for
residential purposes shall only operate between the hours of 9:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m.
All other mobile food units shall close by 2:00 a.m.

2. Mobile food units shall only serve patrons who are on foot; no-aiiveervice
to the mobile food uhishall be provided or allowed.

3. All mobile food units shall maintain a minimum separation from buildings of
ten (10) feet as measured to the closest building element including awning or canopies,
tents, or membrane structures. Location of the mobibel fonit shall not impede
pedestrians entering or exiting a building.

4, The window or area where a patron orders and receives their purchase shall be
located so as not to require a patron to stand, or create a line, that may cause pedestrians
to be in thepublic rightof-way, vehicle travel lane, including parking lot drive asle

or similar situation that may create a potential safety hazard. Adequate space for
patronswaiting for their order must be available on the property where the mobile food
unit is located.

5. Signs are limited to those that are attached to the exterior of the mobile unit and
must be mounted flat against the unit and not project more than six (6) inches from the
exterior of the unit. In addition, each mobile unit may have up ¢oB)freestanding
signs, banners, flags, or similar items if such item is placed within ten (10) feet of the
mobile unit and so long as such item(s) does not interfere with traffic or create a safety
hazard. Off premises signs directing patrons to thigilsanit are prohibited.

6. During business hours, the mobile food vendor shall provide a trash receptacle
for use by customers and shall keep the area around the mobile food unit clear of litter
and debris at all times.

7. All mobile food units shall be located in such a manner as to not create a safety
hazard, such as blocking emergency access to buildings and the site, obstructing access
to fire hydrants, impeding entering and exiting from a building, creating a visual
impediment for the motoring public at drive entrances, intersections, pedestrian
crossings, or similar movement and access.

124.06 APPLICATION FEES. Atthe time of permit application, the applicant shall pay to
the City the applicable application fee. The fvill be set by resolution of the City Council and
may be modified from time to time as the Council deems appropriate.

124.07 SUSPENSION OR REVOCATION OF PERMIT.

1. Grounds. The City may suspend or revoke a permit to a mobile food vendor
for any of tte following reasons:

A. The applicant has made fraudulent statements in his/her application for
the permit or in the conduct of his/her business.

B. The applicant has violated this chapter or any other chapter of this Code
or has otherwise conducted hig/basiness in an unlawful manner.
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C. The applicant has conducted his/her business in such a manner as to
endanger the public welfare, safety, order, or morals.

D. The City has received and investigated three (3) or more found
complaints during the previouselve (12) months related to the manner in
which the licensee is conducting business.

2. Notice of Revocation; Right of Appeal. The City shall cause notice of the
permit revocation to be served in person by a City official or by mail to the permit
holdea 6 s abdoessawhich notice shall specify the reason(s) for such action, at which
time operations of the permit holder must cease within the corporate limits of the City.
The permit holder may appeal the permit revocation to the City Council atxits ne
regularly scheduled meeting by filing with the City Clerk a written request fappgal

to the City Council at least seven (7) days prior to the meeting. The City Council may
affirm, modify, or reverse the decision to revoke the permit. If revataiaffirmed,

no refund of any permit fee paid shall be made. Upon the revocation of a permit, the
applicant is not eligible for the issuance of a new permit under this chapter for a period
of one (1) year from the date the permit revocatigreisonaly provided or deposited

in the U.S. Mail to the address of the permit holder.

135.01 REMOVAL OF WARNING DEVICES. It is unlawful for a person to willfully
remove, throw down, destray carry away from any street or alley any lamp, obstruction, guard
or other article or things, or extinguish any lamp or other light, erected or placed thereupon for
the purpose of guarding or enclosing unsafe or dangerous places in said streetwithaliey
the consent of the person in control thereof.

(Code of lowaSec. 716.1)

135.02 OBSTRUCTING OR DEFACING. ltis unlawful for any person to obstruct, deface
or injure any street or alley in any manner.
(Code of lowaSec. 716.1)

135.03 PLACING DEBRIS ON. It is unlawful for any person to throw or deposit on any
street or alley any glass, glass bottle, ntlsks, wire, cans, trash, garbage, rubbish, litter, offal,
leaves, grass or any other debris likely to be washed into the storm sewer and clog the storm
sewer, or any substance likely to injure any person, animal or vehicle.

135.04 PLAYING IN. Itis unlawful for any person to coast, sled, or play games on streets
or alleys, except in the areas blocked off by the City for such purposes.

135.05 TRAVELING ON BARRICADED STREET OR ALLEY. Itis unlawful for any

person to travel or operate any vehicle on any street or alley temporarily closed by barricades,
lights, signs, or flares placed thereon by the authority or permission of any City official, police
officer or member of the Fire Department.

13506 USE FOR BUSINESS PURPOSES. It is unlawful to park, store or place,
temporarily or permanently, any machinery or junk or any other goods, wares, and merchandise
of any kind upon any street or alley for the purpose of storage, exhibition, sale ogafteria

for sale, without permission of the Council.

135.07 WASHING VEHICLES. It is unlawful for any person to use any public sidewalk,
street, or alley for the purpose of washing or cleaning any automobile, truck equipment, or any
vehicle of any kind whesuch work is done for hire or as a business. This does not prevent any
person from washing or cleaning his or her own vehicle or equipment when it is lawfully parked
in the street or alley.
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135.08 BURNING PROHIBITED. No person shall burn any trash, leayrubbish, or other
combustible material in any curb and gutter or on any paved or surfaced street or alley.

