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 LIVING THE WORD 

Matthew 11:25-30 

TO REJECT OR TO ACCEPT? 

In today's gospel Jesus is tired. He has been facing questioning, doubt, false accusations, 
opposition and rejection by the disciples of John the Baptist, the scribes, the Pharisees, 
and by others in part because he eats and drinks with sinners and tax collectors. (11:1-20) 
Jesus responds to them saying “...the blind receive their sight, the lame walk, the lepers 
are cleansed, the deaf hear, the dead are raised, the poor have good news brought to 
them, and blessed is anyone who takes no offense at me.” (11:5-6) 

In spite of all the rejection the bond between Father and Son is inseparable and intimate. 
Jesus praises his Father's works. What God has hidden from the scribes and Pharisees 
and all the others who reject Jesus is the significance of his works and deed that brings 
forth the Kingdom of God. This God has revealed to ”the little ones”, which refers to Jesus' 
followers: those who hear, see, and understand who Jesus truly is. Jesus extends an 
invitation to both those inside and outside of his circle of disciples to “Take my yoke upon 
you and learn from me: for I am gentle and humble in heart and you shall find rest for your 
souls.” (11:29) 

In the Torah, wisdom is found through the yokes of study, piety and following the law. 
Sadly, during the time of Jesus following the letter of the Law had become more important. 
The Pharisees especially, were obsessed by details and rituals rather than the true yoke 
and spirit of the Law which are justice and mercy. Those who deemed themselves wise 
because of these obsessions were in fact yoked to a crushing burden and blind to what 
God was offering them in and through Jesus. 

The underlying question in today's gospel is what is wisdom, and where is it to be found? 
Whoever knows Jesus, knows the Father: this is the highest form of wisdom. Those who 
see and understand this are not necessarily the most learned, but rather, the marginalized 
little ones whose hearts and minds are truly open to Jesus and God's plan of salvation. 

The invitation to bear the yoke of Jesus is a call to discipleship. Not only are we to learn 
from Jesus we are also to imitate Jesus in all we do. The yoke is for two, one side for us, 
the other side for Jesus. Discipleship is not easy but walking with Jesus makes it easier 
and lighter. Jesus reaches out to each of us: “Come to me...” (11:28) Will you reject or 
accept his loving and welcoming invitation?
