Pope Francis streamlined the process to petition for a declaration of nullity to make the 

process shorter. He also eliminated the mandatory fee.  If a person is able to prove in this 

process that their prior martial bond was invalid for some reason, that he or she can 

marry in the Catholic Church or validate a current civil marriage.

Sunday Connection 

Matthew 1:18-24 
An angel appears to Joseph, directing him to take Mary as his wife and telling 

him that the child she will bear will be called Emmanuel. 

The Gospel of Matthew tells the story of the birth of Jesus from Joseph's 
perspective. 

The Gospel of Matthew tells the story of the birth of Jesus from Joseph's 
perspective. 

We must not gloss over too quickly the difficult circumstances described in 
today's Gospel. The way that Joseph and Mary face these circumstances tells 
us much about these holy people and their faith in God. Joseph and Mary are 

betrothed to be married. This is sometimes described as an engagement 
period, but it is more than that. Betrothal in first century Jewish culture was 
in fact the first part of the marriage contract. A breach of this contract was 

considered adultery. Mary is found to be with child. If adultery is proven, the 
punishment might be death. Joseph has rights under Mosaic law, but chooses 
to act discreetly in his plans to break the marriage contract, so as to protect 

Mary. Then God intervenes. 

The message of the angel of the Lord given to Joseph in his dream tells us 
much about the child that Mary bears and his role in God's plan. He is 
conceived by the Holy Spirit. His name will be Jesus, which in the Hebrew 
means “Yahweh saves.” He will be the fulfillment of the prophecy heard in 
today's first reading from Isaiah: “. . . The virgin shall be with child . . . and 
shall name him Emmanuel [God with us].” 

Joseph does as the angel of the Lord directs. He takes Mary to be his wife and 
accepts the child in her womb as his own. Joseph and Mary are both 
cooperative with God's plan. They are both models for us of what it means to 
be faithful servants of God.

A tradition in many churches is to light one of four Advent Candles for each week 
of Advent. The candle for the Fourth Sunday of Advent is purple. It symbolizes 

peace. The Fourth Sunday of Advent is typically observed with prayer and 
penance in preparation for Christmas. 

 



 

 

 

 

 

 

   

 

  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

  

 

 

 

 

 

 

FAITH FORMATION 
 

The new order of Faith Formation, previously Religious Education, now have updated the 

requirements for receiving 1st Holy Communion, Confirmation and RCIA. 
 

All children age 7 and above who have received Confirmation and 1st Holy Communion, will be 

under the direction of Maila Naiga. For children ages 13 and older, they are part of the Youth 

and Young Adult being lead by Anna Manalo. 
 

For youngsters 6 years old and older and in need of 1st Holy Communion and Confirmation, they 

need to attend 1st Holy Communion and Confirmation classes.  Their instructors are Sharen 

Chaves and Janet Manion 
 

. For adult instruction (RCIA), ages 18 and over Bill Cesaletti will be your instructor.  If you 

have questions and need further explanations, speak to Sharen Chaves. 
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Marriage Preparation Requirements  
 

1st meeting: The couple needs to meet and do an interview.  Couple will meet together and 

separately with pastor or designated person. 

You will be provided with Engagement Encounter registration information. Couples must 

procure from their church of baptism a new baptismal certificate with notations.  

Circumstances regarding couples’ status for marriage will be discussed and proper steps initiated 

hence forth.  
 

IMPORTANT: The date for the wedding is to be set after the Engagement Encounter class 

requirement is fulfilled.   
 

2nd meeting: You get acquainted with the presider who will officiate. Completion of the 

following to take place: Premarital Inventory, discussions on marriage, quality of the 

relationship, spiritual and religious practices, and family. 
 

Meetings to follow will depend on how much more discussion is needed for the couple and 

being sure all forms have been complete.  
 

Engagement Encounter Certificate is a requirement and must be presented after completing 

the class.
