This stamp marks the 450th anniversary of San Juan, Puerto Rico, the oldest complete,
still-lived-in city under the American Flag
The city, founded in 1521 as a colony of less than 400 persons, was to become
a vital link in protecting Spain's Caribbean empire.
Expanding industry and tourism are present-day assets of the Commonwealth.
Reproduced on the stamp is a detail of San Juan's famed EIl Morro castle. The artist
engraved this on wood, a technique that is aimost unique in stamp designing, to
capture 16th century atmosphere.
Collectors requesting first day cancellations may send addressed envelopes, with
remittance to cover the cost of the stamps, to “‘San Juan 8-cent stamp, Postmaster,
San Juan, Puerto Rico 00936."

SAN JUAN, PUERTO RICO

Christopher Columbus is probably one of the first white men ever to set foot
on the island of Puerto Rico when, during his second voyage to The New World
in 1493, he claimed the land for Sy Located about one thousand s south-
east of Miami, this island in the Greater Antilles is often known as the Gibraltar
of the Caribbean. In 1508, a group of Spaniards under Ponce de Leon settled on
this rectagular-shaped island which is about one hundred miles long and thirty-
five miles wide. The early settlers found gold on the island and they forced the
native Indians to work in the mines and on the farms. The yield of gold was dis-
appointing however, so the Spaniards never got rich from these endeavors.

San Juan is the capital and largest city in Puerto Rico. It’s history dates back
to 1521, and in later years it was to play an important role in protecting Spain’s
Caribbean empire. The city, with a proud and rich heritage has lived through
earthquakes, hurricanes and pirate attacks. It is located on a small island off the
northeast coast and is connected by bridges with the main island. The old city on
the western part of the small island still bears evidence of its past where the walls
and the fortifications are visible. This area is today a National Hi
operated by the U, S. National Park Service and includes Morro Castle,
tobal Fortress, El Canuelo Fort, Casa Blanca and the old city walls.

ce World
War II, San Juan has grown in all ways. Industry from the United States has

been attracted to the island which came under U. S. rule in 1898, following the
Spanish-American War. “Operation Bootstrap,” a program to improve living con
ditions and develop the island, was a native-oriented plan which with U. S. aid,
brought progress through education, construction and industry. Modern housing,
highways, power plants, hotels and workable farms have combined to give Puerto
Rico its rightful place in the sun.

The city of San Juan was honored on its 450th birthday by the United States
Postal Service when on September 12th, 1971, an eight cent commemorative stamp
was issued in connection with the opening of the 1971 National Governors' Con-
ference. This stamp showed a detail in Morro Castle.
