He stated

that a memorandum had been received from the State of lowa Department of Management explaining

that the funds will be distributed in two tranches of S18,529.00 each. Mayor Rice expects that the first

installment will be deposited within the next thirty days and the second tranche will follow in

approxi mately one year.
