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In Memory of Museum President Keith G. Harrison

We are very sad to announce the passing of our museum president, Keith G. Harrison on January 12,
2023. Keith was born in Dowagiac, Michigan January 10, 1950. He is a 1968 graduate of Cassopolis
(MI) High School. He obtained a Bachelor of Science Degree in fisheries and Wildlife Biology from
Michigan State University and a Master of Arts detree in Ecology from Western Michigan University in
1974. Keith retired after 25 years of service to the State of Michigan as the director of the Office of
Special Environmental Projects within the Michigan Department of Environmental Quality.

Keith belonged to several historical, patriotic, and civic organizations, including the 1865-created
Military Order of the Loyal Legion of the United States, in which he served as the National Commander-
in-Chief from 2009 to 2011, the 1881-created Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War (SUVCW), in
which he served as the National Commander-in-Chief in 1994/1995, and Commanding Officer of the
SUVCW’s Sons of Veterans Reserve in 1996/97. He also belonged to the Michigan Society of
Mayflower Descendants; Society of Colonial Wars; Sons of the Revolution; Society of the War of 1812;
Morgan's Men Association Inc.; Military Order of the World Wars; and Honorable Order of Kentucky
Colonels. He was a Mason (Lodge #252 of Okemos, Michigan and Civil War Research Lodge #1865 of
Highland Springs, Virginia) and a Rotarian (Rotary Club of Eaton Rapids). He also was a member of the
Michigan Civil War re-enactment organization, 7th Michigan Volunteer Infantry, Company B, Inc., and
the midwestern reenactment organization, Cumberland Guard.

Keith traces his ancestry back to 47 Union Civil War soldiers, 42 of them in Michigan regiments.
Several of them joined local Michigan Posts of the Grand Army of the Republic.

Keith served as the Board President of Michigan’s Grand Army of the Republic Memorial Hall and
Museum (Eaton Rapids, Michigan) since its inception in 2013, Chair of the Michigan Civil War History
Partners, and Treasurer of the Friends of Michigan History. He published four books, one on the Natural
History of Cass County, Michigan in 1979), two family genealogies (Ancestry of Nathan Lewis Harrison
in 1989 and Ancestry of Nathan Lewis Harrison - Revisited 19 years Later in 2008), and his most recent
book (2020) on Cass County, Michigan in the Civil War and the Grand Army of the Republic.

Keith will be greatly missed He was responsible for 99.9% of the work done in the museum and has left
a legacy of preservation and education for those following in his footsteps.
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Museum Board Elects New Officers

With the passing of our president, an emergency meeting of the Board of Directors of the museum was
called by Vice President Chris Allen. All but one member of the Board was able to attend.

Chris Allen was unanimously elected President. Chris has been Vice President since the museum’s
founding. Chris lives in Eaton Rapids and owns Island City Woodcrafts. Chris has been a long time
student of the Civil War and the Grand Army of the Republic.

James B. Pahl was unanimously elected Vice President. Jim took over as board attorney shortly after the
museum was opened and a few years later, was elected to the board of directors. He retired from a 20
year career in law enforcement and then again after a 22 year career as a District Court Magistrate for the
55" District Court. Jim has been interested in the Civil War his entire lifetime and is a Past Commander-
in-Chief of the Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War. Jim is a long time reenactor of the Civil War
with the 16™ Michigan and a past Vice President of Michigan Living History Education Association, Inc..

Matt Allen was unanimously elected to be a member of the Board of Directors. He is a 2009 Graduate of
Allendale High School. He is a drywaller and have been in the trade for 11 years. The American Civil
War has been his passion since he was 9 years old, and he has been in the reenacting hobby for 3 years,
being a member of the Degens Mess and Tiger Light Guard and the 7th Michigan Co. B. As such, he has
assisted in the Museum’s Civil War Discovery Camp held in August each year on the G.A.R. Island Park.
His other passions include the bass guitar, fur trapping, model railroading and 70’s custom vans. He lives
in Lakeview with his partner Kira and their three tuxedo cats. Matt is looking forward to working hard
for the museum to preserve and teach history with steadfast determination and attention to detail.
