Any
physical locating will be subject to a
fee, starting at $50.

River View is
our preferred provider of grave
marker and interment services.

As we shared last year, the Maintenance Board
had planned to apply for an Oregon Parks &
Recreation Department 2024 Historic Cemeteries
Grant to tackle a strategic headstone restoration
project. Our efforts were diverted to the more
urgent project of re-erecting our fallen bulletin
board structure, but we are happy to report that we
have another opportunity this year and are moving
ahead with the grant application, due early April.

This project intends to address repairs, releveling
and resetting of twenty-five of our most deteriorat-
ed, broken, and toppled headstones in Section 1
(the grounds enclosed by the front loop of the
gravel road). We plan to do this by working with
an expert third-party preservation organization,
Historic Preservation NW, who specialize in
historic cemetery work and have repaired over
1100 headstones in the Pacific Northwest. We are
hopeful that receiving the grant funding will allow
us to retain their services to fund this necessary
effort. The grant pool is competitive: last year saw
only eleven grants awarded to around fifty appli-
cants and a total fund of around $60,000. This
year to strengthen our application, we are grateful
to have letters of support from our community,
and are committing to a 25% funding match. If
you’re interested in contributing to this match,
please indicate this when you make your donation.
