Idol Worship Forbidden

Genesis 35:2
2 Then Jacob said unto his household, and to all that were with him, Put away the strange gods
that are among you, and be clean, and change your garments:

Exodus 23:13
13 And in all things that | have said unto you be circumspect: and make no mention of the name
of other gods, neither let it be heard out of thy mouth.

Exodus 23:24
24 Thou shalt not bow down to their gods, nor serve them, nor do after their works: but thou
shalt utterly overthrow them, and quite break down their images.

Deuteronomy 5:7
7 Thou shalt have none other gods before me.

Deuteronomy 7:26
26 Neither shalt thou bring an abomination into thine house, lest thou be a cursed thing like it:
but thou shalt utterly detest it, and thou shalt utterly abhor it; for it is a cursed thing.

Deuteronomy 11:16-17

16 Take heed to yourselves, that your heart be not deceived, and ye turn aside, and serve other
gods, and worship them;

17 And then the LORD's wrath be kindled against you, and he shut up the heaven, that there be
no rain, and that the land yield not her fruit; and lest ye perish quickly from off the good land
which the LORD giveth you.

Deuteronomy 12:29-30

29 When the LORD thy God shall cut off the nations from before thee, whither thou goest to
possess them, and thou succeedest them, and dwellest in their land;

30 Take heed to thyself that thou be not snared by following them, after that they be destroyed
from before thee; and that thou inquire not after their gods, saying, How did these nations
serve their gods? even so will | do likewise.

Deuteronomy 28:14
14 And thou shalt not go aside from any of the words which | command thee this day, to the
right hand, or to the left, to go after other gods to serve them.




Deuteronomy 29:18

18 Lest there should be among you man, or woman, or family, or tribe, whose heart turneth
away this day from the LORD our God, to go and serve the gods of these nations; lest there
should be among you a root that beareth gall and wormwood;

Joshua 24:14
14 Now therefore fear the LORD, and serve him in sincerity and in truth: and put away the gods
which your fathers served on the other side of the flood, and in Egypt; and serve ye the LORD.

Joshua 24:23
23 Now therefore put away, said he, the strange gods which are among you, and incline your
heart unto the LORD God of Israel.

Judges 6:10
10 And | said unto you, | am the LORD your God; fear not the gods of the Amorites, in whose

land ye dwell: but ye have not obeyed my voice.

1 Samuel 7:3

3 And Samuel spake unto all the house of Israel, saying, If ye do return unto the LORD with all
your hearts, then put away the strange gods and Ashtaroth from among you, and prepare your
hearts unto the LORD, and serve him only: and he will deliver you out of the hand of the
Philistines.

2 Kings 17:35
35 With whom the LORD had made a covenant, and charged them, saying, Ye shall not fear

6 And go not after other gods to serve them, and to worship them, and provoke me not to
anger with the works of your hands; and | will do you no hurt.

from your idols; and turn away your faces from all your abominations.



Ezekiel 20:7
7 Then said | unto them, Cast ye away every man the abominations of his eyes, and defile not
yourselves with the idols of Egypt: | am the LORD your God.

Idol Making Forbidden

Exodus 20:23
23 Ye shall not make with me gods of silver, neither shall ye make unto you gods of gold.

Exodus 34:17
17 Thou shalt make thee no molten gods.

Leviticus 19:4
4 Turn ye not unto idols, nor make to yourselves molten gods: | am the LORD your God.

Leviticus 26:1
1 Ye shall make you no idols nor graven image, neither rear you up a standing image, neither

shall ye set up any image of stone in your land, to bow down unto it: for | am the LORD your
God.

Deuteronomy 4:16-18

16 Lest ye corrupt yourselves, and make you a graven image, the similitude of any figure, the
likeness of male or female,

17 The likeness of any beast that is on the earth, the likeness of any winged fowl that flieth in
the air,

18 The likeness of any thing that creepeth on the ground, the likeness of any fish that is in the
waters beneath the earth:




Deuteronomy 4:23

23 Take heed unto yourselves, lest ye forget the covenant of the LORD your God, which he
made with you, and make you a graven image, or the likeness of any thing, which the LORD thy
God hath forbidden thee.

