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TITHING – GOD’S HOLY PLAN 
 

Old Testament 
 
Genesis 4:4 
4 And Abel, he also brought of the firstlings of his flock and of the fat thereof. And the LORD  
had respect unto Abel and to his offering: 
 
(Abel’s sacrifice was the first tithing.) 
 
Genesis 14:19-20 
19 And he blessed him, and said, Blessed be Abram of the most high God, possessor of heaven  
and earth: 
20 And blessed be the most high God, which hath delivered thine enemies into thy hand. And  
he gave him tithes of all. 
 
Genesis 28:20-22 
20 And Jacob vowed a vow, saying, If God will be with me, and will keep me in this way that I  
go, and will give me bread to eat, and raiment to put on, 
21 So that I come again to my father's house in peace; then shall the LORD be my God: 
22 And this stone, which I have set for a pillar, shall be God's house: and of all that thou shalt  
give me I will surely give the tenth unto thee. 
 
Leviticus 27:30-32 
30 And all the tithe of the land, whether of the seed of the land, or of the fruit of the tree, is the  
LORD's: it is holy unto the LORD. 
31 And if a man will at all redeem ought of his tithes, he shall add thereto the fifth part thereof. 
32 And concerning the tithe of the herd, or of the flock, even of whatsoever passeth under the  
rod, the tenth shall be holy unto the LORD. 
 
(Tithe is holy unto the Lord.) 
 
Numbers 18:26 
26 Thus speak unto the Levites, and say unto them, When ye take of the children of Israel the  
tithes which I have given you from them for your inheritance, then ye shall offer up an heave  
offering of it for the LORD, even a tenth part of the tithe. 
 
Deuteronomy 14:22 
22 Thou shalt truly tithe all the increase of thy seed, that the field bringeth forth year by year. 
 
2 Chronicles 31:4-10 
4 Moreover he commanded the people that dwelt in Jerusalem to give the portion of the  
priests and the Levites, that they might be encouraged in the law of the LORD. 
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5 And as soon as the commandment came abroad, the children of Israel brought in abundance  
the firstfruits of corn, wine, and oil, and honey, and of all the increase of the fields; and the  
tithe of all things brought they in abundantly. 
6 And concerning the children of Israel and Judah, that dwelt in the cities of Judah, they also  
brought in the tithe of oxen and sheep, and the tithe of holy things which were  consecrated  
unto the LORD their God, and laid them by heaps. 
7 In the third month they began to lay the foundation of the heaps, and finished them in the  
seventh month. 
8 And when Hezekiah and the princes came and saw the heaps, they blessed the LORD, and his  
people Israel. 
9 Then Hezekiah questioned with the priests and the Levites concerning the heaps. 
10 And Azariah the chief priest of the house of Zadok answered him, and said, Since the people  
began to bring the offerings into the house of the LORD, we have had enough to eat, and have  
left plenty: for the LORD hath blessed his people; and that which is left is this great store. 
 
Isaiah 58:7 
7 Is it not to deal thy bread to the hungry, and that thou bring the poor that are cast out to thy  
house? when thou seest the naked, that thou cover him; and that thou hide not thyself  from  
thine own flesh? 
 
Nehemiah 10:38 
38 And the priest the son of Aaron shall be with the Levites, when the Levites take tithes: and  
 the Levites shall bring up the tithe of the tithes unto the house of our God, to the chambers,  
into the treasure house. 
 
Nehemiah 13:12 
12 Then brought all Judah the tithe of the corn and the new wine and the oil unto the  
treasuries. 
 
 Daniel 4:27 
27 Wherefore, O king, let my counsel be acceptable unto thee, and break off thy sins by  
righteousness, and thine iniquities by shewing mercy to the poor; if it may be a lengthening of  
thy tranquillity. 
 
New Testament 
 
Matthew 6:19 
19 Lay not up for yourselves treasures upon earth, where moth and rust doth corrupt, and   
where thieves break through and steal: 
 
Matthew 23:23 
23 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye pay tithe of mint and anise and  
cummin, and have omitted the weightier matters of the law, judgment, mercy, and faith: these  
ought ye to have done, and not to leave the other undone. 
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Luke 11:41 
41 But rather give alms of such things as ye have; and, behold, all things are clean unto you. 
 
Luke 12:33 
33 Sell that ye have, and give alms; provide yourselves bags which wax not old, a treasure in   
the heavens that faileth not, where no thief approacheth, neither moth corrupteth. 
 
Acts 9:36 
36 Now there was at Joppa a certain disciple named Tabitha, which by interpretation is called  
Dorcas: this woman was full of good works and almsdeeds which she did. 
 
Acts 10:4 
4 And when he looked on him, he was afraid, and said, What is it, Lord? And he said unto   
him, Thy prayers and thine alms are come up for a memorial before God. 
 
Acts 24:17 
17 Now after many years I came to bring alms to my nation, and offerings. 
 
Romans 11:35-36 
35 Or who hath first given to him, and it shall be recompensed unto him again? 
36 For of him, and through him, and to him, are all things: to whom be glory for ever. Amen. 
 
