PINON WOODS III

Architectural Control Committee Guidelines

The Architectural Control Committee (ACC) has the responsibility to review plans and specifications of all single family residences, garages, sheds, fences and other structures to be constructed.

The ACC may, from time to time, and in its sole and absolute discretion, adopt, amend and repeal, by unanimous vote or written consent, rules and regulations to be known as the Architectural Control Committee Rules.  The rules may set forth the standards and procedures for Committee review and guidelines for architectural design, placement of buildings, landscaping, color scheme, exterior finishes and materials and similar features which are recommended for use within PINON WOODS III.
The ACC shall have the right to refuse to approve any plans or specifications which are not suitable or desirable, in its opinion, for esthetic or other reasons. The ACC may consider the suitability of the proposed building and materials to be used.  Any subsequent additions to or changes or alterations in any building, fence, wall or other structure, including colors and materials, are subject to prior approval
of the ACC.

Residential lot - Defined as one private residence and garage for not more than three cars, a guest house and servants quarters.  No churches, business, or commercial enterprise is allowed. Minimum dwelling is 1,600 square feet of actual living area, excluding attached garages or porches.
Two-story dwellings are allowed on hillside lots only and must not interfere with view of another home site.

Two copies of complete plans and specifications of any proposed structure must be submitted to the ACC.

The only types of roofs permitted are shake shingles, slate, tile, architectural grade textured asphalt and fiberglass shingles, or 
dark stone.  No light colored roofs of any kind are allowed.  Samples

should be submitted to the ACC with plans requesting approval.

        All dwellings shall have exteriors completed within six months after

construction started, and all construction, including approved landscaping, should be completed within nine months of starting

construction.

No building, fence, wall or other structure shall be commenced until plans and specifications showing type, shape, height, materials, floor
plans, exterior color scheme, and location must be submitted and approved by the ACC. The committee has the right to consider suitability of a structure and materials to be used.

Any fence, wall, privacy screen, or similar installation which extends more than 36 inches above ground level which was not included on 

original house and site plans shall be submitted to the ACC prior to construction.

Owners of all lots shall keep the property reasonably clean and clear

of weeds and trash.

Plans and specifications submitted to the ACC for review and action shall include:
1. A color palette indicating colors, materials and textures.  This
includes roofing, exterior walls of the building and any appurtenances, trim, decoration and driveways.  If not submitted with original plans and specifications, then shall be submitted 30 days prior to application of any color finish.
2. Landscaping plan to include natural features, removal of existing

vegetation and location of trees and shrubs to be added, if any.

3. Walkway and driveway location and materials. The preferred materials are concrete, concrete pavers, or paving stones.  Gravel,

sand and asphalt surfaces are prohibited.

4. The plans must include elevation views to each major side (four views minimum.

5. The plans shall address exterior lighting.  Exterior lights shall be downward focused to prevent light pollution as much as possible.  Dusk to dawn area lighting is prohibited.

6. Exterior structures added after construction and not submitted as part of the original  request to the ACC: This includes, but not limited to decks, patios, hot tubs, gazebos, or work that changed drainage patterns.
