LBC Capacity Building Award

2020 Application Information and Guidelines

What is the LBC Capacity Building Award?

The LBC Capacity Building Award was established in 2020 as part of our Capacity Building Project which focuses on
(1) building bridges to promote intercultural understanding, (2) promoting opportunities for Black youth, and (3)
encouraging citizenship, civic engagement and a healthy democracy.

What is the value of the LBC Capacity Building Award?

There are two (2) annual awards valued at $1500 each.

Who is eligible to apply?

You are eligible to apply for the LBC Capacity Building Award if you're a Black identifying young woman from the
GTA in grade 12 who has recently gained admission to a 2020 post-secondary institution.

Who is ineligible to apply?

You are ineligible to apply if you are not registered to attend a post-secondary institution in Fall 2020.

How will students be selected?

Students will be evaluated and ranked according to the following criteria:

1. Evidence of Financial Need
2. Essay (1200 words or less) of how this scholarship will help you achieve your educational goals

Students are expected to be honest in providing information on the application and in any subsequent
discussions. If there is clear evidence that a student has misrepresented their circumstances or achievements, the
award will be refused or withdrawn.
