Simply put, there was nothing else
to do and hobbies offered a creative and satisfying pastime that
offered relief from the sameness in everyday life of fifty or sixty
years ago. Hobbies not only gave us a happy diversion from
daily life but also conveyed a sense of pride and accomplishment
that enriched our lives. Television changed all that and it has
been down hill ever since. Years ago, sons and daughters ob-
served and even participated in mom and dad’s hobbies thus sus-
taining an interest in what they were doing that often followed
into adulthood. The sense of accomplishment and pride, whether
it was construction of a train layout or mom’s garden, resulted in
something tangible that we could hold up to the world and say “I
created that”. Computers, electronic games, cell phones (kids
spend hours on theses) and demon TV have all resulted in the
near death of the Hobby. For years all of us in toy train collect-
ing have anguished over declining membership and what we fear
may be the demise of our hobby with so few young people join-
ing TCA and getting into trains. | had almost given up bringing
new blood on board when Brian’s article made something click
in my mind.

A few months ago another old friend of mine, who had seen my
layout many times, decided he wanted to give model trains a try.
The first thing | did was invite him to York. We all know that
anyone who has any interest in toy trains will be hooked if they

Historian’s Corner
by Carol Redman McGinnis

A look back in history gives us the opportunity to reflect on
what has gone before. It also allows us to learn more about
new things, or in this case old things. Our TCA was born in
1954, 10 years after the end of WWII. Train manufacturing
can be broken down into pre-war (1901—1942) post war
(1945—1969), and modern era (1970—2000). As train collec-
tors and operators many of us are familiar with some of the
pre war era manufacturing lines such as Lionel, Bachman,
Ives, and American Flyer. We know about post war era manu-
facturers such as Lionel, Bachman, and Marx. An then there
are the modern manufacturers such as MTH (Mike’s Train
House), Williams, S-Helper, Atlas, and Lionel. But we need to
learn about the other manufacturer’s that build and maintain
this industry. And I’ll be the first to let you that | probably
have mixed up my metaphors here.

What do you know about McCoy (1957—1998)? Would they
be considered postwar or modern? And what about Beggs or
Bassett-Lowke? | remember riding Buddy-L around the yard a
couple of different times. Where do they fit into this scheme?
While | know that some of you know the answers to these
guestions it’s up to you to share those answers with the rest of
us. TCA is all about the exchange of information and knowl-
edge so let’s keep it rolling!

The National Toy Train Museum in Strasburg, Pennsylvania is
a place for all of this reflection to fill us all with awe and won-
der. This foundation of our hobby provides us with the chance
to see many of the trains that brought us to where we are to-
day. There are over 350 manufacturers of trains represented in
the collection at the museum, yes | said 350!

Stan’s Trolley Tidbits

THE START OF THE END
OF THE STREET CAR

Street cars were in Baltimore City for 104 years, until it’s
rebirth in 1992 with the start of Light Rail.

But there were early signs that they would end in February
1915. Something appeared in Baltimore City that was hamed
the “Jitney”. It was basically a truck body with benches on
it. During this time there was high unemployment and soon
there were many of these Jitneys running the route of the
street cars. In today’s world you would have people operat-
ing taxis in private automobiles and they are called hackers.
During this time period there was nothing like the Public
Service Commission like there is today.

In July 1915, the United Railway and Electric Companies
created a few subsidiaries, one called the City Motor Co.,
which went head to head with the Jitneys. The other was
called the Baltimore Transit Co., which you will hear about
later. This line went into the well to do neighborhood like
North Charles St. and Lake Roland Park.

Shortly there after, the United States entered World War 1.
There was a tremendous increase in passenger service, espe-
cially to the Bethlehem Ship yards.

Also during this time there was a first women conductor.
There was about 100 to 125 female conductors, who were
known as conductorettes. After World War 1, they were re-
duced by natural attrition, but when World War 1l started
they were permitted to operate street cars again.
