Playgroup (age 2-3yrs) will be available from 9am -11.30 am Monday to Friday (although the actual days may vary depending upon demand). Playgroup requires a minimum of 2 sessions per week. We will take up to 8 children in each session.

Are you flexible in the sessions you are allocated?  YES/NO
In the term after your child’s 3rd birthday they will become entitled to a minimum of 15hrs funded childcare per week.  If space becomes available we may offer you increased hours. You do not have to accept – it has to be right for you and your child. 
3-4 Year Olds 
We require a minimum of 4 half days or 2 full days. (Changes to this may be considered in exceptional circumstances). There is a maximum of 31 hrs and 15m available (31.25hrs).  
All children in the term after their 3rd birthday qualify for 15hours funded childcare per week during school term time. You are allowed to split your funded hours between different childcare providers (e.g. Preschool and a nursery or childminder). 

Some children, will qualify for a further 15hrs funded childcare per week during school term time. Please see the attached sheets for guidance on whether you will qualify for 15 or 30hrs. Funded hours can be split between providers.  
For unfunded hours at Preschool the charge will be around £4.95 p/hr.

Eligibility for Funding: 

2 year funding:

This is available for some children in circumstances such as lower income, in care/previously cared for or for families in receipt of certain benefits or dealing with certain health issues. Your health visitor will be able to help with this. Additional information might be available from Wirral Early Years Team, currently on 0151 666 3980.  We welcome children with 2 year funding. We need to see the letter giving the funding code for your child, along with your child’s passport or birth certificate.

3 year funding

All children are entitled to 15 hours per week funded child care during term time (38weeks per year) from the term after their third birthday. 
Increasing the funded hours  
Your child will be entitled to 30hrs funded childcare if you meet the following criteria:

For two parent families were both parents live with the child:

Both parents must work

Neither parent earns over £100,000 per year

Both parents earn at least £120 per week (equivalent to 16hrs at minimum/living wage, which will be £7.50ph from April 2017).

Self employed parents and those on zero-hours contracts or on parental or sick leave are also eligible. The extra 15 hours is also available where one parent works and the other has significant caring responsibilities or is disabled.

Where parents are separated, or for single parent families, eligibility depends upon the circumstances (as above) of the parent with whom the child ‘normally lives’.

Where the parent of a child has a ‘partner’ (i.e. a person to whom they are married, have a civil partnership, or live with) the eligibility criteria applies to that partner as well. 

Parents will be able to apply for the 30hr scheme (as well as the tax-free childcare scheme) though a joint online application developed by the HMRC, which includes an eligibility checking scheme. Once parents have successfully applied online, they will be given a code which they can then present to their chosen provider(s).  Parents will have to re-confirm their eligibility every three months. 

If a family becomes ineligible for the 30 hours they will still be eligible for 15hrs and there will be a ‘grace period’ of 30 funded hours whilst arrangements can be made.