135.09 EXCAVATIONS. No person shall dig, excavate, or in any manner disturb any street,
parking or alley except in accordance with the following

1. Permit Required. No excavation shall be commenced without first obtaining a
permit. A written application for such permit shall be filed with the City and shall
contain the following:

A. An exact description of the property, by lot and street numbergiin f
of or along which it is desired to excavate;

B. A statement of the purpose, for whom and by whom the excavation is
to be made;

C. The person responsible for the refilling of said excavation and
restoration of the street or alley surface; and

D. Date of commerement of the work and estimated completion date.

2. Public Convenience. Streets and alleys shall be opened in the manner that will
cause the least inconvenience to the public and admit the uninterrupted passage of water
along the gutter on the street.

3. Barricades, Fencing and Lighting. Adequate barricades, fencing and warning
lights meeting standards specified by the City shall be so placed as to protect the public
from hazard. Any costs incurred by the City in providing or maintaining adequate
barricades, dncing or warning lights shall be paid to the City by the permit
holder/property owner.

4. Insurance Required. Each applicant shall also file a certificate of insurance
indicating that the applicant is carrying public liability insurance in effect for the
duration of the permit covering the applicant and all agents and employees for the
following minimum amounts:

A. Bodily Injury - $50,000.00 per person; $100,000.00 per accident.
B. Property Damage$50,000.00 per accident.

5. Restoration of Public Property. Stts, sidewalks, alleys and other public
property disturbed in the course of the work shall be restored to the condition of the
property prior to the commencement of the work, or in a manner satisfactory to the City,
at the expense of the permit holder/prdp owner.

6. Inspection. All work shall be subject to inspection by the City. Backfill shall
not be deemed completed, and no resurfacing of any improved street or alley surface
shall begin, until such backfill is inspected and approved by the City. @imaitp
holder/property owner shall provide the City with notice at least 24 hours prior to the
time when inspection of backfill is desired.

7. Completion by the City. Should any excavation in any street or alley be
discontinued or left open and unfinisheat & period of 24 hours after the approved
completion date, or in the event the work is improperly done, the City has the right to
finish or correct the excavation work and charge any expenses for such work to the
permit holder/property owner.
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8. Responsibilly for Costs. All costs and expenses incident to the excavation
shall be borne by the permit holder and/or property owner. The permit holder and owner
shall indemnify the City from any loss or damage that may directly or indirectly be
occasioned by sudxcavation.

9. Notification. At least 48 hours prior to the commencement of the excavation,
excluding Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays, the person performing the excavation
shall contact the Statewide Notification Center and provide the center with the
informationrequired under Section 480.4 of fiede of lowa

10. Permit Issued. Upon approval of the application and filing of insurance
certificate, a permit shall be issued. A separate permit shall be required for each
excavation.

11. Permit Exemption. Utility companiese exempt from the permit application
requirement of this section. They shall, however, comply with all other pertinent
provisions.

Arrangements for the prompt removal of
such accumulations shall be made prior to moving the snow.

136.07 PERMIT REQUIRED. No person shall remove, reconstruct, or install a sidewalk
unless such person has obtained a permit from the City and has agreed in writing that said
removal, reconstruction, or installation will comply with all ordinances and requirements of the
City for such work.

136.08 SIDEWALK STANDARDS. Sidewalks repaired, replaced, or constructed under the
provisions of this chapter shall be of the following construction and meet the following

standards:
1. Cement. Portland cement shall be the only cement usee @otistruction and
repair of sidewalks.
2. Construction. Sidewalks shall be of exmurse construction.
3. Sidewalk Base. Concrete may be placed directly on compact andraiekd

soil. Where soil is not well drained, a thiieeh subbase of compactlean, coarse
gravel or sand shall be laid. The adequacy of the soil drainage is to be determined by
the City.

4, Sidewalk Bed. The sidewalk bed shall be so graded that the constructed
sidewalk will be at established grade.

5. Length, Width and Depth. Letly width and depth requirements are as
follows:

A. Residential sidewalks shall be at least four feet wide and four inches
thick, and each section shall be no more than four feet in length.

B. Business District sidewalks shall extend from the property linego th
curb. Each section shall be four inches thick and no more than six feet in length.

C. Driveway areas shall be not less than six inches in thickness.
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6. Location. Residential sidewalks shall be located with the inner edge (edge
nearest the abutting privateoperty)onthe property line, unless the Council establishes
a different distance due to special circumstances.

7. Grade. Curb tops shall be on level with the centerline of the street, which is the
established grade.

8. Elevations. The street edge of a sidivehall be at an elevation even with the
curb at the curb or not less than draf inch above the curb for each foot between the
curb and the sidewalk.

9. Slope. All sidewalks shall slope ofiurth inch per foot toward the curb.
10. Finish. All sidewalkshall be finished with a broom finish or wood float finish.

11. Curb Ramps and Sloped Areas for Persons with Disabilities. If a street, road,
or highway is newly built or reconstructed, a curb ramp or sloped area shall be
constructed or installed at eaattersection of the street, road, or highway with a
sidewalk or path. If a sidewalk or path is newly built or reconstructed, a curb ramp or
sloped area shall be constructed or installed at each intersection of the sidewalk or path
with a street, highwaygr road. Curb ramps and sloped areas that are required pursuant
to this subsection shall be constructed or installed in compliance with applicable federal
requirements adopted in accordance with the Federal Americans with Disabilities Act,
including (butnot limited to) the guidelines issued by the Federal Architectural and
Transportation Barriers Compliance Board.