Deuteronomy 5:8-10

8 Thou shalt not make thee any graven image, or any likeness of any thing that is in heaven
above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the waters beneath the earth:

9 Thou shalt not bow down thyself unto them, nor serve them: for | the LORD thy God am a
jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth
generation of them that hate me,

10 And shewing mercy unto thousands of them that love me and keep my commandments.

Deuteronomy 16:22
22 Neither shalt thou set thee up any image; which the LORD thy God hateth.

Intercourse with Idolaters Forbidden

Exodus 34:15-16

15 Lest thou make a covenant with the inhabitants of the land, and they go a whoring after
their gods, and do sacrifice unto their gods, and one call thee, and thou eat of his sacrifice;

16 And thou take of their daughters unto thy sons, and their daughters go a whoring after their
gods, and make thy sons go a whoring after their gods.

Deuteronomy 7:3-4

3 Neither shalt thou make marriages with them; thy daughter thou shalt not give unto his son,
nor his daughter shalt thou take unto thy son.

4 For they will turn away thy son from following me, that they may serve other gods: so will the
anger of the LORD be kindled against you, and destroy thee suddenly.

Idolatry Inconsistent with God

1 Kings 18:21
21 And Elijah came unto all the people, and said, How long halt ye between two opinions? if the

LORD be God, follow him: but if Baal, then follow him. And the people answered him not a word.

2 Corinthians 6:15-16

15 And what concord hath Christ with Belial? or what part hath he that believeth with an
infidel?

16 And what agreement hath the temple of God with idols? for ye are the temple of the living
God; as God hath said, | will dwell in them, and walk in them; and | will be their God, and they
shall be my people.




Vanity of Idolatry

Isaiah 41:28-29

28 For | beheld, and there was no man; even among them, and there was no counsellor, that,
when | asked of them, could answer a word.

29 Behold, they are all vanity; their works are nothing: their molten images are wind and
confusion.

Jeremiah 10:8
8 But they are altogether brutish and foolish: the stock is a doctrine of vanities.

Jeremiah 10:14-15

14 Every man is brutish in his knowledge: every founder is confounded by the graven image: for
his molten image is falsehood, and there is no breath in them.

15 They are vanity, and the work of errors: in the time of their visitation they shall perish.

Jeremiah 51:17-18

17 Every man is brutish by his knowledge; every founder is confounded by the graven image:
for his molten image is falsehood, and there is no breath in them.

18 They are vanity, the work of errors: in the time of their visitation they shall perish.

Zechariah 10:2

2 For the idols have spoken vanity, and the diviners have seen a lie, and have told false dreams;
they comfort in vain: therefore they went their way as a flock, they were troubled, because
there was no shepherd.

Acts 17:29
29 Forasmuch then as we are the offspring of God, we ought not to think that the Godhead is
like unto gold, or silver, or stone, graven by art and man's device.

Romans 1:21-25

21 Because that, when they knew God, they glorified him not as God, neither were thankful;
but became vain in their imaginations, and their foolish heart was darkened.

22 Professing themselves to be wise, they became fools,

23 And changed the glory of the uncorruptible God into an image made like to corruptible man,
and to birds, and fourfooted beasts, and creeping things.

24 Wherefore God also gave them up to uncleanness through the lusts of their own hearts, to
dishonour their own bodies between themselves:

25 Who changed the truth of God into a lie, and worshipped and served the creature more than
the Creator, who is blessed for ever. Amen.




Idols Cannot and will not Save

Deuteronomy 32:37-38

37 And he shall say, Where are their gods, their rock in whom they trusted,

38 Which did eat the fat of their sacrifices, and drank the wine of their drink offerings? let them
rise up and help you, and be your protection.

Jeremiah 2:28
28 But where are thy gods that thou hast made thee? let them arise, if they can save thee in the
time of thy trouble: for according to the number of thy cities are thy gods, O Judah.

Jeremiah 10:5
5 They are upright as the palm tree, but speak not: they must needs be borne, because they
cannot go. Be not afraid of them; for they cannot do evil, neither also is it in them to do good.

Jeremiah 11:12
12 Then shall the cities of Judah and inhabitants of Jerusalem go, and cry unto the gods unto
whom they offer incense: but they shall not save them at all in the time of their trouble.

Idols Defenseless

Judges 6:28-36

28 And when the men of the city arose early in the morning, behold, the altar of Baal was cast
down, and the grove was cut down that was by it, and the second bullock was offered upon the
altar that was built.

29 And they said one to another, Who hath done this thing? And when they inquired and asked,
they said, Gideon the son of Joash hath done this thing.