Romans 13:6-9 
6 For for this cause pay ye tribute also: for they are God's ministers, attending continually upon  
this very thing. 
7 Render therefore to all their dues: tribute to whom tribute is due; custom to whom custom;  
fear to whom fear; honour to whom honour. 
8 Owe no man any thing, but to love one another: for he that loveth another hath fulfilled the  
law. 
9 For this, Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not kill, Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt  
not bear false witness, Thou shalt not covet; and if there be any other commandment, it is  
briefly comprehended in this saying, namely, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. 
 
Romans 15:7 
7 Wherefore receive ye one another, as Christ also received us to the glory of God. 
 
Romans 15:26-27 
26 For it hath pleased them of Macedonia and Achaia to make a certain contribution for the  
poor saints which are at Jerusalem. 
27 It hath pleased them verily; and their debtors they are. For if the Gentiles have been made  
partakers of their spiritual things, their duty is also to minister unto them in carnal things.

1 Corinthians 16:1-2 
1 Now concerning the collection for the saints, as I have given order to the churches of Galatia,  
even so do ye. 
2 Upon the first day of the week let every one of you lay by him in store, as God hath prospered  
him, that there be no gatherings when I come. 
 
1 Corinthians 14:37 
37If any man think himself to be a prophet, or spiritual, let him acknowledge that the things  
that I write unto you are the commandments of the Lord. 
 
1 Corinthians 9:13 
13 Do ye not know that they which minister about holy things live of the things of the   
temple? and they which wait at the altar are partakers with the altar? 
 
2 Corinthians 8:3-4 
3 For to their power, I bear record, yea, and beyond their power they were willing of  
themselves; 
4 Praying us with much intreaty that we would receive the gift, and take upon us the fellowship  
of the ministering to the saints. 
 
Romans 16:1-2 
1 I commend unto you Phebe our sister, which is a servant of the church which is at Cenchrea: 
2 That ye receive her in the Lord, as becometh saints, and that ye assist her in whatsoever  
business she hath need of you: for she hath been a succourer of many, and of myself also. 
 
2 Corinthians 9:6-7 
6 But this I say, He which soweth sparingly shall reap also sparingly; and he which soweth  
bountifully shall reap also bountifully. 
7 Every man according as he purposeth in his heart, so let him give; not grudgingly, or of  
necessity: for God loveth a cheerful giver. 
 
Philippians 4:15-19 
15 Now ye Philippians know also, that in the beginning of the gospel, when I departed from  
Macedonia, no church communicated with me as concerning giving and receiving, but ye only. 
16 For even in Thessalonica ye sent once and again unto my necessity. 
17 Not because I desire a gift: but I desire fruit that may abound to your account. 
18 But I have all, and abound: I am full, having received of Epaphroditus the things which were  
sent from you, an odour of a sweet smell, a sacrifice acceptable, wellpleasing to God. 
19 But my God shall supply all your need according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus. 
 
Philemon 1:18-19 
18 If he hath wronged thee, or oweth thee ought, put that on mine account; 
19 I Paul have written it with mine own hand, I will repay it: albeit I do not say to thee how thou  
owest unto me even thine own self besides. 
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Hebrews 7:5-9 
5 And verily they that are of the sons of Levi, who receive the office of the priesthood, have a  
commandment to take tithes of the people according to the law, that is, of their brethren,  
though they come out of the loins of Abraham: 
6 But he whose descent is not counted from them received tithes of Abraham, and blessed him  
that had the promises. 
7 And without all contradiction the less is blessed of the better. 
8 And here men that die receive tithes; but there he receiveth them, of whom it is witnessed   
that he liveth. 
9 And as I may so say, Levi also, who receiveth tithes, payed tithes in Abraham. 
 
James 5:1-7 
1 Go to now, ye rich men, weep and howl for your miseries that shall come upon you. 
2 Your riches are corrupted, and your garments are motheaten. 
3 Your gold and silver is cankered; and the rust of them shall be a witness against you, and shall  
eat your flesh as it were fire. Ye have heaped treasure together for the last days. 
4 Behold, the hire of the labourers who have reaped down your fields, which is of you kept back  
by fraud, crieth: and the cries of them which have reaped are entered into the ears of the Lord  
of sabaoth. 
5 Ye have lived in pleasure on the earth, and been wanton; ye have nourished your hearts, as in  
a day of slaughter. 
6 Ye have condemned and killed the just; and he doth not resist you. 
7 Be patient therefore, brethren, unto the coming of the Lord. Behold, the husbandman  
waiteth for the precious fruit of the earth, and hath long patience for it, until he receive the  
early and latter rain.

Job 35:7 
7 If thou be righteous, what givest thou him? or what receiveth he of thine hand? 
 
Proverbs 3:27-28 
27 Withhold not good from them to whom it is due, when it is in the power of thine hand to do  
it. 
28 Say not unto thy neighbour, Go, and come again, and to morrow I will give; when thou hast  
it by thee.