136.09 BARRICADES AND WARNING LIGHTS. Whenever any material of any kind

is deposited on any street, avenue, highywassageway or alley when sidewalk improvements

are being made or when any sidewalk is in a dangerous condition, it shall be the duty of all
persons having an interest therein, either as the contractor or the owner, agent, or lessee of the
property in font of or along which such material may be deposited, or such dangerous condition
exists, to put in conspicuous places at each end of such sidewalk and at each end of any pile of
material deposited in the street, a sufficient number of approved warnitgydigflares, and to

keep them lighted during the entire night and to erect sufficient barricades both at night and in
the daytime to secure the same. The party or parties using the street for any of the purposes
specified in this chapter shall be lialite all injuries or damage to persons or property arising

from any wrongful act or negligence of the party or parties, or their agents or employees or for
any misuse of the privileges conferred by this chapter or of any failure to comply with provisions
hereof.

136.10 FAILURE TO REPAIR OR BARRICADE. It is the duty of the owner of the
property abutting the sidewal k, or the owner
immediately in the event of failure or inability to make necessary sidewalk improtseordo
install or erect necessary barricades as required by this chapter.

136.11 INTERFERENCE WITH SIDEWALK IMPROVEMENTS. No person shall
knowingly or willfully drive any vehicle upon any portion of any sidewalk or approach thereto
while in the processf being improved or upon any portion of any completed sidewalk or
approach thereto, or shall remove or destroy any part or all of any sidewalk or approach thereto,
or shall remove, destroy, mar or deface any sidewalk at any time or destroy, mar, remove or
deface any notice provided by this chapter.
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136.12 AWNINGS. It is unlawful for a person to erect or maintain any awning over any
sidewalk unless all parts of the awning are elevated at least eight feet above the surface of the
sidewalk and the roof orowering is made of duck, canvas or other suitable material supported
by iron frames or brackets securely fastened to the building, without any posts or other device
that will obstruct the sidewalk or hinder or interfere with the free passage of pedestrians

136.13 ENCROACHING STEPS. It is unlawful for a person to erect or maintain any stairs
or steps to any building upon any part of any sidewalk without permission by resolution of the
Council.

136.14 OPENINGS AND ENCLOSURES. It is unlawful for a persoto:

1. Stairs and Railings. Construct or build a stairway or passageway to any cellar
or basement by occupying any part of the sidewalk, or to enclose any portion of a
sidewalk with a railing without permission by resolution of the Council.

2. Openings. Keep opeany cellar door, grating, or cover to any vault on any
sidewalk except while in actual use with adequate guards to protect the public.

3. Protect Openings. Neglect to properly protect or barricade all openings on or
within six feet of any sidewalk.

13615 FIRES OR FUEL ON SIDEWALKS. It is unlawful for a person to make a fire of
any kind on any sidewalk or to place or allow any fuel to remain upon any sidewalk.

136.16 DEFACING. Itis unlawful for a person to scatter or place any paste, paint, or writing

on any sidewalk.
(Code of lowaSec. 716.1)

136.17 DEBRIS ON SIDEWALKS. It is unlawful for a person to throw or deposit on any
sidewalk any glass, nails, glass bottle, tacks, wire, cans, trash, garbage, rubbish, litter, offal, or
any other debris, @ny substance likely to injure any person, animal, or vehicle.

(Code of lowaSec. 364.12[2])

136.18 MERCHANDISE DISPLAY. Itis unlawful for a person to place upon or above any
sidewalk, any goods or merchandise for sale or for display in such amaartoanterfere with

the free and uninterrupted passage of pedestrians on the sidewalk; in no case shall more than
three feet of the sidewalk next to the building be occupied for such purposes.

136.19 SALES STANDS. It is unlawful for a person to erect keep any vending machine

or stand for the sale of fruit, vegetables or other substances or commaodities on any sidewalk
without first obtaining a written permit from the Council.

137.01 POWER TO VACATE. When, in the judgment of the Council, it would be in the
best interest of the City to vacate a street, alley, portion thereof, or any public grounds, the
Council may do so by ordinance in accordance with the provisions of this chapter.

137.2 NOTICE OF VACATION HEARING. The Council shall cause to be published a
notice of public hearing of the time at which the proposal to vacate shall be considered.

137.03 FINDINGS REQUIRED. No street, alley, portion thereof, or any pualdirounds
shall be vacated unless the Council finds that:

1. Public Use. The street, alley, portion thereof, or any public ground proposed
to be vacated is not needed for the use of the public, and therefore, its maintenance at
public expense is no longersified.

2. Abutting Property. The proposed vacation will not deny owners of property
abutting on the street or alley reasonable access to their property.

137.04 DISPOSAL OF VACATED STREETS OR ALLEYS. When in the judgment of
the Council it would be in #best interest of the City to dispose of a vacated street or alley,
portion thereof or public ground, the Council may do so in accordance with the provisions of
Section 364.7Code of lowa

137.05 DISPOSAL BY GIFT LIMITED. The City may not dispose of real property by gift
except to a governmental body for a public purpose or to a fair.