30 Then the men of the city said unto Joash, Bring out thy son, that he may die: because he
hath cast down the altar of Baal, and because he hath cut down the grove that was by it.

31 And Joash said unto all that stood against him, Will ye plead for Baal? will ye save him? he
that will plead for him, let him be put to death whilst it is yet morning: if he be a god, let him
plead for himself, because one hath cast down his altar.

32 Therefore on that day he called him Jerubbaal, saying, Let Baal plead against him, because
he hath thrown down his altar.

33 Then all the Midianites and the Amalekites and the children of the east were gathered
together, and went over, and pitched in the valley of Jezreel.

34 But the Spirit of the LORD came upon Gideon, and he blew a trumpet; and Abi-ezer was
gathered after him.

35 And he sent messengers throughout all Manasseh; who also was gathered after him: and he
sent messengers unto Asher, and unto Zebulun, and unto Naphtali; and they came up to meet
them.

36 And Gideon said unto God, If thou wilt save Israel by mine hand, as thou hast said,




2 Kings 19:17-18

17 Of a truth, LORD, the kings of Assyria have destroyed the nations and their lands,

18 And have cast their gods into the fire: for they were no gods, but the work of men's hands,
wood and stone: therefore they have destroyed them.

Psalm 115:1-8

1 Not unto us, O LORD, not unto us, but unto thy name give glory, for thy mercy, and for thy
truth's sake.

2 Wherefore should the heathen say, Where is now their God?

3 But our God is in the heavens: he hath done whatsoever he hath pleased.

4 Their idols are silver and gold, the work of men's hands.

5 They have mouths, but they speak not: eyes have they, but they see not:

6 They have ears, but they hear not: noses have they, but they smell not:

7 They have hands, but they handle not: feet have they, but they walk not: neither speak they
through their throat.

8 They that make them are like unto them; so is every one that trusteth in them.

Psalm 35:15-18

15 But in mine adversity they rejoiced, and gathered themselves together: yea, the abjects
gathered themselves together against me, and | knew it not; they did tear me, and ceased not:
16 With hypocritical mockers in feasts, they gnashed upon me with their teeth.

17 Lord, how long wilt thou look on? rescue my soul from their destructions, my darling from
the lions.

18 | will give thee thanks in the great congregation: | will praise thee among much people.

Death for Idolatry

Exodus 32:25-29

25 And when Moses saw that the people were naked; (for Aaron had made them naked unto
their shame among their enemies:)

26 Then Moses stood in the gate of the camp, and said, Who is on the LORD's side? let him
come unto me. And all the sons of Levi gathered themselves together unto him.

27 And he said unto them, Thus saith the LORD God of Israel, Put every man his sword by his
side, and go in and out from gate to gate throughout the camp, and slay every man his brother,
and every man his companion, and every man his neighbour.

28 And the children of Levi did according to the word of Moses: and there fell of the people
that day about three thousand men.

29 For Moses had said, Consecrate yourselves to day to the LORD, even every man upon his
son, and upon his brother; that he may bestow upon you a blessing this day.

Numbers 25:4-5
4 And the LORD said unto Moses, Take all the heads of the people, and hang them up before
the LORD against the sun, that the fierce anger of the LORD may be turned away from Israel.




5 And Moses said unto the judges of Israel, Slay ye every one his men that were joined unto
Baalpeor.

2 Kings 1:2-6

2 And Ahaziah fell down through a lattice in his upper chamber that was in Samaria, and was
sick: and he sent messengers, and said unto them, Go, inquire of Baalzebub the god of Ekron
whether | shall recover of this disease.

3 But the angel of the LORD said to Elijah the Tishbite, Arise, go up to meet the messengers of
the king of Samaria, and say unto them, Is it not because there is not a God in Israel, that ye go
to inquire of Baalzebub the god of Ekron?

4 Now therefore thus saith the LORD, Thou shalt not come down from that bed on which thou
art gone up, but shalt surely die. And Elijah departed.

5 And when the messengers turned back unto him, he said unto them, Why are ye now turned
back?

6 And they said unto him, There came a man up to meet us, and said unto us, Go, turn again
unto the king that sent you, and say unto him, Thus saith the LORD, Is it not because there is
not a God in Israel, that thou sendest to inquire of Baalzebub the god of Ekron? therefore thou
shalt not come down from that bed on which thou art gone up, but shalt surely die.