140.01 PURPOSE AND RULE OF INTERPRETATION. The Council finds it is
necessary for the City to establish uniform rules and controls to ensure public safety and provide
efficient delivery of services by the City and others wishing to utilize streets and other public
property for the delivery of uttly or other services, in order to protect public and private
investment, ensure orderly use of public property and ensure the health, safety and welfare of
the population, to provide for the regulation and administration of the public streets and other
public property and secure the rights of the City to a return on its investment in public property.
This chapter is to be interpreted in light of these findings for the benefit of the public and users
of the streets and other public property.

140.02 FRANCHISE, LICENSE OR LEASE REQUIRED. No person shall use the public
right-of-way or other public property without first obtaining a franchise, license or lease from
the City. The City shall not enter into or issue any franchise, license or lease that grant
exclusive rights. An application for a license or lease shall be filed with the City Clerk on a
form provided by the City and shall include as a minimum the following information: the name,
address and telephone number of the applicant; the namessdaind telephone number of a
person whom the City may notify or contact at any time concerning the license or lease; an
engineering site plan showing the proposed location of the facilities including any manholes,
the size, type and proposed depth of emyduit or plan showing the proposed location of the
facilities including any manholes, the size, type and proposed depth of any conduit or other
enclosures; and any additional information the City may require. All licenses or leases required
by this sedbn shall be granted by the Council.

140.03 FEES REQUIRED. No franchise, license or lease for the use of public-adfviay

or other public property shall be granted without requiring the Grantee thereof to pay a
reasonable and competitively neutrakffor the use of public rigiuf-way or other public
property. The fees will be as follows:

1. The usage fee shall be five percent of the gross receipts.

2. A license or lease fee will be assessed on all new licenses or leases for space in
the rightof-way. This license or lease fee is a etimae fee for the term of the license

or lease. Payment is expected when the license or lease is signed; however, a payment
schedule may be entered into between the City and the licensee or lessee. Any payment
schedule mst require full payment of the fee by the end of the fifth year of the license

or lease. If the license or lease is renewed, a new license or lease fee will be assessed.
The fee shall be $1,000.00.
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3. In addition to the license or lease fee, an annual-ofatay management fee

will be assessed on July 1 of each year that the license or fee is in force. The fee is
based on the number of linear feet of wire laid in the City 1ogtway, and reflects the
actual management cost the City incurs while manatjiegightof-way. The fee is
established as follows: $.10 per linear foot.

4. In addition to the license or lease fee and annual management fee, any person

or other entity shal/l pay a fee every time s
the rightof-way. This fee will cover costs for street degradation and replacement,

inspection and obstruction and routing of pedestrian and vehicle traffic. The established

fee is $1,000.00. All or part of this fee may be waived if work is done in conjunction

with City construction.

140.04 LIMIT ON TERM. No franchise, license or lease for use of the public-adfvtay
or other public property shall be granted for a term of more than 15 years.

140.05 PLACEMENT OF FACILITIES. The facilities, fixtures andgeipment of the
distribution, transmission or sale of any utility services or services provided under license or
lease or easement shall be placed and maintained so as not to unnecessarily or unreasonably
interfere with the travel on the streets, highwaysgnues, alleys, bridges and public places in
the City. Such facilities, fixtures and equipment shall not interfere with the proper use of the
same, including, but not limited to, ordinary drainage, or the functioning of the sewers,
underground pipe ortloer property of the City. In the event that facilities, fixtures and
equipment of any person located within a public Aghtvay must be relocated because of
paving, road construction or road reconstruction, sewer construction or sewer reconstiuction, o
the construction or reconstruction of public drainage systems or similar public works or the
construction or reconstruction of the facilities of any @ityned utility, such relocation, at the
written request of the City, shall be completed by theownter such facilities at
cost. The City shall upon request of any person or other entity holding a franchise, license or
lease, review any plans for the construction of facilities, fixtures and equipment within the
public rightof-way and advisg¢he person of any conflict such construction may have with
planned or anticipated public improvements, but failure of the City to so advise such person will
not relieve the owner of such facilities of its obligations under this chapter. Notwithstanding
the foregoing, the City Clerk may require placement of equipment or facilities belonging to any
holder of a franchise, license or lease be limited to locations designated by the Clerk if such
limitation is deemed by the Clerk to be necessary to protechtibgrity or use of present and
future users of the public riglaf-way or other public property.

140.06 INDEMNIFICATION AND BOND. The holder of any franchise, license or lease

shall indemnify and hold the City harmless at all times during the tethe dfanchise, license

or lease from and against all claims for injury or damage to any person or property, including
payments under workero6s compensation | aws, cause
maintenance of its facilities, fixtures ogw@pment, or the negligence of its contractors or its
employees. In case of any suit or action at law being commenced against the City, upon any
claim for damage arising out of any loss, injury or damage claimed to have been caused by any
installation, inprovement, obstruction or excavation made or left in, under or upon such street,
sidewalk, alley or public place by the holder of a franchise, license or lease, its agents,
contractors or employees, upon being notified in writing by the City of such aation
proceeding, the holder of said franchise, license or lease shall appear and make proper defense
thereto at the expense of the holder of the franchise, license or lease; and if any judgment or
decree shall in any such case be rendered against thdéan@itynt the holder of said franchise,
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license or lease shall assume, pay and satisfy such judgment or decree, with the cost thereof.
Immediately upon issuance of the franchise, license or lease, the holder of the franchise, license
or lease shall purchageneral liability insurance. The amount of insurance shall be a minimum

of $1,000,000.00 with a maximum deductible of $5,000.00. The holder of the franchise, license
or lease shall file with the Clerk a certificate of insurance which clearly disclosiés face
coverage in conformity with these requirements. Upon request of the City, the holder of the
franchise, license or lease shall submit a certified copy of the policy.