2 Kings 1:16-17

16 And he said unto him, Thus saith the LORD, Forasmuch as thou hast sent messengers to
inquire of Baalzebub the god of Ekron, is it not because there is no God in Israel to inquire of his
word? therefore thou shalt not come down off that bed on which thou art gone up, but shalt
surely die.

17 So he died according to the word of the LORD which Elijah had spoken. And Jehoram reigned
in his stead in the second year of Jehoram the son of Jehoshaphat king of Judah; because he
had no son.

2 Kings 10:23-25

23 And Jehu went, and Jehonadab the son of Rechab, into the house of Baal, and said unto the
worshippers of Baal, Search, and look that there be here with you none of the servants of the
LORD, but the worshippers of Baal only.

24 And when they went in to offer sacrifices and burnt offerings, Jehu appointed fourscore men
without, and said, If any of the men whom | have brought into your hands escape, he that
letteth him go, his life shall be for the life of him.

25 And it came to pass, as soon as he had made an end of offering the burnt offering, that Jehu
said to the guard and to the captains, Go in, and slay them; let none come forth. And they
smote them with the edge of the sword; and the guard and the captains cast them out, and
went to the city of the house of Baal.

2 Kings 11:18
18 And all the people of the land went into the house of Baal, and brake it down; his altars and

his images brake they in pieces thoroughly, and slew Mattan the priest of Baal before the altars.
And the priest appointed officers over the house of the LORD.



2 Kings 23:20
20 And he slew all the priests of the high places that were there upon the altars, and burned

men's bones upon them, and returned to Jerusalem.

2 Chronicles 23:17
17 Then all the people went to the house of Baal, and brake it down, and brake his altars and
his images in pieces, and slew Mattan the priest of Baal before the altars.

Worship of Heavenly Bodies

2 Kings 17:16
16 And they left all the commandments of the LORD their God, and made them molten images,

even two calves, and made a grove, and worshipped all the host of heaven, and served Baal.

2 Chronicles 33:3

3 For he built again the high places which Hezekiah his father had broken down, and he reared
up altars for Baalim, and made groves, and worshipped all the host of heaven, and served
them.

2 Chronicles 33:5
5 And he built altars for all the host of heaven in the two courts of the house of the LORD.

Jeremiah 7:17-20

17 Seest thou not what they do in the cities of Judah and in the streets of Jerusalem?

18 The children gather wood, and the fathers kindle the fire, and the women knead their
dough, to make cakes to the queen of heaven, and to pour out drink offerings unto other gods,
that they may provoke me to anger.

19 Do they provoke me to anger? saith the LORD: do they not provoke themselves to the
confusion of their own faces?

20 Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD; Behold, mine anger and my fury shall be poured out
upon this place, upon man, and upon beast, and upon the trees of the field, and upon the fruit
of the ground; and it shall burn, and shall not be quenched.

Worship of Heavenly Bodies Denounced

Deuteronomy 4:19

19 And lest thou lift up thine eyes unto heaven, and when thou seest the sun, and the moon,
and the stars, even all the host of heaven, shouldest be driven to worship them, and serve
them, which the LORD thy God hath divided unto all nations under the whole heaven.

Job 31:26-28
26 If | beheld the sun when it shined, or the moon walking in brightness;
27 And my heart hath been secretly enticed, or my mouth hath kissed my hand:
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28 This also were an iniquity to be punished by the judge: for | should have denied the God that
is above.

Jeremiah 19:13

13 And the houses of Jerusalem, and the houses of the kings of Judah, shall be defiled as the
place of Tophet, because of all the houses upon whose roofs they have burned incense unto all
the host of heaven, and have poured out drink offerings unto other gods.

Zephaniah 1:4-5

4 | will also stretch out mine hand upon Judah, and upon all the inhabitants of Jerusalem; and |
will cut off the remnant of Baal from this place, and the name of the Chemarims with the
priests;

5 And them that worship the host of heaven upon the housetops; and them that worship and
that swear by the LORD, and that swear by Malcham;

Acts 7:42

42 Then God turned, and gave them up to worship the host of heaven; as it is written in the
book of the prophets, O ye house of Israel, have ye offered to me slain beasts and sacrifices by
the space of forty years in the wilderness?

Grove Worship - Evil

1 Kings 14:22-23

22 And Judah did evil in the sight of the LORD, and they provoked him to jealousy with their sins
which they had committed, above all that their fathers had done.