140.07 REGULATION BY THE CITY. The City reserves the right to make reatbma
general regulations for the use of streets and other public property which unless otherwise
specifically provided shall apply to any holder of a franchise, license or lease.

140.08 CONSTRUCTION AND EXCAVATION. A written permit will be obtained fra

the Clerk whenever it becomes necessary for the holder of any franchise, license or lease to
excavate in streets or public grounds of the City. Such permits shall state a particular part or
point of the street where the excavation is to be made andrtgth of time in which such

permit shall authorize the work to be done. An exception to a requirement for a permit shall be
made in cases of emergency involving public safety, in which case a permit will be obtained at
the earliest opportunity after tlveork has started. In making excavations in the streets, the
holder of any franchise, license or lease shall proceed with such work as to cause the least
possible inconvenience to the public. The holder of any franchise, license or lease shall properly
protect, according to safety standards generally accepted at the time of placement, as may be
determined from time to time by the Clerk, all excavations and obstructions by proper placement
of shoring, surface plates, barricades, warning lights and such atlaglditional devices as
circumstances may warrant. If in the opinion of the Clerk, such excavation or obstruction is not
properly and safely protected, the Clerk shall notify such holder of a franchise, license or lease,
who shall immediately comply Wi such reasonable instructions. Immediately after use, any
trenches for excavations which the holder of a franchise, license or lease has opened shall be
filled. However, no trench or excavation in the streets shall be filled or covered without giving
the City the right to inspect the same. All backfilling in streets will be according to City
specifications. Temporary street surfacing will be placed in such excavations as soon as the
same has been backfilled. Pavements, sidewalks, curbs and guttiérsr grortions of streets

and public places opened, disturbed or damaged shall be promptly restored and replaced with
like materials at the expense of the holder of a franchise, license or lease and left in as good
condition as before the opening, dis@ambe or damage occurred. In the event like replacement
materials are not available, the holder of the franchise, license or lease shall notify the Clerk,
who must approve the use of any alternate materials. In the event that the holder of a franchise,
license or lease fails to comply with the provision of this section, after having been given
reasonable notice, the City may do such work as may be needed to properly repair such
pavements, sidewalks, curbs and gutters or other portions of streets anglagielcand the

cost thereof shall be repaired to the City by the holder of the franchise, license or lease. In cases
where a cut or disturbance is made in a section of street paving or sidewalks, but causes greater
disturbance than to just the area aather than replace only the area cut, the holder of a
franchise, license or lease shall replace that area as may be ordered by the Clerk, which in no
event shall exceed the panel or panels disturbed.

140.09 CITY CONSTRUCTION AND PAVING. Whenever the 1By shall pave or repave

any street or shall change the grade line of any street or public place or shall construct or
reconstruct any conduit, water main service or water connection, sewer or othewés

public works or Cityowned utility, it shall e the duty of the holder of any franchise, license or
lease, when so ordered by the City, to relocate its service lines and other property in the streets
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or other public places at its own expense so as to conform to the established grade or line of

such steet or public place and so as not to interfere with the public improvements so constructed

or reconstructed. In the case of other public improvements, including but not limited to urban

renewal projects, the City may require the holder of a franchissndé or lease to relocate its

pol es, service |ines and appurtenances in the st
discretion assign personnel for inspection of excavation and related work being performed by

the holder of a franchise, licem®r lease. Should the holder of the franchise, license or lease

fail or refuse to do and perform the things provided in this section, the City may, after reasonable

notice, perform the work and charge the expense thereof to the holder of the fraioemse, |

or lease and the holder of the franchise, license or lease shall promptly pay said charges.

140.10 DESIGN NOTICE TO CITY. The holder of a franchise, license or lease shall
promptly, upon request, furnish the Clerk a detailed map or maps aftitbution system both

within the City limits and the area within two miles surrounding the City unless that area is
within another City. The holder of a franchise, license or lease shall thereafter update the map
or maps at least annually or upon requsisowing all subsequent additions or deletions to the
distribution system. Prior to any excavation by the City or its agents, a representative must
contact the holder of any franchise, license or lease regarding current information on the location
of underground lines or facilities in the area concerned. The obligation to contact the holder of
a franchise, license or lease under this section shall be satisfied if contact is made with the
corporation organized pursuant to Code of lowa Chapter 480 otignweith a similar function

utilized by both the City and the Company, currently the lowa One Call System.

140.11 ABOVE-GROUND CABLES, WIRES, CONDUITS AND POLES. All cables,

wires, and conduits shall be placed underground except where-gitmawel connection to
buildings or other locations above ground are reasonably necessary. Suchyrabiode
connection shall be by means of poles located, as far as reaspraaiiyal, within alleys. No

such poles shall be installed or erected until the City Engineers have approved the proposed
location, construction and pole heights.

140.12 ASSIGNMENT. No sale or assignment of any franchise, licamskease of the use

of the public rightof-way or other public property shall be effective until it is approved by the
Council and until the holder thereof has filed in the office of the Clerk written notice of the
proposed sale, transfer, disposition agsignment, such notice to clearly summarize the
proposed procedure and the terms and conditions thereof. Such approval by the City shall not
be unreasonably withheld. The proposed vendee, assignee or lessee shall similarly file an
instrument, duly exedad, reciting such proposal, accepting the terms of the franchise, license
or lease and agreeing to perform all of the conditions thereof.