23 For they also built them high places, and images, and groves, on every high hill, and under
every green tree.

1 Kings 16:33
33 And Ahab made a grove; and Ahab did more to provoke the LORD God of Israel to anger

than all the kings of Israel that were before him.

2 Kings 13:6
6 Nevertheless they departed not from the sins of the house of Jeroboam, who made Israel sin,

but walked therein: and there remained the grove also in Samaria.)

2 Kings 16:4
4 And he sacrificed and burnt incense in the high places, and on the hills, and under every green

tree.

2 Kings 17:10-11

10 And they set them up images and groves in every high hill, and under every green tree:

11 And there they burnt incense in all the high places, as did the heathen whom the LORD
carried away before them; and wrought wicked things to provoke the LORD to anger:
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2 Kings 21:7
7 And he set a graven image of the grove that he had made in the house, of which the LORD

said to David, and to Solomon his son, In this house, and in Jerusalem, which | have chosen out
of all tribes of Israel, will | put my name for ever:

2 Kings 23:6
6 And he brought out the grove from the house of the LORD, without Jerusalem, unto the brook

Kidron, and burned it at the brook Kidron, and stamped it small to powder, and cast the powder
thereof upon the graves of the children of the people.

2 Chronicles 24:18
18And they left the house of the LORD God of their fathers, and served groves and idols: and
wrath came upon Judah and Jerusalem for this their trespass.

2 Chronicles 28:4
4 He sacrificed also and burnt incense in the high places, and on the hills, and under every
green tree.

Jeremiah 17:1-2
1 The sin of Judah is written with a pen of iron, and with the point of a diamond: it is graven
upon the table of their heart, and upon the horns of your altars;

2 Whilst their children remember their altars and their groves by the green trees upon the high
hills.

Ezekiel 20:28

28 For when | had brought them into the land, for the which | lifted up mine hand to give it to
them, then they saw every high hill, and all the thick trees, and they offered there their
sacrifices, and there they presented the provocation of their offering: there also they made
their sweet savour, and poured out there their drink offerings.

Grove Worship - Forbidden

Deuteronomy 16:21
21 Thou shalt not plant thee a grove of any trees near unto the altar of the LORD thy God,
which thou shalt make thee.

Isaiah 17:8
8 And he shall not look to the altars, the work of his hands, neither shall respect that which his
fingers have made, either the groves, or the images.

Ezekiel 6:13
13 Then shall ye know that | am the LORD, when their slain men shall be among their idols
round about their altars, upon every high hill, in all the tops of the mountains, and under every
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green tree, and under every thick oak, the place where they did offer sweet savour to all their
idols.

Adoration of Saints Prohibited

Job 5:1
1 Call now, if there be any that will answer thee; and to which of the saints wilt thou turn?

Colossians 2:18
18 Let no man beguile you of your reward in a voluntary humility and worshipping of angels,
intruding into those things which he hath not seen, vainly puffed up by his fleshly mind,

Adoration of Mary Rejected

Luke 11:27-28

27 And it came to pass, as he spake these things, a certain woman of the company lifted up her
voice, and said unto him, Blessed is the womb that bare thee, and the paps which thou hast
sucked.

28 But he said, Yea rather, blessed are they that hear the word of God, and keep it.

John 2:4-5
4 Jesus saith unto her, Woman, what have | to do with thee? mine hour is not yet come.

5 His mother saith unto the servants, Whatsoever he saith unto you, do it.

Adoration Rejected by Man

Acts 10:25-26

25 And as Peter was coming in, Cornelius met him, and fell down at his feet, and worshipped
him.

26 But Peter took him up, saying, Stand up; | myself also am a man.

Acts 14:11-18

11 And when the people saw what Paul had done, they lifted up their voices, saying in the
speech of Lycaonia, The gods are come down to us in the likeness of men.

12 And they called Barnabas, Jupiter; and Paul, Mercurius, because he was the chief speaker.

13 Then the priest of Jupiter, which was before their city, brought oxen and garlands unto the
gates, and would have done sacrifice with the people.

14 Which when the apostles, Barnabas and Paul, heard of, they rent their clothes, and ran in
among the people, crying out,

15 And saying, Sirs, why do ye these things? We also are men of like passions with you, and
preach unto you that ye should turn from these vanities unto the living God, which made
heaven, and earth, and the sea, and all things that are therein:

16 Who in times past suffered all nations to walk in their own ways.
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17 Nevertheless he left not himself without witness, in that he did good, and gave us rain from
heaven, and fruitful seasons, filling our hearts with food and gladness.