140.13 FORFEITURE. The violation of any material portion of a franchise, license or lease

by the holder thereofradts successors or assigns or its failure promptly to perform any of the
provisions of this chapter shall be cause for forfeiture of said franchise, license or lease and the
termination of all rights thereunder. Such forfeiture shall be accomplishedlibgimce of the

City after written notice to the holder thereof and a continuation of the violation, failure or
default specified on the notice for at least 30 days from the date the notice was served.

140.14 APPLICATION. This chapter shall apply toldtanchises, licenses or leases and
easements granted by the City, including all existing franchises, licenses or leases and
easements.
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140.15 HOME RULE. This chapter is intended to be and shall be construed as consistent
with the reservation of locahuthority contained in the 25th Amendment to the lowa
Constitution granting cities Home Rule powers. To such end, any limitation on the power of
the City contained herein is to be strictly construed and the City reserves to itself the right to
exercise hpower and authority to regulate and control its local affairs and all ordinances and
regulations of the City shall be enforceable against the holder of any franchise, license or lease.

140.16 NEW TECHNOLOGIES. Should, within the term of any franckidicense or lease,
developments within the field for which the grant was made offer to the holder thereof the
opportunity to effectively, efficiently and economically serve its customers through use of a
substance or material other than those for whiehgrant was originally made, then the holder

of the franchise, license or lease may petition the Council, which, with such requirements or
limitation as it deems necessary to protect public health, safety and welfare, may allow the use
of such substancemder the terms and conditions of the franchise, license or lease.

140.17 CONSTRUCTION WITHIN THE PUBLIC RIGHT -OF-WAY. No person shall
perform any construction or make improvements to the property outside the lot and property
lines and inside the cutimes upon public streets without first obtaining a permit from the City
Clerk. Inthe absence of a curb, such property shall extend from the property line to that portion
of the public street used or improved for vehicular purposes.  (Ord. 197i Oct. 18 Supp.)

140.18 PERMIT. The applicant for a construction permit must be a person with the legal
authority to take action in accordance with the permit. In general, this means that applications
should be made by the owners or lessees of the syibggaerty or their agents, or persons who
have contracted to purchase property contingent upon their ability to acquire the necessary
permits, or their agents.

The applicant must be submitted on an approved form and must be complete. An application
shallbe complete when it contains all the information necessary for the Mayor to decide whether
construction is appropriate.

A construction permit may be issued only after review and approval of the submitted application
by the Mayor. An application and plahall only be approved upon determination that the
construction, if completed as proposed, will not impede the flow of water within theofight
way.

(Section 140.18 Ord. 197i Oct. 18 Supp.)

140.19 PENALTIES. The failure of a person to obtain a méras provided for in this
ordinance shall be deemed to have committed a municipal infraction and shall be subject to the
penalties set forth in Chapter 3 of the Code of Ordinances.

If a person performs construction or makes improvements in theadfighdy without first
obtaining a permit, the City may perform the required action to put the property back into the
same condition as it was prior to the unauthorized construction, keeping an accurate account of
the expense incurred. The itemized expenseumtahall be filed with the Clerk, who shall pay

such expenses on behalf of the City.

The Clerk shall send a statement of the total expense incurred by certified mail to the property
owner who has failed to obtain a permit as provided for in this ordinanckif the amount
shown by the statement has not been paid within one month, the Clerk shall certify the costs to
the County Treasurer and such costs shall then be collected with, and in the same manner as,
general property taxes.

145.01 ENFORCEMENT OFFICER. The Mayor is responsible for the enforcement of
this chapter.

145.02 GENERAL DEFINITION OF UNSAFE. All buildings or structures that are
structurally unsafe or not provided with adequate egress, or that constitute a fire hazard, or are
otherwise dangerous to human life, or that in relation to existing use constitute a hazard to safety
or health, or public weifare, by reason of inadequate maintenance, dilapidation, obsolescence,
or abandonment, are, for the purpose of this chapter, unsafe buildings. All such unsafe buildings
are hereby declared to be public nuisances and shall be abated by repair, tavabilita
demolition, or removal in accordance with the procedure specified in this chapter.

(Code of lowaSec. 657A.1 & 364.12[3a])

145.03 UNSAFE BUILDING. AUnsafe buil dingd means any
meeting any or all of the following criteria:

1. Various Inadequacies. Whenever the building or structure, or any portion
thereof, because of: (i) dilapidation, deterioration, or decay; (ii) faulty construction; (iii)
the removal, movement, or instability of any portion of the ground necessary for the
purpose of supporting such building; (iv) the deterioration, decay, or inadequacy of its
foundation; or (v) any other cause, is likely to partially or completely collapse.

2. Manifestly Unsafe. Whenever, for any reason, the building or structure, or any
portion thereof, is manifestly unsafe for the purpose for which it is being used.

3. Inadequate Maintenance. Whenever a building or structure, used or intended
to be used for dwelling purposes, because of dilapidation, decay, damage, faulty
construction, or othavise, is determined by any health officer to be unsanitary, unfit
for human habitation or in such condition that it is likely to cause sickness or disease.

4, Fire Hazard. Whenever any building or structure, because of dilapidated
condition, deteriorationrdamage, or other cause, is determined by the Fire Marshal or
Fire Chief to be a fire hazard.

5. Abandoned. Whenever any portion of a building or structure remains on a site
after the demolition or destruction of the building or structure or whenever any building
or structure is abandoned for a period in excess of six months so as to constitute such
building or portion thereof an attractive nuisance or hazard to the public.