18 And with these sayings scarce restrained they the people, that they had not done sacrifice
unto them.

Miracles of Casting Out Devils

Matthew 8:16
16 When the even was come, they brought unto him many that were possessed with devils:
and he cast out the spirits with his word, and healed all that were sick:

Matthew 9:32-33

32 As they went out, behold, they brought to him a dumb man possessed with a devil.

33 And when the devil was cast out, the dumb spake: and the multitudes marvelled, saying, It
was never so seen in Israel.

Matthew 15:22
22 And, behold, a woman of Canaan came out of the same coasts, and cried unto him, saying,
Have mercy on me, O Lord, thou Son of David; my daughter is grievously vexed with a devil.

Matthew 17:17-18

17 Then Jesus answered and said, O faithless and perverse generation, how long shall | be with
you? how long shall | suffer you? bring him hither to me.

18 And Jesus rebuked the devil; and he departed out of him: and the child was cured from that
very hour.

Mark 1:25-26
25 And Jesus rebuked him, saying, Hold thy peace, and come out of him.
26 And when the unclean spirit had torn him, and cried with a loud voice, he came out of him.

Mark 7:25-30

25 For a certain woman, whose young daughter had an unclean spirit, heard of him, and came
and fell at his feet:

26 The woman was a Greek, a Syrophenician by nation; and she besought him that he would
cast forth the devil out of her daughter.

27 But Jesus said unto her, Let the children first be filled: for it is not meet to take the children's
bread, and to cast it unto the dogs.

28 And she answered and said unto him, Yes, Lord: yet the dogs under the table eat of the
children's crumbs.

29 And he said unto her, For this saying go thy way; the devil is gone out of thy daughter.

30 And when she was come to her house, she found the devil gone out, and her daughter laid
upon the bed.
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Mark 9:25-27

25 When Jesus saw that the people came running together, he rebuked the foul spirit, saying
unto him, Thou dumb and deaf spirit, | charge thee, come out of him, and enter no more into
him.

26 And the spirit cried, and rent him sore, and came out of him: and he was as one dead;
insomuch that many said, He is dead.

27 But Jesus took him by the hand, and lifted him up; and he arose.

Luke 4:33-35

33 And in the synagogue there was a man, which had a spirit of an unclean devil, and cried out
with a loud voice,

34 Saying, Let us alone; what have we to do with thee, thou Jesus of Nazareth? art thou come
to destroy us? | know thee who thou art; the Holy One of God.

35 And Jesus rebuked him, saying, Hold thy peace, and come out of him. And when the devil
had thrown him in the midst, he came out of him, and hurt him not.

Luke 6:18
18 And they that were vexed with unclean spirits: and they were healed.

Luke 8:28-29

28 When he saw Jesus, he cried out, and fell down before him, and with a loud voice said, What
have | to do with thee, Jesus, thou Son of God most high? | beseech thee, torment me not.

29 (For he had commanded the unclean spirit to come out of the man. For oftentimes it had
caught him: and he was kept bound with chains and in fetters; and he brake the bands, and was
driven of the devil into the wilderness.)

Luke 8:36
36 They also which saw it told them by what means he that was possessed of the devils was
healed.

Luke 9:42
42 And as he was yet a coming, the devil threw him down, and tare him. And Jesus rebuked the
unclean spirit, and healed the child, and delivered him again to his father.

Luke 11:14
14 And he was casting out a devil, and it was dumb. And it came to pass, when the devil was
gone out, the dumb spake; and the people wondered.

Acts 8:6-8

6 And the people with one accord gave heed unto those things which Philip spake, hearing and
seeing the miracles which he did.

7 For unclean spirits, crying with loud voice, came out of many that were possessed with them:
and many taken with palsies, and that were lame, were healed.

8 And there was great joy in that city.
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Acts 16:16-18

16 And it came to pass, as we went to prayer, a certain damsel possessed with a spirit of
divination met us, which brought her masters much gain by soothsaying:

17 The same followed Paul and us, and cried, saying, These men are the servants of the most
high God, which shew unto us the way of salvation.

18 And this did she many days. But Paul, being grieved, turned and said to the spirit, | command
thee in the name of Jesus Christ to come out of her. And he came out the same hour.