145.04 NOTICE TO OWNER. The enforcement officer shall examine or cause to be
examined every building or structure or portion thereof reported as dangerous or damaged and,
if suchis found to be an unsafe building as defined in this chapter, the enforcement officer shall
give to the owner of such building or structure written notice stating the defects thereof. This
notice may require the owner or person in charge of the buildipgemises, within 48 hours
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or such reasonable time as the circumstances require, to commence either the required repairs
or improvements or demolition and removal of the building or structure or portions thereof, and
all such work shall be completed witt®0 days from date of notice, unless otherwise stipulated
by the enforcement officer. If necessary, such notice shall also require the building, structure,
or portion thereof to be vacated forthwith and not reoccupied until the required repairs and
improvements are completed, inspected, and approved by the enforcement officer.

(Code of lowaSec. 364.12[3h])

1. Notice Served. Such notice shall be served by sending by certified mail to the
owner of record, according to Section 364.12[3h] ofGloele oflowa, if the owner is

found within the City limits. If the owner is not found within the City limits, such
service may be made upon the owner by registered mail or certified mail. The
designated period within which said owner or person in charge igeddgoi comply

with the order of the enforcement officer shall begin as of the date the owner receives
such notice.

2. Hearing. Such notice shall also advise the owner that he or she may request a
hearing before the Council on the notice by filing a writtequest for hearing within
the time provided in the notice.

145.05 CONDUCT OF HEARING. If requested, the Council shall conduct a hearing in
accordance with the following:

1. Notice. The owner shall be served with written notice specifying the date, time
andplace of hearing.

2. Owner 6s Right s. At the hearing, t he owne
the alleged nuisance shall not be abated.

3. Determination. The Council shall make and record findings of fact and may
issue such order as it deems appropfiate.

14506 POSTING OF SIGNS. The enforcement officer shall cause to be posted at each
entrance to such building a notice to read: fi DC
OFANTHON, | OWA. o Such notice shalll remain posted
or repairs are completed. Such notice shall not be removed without written permission of the
enforcement officer and no person shall enter the building except for the purpose of making the

required repairs or of demolishing the building.

145.07 RIGHT TO DEM OLISH; MUNICIPAL INFRACTION. In case the owner fails,
neglects, or refuses to comply with the notice to repair, rehabilitate, or to demolish and remove
the building or structure or portion thereof, the Council may order the owner of the building
prosecutd as a violator of the provisions of this chapter and may order the enforcement officer
to proceed with the work specified in such notice. A statement of the cost of such work shall
be transmitted to the Council. As an alternative to this action, then@ji utilize the municipal
infraction process to abate the nuisance.

151.01 PURPOSE. The purpose of this chapter is to beautify and preserve the appearance of
the City by regulating and providing for the planting, care and removal of trees.

15102 DEFINITION. For use in this chapter, Apar ki ngo
avenue, or highway in the City not covered by sidewalk and lying between the lot line and the

curb line or, on unpaved streets, that part of the street, avenue, oryigimgaetween the lot

line and that portion of the street usually traveled by vehicular traffic.

151.03 TREES IN PARKING. The owners of all lots or parcels of land are hereby granted

the right and privilege of planting and maintaining treeshenparking in front of and beside

their property, except as hereinafter provided, and upon the express condition that the right is
reserved to the City at any time to use the same for street or sidewalk purposes and to remove
all trees therefrom, or oth#rings growing thereon, and providing further that all trees shall be
planted and maintained in accordance with the requirements of this chapter.

151.0¢ PLANTING RESTRICTIONS. No tree shall be planted in any parking or street
except inaccordance with the following:

1. Alignment. All trees planted in any street shall be planted in the parking
midway between the outer line of the sidewalk and the curb. In the event a curb line is
not established, trees shall be planted on a line 10 teattfre property line.

2. Spacing. Trees shall not be planted on any parking that is less than nine feet in
width, or contains less than 81 square feet of exposed soil surface per tree. Trees sha
not be planted closer than &®t from street intersectis (property lines extended) and

10 feet froma driveway, alley or fire hydrantlf it is at all possible, trees should be
planted inside the property lines and not between the sidewalk and the curb.

3. Prohibited Trees. No person shall plant in any saagtfruitbearing tree or
any tree of the kinds commonly known as cottonwood, poplar, box elder, Chinese elm,
evergreensoft maplewillow, or black walnut.

4. Utilities. No tree may be planted in the parking under or within 10 lateral feet
of any overheadtility wire or over or within five lateral feet of any underground water
line, sewer line, transmission line or other utility.

151.05 VISION. No tree shall be maintained upon the parking in such a manner as to interfere
with the clear vision of drives of vehicles, or within 25 feet of any intersection, and any trees
existing contrary to the provisions hereof may be removed by the Public Works Superintendent
without compensation to the abutting property owners.
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151.6 DUTY TO TRIM TREES. The owner oragent of the abutting property shall keep

the trees on, or overhanging the street, trimmed so that all branches will be at least 15 feet above
the surface of the street and eight feet above the sidearadkdo not interfere with or obscure

utility wires or street lights

151.07 ENFORCEMENT PERIOD. If the abutting property owner fails to trim or maintain

the trees as required in this chapter, the City may serve notice on the abutting property owner.
The notice shall be by certified mail and allowefidays after mailing said notice as a period of
time to eliminate the violations. Return receipt with signature is not required for this notice. If
the owner fails to act within the prescribed fd@y time period, the City may perform or cause

to be peformed the required action and assess the costs against the property for collection in
the same manner as a property tax.