Devils into Swine

Mark 5:10-13

10 And he besought him much that he would not send them away out of the country.

11 Now there was there nigh unto the mountains a great herd of swine feeding.

12 And all the devils besought him, saying, Send us into the swine, that we may enter into them.
13 And forthwith Jesus gave them leave. And the unclean spirits went out, and entered into the
swine: and the herd ran violently down a steep place into the sea, (they were about two
thousand;) and were choked in the sea.

Luke 8:31-33

31 And they besought him that he would not command them to go out into the deep.

32 And there was there an herd of many swine feeding on the mountain: and they besought
him that he would suffer them to enter into them. And he suffered them.

33 Then went the devils out of the man, and entered into the swine: and the herd ran violently
down a steep place into the lake, and were choked.

The Anguish of Those in Hell

Matthew 8:12
12 But the children of the kingdom shall be cast out into outer darkness: there shall be weeping
and gnashing of teeth.

Matthew 13:50
50 And shall cast them into the furnace of fire: there shall be wailing and gnashing of teeth.

Matthew 25:30
30 And cast ye the unprofitable servant into outer darkness: there shall be weeping and
gnashing of teeth.

Luke 13:28
28 There shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth, when ye shall see Abraham, and Isaac, and
Jacob, and all the prophets, in the kingdom of God, and you yourselves thrust out.
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Luke 16:19-31

19 There was a certain rich man, which was clothed in purple and fine linen, and fared
sumptuously every day:

20 And there was a certain beggar named Lazarus, which was laid at his gate, full of sores,

21 And desiring to be fed with the crumbs which fell from the rich man's table: moreover the
dogs came and licked his sores.

22 And it came to pass, that the beggar died, and was carried by the angels into Abraham's
bosom: the rich man also died, and was buried;

23 And in hell he lift up his eyes, being in torments, and seeth Abraham afar off, and Lazarus in
his bosom.

24 And he cried and said, Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and send Lazarus, that he may
dip the tip of his finger in water, and cool my tongue; for | am tormented in this flame.

25 But Abraham said, Son, remember that thou in thy lifetime receivedst thy good things, and
likewise Lazarus evil things: but now he is comforted, and thou art tormented.

26 And beside all this, between us and you there is a great gulf fixed: so that they which would
pass from hence to you cannot; neither can they pass to us, that would come from thence.

27 Then he said, | pray thee therefore, father, that thou wouldest send him to my father's
house:

28 For | have five brethren; that he may testify unto them, lest they also come into this place of
torment.

29 Abraham saith unto him, They have Moses and the prophets; let them hear them.

30 And he said, Nay, father Abraham: but if one went unto them from the dead, they will
repent.

31 And he said unto him, If they hear not Moses and the prophets, neither will they be
persuaded, though one rose from the dead.

Revelation 6:7-8

7 And when he had opened the fourth seal, | heard the voice of the fourth beast say, Come and
see.

8 And | looked, and behold a pale horse: and his name that sat on him was Death, and Hell
followed with him. And power was given unto them over the fourth part of the earth, to kill
with sword, and with hunger, and with death, and with the beasts of the earth.

2 Thessalonians 1:9-10

9 Who shall be punished with everlasting destruction from the presence of the Lord, and from
the glory of his power;

10 When he shall come to be glorified in his saints, and to be admired in all them that believe
(because our testimony among you was believed) in that day.

Matthew 12:32

32 And whosoever speaketh a word against the Son of man, it shall be forgiven him: but
whosoever speaketh against the Holy Ghost, it shall not be forgiven him, neither in this world,
neither in the world to come.
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Luke 3:17
17 Whose fan is in his hand, and he will throughly purge his floor, and will gather the wheat into
his garner; but the chaff he will burn with fire unquenchable.

Mark 9:45-46

45 And if thy foot offend thee, cut it off: it is better for thee to enter halt into life, than having
two feet to be cast into hell, into the fire that never shall be quenched:

46 Where their worm dieth not, and the fire is not quenched.

Revelation 14:10-11

10 The same shall drink of the wine of the wrath of God, which is poured out without mixture
into the cup of his indignation; and he shall be tormented with fire and brimstone in the
presence of the holy angels, and in the presence of the Lamb:

11 And the smoke of their torment ascendeth up for ever and ever: and they have no rest day
nor night, who worship the beast and his image, and whosoever receiveth the mark of his
name.