151.08 REMOVAL OF TREES. The Public Works Superintendent shall remove or cause
or order to be removed any tree on the parkingchvby reason of its nature is injurious to
sewers, electric power lines, gas lines, water lines or other public improvements. The Public
Works Superintendent shall additionally remove any trees on the parking, not on private
property, which are dead oave become diseased, or which constitute a danger to the public,
or which may otherwise be declared a nuisance.

151.09 REMOVAL OF STUMPS. It shall be the duty of the owner or agent of the abutting
or adjacent property to remove any tree stumps inahidnmg so that the stump does not project
above the surface of the ground.

151.10 DISEASE CONTROL. Any dead, diseased or damaged tree or shrub which may
harbor serious insect or disease pests or disease injurious to other trees is hereby declared to be
a nuisance.

151.11 INSPECTION AND REMOVAL. The Council shall inspect or cause to be
inspected any trees or shrubs in the City reported or suspected to be dead, diseased or damaged,
and such trees and shrubs shall be subject to the following:

1. City Propery. If it is determined that any such condition exists on any public
property, including the strip between the curb and the lot line of private property, the
Council may cause such condition to be corrected by treatment or removal. The Council
may also ader the removal of any trees on the streets of the City which interfere with
the making of improvements or with travel thereon.

2. Private Property. If it is determined with reasonable certainty that any such
condition exists on private property and that gkanto other trees or to adjoining
property or passing motorists or pedestrians is imminent, the Council shall notify by
certified mail the owner, occupant or person in charge of such property to correct such
condition by treatment or removal within 14 dayf said notification. If such owner,
occupant, or person in charge of said property fails to comply within 14 days of receipt
of notice, the Council may cause the condition to be corrected and the cost assessed
against the property.

155.01 PURPOSE. Thepurpose of this chapter is to provide and establish reasonable rules
and regulations for the erecting and altering of buildings in the City, as well as the use and
occupancy of such buildings.

155.02 BUILDING OFFICIAL. TheMayoris the Building Official and is responsible for
the administration and enforcement of this chapter.

155.03 PERMIT REQUIRED. No building or other structure shall be erected or altered
within the City without firstreceiving a permit. A permit is required for work such as new
homes, additions, patios, decks, porches, garages, accessory buildings, or for work that would
change the outside dimensions of an existing building. A permit is not required for interior
remaleling, roofing, window replacement, or siding a building. The construction of a fence
does not require a building permit, but the construction of such fence shall comply with
standards established in this chapter.

155.04 APPLICATION. Application shall e made in writing, filed with the Building
Official and contain the following information:

1. Name. The name and address of the applicant.

2. Location. The street address and full legal description of the property.

3. Proposed Work. The nature of work propotede done.

4, Use. The use for which the structure is or will be used.

5. Plans. Application for permits shall be accompanied by such drawings of the

proposed work, including such floor plans, sections, elevations and structural details,
as the Building Offi@ml may require. There shall also be filed a diagram or sketch in a
form and size acceptable to the Building Official with all dimensions figured, showing
accurately the size and location of the lot to be built upon, and the location and size of
the buildng or structure to be erected or altered.
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155.05 FEE. A permit fee, as established by resolution of the Council, shall be paid to the
City prior to issuance of the permit. In the event that work has commenced without first
obtaining a permit, the pernfite shall be doubled. The payment of such double fee shall not

relieve any persons from fully complying with the requirements of this chapter in the execution
of the work.

155.06 AMENDMENTS. Nothing shall prohibit the filing of amendments to an apphbcat

or to a plan or other record accompanying same, at any time before the completion of the work
for which the permit was sought. Such amendments, after approval, shall be filed with and be
deemed a part of the original application.

155.0f APPLICATION A PPROVED. It is the duty of the Building Official to examine
applications for permits within a reasonable time after filing. If, after examination, the Building
Official finds no objection to the same and it appears that the proposed work will be in
complance with the laws and ordinances applicable thereto, the Building Official shall forward
findings to the Council fioits approval or disapproval.

155.08 EROSION CONTROL. When a landlisturbing activity, as defined in the Code of
lowa, is to occur aa part of a project for which a permit hereunder is sought, no permit shall
be issued unless there is on file with the City a soil erosion control plan which covers the
proposed project and is approved by the Soil Conservation District Commissioners.

155. ACTION BY COUNCIL. After receiving the findings of the Building Official, the
Council shall, within a reasonable time, either approve or disapprove the application. If
disapproved, the Council shall state its reasons for disapproval and notify ticarapflsame.

If approved, the Council shall instruct the Building Official to issue the building permit to the
applicant. Said permit shall be issued in duplicate, one copy for the applicant and one copy to
be retained in the City records.

155.10 APPLICATION DENIED; APPEAL. If the Building Official denies an application

for permit, the reasons for such denial shall be stated and the applicant notified of such denial
and of the right to appeal to the Council. The Council upon appeal may affirm, madify
reverse the determination of the Building Official; provided, however, no application shall be
approved and permit issued which would result in an abrogation of the intent and purpose of
this chapter.

155.11 RESTRICTIONS. No permit for the erectionralteration of a building or similar
structure shall be granted unless it definitely appears that such erection or alteration shall not
cause or be the source of the following:
