Biography of Shaykh Muhammad ibn 'Abdul-Wahhaab 

 
He was the Imaam, the Shaykh, Muhammad ibn 'Abdul-Wahhaab ibn Sulaymaan ibn 
'Alee ibn Muhammad ibn Ahmad ibn Raashid ibn Burayd ibn Muhammad ibn Mushrif 
ibn 'Umar, from a branch of the tribe of Banoo Tameem. 
 
This scholar was born in the town of 'Unayzah in the year 1115 H in a household 
known for knowledge, nobility and attachment to the religion. His father was an 
eminent scholar, and his grandfather was the scholar of Najd in his time. He himself 
memorized the Qur'aan before reaching the age of ten, and studied fiqh (details of 
Islamic law and practice) of which he learned a great deal. Indeed his father was 
greatly pleased at the strength of his memory. He devoted a great deal of time to 
studying the books of tafseer (explanation of the Qur'aan) and hadeeth (the sayings 
and actions of the Prophet). He sought knowledge day and night and he used to 
memorise the books of the various branches of Islamic knowledge. He also travelled 
throughout Najd and to Makkah and studied the books of knowledge with the 
scholars. Then he travelled to al-Madeenah and studied under the scholars there. 
From them was the great scholar Shaykh 'Abdullah ibn Ibraaheem ash-Shammaree. 
He also studied under his son who was well versed in the laws of inheritance, 
Ibraaheem ash-Shammaree, the author of al-'Adhbul-Faa'id fee Sharh Alfiyyatil Faraa 
'id. It was they who introduced him to the famous scholar of hadeeth Muhammad 
Hayaat as-Sindee. With him he studied the sciences of hadeeth and sciences related 
to its narrators. He also granted him permission (ijaazah) to narrate the source 
books of hadeeth. Shaykh Muhammad ibn 'Abdul-Wahhaab, may Allaah, the Most 
High, have mercy upon him, was granted deep understanding and a very high degree 
of intelligence by Allaah, and he devoted his time to research, study and writing. He 
used to record and remember whatever points of benefit he came across whilst 
reading and researching and he never grew tired of writing.   Indeed he transcribed 
many of the works of Ibn Taymiyyah and Ibnul-Qayyim, rahimahumullaah, and many 
valuable manuscripts written in his own handwriting are preserved in various 
museums. After the death of his father he himself openly called to the Salafee da 
'wah, to singling out Allaah with all worship and all that is His due, to the rejection of 
all evil, and he opposed the innovators who directed worship to the graves. He was 
aided, strengthened and his call to the truth was made widespread through the help 
of the Aal Sa'ood. 
 
He also published many beneficial works, from them: The outstanding and valuable 
work entitled: Kitaabut-tawheed, which has been printed many times; every time an 
edition is sold out it is reprinted. Also Kashfush-Shubuhaat, al-Kabaa’ir, Mukhtasarul-
Insaaf, ash-SharhuUKabeer, Mukhtasar Zaadil-Ma'aad, and he has a large number of 
Fataawaa (religious rulings) and treatises, which have been collected under the title: 
Majmoo 'ah Muallafaat al-Imaam Muhammad ibn 'Abdul-Wahhaab, under the 
supervision of Imaam Muhammad ibn Sa'ud University. 
 
He died in the year 1206 H. May Allaah cover him in mercy and reward him well for 
his services to Islaam and the Muslims. Indeed Allaah is the One who hears and 
responds to supplications. All praise and thanks are for Allaah - and may Allaah send 
praises and blessings of peace upon our Prophet Muhammad, upon his family, true 
followers, and upon all his Companions.

Biography of Shaykh Muhammad ibn Saalih Al-'Uthaymeen 
 
• His lineage: He is Aboo 'Abdullaah, Muhammad ibn Saalih ibn Muhammad ibn 
'Uthaymeen ai-Wuhaybee at-Tameemee. 
• His birth: He was born in the town of 'Unayzah on the 27th of the blessed month of 
Ramadaan in the year 1347 H. 
• His early life: He recited the Noble Qur'aan with his maternal grandfather 'Abdur-
Rahmaan ibn Sulaymaan Aal Daamigh, rahimahullaah. He first memorised the entire 
Qur'aan, and then continued to seek knowledge. He learned writing, arithmetic and 
other disciplines. Also two students of Shaykh 'Abdur-Rahmaan  as-Sa'dee, 
rahimahullaah, took up the task of teaching small children; one of them was Shaykh 
'Alee as-Saalihee, and the other was Shaykh Muhammad ibn 'Abdul-'Azeez al-
Mutawwa', rahimahumullaah under whom Shaykh Ibn 'Uthaymeen studied the 
abridgement of al- 'Aqeedatul-Waasitiyyah of Shaykh 'Abdur-Rahmaan as-Sa'dee, 
and Minhaajus-Saalikeen in Fiqh, also by Shaykh 'Abdur-Rahmaan and al-
Ajroomiyyah and al-Alfiyyah. 
 
He studied fiqh and the laws of inheritance with Shaykh 'Abdur-Rahmaan ibn 'Alee 
ibn 'Awdaan. With Shaykh 'Abdur-Rahmaan ibn Naasir as-Sa'dee, who is considered 
his first Shaykh, since he remained with him for some time, he studied tawheed, 
tafseer, hadeeth, fiqh, the principles of fiqh (usoolul-fiqh), laws of inheritance, 
sciences of hadeeth, Arabic Grammar (nahw) and morphology (sarf). 
Indeed the noble Shaykh was highly regarded by Shaykh 'Abdur-Rahmaan, 
rahimahullaah, and when Shaykh Muhammad's father moved to Riyadh he initially 
expressed a desire that his son should do likewise. However Shaykh 'Abdur-Rahmaan 
as-Sa'dee, rahimahullaah, wrote to him: "This is not possible, rather we hope that 
Muhammad will remain with us and benefit." Shaykh Muhammad, hafidhahullaah, 
himself said: "I was greatly influenced by him in his manner of teaching and 
presenting knowledge and making it understandable to the students by use of 
examples and explanations. I was also greatly influenced by his good manners. 
Indeed Shaykh 'Abdur-Rahmaan, rahimahullaah, had excellent manners and 
character along with a great deal of knowledge and worship. He would joke 
pleasantly with the young and laugh with the elders, and he was the most excellent 
person in manners that I have seen." 
 
He also studied under the eminent and noble Shaykh 'Abdul-'Azeez ibn Baaz who is 
considered his second Shaykh. He began studying under him by studying Saheeh al-
Bukhaaree, some of the works of Shaykh-ul-Islaam Ibn Taymiyyah and some of the 
books of fiqh. Shaykh Muhammad says: "I was influenced by Shaykh 'Abdul-'Azeez 
ibn Baaz, hafidhahullaah, with regard to the great attention he gave to hadeeth, and 
I was also influenced by his manners and the way in which he makes himself 
available to and puts himself at the service of the people." 
 
In the year 1371 H he began teaching in the corigregational mosque, and when the 
educational institutes were opened in Riyadh he joined them in the year 1372 H. The 
Shaykh, hafidhahullaah, says: "I entered the educational institute in the second year 
and took up the studies upon the advice of Shaykh 'Alee as-Saalihee and having 
been given permission for that by Shaykh 'Abdur-Rahmaan as-Sa'dee. The institute 
at that time had two sections: a general section and a higher level. I joined the 
higher level and it was also the case that anyone who wanted to complete their 
studies more quickly could do so by studying the following years work in the holiday 
period, and then take the exams at the start of the following year. If he passed the 
exam he could then pass on to the next year after that. So by this means I studied in 
a shorter time period." 
 



After two years he qualified and was given a teaching position in the educational 
institute of 'Unayzah, whilst continuing his own studies in affiliation with the College 
of Sharee'ah, and continuing his studies under Shaykh 'Abdur-Rahmaan as-Sa'dee. 
When the noble Shaykh 'Abdur-Rahmaan as-Sa'dee, rahimahullaah, died, Shaykh 
Muhammad was made imaam of the main congregational mosque of 'Unayzah, and 
took up teaching in the national library of 'Unayzah, in addition to teaching in the 
educational institute. He later moved to teaching in the College of Sharee'ah and the 
College of Usoolud-Deen (the Fundamentals and Principles of the Religion) in the 
Qaseem branch of Imaam Muhammad ibn Sa'ud Islamic University, which he 
continues to this day. He is also a member of the council of eminent scholars of the 
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, and the Shaykh, hafidhahullaah, is very active in calling to 
Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, and in enlightening the callers in every place. He has 
made great efforts in this field. 
 
It is also worthy of mention that the noble Shaykh Muhammad ibn Ibraaheem, 
rahimahullaah, offered him and encouraged him to take the position of judge. Indeed 
he even sent out the decision that he had been given the position as head of the 
Sharee'ah court in Ahsaa, but he requested that he should be excused from taking 
the position. After a number of requests and personally speaking to him, the Shaykh, 
rahimahullaah, granted him his wish not to take up the post. 
 
His works: He has written around forty different works, some larger books and some 
treatises. These will, if Allaah wills, be combined in a single collection of his verdicts 
and treatises. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



The English Translation of  
Three Fundamental Principles of Islaam 

By Shaykh Muhammad ibn Abdul Wahhaab 
 

In the name of Allaah, the Most Merciful the Bestower of Mercy. 
 
Know, may Allaah have mercy upon you, that it is obligatory upon you to have 
knowledge of the four matters: 

(i) Knowledge (al – ‘ilm), which is knowledge and awareness of Allaah, 
and knowledge of His Prophet, and knowledge of the deen of Islaam 
with the proofs. 

(ii) Action upon that. 
(iii) Calling to that. 
(iv) Patiently persevering and bearing any harm encountered upon that 

way. 
 
The proof is the saying of Allaah, the Most High:  “By time, mankind is in loss, 
except for those who truly believe and worship Allaah alone, and do 
righteous deeds, performing that which is obligatory upon them and 
avoiding that which they are forbidden and enjoin one another with patient 
perseverance upon obedience to Allaah and in facing harm and trials.”  
[Soorat Al ‘Asr] 
 
Ash Shaafi’ee, may Allaah have mercy upon him, said:  “If Allaah had sent down to 
His creation no other proof besides this Soorat, it would have been sufficient for 
them.” 
 
Al Bukhaaree, may Allaah have mercy upon him, said:  “Chapter:  Knowledge 
precedes speech and action’ and the proof is the saying of Allaah, the Most High, 
“Know that none has the right to be worshipped except Allaah, and ask 
forgiveness of your Lord for your sins.” [Soorat Muhammad: 19].  So He began 
by mentioning knowledge before speech or action.’ 
 
Know, may Allaah have mercy upon you, that it is obligatory upon every Muslim, 
male and female, to learn and act upon the following three matters: 
 
THE FIRST:  That Allaah created us and provided sustenance for us, and He did not 
leave us without a purpose rather He sent Messengers to us.  So whoever obeys him 
will enter Paradise, and whoever rejects and disobeys him will enter the Fire, and the 
proof is the Saying of the Most High:  “We sent a Messenger to you, o people, as 
a witness in favor of you or against you on the Day of Resurrection, just as 
We sent a Messenger to the Pharaoh.  But the Pharaoh denied and rejected 
the Messenger, so We seized him with a severe punishment.” [Soorat al 
Muzzammil: 16] 
 
THE SECOND:  Allaah is not pleased that anyone should be made a sharer in 
worship along with Him, neither any angel brought near, nor any prophet sent as a 
messenger, and the proof is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, “And the places of 
worship are for Allaah alone, so do not invoke anyone along with Allaah.” 
[Soorat al Jinn: 18] 
 
THE THIRD:  That whoever is obedient to the Messenger and singles out Allaah with 
all worship, upon Tawheed, then it is not permissible for him to have friendship and 
alliance with those who oppose Allaah and His Messenger, even if they are those 
most closely related to him, and the proof is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High:  



“You will not find a people who believe in Allaah and the Last Day loving 
those who oppose Allaah and His Messenger, even if they are their fathers, 
or their sons, or their brothers, or their kinsfolk.  Rather Allaah has decreed 
true Belief for their hearts, and strengthened them with proof, light and 
guidance from Him; and He will enter them into the gardens of Paradise 
beneath whose trees rivers will flow, and they will dwell therein forever.  
Allaah is pleased with them and they with Him.  They are the party of Allaah.  
Indeed the party of Allaah are the successful.” [Soorat al Mujaadilah: 22] 
 
Know, may Allaah direct you to obedience to Him, that the true and straight Deen, 
the way of Ibraaheem is that you worship Allaah alone making the Deen purely and 
sincerely for Him.  This is what Allaah commanded all of the people with, and it was 
for this that He created them.  Allaah, the Most High, says:  “I did not create jinn 
and mankind except that they should worship Me.” [Soorat adh Dhaariyaat: 
56] and the meaning of worship, ‘ibaadah, here is to single Allaah out with all 
worship, Tawheed.  And the greatest of all that Allaah has commanded is Tawheed 
which is to single out Allaah with all worship.  The most serious thing that He forbade 
is shirk, which is to invoke others besides Him, along with Him.  The proof is His 
Saying, the Most High:  “Worship Allaah alone, making all worship purely for 
Him, and do not associate anything in worship along with Him.” [Soorat an 
Nisaa: 36] 
 
So if it said to you:  What are the three principles which a person must know?  Then 
say the servants knowledge of His Lord and His Deen and his Messenger Muhammad. 
 
 
THE FIRST PRINCIPLE 
So if it is said to you:  ‘Who is your Lord?’ Then say:  ‘My Lord is Allaah, who has 
nurtured me and all of creation with His favors and blessings.  He is the one whom I 
worship, and there is no other whom I worship besides Him.’  The proof is the Saying 
of Allaah, the Most High:  “All praise is for Allaah, the Lord of all creation.” 
[Soorat al Faatihah: 1]. Everything besides Allaah is a created being and I am one of 
the creation. 
 
So if it is said to you:  ‘How did you arrive at this knowledge of your Lord?’  Then 
say:  ‘Through His signs and those things which He has created; and from his signs 
are the night and the day, the sun and the moon; and from that which He has 
created are the seven heavens, and the seven earths, and all those within them, and 
whatever is between them.’  The proof is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High:  “And 
from His signs are the night and the day, and the sun and the moon.  Do not 
prostrate to the sun, nor the moon, but prostrate to Allaah who created 
them, if you truly worship Him.” [Soorat Fussilat: 37] and His, the Most High’s 
Saying:  “Your Lord is Allaah who created the heavens and the earth to six 
days, then ascended upon the Throne.  He causes the night to cover the day 
which it follows with haste; and the sun, the moon and the stars are 
subservient and subject to His command.  Certainly creation and 
commandment are His alone.  Exalted is Allaah the Lord of all creation.” 
[Soorat al A’raaf; 54] 
 
The Lord is the one who is worshipped, and the proof is the Saying of Allaah, the 
Most High, “O mankind! Worship your Lord, Who created you and those who 
were before you so that you may be of those who seek to avoid Allaah’s 
anger and punishment.  Who has made the earth a resting place for you, and 
the sky as a canopy, and sent down water (rain) from the sky and brought 
forth therewith fruits as a provision for you. Then do not set up rivals unto 
Allaah (in worship) while you know.” [Soorat al Baqarah: 21-22] 



 
Ibn Katheer, raheemullaah, said:  “The creator of these things is the One who 
deserves to be worshipped.”  All the types of worship which Allaah commanded like 
Islaam (submission and obedience to Allaah), Eemaan (true Belief comprising the 
belief of the heat, speech of the tongue and action of the limbs), and Ihsaan 
(perfection of worship), and from that is invocation/supplication (du’aa), reverential 
fear (khawf), hope and longing (rajaa), trust and reliance (tawakkul), fervent desire 
(raghbah), dread (rahbah), reverence and humility (khushoo’), awe (khashyah), 
turning repentantly (inaabah), appealing for aid and assistance (isti’aanah), seeking 
refuge (isti’aadhah), seeking deliverance and rescue (istighaathah), sacrificing 
(dhabh), vows (nadhr) and the rest of the types of worship commanded but proof for 
this is the Saying of Him, the Most High:  “And the places of Prayer are for 
Allaah alone, so do not invoke anyone along with Allaah.” [Soorat al Jinn: 18]. 
 
Anyone who directs any part of that to anything besides Allaah, then he is a mushrik 
(pagan/polytheist), an unbeliever (kaafir), and the proof is the Saying of Him:  “And 
whoever worships along with Allaah any other object of worship has no 
proof for that; his reckoning will be with his Lord.  Indeed the unbelievers 
will never prosper.” [Soorat al Mu’minoon: 117].  In the hadeeth there occurs:  
“Invocation is the core of worship.”  And the evidence for this is the Saying of 
Allaah:  “And your Lord said: "Invoke Me, I will respond to your (invocation). 
Verily! Those who scorn My worship, they will surely enter Hell in 
humiliation!" [Soorat Ghaafir: 60] 
 
The evidence for reverential fear (khawf) is the Saying of Allaah:  “So do not fear 
them, but fear Me and beware of disobeying Me, if you are truly Believers.” 
[Soorat al ‘Imraan: 175]. 
 
The evidence for hope and longing (ar raja) is the Saying of Allaah:  “So whoever 
hopes to see His Lord and be rewarded by Him, then let him make his 
worship correct and make it purely and sincerely for Him; and let him not 
make any share of it for anyone other than Him” [Soorat al Kahf: 110] 
 
The evidence for trust and reliance (at tawakkul) is the Saying of Allaah:  “And 
place your reliance and trust in Allaah if you are true Believers” [Soorat al 
Maa’idah: 23] and He said:  “And whoever places his reliance and trust in 
Allaah then He will suffice him” [Soorat at Talaaq: 3]. 
 
The evidence for the fervent desire (ar raghbah), dread (ar rahbah) and reverence 
and humility (al khushoo’) is the Saying of Allaah:  “They used to hasten to acts 
of devotion and obedience to Allaah, and they used to worship Allaah upon 
love and desire, and upon fear, and were reverent and humble before 
Allaah.” [Soorat al Ambiyaa: 90] 
 
The evidence for aw/dread (al khashyah) is the Saying of Allaah:  “So do not have 
awe of them, but have awe of Me” [Soorat al Maa’idah: 3] 
 
The evidence for turning repentantly (al inaabah) is the Saying of Allaah:  “So turn, 
O you people, repentantly and obediently to your Lord, and submit 
obediently to Him” [Soorat az Zumar: 54] 
 
The evidence for appealing for aid and assistance (al isti’aanah) is the Saying of 
Allaah:  “O Allaah You alone we worship, and to You alone we appeal for aid” 
[Soorat al Faatihah: 5] and in the hadeeth there occurs:  “If you seek help, then 
seek the help of Allaah.” [Reported by at Tirmidhee and declared Saheeh by 
Shaykh al Albaanee in al Mishkaat # 5302] 



 
The evidence for seeking refuge (al isti’aadhah) is the Saying of Allaah:  “Say:  I 
seek refuge with the Lord of dawn” [Soorat al Falaq: 1] and “Say:  I seek 
refuge with the Lord of mankind” [Soorat an Naas: 1] 
 
The evidence for seeking deliverance and rescue (al istighaathah) is the Saying of 
Allaah:  “When you sought aid and deliverance of your Lord and He 
responded to you” [Soorat al Anfaal: 9] 
 
The evidence for sacrificing (adh dhabh) is the Saying of Allaah:  “Say:  Indeed my 
prayers, my sacrifice, my living and my dying are all purely and solely of 
Allaah, Lord of all creation.  There is no share of any of that for other than 
him” [Soorat al An’aam: 162-163].  Also the Prophet said “Allaah has cursed 
anyone who sacrifices for other than Allaah.” [Reported by Muslim] 
 
The evidence for vows (an nadhr) is the Saying of Allaah:  “They fulfill their vows 
and they fear a day whose evil is widespread” [Soorat al Insaan: 7]. 
 
 
THE SECOND PRINCIPLE 
Knowledge of the Deen of Islaam with the proofs.  It is to submit to Allaah with 
Tawheed, and so yield obediently to Him, and to free and disassociate oneself from 
shirk and its people.  And it is of three levels:  Islaam – submission and obedience to 
Allaah, Eemaan – true belief comprising belief of the heart, speech of the tongue and 
action of the limbs, and ihsaan – perfection of worship.  Each level has its pillars. 
 
[The first level] The pillars of Islaam are five:  The testification that none has the 
right to be worshipped except Allaah, and  that Muhammad is the Messenger of Al; to 
establish the Prayer; to pay the zakaat; to fast Ramadhaan; and to make hajj to the 
sacred House of Allaah. 
 
So the proof for the testification (shahaadah) is the Saying of Allaah “Allaah bears 
a witness that none has the right to be worshipped but Him; and likewise 
the angels and the people of knowledge beat witness:  He who maintains 
justice, none has the right to be worshipped but Him, the All Might, the All 
Wise.” [Soorat Aal “Imraan: 18].  Its meaning is that none has the right to be 
worshipped except Allaah:  “Laa Ilallaah” except Allaah, affirms worship for Allaah 
alone, and that there is to be no one given any share of His Dominion and 
Sovereignty. 
 
The explanation which will make it clear is the Saying of Allaah:  “And (remember) 
when Ibraheem said to his father and his people: "Verily, I am innocent of 
what you worship, Except Him (I worship none but Allaah Alone) Who did create 
me, and verily, He will guide me." And he made it a Word lasting among his 
offspring, that they may turn back (to repent to Allaah or receive 
admonition). [Soorat az Zukhruf: 26-28].  And His Saying “Say: "O people of the 
Scripture (Jews and Christians): Come to a word that is just between us and 
you, that we worship none but Allaah, and that we associate no partners 
with Him, and that none of us shall take others as lords besides Allaah. 
Then, if they turn away, say: "Bear witness that we are Muslims." [Soorat Aal 
‘Imraan: 64]. 
 
The proof for the testification that Muhammad is the Messenger of Allaah, is the 
Saying of Allaah:  “There has indeed come to you Allaah’s Messenger, from 
amongst yourselves and known to you.  It grieves him that you should 
suffer.  He is eager and anxious for the guidance of those of you who are 



astray, and that they should repent and return to the truth, and he is full of 
compassion and mercy for the Believers” [Soorat at Tawbah: 128].  The 
meaning of the testification that Muhammad is the Messenger of Allaah is:  to obey 
him in whatever he commands; to believe and testify to the truth of everything he 
informs of; to avoid whatever he forbade and prohibit; and that you worship Allaah 
only with that which he prescribed. 
 
The evidence for the Prayer (as salaam) and the zakaat, and the explanation of 
Tawheed is the Saying of Allaah:  “And they were not commanded except that 
they should worship Allaah alone, making their worship and obedience 
purely for Him, upon the true Deen and free from shirk; and that they should 
establish the prayer and pay the zakaat, and that is the straight and true 
Deen” [Soorat al Bayyinah: 5] 
 
The evidence for Fasting (siyaam) is the Saying of Allaah:  “O you who believe 
Fasting is prescribed as an obligation for you as it was prescribed as an 
obligation for those who came before you, so that you may attain taqwaa, 
obedience to Allaah and avoidance of whatever He has forbidden.” [Soorat al 
Baqarah: 183]. 
 
The evidence for hajj is the Saying of Allaah:  “And hajj to Allaah’s sacred House 
is an obligation upon those able to perform it; and whoever refuses and 
rejects the obligation of hajj to Allaah’s House, then Allaah has no need of 
him or of any of the creation” [Soorat Aal ‘Imraan: 97]. 
 
[The second level] Eemaan, and it has seventy and odd branches, the highest of 
them is the saying that ‘none has the right to be worshipped except Allaah’ (laa 
ilaaha Ilallaah), the lowest of them is ‘removal of that which is harmful from the 
path, and a sense of shame (al hayaa) is a branch of Eemaan.’  Its pillars are 
six: to truly believe in Allaah; His angels; His Books; His Messengers; The Last Day; 
and that you truly believe in pre-decree (al qadr) its good and its evil.  The proof for 
these six pillars is the Saying of Allaah:  “It is not righteousness that you turn 
your faces to the east or the west, but rather righteousness is the 
righteousness of those who truly believe in Allaah, and the Last Day, and the 
Angels and the Books and the Prophets.” [Soorat al Baqarah: 177] 
 
The proof for pre-decree is the Saying of Allaah:  “We have created all things in 
accordance with a pre-decreed measure.” [Soorat al Qamar: 49] 
 

The third level is ihsaan of which the first pillar is "to worship Allaah as if you see 
Him and if you do not see him, then He sees you"  

And the proof is His saying: "Truly, Allaah is with those who fear Him and those 
who are Muhsinoon (good-doers)." (16:128)  

And His saying: "And put your trust in the All-Mighty, the Most Merciful, who 
sees you  when you stand up  and your movements among those who fall 
prostrate. Verily! He, only He, is the All-Hearer, the All-Knower." (26:217-
220)  

And His saying: "Whatever you may be doing, and whatever portion you may 
be reciting from the Qur’aan, - and whatever deed you, We are Witness 
thereof, when you are doing it." (10:61)  



And the proof from the Sunnah is the famous hadeeth of Jibreel narrated by 'Umar as 
he said: "One day when we wre sitting with the Messenger of Allaah, there came 
before us a man with extremely white clothing and extremely black hair. There were 
no signs of travel on him and none of us knew him. He (came and) sat next to the 
Prophet and put his hands on his thighs. He said, "O Muhammad, tell me about 
Islaam." The Messenger of Allaah said, "Islaam is to testify that there is none worthy 
of worship except Allaah and that Muhammad is the Messenger of Allaah, to establish 
the prayers, to pay the zakaat (charity), to fast (the month of) Ramadhaan, and to 
have the pilgrimage to the House if you have the means to do so." He said “You have 
spoken truthfully (or correctly)." We were amazed that he asks the question and then 
he says that he had spoken truthfully. He said, "Tell me about eemaan (faith)." He 

(the Messenger of Allaah responded, "It is to believe in Allaah, His angels, His 
books, His messengers, the Last Day and to believe in the divine decree, (both) the 
good and the evil thereof." He said "You have spoken truthfully." He said "Tell me 

about al-Ihsaan (goodness)." He (the Prophet ) answered, "It is that you worship 
Allaah as if you see Him. And even though you do not see Him (you know) He sees 

you." He said, "Tell me about (the time of) the Hour." He (the Prophet answered, 
"The one being asked does not know more than the one asking." He said, "Tell me 
about its signs." He answered, "The slave-girl shall give birth to her master; and you 
will see the barefooted, scantily clothed, destitute shepherds competing in 
constructing lofty buildings." Then he went away. I stayed for a long time. Then he 

(the Prophet said, "O 'Umar, do you know who the questioner was?" I said, 
"Allaah and His Messenger know best." He said, "It was (the Angel) Jibreel who came 
to teach you your religion." [Related in Saheeh Muslim (1/1-3). For a proper 
explanation of this hadeeth, refer to Majmoo'ul Fataawaa war Rasaa`il (3/143) of 
Shaykh al-'Uthaymeen] 

The Third Fundamental:  

It is knowing your Prophet Muhammad who is Muhammad son of Abdullaah, son 
of Abdul-Muttalib son of Haashim son of Quraysh who are from the Arabs. The Arabs 
are from the progeny of Ismaa'eel the son of Ibraaheem, may the peace and 

blessings be on him and our prophet. He (The Prophet lived 63 years, from them 
are forty before prophethood and twenty three as a messenger and prophet . He was 
a prophet by "Iqraa" and a messenger by "al-Muddathir" (names of chapters in the 
Qur`aan.) His city is Makkah and he migrated to Madeenah. Allaah sent him to warn 
against shirk and to call to tawheed (monotheism) and the proof is His saying  

"O you (Muhammad ) enveloped (in garments)! Arise and warn! And your 
Lord (Allaah) magnify! And your garments purify! And keep away from ar-
Rujz (the idols)! And give not a thing in order to have more (or consider not 
your deeds of Allaah's obedience as a favour to Allaah). And be patient for the 
sake of your Lord (i.e. perform your duty to Allaah)!)." (74:1-7)  

And the meaning of (arise and warn) is to warn about shirk and call to tawheed (and 
your lord magnify) meaning, magnify him with tawheed (and your garments purify) 
meaning, purify your deeds from shirk (and keep away from ar-rujz) Ar-rujz are the 
idols and keeping away from them is leaving them, being free of them and of 
whoever is associated with them. He spent ten years calling to tawheed like in this 
way. After ten years he was ascended to the sky and the five daily prayers where 
ordained upon him and he prayed in Makkah for three years. He was later ordered to 



migrate to Madeenah. Hijrah is migrating from the land of shirk to the land of Islaam. 
Hijrah is compulsory on this Ummah (the Muslims as a whole) from the land of shirk 
to the land of Islaam and it is continuously valid until the last hour comes ( the last 
day) and the proof:  

"Verily! As for those whom the angels take (in death) while they are 
wronging themselves (as they stayed among the disbelievers even though 
emigration was obligatory for them), they (angels) say (to them): "In what 
(condition) were you?" They reply: "We were weak and oppressed on earth." 
They (angels) say: "Was not the earth of Allaah spacious enough for you to 
emigrate therein?" Such men will find their abode in Hell - What an evil 
destination! Except the weak ones among men, women and children who 
cannot devise a plan, nor are they able to direct their way. For these there is 
hope that Allaah will forgive them, and Allaah is Ever Oft Pardoning, Oft-
Forgiving."(3:97-99)  

And His saying: "O My slaves who believe! Certainly, spacious is My earth. 
Therefore worship Me (Alone)." (29:56)  

Al-Baghawee (may Allaah have mercy on him) said: "The reason this statement was 
revealed is because of the Muslims in Makkah that have not migrated. Allaah has 
called them "believers"."  [According to Shaykh al-'Uthaymeen, this quote from 
Imaam al-Baghawee exists only and meaning and can be found in his Tafseer]. And 
the proof from the sunnah his saying (saws) "Hijrah shall not be cut off until tawbah 
is cut off and tawbah shall not be cut off until the sun rises from the west.  [Related 
by Ahmad (4/99) and Abu Daawood (3/7) and ad-Daarimee (2/239). It was declared 
authentic by Shaykh al Albaanee in Saheehul Jaami'us Sagheer (no. 7346)] When he 
settled in Madeenah he ordained the rest of the rules of Islaam like obligatory charity 
(zakaat), fasting, pilgrimage, jihaad, the call to prayer, ordering good and forbidding 
evil, and other rules of Islaam. He took ten years to establish this and after that he 
died. His religion is lasting and this is his religion. He didn't leave any good except he 
led the Ummah to it, and he left no evil except he warned it (the ummah) from. The 
good that he has led it to is Tawheed and all that Allaah loves and is pleased with. 
The evil he has warned about is Shirk and all that Allaah hates and is not pleased 
with. Allaah sent him to all mankind and has made it compulsory to follow him for all 
of the Thaqalayn, (two worlds) Jinn and Mankind and the proof:  

"Say: 'O mankind! Verily, I am sent to you all as the Messenger of Allaah.'" 
(7:158)  

And Allaah has completed religion through him and the proof is His saying: "This 
day, I have perfected your religion for you, completed My Favour upon you, 
and have chosen for you Islaam as your religion." (5:3)  

And the proof about his death is the statement of Allaah the Exalted:  

"Verily, you will die and verily, they (too) will die. Then, on the Day of 
Resurrection, you will be disputing before your Lord." (39:30)  

And when people die they are resurrected and the proof is His saying: "From it we 
have created you and in it we are going to return you and from it you are 
going to come out another time." (50:22)  



And the statement of Allaah the Exalted: "And Allaah has brought you forth from 
the (dust of) earth. Afterwards He will return you into it (the earth), and bring 
you forth." (71: 17-18)  

And after resurrection they are going to be asked and are going to be responsible for 
their deeds. The proof is the statement of Allaah the Exalted: "And to Allaah 
belongs all that is in the heavens and all that is in the earth, that He may 
requite those who do evil with that which they have done (punish them in 
Hell), and reward those who do good, with what is best (Paradise)." (53:31)  

And he who disbelieves in resurrection, has disbelieved (in general) and the proof is 
His saying: "The disbelievers pretend that they will never be resurrected. Say 
"Yes! By my Lord, you will certainly be resurrected, then you will be 
informed of (and recompensed for) what you did, and that is easy for 
Allaah." (64:7)  

And Allaah has sent all messengers as givers of glad tidings and warners and the 
proof is His saying: "Messengers as bearers of good news as well as of 
warning in order that mankind should have no plea against Allaah after the 
Messengers." (4:165)  

And the first of them was Nooh ('alayhis salaam) and the last of them was 
Muhammad and the proof that the first amongst them was Nooh ('alayhis salaam) 
"Verily, We have inspired you as We inspired Nooh (Noah) and the Prophets 
after him." (4:163)  

And Allaah has sent a messenger to all nations from Nooh to Muhammad, ordering 
them to worship Allaah alone and forbidding them from worshipping false deities and 
the proof is the statement of Allaah the Exalted: "And verily, We have sent among 
every Ummah (community, nation) a Messenger (proclaiming): 'Worship Allaah 
(Alone), and avoid (or keep away from) Taaghoot (all false deities, etc. i.e. do not 
worship Taaghoot besides Allaah).'" (16:36)  

And Allaah has made it compulsory on All his slaves that they reject the Taaghoot 
and worship Allaah. Ibnul-Qayyim may Allaah have mercy on him said:  

"A Taaghoot is what a slave exceeds his boundary with whether it be one 
worshipped or followed or obeyed and there are many Taaghoots." [A'alaamul 
Muwaqi'een (1/53)]  

Their heads are five, Iblees may Allaah's curse be on him, he who is worshipped 
awhile agreeing to it, he who calls people to worship him, he who claims that he 
knows something from the future, and he who rules by that which Allaah has not 
revealed and the proof is the statement of Allaah the Exalted:  

"There is no compulsion in religion. Verily, the Right Path has become 
distinct from the wrong path. Whoever disbelieves in Taaghoot and believes 
in Allaah, then he has grasped the most trustworthy handhold that will 
never break. And Allaah is All-Hearer, All-Knower." (2:156)  

And this is the meaning of Laa ilaaha illallaah and in the Hadeeth: "The head of the 
matter is Islaam, its pillar is Prayer and the top of its hump is Jihaad in the 
way of Allaah" [Related by at-Tirmidthee (7/281) and Ibn Maajah (2/1314). It was 
authenticated by Shaykh al-Albaanee in Saheeh Sunan at-Tirmidthee (no. 2110)]. 



Allaah knows best and may Allaah send his blessings on Muhammad and his family 
and companions.

________________________________________________________ 
 
1 The author, may Allaah have mercy upon him, begins his book with Basmalah 
(In the name of Allaah, the Most Merciful, the Bestower of Mercy) following the 
example set by the Book of Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, which begins with it, and 
also in accordance with the hadeeth “Every important matter which is not begun 
with Basmalah is deprived of good.” (This hadeeth is declared da’eef jiddan (very 
weak) by Shaykh al Albaanee in his Irwaa ul Ghaleel #1).  It is also in accordance 
with the way of the Messenger since he used to begin his letters with it.  This 
sentence has an unspoken part, essential to the completion of the meaning, and its 
full meaning is “In the name of Allaah I write.”  The unspoken word is taken to be a 
verb (i.e. ‘I Write, in this case) since verbs are necessary for actions, and we 
understand that it is to come after ‘In the name of Allaah’ and not before it due to 
two points: (i) To seek blessing by beginning with the name of Allaah, the one free of 
all imperfections and the Most High, and (ii) That this is a way of expressing the fact 
that this is the only cause for writing.  So by taking this sentence to be what is 
meant we find that it makes full sense, as opposed to the case, for example, if we 
were about to read a book and just said “in the name of Allaah I begin” since what 
you are starting would be clear.   But “In the name of Allaah I begin to read” leaves 
no room for doubt, so what we have understood the unspoken words to be makes full 
and complete sense. 
 
2 Allaah is the title of the sole Lord who created and fashioned everything, He 
the Majestic and Most High.  This is the name of His which all of His other names 
follow on from.  As occurs in His Saying “Alif Laam Raa.  This is a Book which we 
sent down to you in order that you might lead mankind out of darkness into 
light by the permission of their Lord, to the Path of the All Mighty, the one 
worthy of all Praise: Allaah, to whom belongs everything that is in the 
heavens and the earth.”  [Soorah Ibraaheem: 1-2] 
 
  
The Most Merciful (3), the Bestower of Mercy (4), 
________________________________________________________ 
3 Ar Rahmaan (The Most Merciful) is one of the names which are particular to 
Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, and cannot be applied to other than Him.  Ar 
Rahmaan means the one who has as His attribute very great and extensive Mercy. 
 
4  Ar Raheem (The Bestower of Mercy) is a name which is applied to Allaah, 
the Mighty and Majestic, and the term may be restrictedly applied to others also.  Its 
meaning is the one who is merciful to others.  Ar Rahmaan is the one who possesses 
very great and extensive mercy, and ar Raheem is the one who has mercy upon 
whomever He wishes from His servants.  As Allaah, the Most High says “He justly 
punished whomever he wills (disobedient) and shows mercy to whomever 
He wills, and to Him you will be returned.” [Soorah al ‘Ankaboot: 21] 
 
 
Know (5), may Allaah have mercy upon you (6), 
________________________________________________________ 
5 Knowledge (‘Ilm) is to comprehend the reality of something as it truly is, with 
certainty.  The levels of comprehension are six: 



(i) Knowledge (al ‘Ilm) – which is to comprehend the reality of something as 
it truly is, with certainty. 
(ii) Slight ignorance (al Jahlul Baseet) – which is absence of full 
comprehension 
(iii) Aggravated/compounded ignorance (al Jahlul Murakkab) - which is to 
comprehend something in a way contrary to its true reality. 
(iv) Delusion (al Wahm) – which is to think that one comprehends something 
despite the presence of that which should cause you to realize that you are incorrect. 
(v) Doubt (ash Shakk) – which is to think that you comprehend something, 
yet you are aware of something contrary to it which you think has the same 
possibility of being the truth. 
(vi) Preponderant belief (Dhann) - which is comprehension of something, 
despite the presence of something which is contrary to it, but which is less likely to 
be true. 
 
Knowledge (‘Ilm) is of two categories:  inevitable (durooree) and speculative 
(nadharee).  Inevitable knowledge is that which is known in enviably without any 
need to investigate or prove with the evidence, for example the fact that fire is hot.  
Whereas speculative knowledge is that which requires investigation and proof, for 
example the knowledge that it is obligatory to have intention (niyyah) when making 
ablution (wudoo). 
 
“Rahimakallaah” May Allaah shower his Mercy upon you such as will enable you to 
reach what you seek for, and escape what you fear.  So full meaning is “may Allaah 
forgive your previous sins and guide you to what is good and correct in future, and 
protect you from sins in future, this is the case if the term rahmah (mercy) is used 
on its own.  If however the term maghfirah (forgiveness) is used along with it, then 
maghfirah means forgiveness of ones previous sins, whereas rahmah (mercy) will 
refer to the granting of what is good and protection from sins in future.  So the words 
of the author, rahimahullaah, show the care and concern which he has for the reader, 
and that he intends and desires good for him. 
 
 
That it is obligatory upon you to have knowledge of four matters (7):  
(i) Knowledge, which is knowledge and awareness of Allaah (8), and 
knowledge of His Prophet (9), 
________________________________________________________ 
7 These matters which the author, rahimahullaah, mentions comprise the whole 
of the deen, and should be given great attention due to their tremendous benefit. 
 
8  “Ma’rifatullaah” – Knowledge and awareness of Allaah, the Mighty and 
Majestic, with the heart, with such knowledge and awareness that it makes the 
person accept whatever He has prescribed and laid down, and causes him to submit 
to that, and to judge by the Prescribed Laws (Sharee’ah) which His Messenger 
Muhammad came with.  The servant increases in knowledge and awareness of His 
Lord by considering the clear signs pertaining to the deen found in the book of 
Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, and in the Sunnah of His Messenger, and also by 
considering the signs which Allaah has provided for us in the creation.  So whenever 
a person examines and considers these signs he will increase in his knowledge and 
awareness of His creator and His God, who alone has the right to all his worship.  
Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, says “And on the earth there are signs for those 
with certain belief, and also in your own selves.  Will you not then 
consider?” [Soorah adh Dhaariyaat: 20-21] 
 



9  Knowledge about His Messenger Muhammad which is such that it makes the 
person accept whatever he brought – the guidance and the deen of truth – and such 
that he affirms and attests to the truth of whatever he informed us of; complies with 
whatever orders he gave; avoids whatever he forbade; judges by the revealed laws 
(Sharee’ah) which he came with; and is fully pleased with his judgement.  Allaah, the 
Mighty and Majestic says “But no, by your Lord, they do not have Belief until 
they make you (Muhammad) judge in all matters of dispute between them, 
and they fine no resistance in themselves against your decisions, and accept 
them with full submission.” [Soorah an Nisaa’: 65] 
 
“The only saying of the faithful believers, when they are called to Allaah (His 
Words, the Qur’aan) and His Messenger, to judge between them, is that they 
say: "We hear and we obey." And such are the prosperous ones (who will 
live forever in Paradise).” [Soorah an Noor: 51] 
 
“… (And) if you differ in anything amongst yourselves, refer it to Allaah and 
His Messenger, if you believe in Allaah and in the Last Day. That is better 
and more suitable for final determination.” [Soorah an Nisaa’: 59] 
 
“…let those who oppose the Messenger's commandment (among the sects) 
beware, lest some Fitnah (unbelief, hypocrisy or heresy) befall them or a 
painful torment be inflicted on them.” [Soorah an Noor: 63] 
 
Imaam Ahmad, rahimahullaah, said “Do you know what the Fitnah is?  The fitnah is 
shirk (polytheism) since if he rejects anything from his (Muhammad’s) sayings, then 
some form of heresy may be cast into his heart and cause him to be destroyed.” 
 
 
and knowledge of the deen of Islaam (10) 
________________________________________________________ 
10 ‘Knowledge of the deen of Islaam’ – Islaam in its general sense is the worship 
of Allaah in the way in which he prescribed through the messengers that He sent as 
has been mentioned by Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, in many Ayaat which show 
that the previous revealed laws were all submission (Islaam) to Allaah, the might and 
Majestic, Allaah, the Most High says concerning Ibraaheem “O Our Lord, make us 
Muslims, submitting, obeying and worshipping You alone, and from our 
progeny those who are Muslims, submitting to You.” [Soorah al Baqarah: 128] 
 
Islaam in its particular sense, after the sending of the Prophet refers to that which 
Muhammad was sent with.  This is because that which the Prophet was sent with 
abrogates all of the previous deens so that whoever follows him is a Muslim, and 
whoever declines to follow him is not a Muslim; the jews in the time of Moosa were 
Muslims, and the Christians in the time of Eesa were Muslims, but since the Prophet 
Muhammad was sent and they disbelieved in him they are not Muslims.  Furthermore 
this Deen of Islaam is the only deen acceptable to Allaah and the only one which will 
benefit a person.  Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, says “The only Deen acceptable 
to Allaah is Islaam.” [Soorah Aal Imraa: 19] 
 
“And whoever seeks to follow a way other than Islaam then Allaah will not 
accept that from him, and in the Hereafter he will be one of the losers.” 
[Soorah Aal Imraan: 85] 
 
This Islaam is the Islaam with which Allaah favored Muhammad and his nation, 
Allaah, the Most High says “This day I have perfected your Deen for you, and 



completed my favor upon you, and am pleased with Islaam as you Deen.” 
[Soorah al Maa’idah: 3] 
 
 
with the proofs (11). 
________________________________________________________ 
11 The proof being that which leads to that which is sought; and the proofs for 
this matter are both textual and intellectual.  Textual proof is whatever is affirmed by 
Revelation (wahy) which is the book and the Sunnah, and intellectual proof is that 
which is established through observation and consideration; Allaah, the Mighty and 
Majestic, has frequently mentioned this type of proof in His Book, and there are 
many Ayaat where Allaah tells us that “from His signs are” such and such, and in this 
way intellectual proof by Allaah, the Most High, are quoted. 
 
 As regards knowledge of the Prophet through textual proofs, then examples of these 
are the Sayings of Allaah, the Most High “Muhammad is the Messenger of 
Allaah…” [Soorah al Fath: 29] 
 
“And Muhammad is but a messenger, just like the messengers who passed 
away before him.” [Soorah Aal Imraan: 144] 
 
The intellectual proofs are by examining and considering the clear signs which he 
came with:  the greatest of them being the book of Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, 
which comprehends true and beneficial narrations of events, and just rulings which 
ensure that wellbeing is achieved.  In addition to the miracles which occurred at his 
hands, and the affairs of the hidden and unseen which he informed of and foretold, 
and could only be known by means of Revelation – and which occurred just as he had 
said. 
 
 
(ii) Action upon that (12). 
(iii) Calling to that (13). 
________________________________________________________ 
12 This means acting in accordance with what this knowledge demands, with 
regard to Eemaan in Allaah, establishment of obedience to Him by doing what he has 
commanded and avoiding what He has forbidden, by performing those actions of 
worship which benefit each individual, such as: the Praying, fasting and pilgrimage, 
and those actions of worship which benefit the whole community, such as 
commanding the right and forbidding evil, and Jihaad in Allaah’s path and the like. 
 
Action is, in reality, the fruit of knowledge, so whoever acts without knowledge has 
resembled the Christians and whoever knows but does not act has resembled the 
Jews.  
 
13  Calling to the prescribed way laid down by Allaah, the Most high, which the 
Messenger came with, in it are three of four stages which Allaah, the Mighty and 
Majestic, mentioned in his saying “Call to the way prescribed by your Lord with 
wisdom (Qur’aan and Sunnah), and with fine admonition, and debate with 
them in the best manner.” [Soorah an Nahl: 125] 
 
And the fourth is contained in His saying “And do not debate with the People of 
the Book except with the best words, except for those who remain 
obstinately upon unbelief and would rather wage ware.” [Soorah al ‘Ankaboot: 
46] 
 



An essential requirement for this call is knowledge of the Prescribed Way laid down 
by Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, so that the call is based upon knowledge and 
clear evidence, as Allaah the Most high says “Say O Muhammad: "This (call to 
Tawheed) is my way; I invite unto Allaah with certain knowledge 
(baseerah), I and whosoever follows me with sure knowledge. And Allaah is 
free from all imperfections and partners, and I am free from those who 
associate anything in worship along with Him." [Soorah Yoosuf: 108] 
 
The certain knowledge (baseerah) is with regard to that which he calls to; and means 
that the caller has knowledge of the Sharee’ah rulings, and how the call is to be 
made, and knows about the condition of those to whom the call is made. 
 
The fields of da’wah are many: Calling to Allaah by giving speeches and lectures; 
calling to Allaah through writing articles; calling to Allaah by means of circles of 
knowledge; calling to Allaah buy writing books propagating the Deen; and calling to 
Allaah in gatherings established for particular purposes.  If a person sits in a 
gathering where he has come due to an invitation to a meal, for example, then this is 
an opportunity to call to Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic.  However it should be done 
in such a way as will not bore or irritate the people.  This may be achieved by putting 
forward some matter of knowledge to those present so that a discussion may begin, 
and it is well known that discussions and questions and answers are great benefit in 
understanding what Allaah sent down to His Messenger and in causing others to 
understand it.  It may be more effective than giving an uninterrupted speech or 
lecture. 
 
Calling to Allaah was the duty of the messengers, and was the way of those who 
followed them upon good.  So when a person knows the one whom he has to 
worship, and knows his Prophet, and his Deen, and Allaah has favored him with that 
and guided him to it, then he should strive to save his brothers by calling them to 
Allaah and should be glad to hear of the good tidings which the Prophet gave to ‘Alee 
ibn Abee Taalib, radiyallaahu’anhu, on the day of Khaybar “Proceed without 
hurrying until you reach their territory.  Then call them to Islaam, and 
inform them of the rights of Allaah, the Most High, binding upon them; for by 
Allaah, it is better for you that Allaah should guide a single man through you 
than red camels.” [Saheeh al Bukharee vol. 5, p. 368-369, #521].  He said in a 
narration reported by Muslim “Whoever calls to guidance then there is for him a 
reward like the rewards of those who follow him and that will reduce 
nothing from their rewards, and whoever calls to misguidance will have sin 
upon him like the sins of those who follow him, and that will reduce nothing 
from their sins.” [Saheeh Muslim vol. 3, p. 1050 #4665]. 
 
 
(iv) Patiently persevering and bearing any harm encountered upon that 
way. [14] 
________________________________________________________ 
14 As Sabr (Patient perseverance) is to confine oneself to obedience to Allaah; 
and to withhold oneself from disobedience to Allaah, and from being angry with what 
Allaah has decreed.  So one should always be eager and energetic in calling to 
Allaah’s Deen, even if faced with ill treatment.  This is because causing harm to those 
who call to right is a trait found in mankind, except for those whom Allaah has 
guided.  Allaah said to His Prophet “Indeed messengers before you, were 
denied and rejected but they patiently bore the denial, rejection and harm of 
their people until our aid came to them.” [Soorah al An’aam: 34] 
 



The more sever the harm becomes the nearer is Allaah’s aid.  It is not the case that 
Allaah’s aid is only that a person is aided in his lifetime and sees that his da’wah has 
produced positive results, rather this aid may come after his death such that Allaah 
causes the peoples hearts to accept what he called to, so that they follow it and 
adhere to it.  This is also counted as being help and a grant of victory from Allaah, 
even though it is after his death.  So the caller should patiently persevere in his call 
and continue upon it; patiently persevering upon the Deen of Allaah, the Mighty and 
Majestic, which he calls to; having patience in facing whatever harm he encounters.  
Indeed the messengers faced harm and hurt from the words and actions of the 
people.  Allaah says “Likewise no messenger came to the previous people 
except that they said ‘He is a sorcerer, a madman.’” [Soorah adh Dhaariyaat: 
52] 
 
“And for each of the prophets we have made an enemy from the idol 
worshippers.” [Soorah al Furqaan: 31] 
 
But the caller should face this with patient perseverance.  See the saying of Allaah to 
His Messenger “Indeed it is We who have sent down this Qur’aan to you, 
gradually.”  [Soorah al Insaan: 23] 
 
This contains an indication that everyone who stands with this Qur’aan must certainly 
face that which requires him to have patience and perseverance.  Also consider the 
example of the Prophet when his people struck him and caused blood to flow from 
him.  As he was wiping away the blood from his face he was saying “Oh Allaah, 
forgive my people for they do not know.” [Reported by al Bukharee #683]. 
 
The caller should have patience and persevere hoping for Allaah’s reward.  Patience 
is of three kinds: 
(i) Patience upon obedience to Allaah 
(ii) Patience upon avoiding that which Allaah has forbidden 
Patience with regard to the decrees of Allaah which He puts into effect; both those 
which the servants have no control over at all, and also those pertaining to the harm 
and attacks which Allaah brings about by the hands of some of the people. 
 
 
The proof is the saying of Allaah, the Most High “By time, mankind is 
in loss, except for those who truly believe and worship Allaah 
alone, and do righteous deeds, performing that which is 
obligatory upon them and avoiding that which they are 
forbidden, and enjoin one another with patient perseverance 
upon obedience to Allaah and in facing harm and trials.” [15] 
[Soorat al ‘Asr] 
________________________________________________________ 
15 His saying, “The proof…” means the proof for these four stages.  As for the 
Saying of Allaah, then Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic swears in this Soorat by time; 
time in which the events, both good and evil, occur.  Allaah swears by it that all of 
mankind are in loss, except for those having these four characteristics: 
(i) True Belief (Eemaan) 
(ii) Righteous actions 
(iii) Enjoining one another with the truth commanded by Allaah 
(iv) Enjoining one another with patient perseverance. 
 
Ibn al Qayyim said “Striving against ones own self is four levels: 



(i) That he strives upon learning the guidance and the true Deen, which is such 
that there can be no success or bliss for the soul in this life of in the Hereafter except 
through it. 
(ii) That he strives to act upon what he has learned 
(iii) That he strives to call to it, and to teach it to those who do not know it. 
(iv) That he accustoms his soul to having patience and perseverance upon the 
hardships involved in calling to Allaah and the harm caused by the people, and he 
patiently bears this for Allaah’s sake. 
So if a person completes these four stages then he becomes one of the rightly guided 
and wise scholars and teachers (ar Rabbaaniyyoon).” 
 
Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, swears in this Soorat by time that everyone from 
mankind is in loss, no matter how great his wealth is and how numerous his offspring 
are, despite his position and status, except for those who gather these four 
characteristics: 
(i) True Belief which comprises everything which draws a person closer to 
Allaah both correct creed and belief (‘aqeedah) and beneficial knowledge. 
(ii) Righteous action: which is every saying or action which draws a person 
closer to Allaah, i.e. that which is done purely and sincerely for Allaah and is done 
accordance with the way of Muhammad. 
(iii) Enjoining one another upon good, which is to motivate, encourage and 
urge one another to do that which is good. 
(iv) Enjoining one another with patient perseverance and to have patience and 
to persevere upon carrying out whatever Allaah, the Most High, has ordered, and in 
avoiding whatever Allaah has forbidden, and to have patience with whatever Allaah 
decrees. 
 
Mutual enjoinment of good and of patience comprises commanding the right and the 
forbidding the evil, which is the support of this Ummah and upon which depends its 
well being, victory and attainment of honor and excellence “You are the best of 
the people raised up for mankind, commanding true Belief in Allaah and His 
Messenger and action according to what Allaah ordained; and forbidding 
association of others in worship along with Allaah, denial of His Messenger 
and doing that which He has forbidden; and you believe truly in Allaah and 
single Him out, making all worship purely and sincerely for Him.” [Soorah Aal 
Imraan: 110] 
 
 
Ash Shaafi’ee (16), may Allaah have mercy upon him, said “If Allaah 
had sent down to His creation no other proof besides this Soorat, it 
would have been sufficient for them.” (17) 
 
Al Bukharee (18), may Allaah have mercy upon him, said 
________________________________________________________ 
16 Ash Shaafi’ee – He is Aboo Abdullaah Muhammad ibn Idrees ibn Al Abbas ibn 
uthmaan ivbn Shaafi’ al Hashimee al Qurashee.  He was born in Ghaza in the year 
150 AH, and died in Egypt in the year 204 AH, and he was one of the ‘four Imaams’, 
may Allaah have mercy upon all of them. 
 
17  What he means is that this Soorat is sufficient for the creation as an 
encouragement to adhere to the Deen of Allaah by true belief (eemaan), righteous 
action, calling to Allaah and patiently persevering upon that.  He does not mean that 
thos Soorat is sufficient for the creation with regard to all matters of the Deen and its 
prescriptions.  He said this because an intelligent and discerning person who hears 
this Soorat or recites it must necessarily hasten to free himself from the state of loss 



by attainment of these four characteristics:  True belief (eemaan), righteous action, 
mutual encouragement upon the truth, and mutual enjoinment of patient 
perseverance. 
 
18 Al Bukharee – He is Aboo Abdullaah Muhammad ibn Ismaa’eel ibn Ibraaheem 
ibn al Mugheerah al Bukharee.  He was born in Bukharaa in the month of Shawwal of 
the year 194AH.  He grew up an orphan in the care of his mother.  He died, may 
Allaah have mercy upon him, in the town of Khartank which is about two leagues 
distance away from Samarqand, on the night preceding Eidul Fitr in the year 256 AH. 
 
 
‘Chapter:  Knowledge precedes speech and action’ and the proof is the 
saying of Allaah, the Most High “Know that none has the right to 
be worshipped except Allaah, and ask forgiveness of your Lord 
for your sins.” [Soorah Muhammad: 19].  So He began by 
mentioning knowledge before speech or action.’ (19) 
 
Know may Allaah have mercy upon you, that it is obligatory upon 
every Muslim, male and female, to learn and act upon the following 
three matters: 
________________________________________________________ 
19 Al Bukharee, rahimahullaah, uses this Ayah as proof for the obligation of 
beginning with knowledge before saying and actions, and this is a textual proof that a 
person must first have knowledge and then act.  There is an intellectual proof to 
show that knowledge must precede sayings and actions, and it is that sayings and 
actions will not be correct and acceptable unless they are in conformity with the 
Sharee’ah, and a person can only be sure that his actions accord with the Sharee’ah 
through knowledge.  However there are also some things which a person can know 
through his innate nature, such as the knowledge that Allaah is a single God, since 
this is a fact ingrained in mans nature.  It does not, therefore, require a great deal of 
effort to teach this.  But as for further and more detailed matters, then they require 
learning and exertion. 
 
 
THE FIRST:  That Allaah created us (20) 
________________________________________________________ 
20 The proofs for this, i.e. Allaah created us are textual and intellectual.  As for 
the textual proofs, then they are many.  From them are the Sayings of Allaah, the 
Might and Majestic “Allaah it is Who created you, O mankind, from clay 
(created Adam from clay and then produces his offspring from him) then He 
declared an appointed life-span, and there is (know only to Him) another 
determined time (until the Resurrection).  Yet you still doubt about the 
Resurrection.” [Soorah al An’aam: 2] 
 
“And We created you and fashioned you.” [Soorah al A’raaf: 11] 
 
“And We created man (Adam) from dry clay from blackened mud.” [Soorah al 
Hijr: 26] 
 
“And amongst His signs is that he created you from clay, then you, the 
offspring of your father Adam, are human beings scattered upon the earth.” 
[Soorah ar Room: 20] 
 



“Allaah created man from dry clay like that of a potter.” [Soorah ar Rahmaan: 
14] 
 
“Allaah is the creator of everything.” [Soorah az Zumar: 62] 
 
“And Allaah created you and your handiwork.” [Soorah as Saffaat: 96] 
 
“And I did not create jinn and mankind except that they should worship Me.” 
[Soorah adh Dhaariyyaat: 56] 
 
As for the intellectual proof that Allaah created us, then it is indicated in the Saying 
of Allaah, the Most High “Were they created by nothing, or did they create 
themselves?” [Soorah at Toor: 35] 
 
Man did not create himself, since before coming into this life he did not exist; and 
that which does not exist is nothing; and that which is nothing cannot create 
anything at all.  Nor was it the case that his father or his mother or anyone from 
creation created him.  Nor did he randomly appear without a creator to bring him 
into existence, since for everything which comes into existence or occurs there must 
be one who brings it into existence or causes it to occur.  The presence of all that 
exists in this creation and the amazing order found in it and its harmonious structure 
makes it impossible that it came about randomly.  This is because that which would 
come into existence randomly and by chance is not in principle and origin something 
well-ordered.  This produces the certain conclusion that Allaah alone is the creator, 
and there is no creator, or anyone who orders and commands except Allaah.  Allaah, 
the Most High says “Certainly creation and the Command are His.” [Soorah al 
A’raaf: 54] 
 
Its was not known that any of the creation denied the Lordship of Allaah, the One 
free of all imperfections and the Most High, except conceitedly, as was the case with 
the Pharaoh.  Also when Jubayr ibn Mut’im, who was a mushrik at the time, heard 
Allaah’s messenger reciting Soorat at Toor when he reached the Saying of Allaah, the 
Most High “Were they created by nothing, or did they create themselves?!  Or 
did they create the heavens and the earth?!  Nay they have no certainty, or 
do they have possession of the treasures of your Lord?!  Or are they the 
ones having power and control over the affairs?!” [Soorah at Toor: 35-37] 
 
Jubayr said upon hearing this “My heart almost flew, and this was when 
eemaan first settled in my heart.” [Reported by al Bukharee #377] 
 
 
And provided sustenance for us, (21) 
________________________________________________________ 
12 The proofs for this in the Book, the Sunnah and the intellect are very many.  
As for the Book, then Allaah, the Most High says “Indeed Allaah is the sole 
Sustainer of His creation, the All powerful, the Mighty.” [Soorah adh 
Dhaariyaat: 58] 
 
“Say, O Muhammad, to those who associate others in worship along with 
Allaah:  Who gives you provision from the heavens (by sending down rain) 
and the earth (by bringing out its produce)? Say:  Allaah!” [Soorah Sabaa: 24] 
 
“Say, O Muhammad, "Who provides for you from the sky and from the 
earth? Or who owns hearing and sight? And who brings out the living from 
the dead and brings out the dead from the living? And who disposes the 



affairs?" They will say: "Allaah." Say: "Will you not then be afraid of Allaah's 
Punishment (for setting up rivals in worship with Allaah)?" [Soorah Yoonus: 
31] 
 
The Ayat concerning this are many.  As for the Sunnah, then from this is his saying 
about the fetus that the angel is sent to it to write down four things about it: its 
provision, its life span, its action and whether it will be from the blessed or the 
wretched (in the Hereafter). [Reported by al Bukharee #593 and Muslim #6390] 
 
As for the intellectual proof that Allaah provides sustenance for us, then it is that we 
cannot survive except with food and drink, and both of these are created by Allaah, 
the Mighty and Majestic, as Allaah, the Most High says “Tell Me! The seed that you 
sow in the ground.  Is it you that make it grow, or are We the Grower?  
Were it Our Will, We could crumble it to dry pieces, and you would be 
regretful (or left in wonderment).  (Saying): "We are indeed Mughramun 
(ruined or lost the money without any profit, or punished by the loss of all 
that we spend for cultivation, etc.)! ”Nay, but we are deprived!"  Tell Me! 
The water that you drink.  Is it you who cause it from the rain clouds to 
come down, or are We the Causer of it to come down?  If We willed, We 
verily could make it salt (and undrinkable), why then do you not give thanks 
(to Allaah)?” [Soorah al Waaqi’ah: 63-70] 
 
So these Ayat show clearly that our provision, both food and drink, is from Allaah, 
the Mighty and Majestic. 
 
 
And He did not leave us without a purpose (22) 
________________________________________________________ 

22 This is the reality proven by the textual and intellectual evidences. As for the 
textual proofs, then from them are the Sayings of Allaah, the Most High, 

"Did you think that We created you without any purpose, and that you would 
not be brought back to Us? High and far removed is Allaah, the True King, from 
what they attribute to Him. None has the right to be worshipped except 
Him." [Soorah al-Mu’minoon (23):115-116] 
 
"Does man think he will be left aimlessly, not being given orders and 
prohibitions and commanded to worship Allaah? Was the denier of Allaah's 
power to resurrect not merely a drop of semen emitted, then he was a clot of 
blood, then Allaah shaped and fashioned him and made him a man. Then from 
his seed created male and female offspring. Is not Allaah, Who does all of 
this, able to restore them to life after death?" [Soorah al-Qiyaamah (75):36-40] 
 
As for the intellect, then it shows that the idea that mankind is brought to life merely 
to eat, drink and pass the time like cattle, and is not then resurrected in the Hereafter 
or brought to account for their deeds, this is something not befitting the Wisdom of 
Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, rather it would be entirely aimless and futile. It is not 
possible that Allaah should create this creation, then send messengers to them, and 
then make lawful the spilling of the blood of those who reject and oppose the 
messengers, and then the final result of everything is nothing. This is impossible due 
to the Wisdom of Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic. 



 
 
rather He sent a Messenger to us.[23] 
________________________________________________________ 

23 Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, sent to us, the people of this Ummah, the 
Messenger Muhammad (9p), relating the signs and Aayaat of our Lord to us, purifying 
us, and teaching us the Book and the Wisdom. Just as He had sent messengers to 
those before us. Allaah, the Blessed and the Most High, says, "There was not a 
previous nation except that Allaah sent a warner to them." [Soorah Faatir 
(35):24] 
 
So Allaah sent the messengers to the creation in order for the proof to be established 
upon them, and that they should worship Allaah in a manner that He loves and is 
pleased with, as Allaah, the Blessed and Most High, says "We sent Revelation to 
you, O Muhammad, just as We sent Revelation to Nooh and the Prophets after 
him; and We sent Revelation to Ibraaheem, Ismaa'eel, Ishaaq, Ya'qoob, 
the sons of Ya'qoob, 'Eesaa, Yoonus, Haaroon and Sulaymaan; and We gave 
the Zaboor to Daawood. And We sent Revelation to messengers about whom 
We have related to you previously, and to messengers about whom We have 
not related to you; and Allaah spoke directly to Moosaa, messengers as 
bearers of good tidings and warners, so that the people should have no 
excuse before Allaah after the sending of the messengers. And Allaah is 
always the All-Mighty, the All-Wise." [Soorah an-Nisaa (4): 163-165] 
 
It is not possible for us to worship Allaah in the manner He is pleased with except by 
means of the messengers, since they are the ones who explained to us what Allaah 
loves and is pleased with, and whatever will draw us closer to Him, the Mighty and 
Majestic. Therefore it was from Allaah's Wisdom that He sent the messengers to the 
creation as bearers of good tidings and warners. The evidence is the Saying of Allaah, 
the Most High, "We sent a Messenger to you, O people, as a witness in favour 
of you or against you on the Day of Resurrection, just as We sent a 
messenger to the Pharaoh. But the Pharaoh denied and rejected the 
messenger, so We seized him with a severe punishment." [Soorah al-
Muzzammil (73):15-16] 
 
 
So whoever obeys him will enter Paradise [24] 
________________________________________________________ 
24  This is a fact proven by the following Sayings of Allaah, the Most High: "And 
obey Allaah and obey the Messenger that you may receive Allaah’s Mercy, and 
hasten to forgiveness from your Lord and to Paradise whose width is that of 
the heavens and the earth, prepared for the pious who are obedient to 
Allaah." [Soorah Aal-'Imraan (3): 132-133] 
 
"And whoever obeys Allaah and His Messenger, then Allaah will enter him into 
the gardens of Paradise beneath which rivers flow, in which they will live 
forever, and that is the great success." [Soorah an-Nisaa (4): 13] 
 
"And whoever obeys Allaah and His Messenger, and fears Allaah and His 
punishment and is therefore dutiful to Him, then they are the ones 



successful on the Day of Resurrection, attaining Allaah's Pleasure and 
saviour from the Fire." [Soorah an-Noor (24):52] 
 
"So whoever obeys Allaah and His Messenger, by submitting to their 
commands and being pleased with their judgement, and withholding from 
what they forbid, then he is with those whom Allaah has blessed with 
guidance and obedience in this world and with Paradise in the Hereafter, 
with the prophets, their sincere followers who were upon their way, the 
martyrs, and the righteous; and what an excellent companionship in Paradise 
are they." [Soorah an-Nisaa (4):69] 
 
"And whoever obeys Allaah and His Messenger has achieved the greatest 
success." [Soorah al-Ahzaab (33):71] 

The Aayaat in this regard are many. 

This fact is also proven by the saying of the Messenger: "All of my Umtnah will 
enter Paradise except those who refuse" So it was said: "And who would 
refuse, O Messenger of Allaah?" He said: "Whoever obeys me will enter 
Paradise and whoever disobeys me will enter the Fire." [Reported by al-
Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. 9/284/no.384)] 
 
 
and whoever rejects and disobeys him will enter the Fire, [25] 
________________________________________________________ 
25  This is also a fact proven by the Sayings of Allaah, the Most High, "And 
whoever disobeys Allaah and His Messenger and transgresses the limits 
which He has laid down, then Allaah will enter him into the Fire in which he 
will remain forever and receive a humiliating punishment." [Soorah an-Nisaa 
(4): 14] 
 
"And whoever disobeys Allaah and His Messenger has indeed strayed into 
clear error." [Soorah al-Ahzaab (33):36] 
 
"And whoever disobeys and rejects Allaah and His Messenger, then he will 
burn in the Fire of Hell, remaining in it for eternity." [Soorah al-Jinn (72):23] 
 
The Messenger of Allaah said (see previous hadeeth): "And whoever disobeys me 
will enter the Fire." 
 
 

and the proof is the Saying of the Most High: "We sent a Messenger 
to you, O people, as a witness in favour of you or against you 
on the Day of Resurrection, just as We sent a Messenger to the 
Pharaoh. But the Pharaoh denied and rejected the Messenger, so 
We seized him with a severe punishment" [Soorah al-
Muzzammil (73): 16] 
 



THE SECOND [26]: Allaah is not pleased that anyone should be made 
a sharer in worship along with Him, neither any angel brought near, nor 
any prophet sent as a messenger, and the proof is the Saying of Allaah, 
the Most High, "And the places of worship are for Allaah alone, so 
do not invoke anyone along with Allaah." [Soorah al-Jinn (72):18] 
________________________________________________________ 
26 i.e. The second matter which it is obligatory upon us to know is that Allaah, the 
One free of all imperfections, and the Most High, is not pleased that anyone should be 
given a share of worship besides Him. Rather He alone is the one deserving and 
having the right to all worship, and the proof is the saying of Allaah, the Most High, 
mentioned by the author, (may Allaah have mercy upon him), "And the places of 
worship are for Allaah alone, so do not invoke anyone along with Allaah." 
[Soorah al-Jinn (72):18] 

Allaah, the Most High, forbade that a person should invoke anyone along with Allaah, 
and Allaah does not forbid anything except that it is something which He, the Most 
Perfect and Most High, is not pleased with. Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, says, "If 
you disbelieve, then Allaah is not in any need of you, and He is not pleased 
with disbelief for His slaves; and if you are thankful, believing in Allaah and 
being obedient to Him, then He is pleased with that for you." [Soorah az Zumar 
(39): 7] 
 
"But if you are pleased with them, then still Allaah is not pleased with those 
who rebel against obedience to Allaah and His Messenger." [Soorah at-Tawbah 
(9):96] 

Allaah is not pleased with unbelief (kufr) and direction of worship to any besides Him 
(shirk), rather He sent the messengers and sent down the Revealed Books for war to 
be waged upon kufr and shirk and so that they should be annihilated. Allaah, the Most 
High, says, "So fight them until their remains no worship of anything besides 
Allaah, and obedience and worship are purely for Allaah." 
[Soorah al-Anfaal (8):39] 

Since Allaah is not pleased with kufr and shirk it is obligatory that the Believer is also not 
pleased with them. This is because the Believers loving and hating must conform to what 
Allaah loves and hates; so that he is angry with that which angers Allaah, and is pleased 
with that which pleases Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic. So since Allaah is not pleased 
with kufr and shirk, then it is not fitting that the Muslim should be pleased with them. 
Then shirk is something very serious and dangerous, as Allaah, the Mighty and 
Majestic, says, "Indeed Allaah does not forgive associating anything in worship 
with Him, but He forgives whatever is lesser than shirk to whomever He pleases." 
[Soorah an-Nisaa' (4):48] 

"Indeed whoever associates anything in worship with Allaah, then Allaah has 
forbidden Paradise for him and his abode will be the Fire; and for the wrongdoers 



who worship others besides Allaah there is none to aid and save them on the Day 
of Resurrection." [Soorah al-Maa'idah (5):72] 

The Prophet (?H) said: "Whomever meets Allaah not worshipping anything along 
with Him will enter Paradise, and whoever meets Him having worshipped 
others along with Him will enter the Fire" [Reported by Muslim (Eng. transl. 
1/54/ no.168)]. 

 

 

THE THIRD [27]: That whoever is obedient to the Messenger and singles 
out Allaah with all worship, upon tawheed, then it is not permissible for him 
to have friendship and alliance with those who oppose Allaah and His 
Messenger, even if they are those most closely related to him, and the proof 
is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High "You will not find a people 
who believe in Allaah and the Last Day loving those who 
oppose Allaah and His Messenger, even if they are their 
fathers, or their sons, or their brothers, or their kinsfolk. 
Rather Allaah has decreed true Faith for their hearts, and 
strengthened them with proof, light and guidance from Him; and 
He will enter them into the gardens of Paradise beneath whose 
trees rivers will flow, and they will dwell therein forever. Allaah 
is pleased with them and they with Him. They are the party of 
Allaah. Indeed the party of Allaah are the successful." 
[Soorah al-Mujaadilah (58):22] 

________________________________________________________ 

27  The third matter which is obligatory for us to know is that of 'alliance and 
disassociation (al-Walaa wal-Baraa) (i.e. alliance with the Believers obedient to Allaah 

and His Messenger, and enmity and disassociation from the unbelievers and those 

opposing Allaah and His Messenger). So this alliance and disassociation is a great 
principle emphasised in many texts. Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, says:  "O you who 
believe do not take as friends and protectors those outside your religion, 
since they will not spare any effort in trying to corrupt you." [Soorah Aal-
'Imraan (3): 118] 
 
"O you who believe do not take as friends and protectors those who take 
your Religion as mockery and fun, from amongst those who received the 
Scripture before you, nor from the idolaters; and fear Allaah concerning 
this if you are truly Believers." [Soorah al-Maa'idah (5):57J 
 



“O you who believe do not take as friends and protectors your fathers and 
your brothers if they choose unbelief to belief, and whoever of you takes 
them as friends and protectors is one of the transgressors. Say, O 
Muhammad, to those who choose to remain in the land of the idolaters and 
not to emigrate to the land of Islaam: If your fathers; your sons; your 
brothers; your wives; your families; the wealth which you have earned; the 
trade which you fear you will lose; and homes which please you are dearer 
to you than Allaah and His Messenger and fighting jihaad in His cause, 
then wait until Allaah brings about His decree (the Conquest of Makkah) 
to see the retribution that awaits you, and Allaah does not guide the 
disobedient." [Soorah at-Tawbah (9):23-24] 
"There is a fine example for you to follow in Ibraaheem and those with him when 
they said to their unbelieving people: 'We are free of you and whatever idols you 
worship besides Allaah, and we deny and reject what you are upon; and because of 
your disbelief in Allaah and your worship of others besides Him, enmity and hatred 
has arisen between us for ever, unless you believe truly in Allaah, and single Him out, 
and worship Him alone." [Soorah al-Mumtahinah (60):4] 

This is because having friendship and alliance with, and seeking to please one who opposes 
Allaah is a proof that the belief in Allaah and His Messenger in his heart is indeed weak. This is 
because it is against reason that a person can have love for anything that is an enemy of 
the one he truly loves. Alliance with the unbelievers means to help and assist them in 
the unbelief and misguidance which they are upon; and having love for them is shown by 
doing those things which will earn their love and friendship by any means. Without a doubt 
this shows that true belief (eemaan) is either totally absent, or is at least deficient. Rather 
the Believer must be in a state of enmity with those who oppose Allaah and His 
Messenger, even if the person is the closest of relations to him. He must have hatred for 
him and separate from him, but this does not prevent him from sincerely advising him 
and calling him to the truth. 

 

 

Know, [28] may Allaah direct [29] you to obedience [30] to Him, that 
the true and straight Religion, [31] the way [32] of Ibraaheem [33] 

________________________________________________________ 

28  Speech concerning Knowledge has preceded, so there is no need to repeat it 

here. 

29  Ar-Rushd i.e. may Allaah direct you to uprightness upon the way of truth. 

30  Taa'ah (obedience): Conformity with what is required by doing what is com 



manded to be done, and avoiding what is forbidden. 

31  Al-Haneefiyyah: That is the religion which is free from shirk, and founded 
upon purity and sincerity of intention for Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic. 

32  Al-Millah i.e. the way which he, Ibraaheem followed in religion. 

33  Ibraaheem is the chosen and beloved friend (Khaleel) of the Most Merciful.  
Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, says, "And Allaah made Ibraaheem a chosen and 
beloved friend." [Soorah an-Nisaa' (4): 125] 

He is the father of the prophets, and his way is mentioned repeatedly so that it should 
be adhered to. 

 

 

is that you worship Allaah alone [34] making the Religion purely and 
sincerely for Him. [35] 

________________________________________________________ 

34  Worship ('ibaadah) in its general sense is: ' Submitting oneself to Allaah with love 
and awe, by doing that which He has ordered and avoiding that which He has forbidden, 
in the manner laid down and prescribed by Him.' As for the specific meaning of 
worship, then Shaykh-ul-Islaam Ibn Taymiyyah, rahimahullaah, said: " 'ibaadah 
(worship) is a comprehensive term covering whatever Allaah loves and is pleased with, 
both sayings and actions, the apparent and the hidden; such as fearing, having awe, 
Prayer, zakaat, fasting and other practices prescribed by Islaam."  

35  Al-lkhlaas: means to purify. What is meant here is that the person by his 
worship intends and desires the Face of Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, and to reach 
the place where He bestows honour and favours (i.e. Paradise). So the per son does not 
worship anything along with Him, neither any angel brought near, nor any prophet sent 
as a messenger. Allaah, the Most High, says, "Then We revealed to you, O 
Muhammad, that you should follow the Religion of Ibraaheem who was a Muslim 
upon the true Religion and was not one of those who worshipped idols and as-
sociated partners with Allaah." [Soorah an-Nahl (16):123] 

"And who turns away from the Religion of Ibraaheem except a fool, 
ignorant of what benefits him; and We indeed chose Ibraaheem in this 
world, and made him amongst the righteous in the Hereafter; When his 
Lord said to him: Make your worship purely for Me and submit obediently 
to Me, he said in response: I submit obediently and make my worship 



purely for the Lord of all creation. Then Ibraaheem enjoined this upon his 
sons, and so did Ya'qoob, saying: 'O my sons, Allaah has chosen the 
Religion of Islaam for you, so do not abandon Islaam for as long as you live, 
so that you die as Muslims.'" [Soorah al-Baqarah (2): 130-132] 

 

 

This is what Allaah commanded all of the people with, [36] and it was for 
this that He created them. Allaah, the Most High, says: 

________________________________________________________ 
36  i.e. with the true Religion, which is to worship Allaah, making all of the Religion 
purely for Him. This is what Allaah commanded all of creation with and it was for this 
He created them. Allaah, the Most High, says, "We did not send any Messenger 
before you, O Muhammad, except that We revealed to him that none has the right to 
be worshipped except Allaah, so make all of your worship purely for Him." 
[Soorah al-Ambiyaa' (21):25] 

Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, made clear in His Book that mankind and jinns were 
only created for this. Allaah, the Most high, says, "I did not create jinn and mankind 
except that they should worship Me." [Soorah adh-Dhaariyaat (51):56] 

 

 

"I did not create jinn and mankind except that they should wor-
ship Me" [Soorah adh-Dhaariyaat (51):56] and the meaning of worship 
('ibaadah) here is to single Allaah out with all worship (tawheed) 
[37] 

________________________________________________________ 

37  Meaning that tawheed is from the meaning of 'ibaadah (i.e. true worship, 
which is to make aU of it purely for Allaah). The meaning of 'ibaadah has already 
preceded, and also what it applies to, and that it is more general than tawheed itself. 
You should know that Ibaadah is of two types: 
(i) The servitude of the creation ('Ibaadah Kawniyyah), which is submission to what 
Allaah has commanded and decreed in the creation, and this is the submission that is 
common to all of the creation, none of them being able to escape it. Allaah, the Most 
High, says, "All the angels in the heavens, and all men and jinn upon the earth 



will come to the Most Merciful on the Day of Judgement as submissive slaves." 
[Soorah Maryam (19):93] 

This servitude covers the Believers and the unbelievers, the righteous and the wicked. 
(ii) Worship and servitude as prescribed by the Sharee'ah, and that is to obey and submit 
to the laws and commands of Allaah, the Most High, and this is particular to those who 
are obedient to Allaah, and who comply with that which the Messengers came with. 
Allaah, the Most High, says: "And the believing slaves of the Most Merciful are 
those who walk upon the earth with calmness and humility." [Soorah al-Furqaan 
(25):63] 

The first type of servitude is not something for which a servant is commended, since it 
is not due to any action of his own; however he may be commended for giving thanks 
in times of ease, and for having patience in times of trial; as opposed to the second 
type of servitude for which a person is commended. 

 

 

And the greatest of all that Allaah has commanded is tawheed which is to 
single out Allaah with all worship. [38] 

________________________________________________________ 
38  Tawheed in the language is a verbal noun from the verb wahhada, yuwahhidu, 
meaning he unified something and made it one. Tawheed cannot be realised except 

through denial (najy) and affirmation (ithbaat). Denial of this ruling for everything other 

than that which it is made for, and affirmation of it for Him. So we say: A persons tawheed is 
not complete unless he bears witness that none has the right to be worshipped except Allaah, so he 

denies the right to be worshipped for everything besides Allaah, the Most High, and he affirms that 

for Allaah alone. 

In its technical sense the author has defined it by saying: "Tawheed is to single out Allaah with all 
worship" meaning that you worship Allaah alone, and do not worship anything along with Him: 
You do not worship any Prophet sent by Him, nor any of the creation. Rather you single Him out 
with all worship, out of love, veneration, longing and awe. What the Shaykh, rahimahullaah, is 
referring to is the tawheed which the Messengers were sent to establish, and it is this that was 
violated by their peoples. 

There is a more general definition of tawheed which is that it is: "Singling out Allaah, the Most 

Perfect, with all that is particular to Him." Thus tawheed is of three types: 

(1) Tawheed of Allaah's Lordship (Tawheed ar-Ruboobiyyah) which is: 'That Allaah, the one 
free of all imperfections and the Most High, is singled out with creation, sovereignty and control 



of the affairs.' Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, says, "Allaah is the creator of everything." 
[Soorah az-Zumar (39):62] 

"Is there any creator besides Allaah, providing you with provision from the heavens (rain) 
and the earth (its produce)?! Therefore do not worship anything besides Him, but worship Him 
alone since there is nothing that has the power to harm or benefit you besides Him." 
[Soorah Faatir (35):3] 
 
"Exalted is He in Whose Hand is dominion of everything, and He is fully able to do 
all things." [Soorahal-Mulk (67): 1] 
 
"Indeed creation and the Command are His. Exalted is Allaah, the Lord of all the 
creation." [Soorah al-A'raaf (7):54] 

(2) Tawheed of Worship {Tawheed al-Uloohiyyah) which is: 'To single out Allaah, the one 
free of all imperfections and the Most High, with all worship, such that a person does not 
take anyone else besides Allaah and worship him and do acts of devotion for Him as He 
worships Allaah and does acts of devotion for Him.' 

(3) Tawheed of Allaah's Names and Attributes (Tawheed al-Asmaa was-Sifaat) which 
is: 'That Allaah, the one free of all imperfections and the Most High, is singled out 
with whatever names and attributes He has affirmed for Himself in 
His Book, or upon the tongue of His Messenger; and this involves affirming whatever He 
has affirmed for Himself, and denying whatever He has denied from Himself, without 
changing and distorting their meanings, without denying or divesting Allaah of His 
attributes, without delving into how they are, and without declaring Allaah to be like 
the creation.' 

What the author is referring to here is tawheed of worship, and it was with regard to this 
that the mushriks went astray, those whom the Prophet ($§;) fought; and whose blood, 
wealth, lands and homes he made lawful to be taken; and whose womenfolk and 
children he took as captives. Most of the striving of the messengers with their peoples 
was with regard to this category of tawheed. He, the Most High, says, "We sent a 
Messenger to every nation, ordering that they should worship Allaah alone." [Soorah 
an-Nahl (16):36] 

So worship is not correct except for Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic. Whoever violates this 
tawheed is a mushrik, an unbeliever, even if he affirms tawheed of Lordship and tawheed of 
Allaah's Names and Attributes. So if it were to be the case that a man totally agreed to the 
tawheed of Allaah's Lordship, and His Names and Attributes, but he went to a grave and directed 
worship to its occupant, or offered a sacrifice as an offering (nadhr) for him, then he would be a 
mushrik, an unbeliever, an inhabitant of Hell-Fire forever. Allaah, the Most High, says, "Indeed 
whoever associates anything in worship with Allaah, then Allaah has forbidden 
Paradise for him, and his abode will be the Fire; and for the transgressors who 
worship others besides Allaah there will be no one to help and save them from 
Allaah's punishment on the Day of Resurrection." [Soorah al-Maa'idah (5):72] 



Tawheed is the greatest commandment given by Allaah since it is the foundation upon which the 
whole Religion is built. Therefore the Prophet began with it in his call to Allaah, and he ordered 
those whom he sent out as callers to begin with it also. 

 

 

The most serious thing that He forbade is shirk, which is to invoke others 
besides Him, along with Him. The proof is His Saying, the Most High: 
"Worship Allaah alone, making all worship purely for Him, and do not 
associate anything in worship along with Him." [39] [Soorah an-Nisaa 
(4):36] 

________________________________________________________ 
39  The most serious of all that Allaah forbade is shirk, and this is because the greatest of all 
rights are the rights of Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic. So if a person violates the right of Allaah, 
then he has violated the greatest of all rights, which is the tawheed of Allaah, the Mighty and 
Majestic. Allaah, the Most High, says, "Shirk is the greatest transgression." [Soorah Luqmaan 
(31):13] 
 
"Whoever associates partners in worship along with Allaah has invented a tremendous sin." 
[Soorah an-Nisaa' (4):48] 
 
"And whoever associates any partner in worship along with Allaah then he has strayed 
far from the correct way." [Soorah an-Nisaa'(4): 116] 

 
"Indeed whoever associates anything in worship with Allaah, then Allaah has forbidden Paradise 
for him, and his abode will be the Fire; and for the transgressors who worship others besides 
Allaah there will be no one to help and save them from Allaah's punishment on the Day of 
Resurrection." [Soorah al-Maa'idah (5):72] 
 
"Allaah does not forgive association of anything in worship with Him, but He 
forgives what is lesser than shirk to whomever He pleases." [Soorah an-
Nisaa'(4):48] 

The Prophet said: "The greatest sin is that you set up a rival to Allaah when it is 
He who created you” [Reported by al-Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. 9/458/no.611) and 
Muslim (Eng. transl. l/50/no.l56)). 

He also said in the hadeeth reported by Muslim from Jaabir, radiyallaahu 'anhu: 
"Whoever meets A llaah not associating anything in worship with Him will 
enter Paradise, and whoever meets Him associating anything in worship 
along with him will enter the Fire" [Saheeh Muslim (Eng. transl. l/54/no.l68)]. 



The Prophet further said: "Whoever dies while still calling upon a rival to 
Allaah will enter the Fire." [Reported by al-Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. 6/21/no.24)] 

As evidence for Allaah, the Most High's, command that He alone should be worshipped, 
and for His prohibition of shirk, the author, rahimahullaah, quotes the Saying of 
Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, "Worship Allaah alone, making all worship purely 
for Him, and do not associate anything in worship along with Him." [Soorah an-
Nisaa' (4):36] 

So He, the one free of all imperfections and the Most High, commanded that He alone 
be worshipped and He forbade shirk. So this order affirming worship for Him alone 
means that one who does not worship Allaah is a haughty and obstinate unbeliever 
{kaafir); and that one who worships Allaah and worships others besides Him as well is 
an unbeliever {kaafir) and a polytheist {mushrik); and that one who worships Allaah 
alone is a pure Muslim. Shirk is of two types: Greater shirk (shirkun akbar) and lesser 
shirk {shirkun asghar). So the first type: Major shirk, which is unrestricted shirk termed 
as such in the Sharee 'ah, which causes a person to leave the Religion. The second type: 
Lesser shirk is every action or saying defined by the Sharee'ah as being shirk, but which 
does not take a person out of the Religion. A person must beware of shirk, both major 
and lesser, since Allaah, the Most High, says, "Allaah does not forgive association of 
anything in worship with Him, but He forgives what is lesser than shirk to 
whomever He pleases." [Soorah an-Nisaa' (4):48] 

Some of the scholars have said that this threat covers all shirk, even lesser shirk. 

 

 

So if it is said to you: What are the three principles [40] 
________________________________________________________ 
40  Principles or fundamentals (usoof) are that upon which other things are built. 
From this is the foundation of a wall (aslul-jidaar), and the trunk of a tree (aslush-shajarah) 
from which the branches spring. Allaah, the Most High, says, "Do you not consider the 
example of a good word (i.e. the testification that none has the right to be 
worshipped except Allaah) which is like a goodly tree, its trunk {ash is firmly rooted 
(i.e. the testification is firmly rooted in the heart of the Believer), and its branches 
reach towards the sky (i.e. the Believers actions are raised up through that to the 
heavens)." [Soorah Ibraaheem (14):24] 
 
 

which a person must know?, [41] then say the servants knowledge of His 
Lord [42] 

________________________________________________________ 
41  The author, rahimahullaah, introduces this matter in the form of a question, and 
this is so as to attract ones attention to its importance, since it is of extreme importance 
and what he discusses are very great and fundamental principles. He declared these 



three principles to be those which it is obligatory for a person to have knowledge of 
since they are the principles which the person will be asked about when he is buried in 
his grave. After burial his companions will leave him, and two angels will come to him 
and make him sit up and will ask him: 'Who is your Lord?' 'What is your Religion?' 
and 'Who is your Prophet?' As for the Believer, then he will reply: 'My Lord is 
Allaah, my Religion is Islaam, and my Prophet is Muhammad.1 But as for the doubter 
or the hypocrite, then he will say 'Haah, Haah, I don't know. I heard the people saying 
something, so I said it also.' [See the hadeeth of Anas, radiyallaahu 'anhu, reported by 
al-Bukhaaree (Eng. transl.2/235/no.422)] 
 
42  Knowledge and awareness of Allaah comes about through various means: 
From them is reflection and consideration of what He, the Mighty and Majestic, has 
created, since that leads to awareness of Him and His absolute Sovereignty and perfect 
Power and Wisdom, and also His Mercy. Allaah, the Most High, says, "Will those who 
deny our signs not look and consider Allaah's Sovereignty over the heavens and 
the earth, and whatever He has created therein." [Soorahal-A’raaf (7):185] 
 
"I exhort you (O unbelievers who claim that the Prophet is a madman), to one thing: That 
you stand up sincerely, and not merely following your desires, in pairs, and ask each other: 
Have you ever known him to suffer from madness; then that you reflect and consider 
individually the truth of his affair." [Soorah Sabaa' (34):46] 
 
"Indeed in the heavens and the earth, and the alternation of the night and the day there are 
clear signs for people of understanding." [Soorah Aal-'Imraan (3): 190] 
 
"Indeed in the alternation of the day and the night, and in what Allaah has created in the 
heavens and the earth there are clear signs for those who fear the punishment of Allaah." 
[Soorah Yoonus (10):6] 
 
"Indeed in the creation of the heavens and the earth, and in the 
alternation of night and day, and the ships which sail upon the ocean 
with that which is of use to mankind, and in the rain which Allaah sends 
down from the sky, and with which He brings life to the earth after its 
death, and the creatures which He disperses throughout the earth, and the 
changing state and direction of the winds, and the clouds that proceed as 
they are commanded between the heavens and the earth, there are indeed 
clear signs of the sole Lordship of Allaah, for people of sound intellect' 
[Soorah al-Baqarah (2): 164] 

From the means by which a servant may know his Lord is to consider the signs in His 
Sharee'ah, which is the Revelation which His messengers came with and the immense 
benefits contained therein which are such that the life of a person in this world and the 
Hereafter cannot be preserved except through it. So if a person considers this and 
reflects upon it, and sees how it comprises knowledge and wisdom, and sees how it is 
perfectly ordered and in full harmony with the needs of the people, then this will lead 
him to know and to be aware of his Lord, the Mighty and Majestic, as Allaah, the 



Mighty and Majestic, says, “Will they not carefully consider the Qur'aan: had it 
been from other than Allaah they would have found a great deal of contradiction 
in it." [Soorah an-Nisaa' (4):82] 

Also from these means is the knowledge and awareness of Allaah, the one free of all 
imperfections and the Most High, which He, the Mighty and Majestic, places in the 
heart of the Believer to the point that it is as if he were seeing his Lord. The Prophet (3|s) 
said, when Jibreel asked him about ihsaan (lit. striving to the utmost to do good), he said: 
"It is that you worship Allaah as if you were seeing Him, and even though you do not see 
Him, then He certainly sees you " [Reported by Muslim (Eng. transl. vol.1, p.l, no.l)]. 

 

 
and His Religion (Deen) [43]  and his Prophet Muhammad. [44] 
________________________________________________________

43  i.e. knowledge of the second principle which is the Religion which he is duty 
bound to act in accordance with; and which comprises wisdom, mercy and takes care of 
that which is necessary and beneficial for the creation, and which wards 
off all corruption and evil. Then anyone who truly considers the Religion of Islaam, 
carefully considering the Book and the Sunnah will know for sure that it is the Religion 
of truth, and that the wellbeing of the servants cannot be attained except 
through it. It is not fitting that we should judge Islaam according to what the people 
are upon today since the Muslims have neglected many things and committed 
tremendous evils, such that it is as if the person living in some Islamic lands is not 
living in an Islamic environment at all. 

However the Religion of Islaam, and all praise and thanks are for Allaah, the Most High, 
comprehends all benefit that was contained within the previous religions, and excels 
them in its suitability for every time, every place, and every nation. The meaning of its 
being suitable for every time, place and nation is that adherence to it in no way conflicts 
with the wellbeing and benefit of the nation at any time or in any place. Rather in it lies 
the well being and benefit of that nation. It does not mean that Islaam is subservient to 
every time, place and nation. So the Religion of Islaam commands every good and 
righteous action, and forbids every evil action: it commands every noble characteristic 
and prohibits every despicable characteristic. 
 
44  This is the third principle which is that a person should have knowledge of his 
Prophet Muhammad. This is achieved by studying the life history of the Prophet, and his 
worship, his character and manners, how he called to Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, 
and how he fought jihaad for His cause, and the rest of the aspects of his life. Therefore 
every person who wishes to increase his knowledge about his Prophet and to increase his 
eemaan (true faith) in him should read what he is able to about his life in times of war 
and times of peace, in his times of difficulty and times of ease, and in all his conditions. 
Then we ask Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, that he makes us from those who follow 



and obey His Messenger, in those things which are hidden and those which are manifest, 
and that He causes us to die upon that, indeed He is the one rightfully asked for that and 
the one having full power to grant it. 
 
 

[THE FIRST PRINCIPLE] 
So if it is said to you: 'Who is your Lord?’ [45] Then say: 'My Lord is 
Allaah, who has nurtured [46] me and all of creation with His favours 
and blessings, 
________________________________________________________ 

45  I.e. Who is your Lord who created you, and gave you life, and prepared you, 

and provides you with all your needs. 

46  'Tarbiyah' which means to take care of that which is necessary for the devel-
opment of the one being raised. The authors words indicate that the word ar-Rabb (the 
Lord) is derived from the word tarbiyah (to nurture), since he said: "Who has nurtured 
me and all of creation with His favours and blessings." So Allaah nurtures all of the 
creation with His favours and blessings, and has prepared them for that for which they 
were created, and He supported them with all of their needs. 
Allaah, the exalted and the Most High, said, concerning the conversation between 
Moosaa and the Pharaoh, "So Pharaoh said:  ‘O Moosaa who is the Lord of you 
two?' He answered: 'Our Lord is the One who provided a suitable mate for 
all creatures which He created, and then guided them to everything they 
need with regard to procreation, food, drink and habitation." [Soorah Taa Haa 
(20):49-50] 

So Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, nurtured and provided for all of creation with His 
blessings. The blessings of Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, are so many that they 
cannot be counted. Allaah, the Exalted and the Most High, says, "And if you were to 
try to count the blessings of Allaah you would not be able to." [Soorah 
Ibraaheem (14):34] 

 

 

He is the one whom I worship, and there is no other whom I worship 
besides Him.’ [47] 

______________________________________________________________________________________ 

47 He is the one whom I worship and humble myself to and submit to, in love and 
reverence. I do whatever He commands, and abandon whatever He forbids. There is 



nobody else whom I worship besides Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic. Allaah, the 

Exalted and the Most High, says, "We did not send any Messenger before you, O 
Muhammad, except that We revealed to him that none has the right to be 
worshipped except Allaah, so make all your worship purely for Him." [Soorah 

al-Ambiyaa (21):25] 

"And they were not commanded except that they should worship Allaah alone, 
making their worship and obedience purely for Him, upon the true Religion and 
free from shirk; and that they should establish the Prayer, and pay the 
zakaat, and that is the straight and true Religion." [Soorah al-Bayyinah (98):5] 

 
 

The proof is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High: "All praise is for 
Allaah, the Lord of all creation"[48] [Soorah al-Faatihah (1):1]. Eve-
rything besides Allaah is a created being and I am one of the creation. 
[49] So if it is said to you: 'How did you arrive at this knowledge of 
your Lord?' Then say: 'Through His signs and those things which He has 
created; [50] 
___________________________________________________________________ 
48  The author, rahimahullaah, presents as proof for the fact that Allaah, the one 

free of all imperfections and the Most High, is the one who nurtures and sustains all of 

creation, the Saying of Allaah, the Most High: "All praise is for Allaah" meaning 

that description with the attributes of perfection, majesty and greatness are for 

Allaah, the Most High, alone. "the Lord of all creation" meaning that He is the one 

who nurtured and sustained them with His blessings, and that He is their creator and 

their owner and Sovereign-Lord, and that He is the one Who controls their affairs as 

He, the Mighty and Majestic, wishes. 

 

49  The creation (al-'Aalam: that by which something is known) is so called 

because they are a sign for their Creator, their sovereign Lord and the one Who 

controls their affairs. So everything contains a sign showing that Allaah is one, and I 

am one of the creation, and my Lord has made it obligatory upon me that I should 

worship Him alone. 

 
50  Signs (Aayaat plural of Aayah) are that which indicate something and make it 

clear. Then the signs of Allaah, the Most High, are of two types: signs in creation, and 
signs in His Revealed way {Sharee'ah). The signs in creation are those things which He 

created, and the signs in His Revealed way are what is found in His Revelation, which 

Allaah sent down to His messengers. So the saying of the author, rahimahullaah, 
'through His signs and those things which He has created' is an example of 



mentioning something particular after that which is general. If we explain the signs to 

mean both the signs in creation and those in the Revelation; or if we take the signs to 
refer to the signs in the Revelation in particular, then his saying is a case of addition 

of that which is separate and different from the first thing mentioned. So whichever 

the case then knowledge of Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, is arrived at through His 
signs in the creation, the tremendous things contained therein which are wondrous 

creations and clear proofs of perfect wisdom; and likewise through the signs in His 

Revealed way, and the justice to be seen in it and how it comprises all that is 
beneficial and repels all that is corrupt. 'And in everything there is a sign for Him, 

Proving that He is One.' 
 
 
and from his signs are the night and the day, the sun and the moon; 
and from that which He has created are the seven heavens, and the 
seven earths, and all those within them, and whatever is between 
them.'[51] 
________________________________________________________ 
51  All of these are from Allaah's signs which prove His complete and perfect 
Power, and complete and perfect wisdom. So the sun is one of Allaah's signs, in its 
wonderful and well-ordered course which it has followed since Allaah, the Mighty and 
Majestic, created it, and which it will follow until Allaah, the Most High, grants that 
the universe is destroyed. So this is its appointed course, as Allaah, the Most High, 
says, "And the sun proceeds upon its fixed course, (for a term appointed) 
that is the decree of the All-Mighty, the All Wise." [Soorah Yaa Seen (36):38] 
 
Its size and its effects are from the signs of Allaah. As for its size, then it is 
tremendously great; and as for its effects, then it produces benefit for our bodies, for 
the trees, the rivers, the oceans and other things besides. So if we consider the sun, 
this great sign, and the great distance that there is between us and it, yet despite 
this we feel its great heat. Then consider the light it produces which saves the 
people huge amounts of wealth in the daylight hours when they have no need of other 
sources of light, so it is indeed a very great sign, and most people perceive only very 
few of the signs. Likewise the moon is also from the signs of Allaah, the Mighty and 
Majestic, and He decreed for it measured stations. Each night it has its particular 
station, "We have prescribed measured phases for the moon till it returns 
like an old withered palm-stalk." [Soorah Yaa Seen (36):39] 

So it first appears very fine, then its increases stage by stage until it becomes full, 
then it wanes and returns as it was. It resembles man who begins as something 
weak, and then increases steadily in strength, and finally again returns to being weak, 
so exalted is Allaah, the best creator. 

 

 



The proof [52] is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High: 
________________________________________________________ 

52  i.e. the proof that the day and the night, the sun and the moon are from 

Allaah's signs is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "And from His signs are the 
night and the day." [Soorah Fussilat (41):37] 

Meaning that the day and the night are from the very clear signs and proofs of Allaah, 
both in themselves and how they interchange. Also in the benefits which Allaah has 
placed in them for the servants, and in their changing states. Likewise with regard to 
the sun and the moon which are signs both in themselves, and in the courses which 
they proceed upon.  Also in their order and the benefit which they provide for the 
servants and the harm which that keeps away. Then Allaah, the Most High, forbids 
the servants from prostrating to the sun or the moon, even though they are very 
great, yet they are not deserving of and do not have the right to be worshipped, since 
they are two created things, and the one Who is alone deserving and has the right to 
worship is Allaah, the Most High, Who created them. 

 

 

"And from His signs are the night and the day, and the sun and 
the moon. Do not prostrate to the sun, nor to the moon, but pros-
trate to Allaah who created them, if you truly worship Him" 
[Soorah Fussilat (41):37] and His, the Most High's Saying: "Your Lord is 
Allaah who created the heavens and the earth in six days, then 
ascended upon the Throne. He causes the night to cover the day 
which it follows with haste; and the sun, the moon and the stars 
are subservient and subject to His command. Certainly creation 
and commandment are His alone. Exalted is Allaah the Lord of all 
creation."[53] [Soorah al-A'raaf (7):54] 
________________________________________________________ 

53  Meaning, from the proofs that Allaah created the heavens and the earth is this 
Saying of Allaah, the Most High which mentions the following signs of Allaah:  

(i)  That Allaah created these tremendous entities in six days, and if He wished He 
could have created them in a single moment, but instead from His wisdom He 
connected effects to their causes. 
(ii) That He ascended upon the Throne, i.e. He ascended upon it in particular in a 
manner befitting His Majesty and Exaltedness, and this shows the perfection of His 
Kingship and Sovereignty. 
(iii) That He causes the night to envelop and cover the day, so that it is like a 
garment which descends upon the light of day and covers it up. 



(iv) That He has made the sun, the moon and the stars subservient to His 
command. He commands them as He wills for the benefit of the servants,  
(v) That His Sovereignty comprehends everything and His Kingship is perfect, such 
that creation and commandment are for Him alone and for no one else,  
(vi) That His Lordship comprehends all of creation. 
 
 
The Lord is the one who is worshipped, [54] 

54  The author is indicating to the Aayah:  "Your Lord is Allaah who created 
the heavens and the earth in six days, then ascended upon the Throne. He 
causes the night to cover the day which it follows with haste; and the sun, 
the moon and stars are subservient and subject to His command. Certainly 
creation and commandment are His alone. Exalted is Allaah the Lord of all 
creation." [Soorah al-A’raaf (7):54]  

So the Lord is the one who is worshipped, meaning that He is the One Who alone has 
the right to be worshipped, or that He is the One who is worshipped rightfully and 
deservingly, the meaning is not that everything which is worshipped is a Lord, since 
those gods which are worshipped besides Allaah and which are taken as lords by 
those who worship them are not Lords. Rather the Lord (ar-Rabb) is the creator, the 
sovereign, the one in control and command of all the affairs. 

 

 

and the proof [55] is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "O man-
kindle single out your Lord with all worship; He who created 
you [57] and all those who came before you, so that you may be 
of those who seek to avoid Allaah's anger and punishment, 
those whom Allaah is pleased with. [58] 
________________________________________________________ 

55  I.e. the proof that the Lord is the one who deserves to be worshipped. 

56  he address is to all people from the descendants of Aadam: Allaah, the Mighty 
and Majestic, commands them to worship Him alone, having no partner, so they are 
not to attribute rivals in their worship with Allaah. He makes it clear that He alone 
deserves to be worshipped since He is the sole Creator, having no partner. 



57  His Saying: (i.e. the One Who created you) this is a description explaining the 
reason for what has preceded, meaning: Worship Him because He is your Lord Who 
created you. So because He is the Lord and Creator, then it is a necessary duty upon 
you that you should worship Him. Therefore we say that it is unavoidably binding upon 
anyone who affirms the Lordship of Allaah that he should worship Him alone, 
otherwise the person will be contradicting himself. 

58  Meaning that you should attain taqwaa, and taqwaa is to take protection from 
the punishment of Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, by doing whatever He commands 
and keeping away from whatever He forbids. 

 

 

He who has made the earth a resting place [59] for you and has 
made the sky a canopy, [60] and sent down rain from the sky, [61] 
and brought out with it crops and fruits from the earth as 
provision for you. [62] So do not set up rivals with Allaah in your 
worship [63] whilst you know that you have no Lord besides Him." 
[64] [Soorah al Baqarah (2):21-22] 
________________________________________________________ 
59  Meaning He has made it a resting place spread out for us, which we may use as 
such without any difficulty or hardship, just as a person sleeps upon his bed. 

60  I.e. above us, so the sky is a canopy for the people of the earth and it is a 
safe and protected ceiling, as Allaah, the Most High, says: "And We made the sky a 
raised ceiling, safe and guarded, yet the unbelievers turn away from 
considering the clear signs." [Soorah al-Ambiyaa' (21):32] 

61 I.e. He sends down from above, from the clouds, pure water for you to drink, 
and which causes vegetation to grow which you allow your cattle to graze upon, as is 

mentioned in Soorah an-Nahl (16):10. 

62 I.e. As a gift for you, and as stated in another Aayah, "As provision for 
you and your cattle" [Soorah 'Abasa (80):32] 

63 Meaning, do not set up rivals for the One Who created you, and created those 
before you, and made the earth a resting place for you and the sky a canopy, and sent 
down rain from the sky for you, and produced fruits and produce for you, so do not 
set up for Him rivals which you worship just as you worship Allaah, or which you love 
just as you love Allaah, since that is not fitting for you, neither according to sound 
intellect, nor according to Revelation. 

64 I.e. when you know that He has no rival, and that creation, provision and 
control of the affairs is in His Hand alone, so do not set up any partner along with Him 
in worship. 



 

 
Ibn Katheer, [65] rahimahullaah, said: "The creator of these things is 
the One Who deserves to be worshipped." All the types of worship 
which Allaah commanded [66] - like Islaam (submission and obedience 
to Allaah), eemaan (true Belief comprising belief of the heart, speech of 
the tongue and action of the limbs), and ihsaan (perfection of worship), 
and from that is invocation/supplication (du'aa), reverential fear 
(khawf), hope and longing (rajaa), trust and reliance (tawakkul), 
fervent desire (raghbah), dread (rahbah), reverence and humility 
(khushoo'), awe (khashyah), turning repentantly (inaabah), appealing 
for aid and assistance {isti'aanah), seeking refuge (isti'aadhah), 
seeking deliverance and rescue (istighaathah), sacrificing (dhabfi), 
vows (nadhr) and the rest of the types of worship commanded by 
Allaah, all of them are to be done exclusively for Allaah, the Most High. 
________________________________________________________ 

65 He is 'Imaaduddeen Abul-Fidaa' Ismaa'eel ibn 'Umar al-Qurashee, al-Haafidh, 
the famous author of the Tafseer and Taareekh (al-Bidaayah wan-Nihaayah). He was 
one of the students of Shaykh-ul-Islaam Ibn Taymiyyah, and died in the year 774H. 

66 Having made clear that it is obligatory upon us to worship Allaah, alone, 
giving no share of worship to anyone besides Allaah, the author, rahimahullaah goes 
on to explain some of the different types of worship. So he said: "And all the types of 
worship... like Islaam, eemaan and ihsaan." 

These three: Islaam, eemaan and ihsaan are the Religion (Deen), as occurs in the 
narration reported by Muslim from the hadeeth of 'Umar ibn al-Khattaab, 
radiyallaahu 'anhu, who said: "Whilst we were sitting with Allaah's Messenger one 
day, a man came having very white clothes and very black hair. No trace of having 
travelled could be seen upon him, and none of us knew him. So he sat down before 
the Prophet and joined his knees with his knees, and placed his palms upon his thighs 
and said: "O Muhammad, tell me about Islaam." So Allaah's Messenger said: "Islaam 
is that you testify that none has the right to be worshipped but Allaah, and that 
Muhammad is the Messenger of Allaah; that you establish the Prayer; pay the zakaat; 
fast Ramadaan; and make pilgrimage (hajj) to the House if you are able to do so." He 
said: "You have spoken correctly." He (i.e. 'Umar) said: 'So we were amazed at how 
he asked, and then told him that he had spoken correctly. ‘He said: "Then tell me 
about eemaan," He said: "It is that you have true faith in Allaah, His angels, His 
Books, His Messengers, the Last Day, and that you have true faith in pre-decree (al-
qadr), its good and its evil." He said: "You have spoken correctly." He said: "Then tell 



me about ihsaan." He said: "It is that you worship Allaah as if you were seeing Him, 
and even though you do not see Him, yet He certainly sees you." He said: "Then tell 
me about the Hour." He said: "The one who is questioned about it knows no better 
than the one who is asking.” He said: "Then tell me about the signs." He said: 
"That the slave-girl will give birth to her mistress, and that you will see the bare-
footed, naked, and destitute, shepherds competing in building tall buildings." Then 
he went off. Then he (i.e. the Prophet) remained for a long while, then he said: "O 
'Umar, do you know who the questioner was?" I said: "Allaah and His Messenger 
know best." He said: "He was Jibreel, he came to you to teach you your Religion 
(Deen)."" 

So the Prophet declared all of these things to be the Religion, and that is because 
they comprehend all of the Religion. 

 

 

The proof for this is the Saying of Him, the Most High: [67] "And the 
places of Prayer are for Allaah alone, so do not invoke anyone 
along with Allaah" [Soorah al-Jinn (72): 18]. 

Anyone who directs any part of that to anything besides Allaah, then he 
is a mushrik (associationist), an unbeliever (kaafir), and the proof is the 
Saying of Him, the Most High, "And whoever worships along with 
Allaah any other object of worship has no proof for that; his 
reckoning will be with his Lord. Indeed the unbelievers will never 
prosper" [68] [Soorah al-Mu'minoon (23):117]. 
________________________________________________________ 

67 Meaning that all types of worship, those mentioned by the author and all other 

types also, are exclusively for Allaah alone, and there is no partner for Him, so it is 

not permissible to direct them to anyone other than Allaah, the Most High. 

68 The author, may Allaah, the Most High, have mercy upon him, mentions a 

number of types of worship, and mentions that whoever directs anything from them 

to other than Allaah is a mushrik, an unbeliever, and he proves this with the Sayings of 

Allaah, the Most High, "And the places of Prayer (masaajid) are for Allaah 

alone, so do not invoke anyone along with Allaah." [Soorah al-Jinn (72):18] 

 



"And whoever worships along with Allaah any other object of worship has 
no proof for that; his reckoning will be with his Lord. Indeed the unbelievers 
will never prosper." [Soorah al-Mu'minoon (23):117] 

 

The first Aayah is a proof, since Allaah, the Most High, informs that the masaajid, 
which are either the places in which prostration (sujood) is made (i.e. the places of 
Prayer), or the limbs which prostrate, are for Allaah alone. Then He stated as a 
consequence of that is: so do not worship and prostrate to anything else along with 
Him. 

The second Aayah is a proof since Allaah, the one free of all imperfections and the Most 
High, explains that whoever supplicates and invokes something else besides Allaah is 

an unbeliever (kaafir), because He says: "Indeed the unbelievers will never 
prosper." Furthermore His Saying "(They have) no proof for that" indicates that it 
is not possible for there to be any proof supporting worship of other gods. So this is a 

description to make the matter clear and manifest, and it is not a qualifying 

description meant to exclude that which is supported by proof. This is the case since 
it is not possible for there to be any proof allowing worship of anything along with 

Allaah. 

 

 

In the hadeeth there occurs: "Invocation is the core of worship"* 
And the evidence for this is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High: "Your 
Lord says: O people, invoke Me and supplicate to Me making your 
worship sincerely for Me alone, and I will answer you, and 
pardon you and have mercy upon you. Indeed those who disdain 
to worship Me alone will enter Hell-Fire in disgrace' [69] [Soorah 
Ghaafir (40):60]. 
________________________________________________________ 
* Translator's note: The hadeeth is reported with this wording by at-Tirmidhee and 
declared weak (da'eef) by Shaykh Muhammad Naasiruddeen al-Albaanee in al-
Mishkaat (no. 2331) due to the weakness of one of its narrators, Ibn Lahee'ah. 
Imaam Ahmad and the four Sunan report an authentic hadeeth with the wording: 
"Invocation is Worship." (Declared authentic {saheeh) by Shaykh al-Albaanee in 
Saheehul'Jaami' (no. 3407)). 
 
69 Here the author, rahimahullaah, begins to quote evidences for the types of 
worship which he mentioned in his saying: "And the types of worship which Allaah 
commanded, such as Islaam, eemaan and ihsaan, and from that is supplication 
(du'aa)..." So he began by mentioning the evidences for supplication/invocation 
(du'aa), and the proofs for Islaam, eemaan and ihsaan in detail will follow, if Allaah 



wills. So the author used as evidence what is related from the Prophet (M) as his 
saying: "Invocation is the core of worship" and he used as evidence the Saying of 
Allaah, the Most High, "Your Lord says: O people, invoke Me and supplicate to 
Me making your worship sincerely for Me alone, and I will answer you, and 
pardon you and have mercy upon you. Indeed those who disdain to worship 
Me alone will enter Hell-Fire in disgrace." [Soorah Ghaafir (40):60] 

So the noble Aayah proves that invocation/supplication (du'aa) is worship, and if that 
were not the case it would not be said "those who disdain to worship Me 
alone...." So whoever called upon anyone besides Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, 
requesting something which none but Allaah has power over, then he is a mushrik 
(one who worships others besides Allaah), an unbeliever (kaafir), whether the one he 
calls upon is living or dead. Whoever requests a living person for something which he 
is able to do, such as the saying: 'O so and so give me food' or 'O so and so give me a 
drink,' then there is no harm in that. But whoever asks a dead person or someone who 
is absent for that, then he is a mushrik, since the deceased or the absent cannot 
possibly do that. So in such a case his supplicating to them shows that he believes 
that they have some control over the creation, and he is therefore a mushrik. 

It must be noted that du'aa is of two types: (i) Supplication, when a request is made 
(du 'aa-u mas'alah) and, (ii) invocation through worship (du'aa-u Ibaadah). 

So supplication is to request ones needs, and is worship when the servant requests 
that from his Lord. This is because it involves showing ones poverty before Allaah, the 
Most High, and ones need to turn to Him, and ones certain faith that He is the one 
having full power, the Most Generous, the one who gives bounteously and is Most 
Merciful. Seeking ones needs from someone else from the creation is permissible if 
the one to whom the request is made is able to hear and understand it, and has the 
power to respond to it, like the saying: 'O so and so give me food.' 
 
As for invocation through worship, then it is that the person does an act of worship 
seeking reward and fearing punishment, and this is not correct unless directed to 
Allaah alone. To direct this to anyone else besides Allaah is major shirk which takes a 
person out of the Religion, and he falls under the threat in the Saying of Allaah, the 
Most High, "Your Lord says: O people, invoke Me and supplicate to Me 
making your worship sincerely for Me alone, and I will answer you, and 
pardon you and have mercy upon you. Indeed those who disdain to worship 
Me alone will enter Hell-Fire in disgrace." [Soorah Ghaafir (40):60] 
 
 

The evidence for reverential fear (khawf) is the Saying of Allaah, the 
Most High: "So do not fear them, but fear Me and beware of diso-
beying Me, if you are truly Believers” [70] [Soorah Aal-'Imraan 
(3): 175] 



________________________________________________________ 

70  Fear is to be frightened and is a result of expecting something which will bring 
about destruction, harm or injury, and Allaah, the one free of all imperfections and the 
Most High, forbade having fear of the allies of the Satan, and He commanded fear of 
Himself alone. Fear is of three types: 

(i) Natural fear, such as a person’s fear of predatory animals, fire, or drowning. This 

is something for which a person is not to be blamed. Allaah, the Most High, said about 

Moosaa, "So he entered in the morning in Pharaoh's city in a state of fear, 
awaiting events." [Soorah al-Qasas (28): 18] 

However if this fear is, as mentioned by the author, a cause of his leaving an 

obligation or doing something forbidden, then it is forbidden. Since whatever causes 
an obligation to be abandoned, or causes something forbidden to be done is itself 

forbidden (haraam). The evidence here is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "So 
do not fear them, but fear Me and beware of disobeying Me, if you are truly 
Believers." [Soorah Aal-'Imraan (3):175] 
 
Furthermore fear of Allaah, the Most High, is sometimes something praiseworthy, 
and is sometimes something that is not praiseworthy. It is praiseworthy when it 
prevents you from being disobedient to Allaah, and causes you to fulfil the obligatory 
duties and to avoid what is forbidden. So if this goal is reached, then the heart 
settles and is at peace, and is dominated by joy at the blessings of Allaah and hope 
for His reward. 
 
It is something that is not praiseworthy when it causes a person to despair of Allaah's 
Mercy and to give up hope altogether. In such a case the person will give up and 
may continue in sin due to the fact that he totally gives up hope. 
 
(ii) Reverential fear, that he fears something and takes that as his religion. This is 
to be for Allaah, the Most High, alone. Directing such reverential fear to anyone other 
than Allaah, the Most High, is major shirk. 

(iii) Secret supernatural fear, such as fearing someone buried in a grave, or a 

person thought to be pious, who is far away and cannot affect him, yet still he has 

secret fear for him. This is also mentioned by the scholars as being a case of shirk. 

 

 

The evidence for hope and longing (ar-rajaa) is the Saying of Allaah 
the Most High: "So whoever hopes to see His Lord and be 
rewarded by Him, then let him make his worship correct and 
make it purely and sincerely for Him; and let him not make any 
share of it for anyone other than Him" [71] [Soorah al-Kahf 
(18):110]. 



________________________________________________________ 
 
71 Hope and longing (ar-rajaa') is that a person wishes for something that may 
be attained and is close, and it may be something that is far off but treated as being 
something close. This earnest hope which comprises humility and submission may 
not be directed except to Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, and directing it to anyone 
other than Allaah, the Most High, is shirk. This shirk will either be lesser shirk or 
major shirk depending upon the state of the heart of the person in this case. The 
author uses as evidence the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "So whoever hopes 
to see His Lord and be rewarded by Him, then let him make his worship 
correct and make it purely and sincerely for Him; and let him not make any 
share of it for anyone other than Him." [Soorah al-Kahf (18):11O] 
 
'Hope' which is praiseworthy is only that which is found in a person who acts in 
obedience to Allaah and hopes for reward from Him, or a person who repents from 
sin and hopes that his repentance is accepted. As for a person who hopes despite the 
fact that he does not act, then this is delusion and false hopes, and is something 
blameworthy. 
 
 
The evidence for trust and reliance (at-tawakkul) is the Saying of 
Allaah, the Most High, "And place your reliance and trust in Allaah 
if you are true Believers" [Soorah al-Maa'idah (5):23] and He said: 
"And whoever places his reliance and trust in Allaah then He 
will suffice him” [72] [Soorah at-Talaaq (65):3]. 
________________________________________________________ 
72 Placing reliance upon something is to depend upon it; and placing reliance 
upon Allaah, the Most High, is to depend upon Allaah, the Most High, and to accept 
Him as being the One who suffices you in bringing whatever is beneficial to you and 
protecting you from whatever is harmful. This is from the completion of true Faith 
(eemaan) and is a sign of it, as He, the Most High, says, "And put your reliance 
and trust in Allaah if you are true Believers." [Soorah al-Maa'idah (5):23] 
 
If the person is sincere in his reliance and trust in Allaah, the Most High, then Allaah, 
the Most High, will take care of whatever troubles or concerns him, as He, the Most 
High, says, "And whoever places his reliance and trust in Allaah then He will 
suffice him." [Soorah at-Jalaaq (65):3] 
 
Meaning that He will suffice him, then He sets the mind of the one who trusts in Him 
at rest with His Saying, "Allaah will certainly bring about whatever He has 
decreed." [Soorah at-Talaaq (65):3] 
 
So nothing at all can prevent Him from whatever He wills. Furthermore it should be 
known that placing reliance and trust is of different types: 

(i) Trust and reliance upon Allaah, the Most High, is from the completion of 
eemaan, and one of the signs of its sincerity, it is obligatory since eemaan cannot be 
completed without it, and the proof has preceded. 
 

(ii) Secret trust and dependence, such that he depends upon someone de-
ceased to bring him some benefit or remove some harm, this is major shirk. This is 
because it will not occur except from a person who believes that this deceased 
person has some hidden control over the creation. There is no difference in this 
matter whether the deceased is a prophet, a pious person, or an evil enemy of 



Allaah, the Most High, who is worshipped by the people. 
 

(iii) Placing reliance upon someone else in the affairs, whilst feeling that he 
himself is of a low standing and the one he depends upon is therefore of higher 
standing, for example that he depends upon him to bring him sustenance and the 
like, then this is a type of lesser shirk due to the strong connection his heart forms 
towards him and his dependence upon him. But if he merely relied upon him being 
certain that he is just a means, and that Allaah, the Most High, is the One Who alone 
has the power to bring that about in His Hand, then there is no harm in that, since 
the one on whom he places reliance does have an effect in causing it to occur. 
 

(iv) Relying upon someone else and allowing someone else to act on your 
behalf with regard to a matter where one is allowed to depute someone. This is 
something about which there is no harm, as shown by the evidence of the Book, the 
Sunnah and the consensus (ijmaa'). Ya'qoob said to his sons: "O my sons go back 
and seek news of Yoosuf and his brother." [Soorah Yoosuf (12):87] 
 
Also the Prophet deputed men to take charge of collection and looking after the 
zakaat; he deputed people to establish and carry out the prescribed punishment; and 
deputed 'Alee ibn Abee Taalib, radiyallaahu 'anhu, to take charge of some of his 
sacrificial animals during the Farewell Pilgrimage, and to give their skins and covering 
sheets in charity, and to sacrifice the remainder of the hundred camels after he had 
sacrificed sixty three with his own hand. As for the consensus (ijmaa*) upon 
permissibility of this, then it is something known. 
 
 
The evidence for the fervent desire (ar-raghbah) [73] dread (ar-
rahbah) [74] and reverence and humility (al-khushoo') [75] is the 
Saying of Allaah, the Most High: "They used to hasten to acts of 
devotion and obedience to Allaah, and they used to worship 
Allaah upon love and desire, and upon fear, and were reverent 
and humble before Allaah"[76] [Soorah al-Ambiyaa (21): 90] 
________________________________________________________ 
73  Ar-Raghbah is the love and desire to reach that which is beloved. 
 
74  Ar-Rahbah is fear which causes one to flee away from the cause of fear. So it 
is a fear that is accompanied by action. 
 
75  Al-Khushoo' is humility and submissiveness before the Greatness of Allaah, 
such that the person submits to whatever Allaah has pre-decreed and what He has 
ordained and commanded. 
 
76 In this noble Aayah, Allaah, the Most High, describes the most loyal and 
sincere of His servants as worshipping Allaah, the Most High, upon raghbah and 
rahbah, whist being humble and submissive to Him. The du'aa (invocation) here 
covers both invoking Allaah through acts of worship, and supplication. So they call 
upon Allaah out of earnest desire for what is with Him, and hoping for His reward, 
whilst also fearing His punishment as a result of their sins. So the Believer should 
hasten to Allaah, the Most High, upon fear and earnest desire; with regard to actions 
of obedience his hope and earnest desire should predominate, so that he is keen to 
perform them and hopes that they will be accepted; and with regard to whenever he 
thinks of committing a sin, then fear should predominate so that he will flee away 
from doing it and be saved from its consequent punishment. 
 



Some scholars say that the aspect of hope should pre-dominate when a person is ill, 
and the aspect of fear when he is well. They say this since a person who is ill feels 
subdued and weakened and it may be that his appointed time is near, so that he may 
die, and he should do so whilst thinking good of Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic. But 
when healthy he is energetic and has hope of remaining for a long time, and this may 
lead him to be exuberant and carefree, so fear should predominate in order to be 
safe from that. It is also said that the earnest hope and fear should be equal so that 
his hope does not lead him to feel safe from Allaah, and his fear does not cause him 
to despair of Allaah's mercy, since both of these are evil and cause a person's 
destruction. 
 
 
The evidence for awe/dread (al-khashyah) is the Saying of Allaah, the 
Most High: "So do not have awe of them, but have awe of Me” 
[77] [Soorah al-Maa'idah (5):3]. 
________________________________________________________ 
77  Awe {al-khashyah) is fear founded upon knowledge of the greatness of the 
One whom he fears, and the complete and perfect Sovereignty and Dominion that is 
His, since Allaah, the Most High, says, "Only those who have knowledge will 
truly have awe of Allaah." [Soorah Faatir (35):28] 
 
Meaning those who know of His greatness and perfect Sovereignty. It is something 
more particular than fear, and the difference between it and fear will become clear by 
giving an example: If you fear someone, but you do not know whether he is able to 
catch you or not, then this is fear (khawf). But when you fear someone and know 
that he is fully able to seize hold of you then that is fear/dread (khashyah). With 
regard to speech about the rulings for each class of fear/dread, then it is the same as 
for what has already been said with regard to reverential fear (khawf). 
 
 
And the evidence for turning repentantly (al-inaabah) is the Saying of 
Allaah, the Most High: "So turn, O you people, repentantly and 
obediently to your Lord, and submit obediently to Him" [78] 
[Soorah az-Zumar (39):54]. 
________________________________________________________ 
78  Al-Inaabah is to turn to Allaah, the Most High, in obedience, and avoiding 
disobedience to Him, and its meaning is close to that of repentance (tawbah), except 
that it is more subtle in meaning, and conveys the sense of dependance upon Allaah 
and fleeing for refuge to Him, and it cannot be except for Allaah, the Most High. Its 
evidence is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "So turn, O you people, 
repentantly and obediently to your Lord, and submit obediently to Him" 
[Soorah az-Zumar (39):54] 
 
What is meant by the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "...submit obediently to 
Him" is: Islaam as prescribed and required of us in the Sharee'ah and that is to 
submit to the laws and commandments of Allaah. This is because submission to 
Allaah, the Most High, is of two types: 

(i) Submission of all the creation, which is to submit to whatever He has 
decreed should exist and occur in the creation about which the creation has no 
choice. So this is general and covers everyone in the heavens and the earth, the 
Believers and the unbelievers, the righteous and the wicked. No one can possibly 
disdain and depart from this. The evidence for it is the Saying of Allaah, the Most 
High, "And to Him everyone in the heavens and the earth submit, willingly or 



unwillingly, and to Him you will all be returned." [Soorah Aal-'Imraan (3):83] 
(ii) Submission to the laws and prescriptions of Islaam, and this is to submit 

in obedience. This is particular to those who are obedient to Allaah, the Messengers 
and those who follow them upon good. The evidences for this in the Qur'aan are 
many, and from them is the Aayah mentioned by the author [Soorah az-Zumar (39): 
5] 
 
 
The evidence for appealing for aid and assistance (al-isti'aanah) is the 
Saying of Allaah, the Most High: "O Allaah You alone we worship, 
and to You alone we appeal for aid" [Soorah al-Faatihah (1):5] and 
in the hadeeth there occurs: "If you seek help, then seek the help 
of Allaah.” [79] [Reported by at-Tirmidhee and declared Saheeh by 
Shaykh al-Albaanee in al-Mishkaat (no.5302)] 
________________________________________________________ 
79  Al-istVaanah is to appeal for assistance, and it is of various types: 
(i) Appealing for aid and assistance from Allaah - this is an appeal for aid and 
assistance that comprises complete humility of the servant before his Lord, and to 
submit and entrust the affair to Him, and to be certain that He is fully sufficient for 
him. This is not to be except for Allaah, the Most High, alone, and the evidence is the 
Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "O Allaah You alone we worship, and to You 
alone we appeal for aid." [Soorah al-Faatihah (1):5] 
 
The fact that this is to be for Allaah, the Most High, alone is shown by the fact that 
He mentions the word upon which the verb acts before the verb itself, and according 
to the principles of grammar of the Arabic language, in which the Qur'aan came 
down, bringing forward that which usually comes afterwards indicates restriction and 
particularisation. So directing this type to other than Allaah, the Most High, is shirk 
which takes a person out of the Religion. 
 
(ii) Seeking the help of a person from the creation, in something which he is capable 
of helping in. Then this will be in accordance with the action in which help is sought. 
If it is a good action then it is permissible for the person to seek help upon it, and 
prescribed for a person to help in that, as Allaah, the Most High, says, "And assist 
one another upon righteous actions and avoidance of sins." [Soorah al-
Maa'idah (5):2] 
 
If it is a sinful thing, then it is forbidden for the person doing it and for the one who 
assists, as Allaah, the Most High, says, "And do not assist one another in 
abandoning what Allaah has commanded and upon transgressing the limits 
laid down in the Religion." [Soorah al-Maa'idah (5):2] 
 
If it is something permissible, then it is allowed for the person to seek help and to be 
assisted, and the one who is helping may be rewarded for kind treatment and thus it 
becomes something prescribed for him as Allaah, the Most High says, "And do 
good, indeed Allaah loves those who do good." [Soorah al-Baqarah (2): 195] 
 
(iii) Seeking the help of a person from the creation who is alive and present, except 
that it is something which he is incapable of, then this is futile and useless. For 
example that he seeks the help of a weak person in order to carry something very 
heavy. 
 
(iv) Seeking the aid of any deceased person, or the aid of the living in a matter of the 
hidden and unseen, which they cannot reach. Then this is shirk since it will only be 



done by a person who believes that those whose help he seeks have some hidden 
control over the creation. 
 
(v) Seeking help by performing deeds that are beloved to Allaah, the Most High. This 
is something that is prescribed due to the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "And 
seek assistance through patience and Prayer." [Soorah al-Baqarah (2):45] 
 
The author, rahimahullaah, uses as evidence for the first type the Saying of Allaah, 
the Most High, "O Allaah You alone we worship, and to You alone we appeal 
for aid." [Soorah al-Faatihah (1):5] 
 
And the saying of the Prophet saying: "If you seek help then seek the help of 
Allaah" 
 
 
The evidence for seeking refuge (al-isti'aadhah) is the Saying of Allaah, 
the Most High: "Say: I seek refuge with the Lord of the dawn" 
[Soorah al-Falaq (113):1] and: "Say: I seek refuge with the Lord 
of mankind" [80] [Soorah an-Naas (114):1]. 
________________________________________________________ 
80  Al-Isti’aadhah is to seek refuge, which is to seek protection against that which 
one hates and involves seeking refuge and shelter and protection from someone, and 
is of various types: 
(i) Seeking the refuge of Allaah, the Most High, and this involves ones complete need 
of Him, attachment to Him, and ones certain faith in His being sufficient and His 
perfect protection from everything, whether in the present or the future, small or 
large, human or not, and the proof is the Sayings of Allaah, the Most High, 
"Say: I seek refuge with the Lord of the dawn, from the evil of that which He 
created..." [Soorahal-Falaq (113): l-2] 
 
"Say: 1 seek refuge with the Lord of mankind; the king of mankind; the one 
who is worshipped rightfully by mankind; from the evil of Satan who 
whispers into the hearts of mankind and then withdraws when they 
remember Allaah..." [Soorah an-Naas (114): 1-4] 
 
(ii) Seeking refuge in one of Allaah's attributes, such as His Speech, His Greatness, 
His Might, and so on. The evidence for this are his sayings: 
 
The Prophet said, "I seek refuge in the perfect Words of Allaah from the evil 
of that which He created" [Reported by Muslim (Eng. transl. 4/ 142l/no.654l)]. 
He said, "I seek refuge in Your Might that I should not be assailed from 
below" [Reported by Aboo Daawood (Eng. transl. 3/1408/no. 5056) and declared 
Saheeh by Shaykh al-Albaanee in Saheeh Sunan Abee Dawood (no. 4239)]. 
 
Also his saying in the supplication recited when suffering from pain, "I seek refuge 
in the Might and Power of Allaah from the evil of what I feel and am wary 
of." [Reported by Muslim (Eng. transl. 3/1198/no. 5462) and Ibn Maajah (no. 
3522)]. 
 
The Prophet said, “I seek refuge in Your Pleasure from Your Wrath" [Reported 
by Muslim (Eng. transl. l/255/no.986)]. 
 



His saying, when Allaah, the Most High, sent down His Saying: "Say He is the One 
fully able to send punishment upon you from above." [Soorah al-An'aam 
(6):65] 
 
He said: “I seek refuge in Your Face." [Collected by al-Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. 
9/370/503)]. 
 
(iii) Seeking refuge either with the dead, or with living people who are not present 
and able to grant refuge, then this is shirk. In this regard Allaah, the Most High, 
says, "And there were men from mankind who used to seek refuge with men 
of the jinn, and so that only increased them in transgression." [Soorah al-Jinn 
(72):6] 
 
Seeking shelter with some person or in some place, or the like, as long as it is 
something which can serve the purpose of providing shelter. Then this is permissible 
and the evidence is his saying, speaking about tribulations, "Whoever exposes 
himself to them will be destroyed by them, and whoever finds a place of 
shelter or refuge from them, then let him take shelter in it" [Reported by al-
Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. vol. 9/p. 158/no.203) and Muslim (Eng. transl. 
4/1495/no.6893)]. He also explained this place of shelter or refuge in his saying, "So 
whoever has camels should stick to his camels...“ [Reported by Muslim (Eng. 
transl. 4/1495-1496/no.6896)]. There also occurs in Saheeh Muslim (Eng. transl. 
3/91 I/no.4190) from Jaabir, radiyallaahu 'anhu, that a woman from the tribe of 
Banoo Makhzoom stole something, so then she was brought to the Prophet and she 
sought refuge with Umm Salamah. He also reports in his Saheeh (Eng. transl. 4/ 
1494/no.6996) from Umm Salamah, radiyallaahu 'anhaa, from the Prophet (Wi) that 
he said: "A man will seek refuge in the House and an army detachment will 
be sent against him..." However if it is the case that someone is seeking refuge 
from the evil of an oppressor, then it is obligatory to shelter him and grant him 
refuge as far as is possible. But if he seeks refuge in order to help him to commit 
something forbidden, or to flee away from an obligation, then it is forbidden to 
shelter him. 
 
 
The evidence for seeking deliverance and rescue (al-istighaathah) is 
the Saying of Allaah, the Most High: "When you sought aid and 
deliverance of your Lord and He responded to you" [81] [Soorah 
al-Anfaal (8):9]. 
________________________________________________________ 
81  Al-istighaathah is to seek rescue and deliverance from severe difficulty and 
destruction, and is of various types: 
 
(i) Seeking deliverance and rescue from Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, is one of the 
most excellent and most perfect deeds, and it was the continual practice of the 
messengers and their followers. The evidence for it is what the Shaykh, 
rahimahullaah, mentioned, "When you sought aid and deliverance of your Lord 
and He responded to you that He was sending you a thousand angels in 
succession to assist you." [Soorah al-Anfaal (8):9] 
 
This occurred at the battle of Badr when the Prophet (#1) saw the mushriks 
numbering a thousand men, whist his companions were a few more than three 
hundred and ten. So he entered the palm grove calling earnestly upon his Lord, the 
Mighty and Majestic, raising up his hands and facing the qiblah, and saying: 
"OAllaah fulfil that which You have promised me. O Allaah if this small group 



who are the people oflslaam are destroyed you will not be worshipped upon 
the earth." Then he continued calling upon his Lord earnestly, with his hands raised 
such that his cloak fell from his shoulders. So Aboo Bakr, radiyallaahu 'anhu, took up 
his cloak and cast it back upon his shoulders and embraced him from behind and 
said: "O Prophet of Allaah, your earnest supplication to your Lord will be 
sufficient for you since he will fulfil what He has promised you," so this Aayah 
was sent down. [Reported by Muslim (Eng. transl. 3/960/no.4360)] 
 
(ii) Seeking rescue and deliverance, either from the dead or from those who are 
living but are not present and able to give aid and rescue, then this is shirk. This is 
so because it will not be done except by one who believes that those people have 
some unseen control over the creation, and they have therefore attributed to them a 
share of the Lordship that is for Allaah, the Most High, alone. Allaah, the Most High, 
says, "Or is that which you falsely worship along with Allaah better than He 
Who responds to the one in distress when he calls Him; who removes the 
harm; and who makes you to succeed those who came before you?! Is there 
anything that is worshipped besides Allaah that can do these things for 
you?! Little do you consider the greatness of Allaah and His favours upon 
you, and the clear proofs He has given you, so you therefore associate 
others in worship with Him." [Soorah an-Naml (27):62] 
 
(iii) Seeking aid and rescue from those who are alive, aware of the situation and 
capable of assistance and rescue. It is permissible to seek aid and rescue from them: 
Allaah, the Most High, says in the story of Moosaa:  "So the man who was upon 
the same Religion as Moosaa sought the aid of Moosaa against his enemy 
the copt, so Moosaa struck him forcefully and killed him." [Soorah al-Qasas 
(28):15] 
 
(iv) Seeking rescue and aid from a living person who is not capable of assisting him, 
without believing that he has some hidden power. For example that a drowning 
person calls for rescue from a person who is paralysed. This is futility and is a 
mockery of the one whom he seeks rescue from, and is therefore prohibited for this 
reason. A further reason for its prohibition is that anyone who saw him seeking 
rescue from the paralysed man may be deceived into thinking that the paralysed 
man must have some hidden power enabling him to rescue people. 
 
 
The evidence for sacrificing (adh-dhabh) is the Saying of Allaah, the 
Most High: "Say, O Muhammad, indeed my Prayer, my sacrifice, 
my living and my dying are all purely and solely for Ayaah, Lord 
of all creation. There is no share of any of that for other than 
him." [82] [Soorah al-An'aam (6): 162-3].   
 
Also the Prophet said: "Allaah has cursed anyone who sacrifices 
for other than Allaah" [Reported by Muslim (Eng. transl. 3/ 1093-
1094/no.4876)] 
________________________________________________________ 
82  Sacrifice is to kill by spilling the blood of the animal in a particular manner, 
and is done for a number of reasons: 
 
(i) That it is done as an act of worship, such that he intends by it veneration of the 
one for whom he sacrifices, and intends it as an act of submission to him and a 
means of nearness to him. So this may not be done except for Allaah, the Most High, 



and has to be done in the manner which Allaah, the Most High, has prescribed. 
Directing it to other than Allaah is major shirk and the evidence (as mentioned by the 
author) is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "Say, O Muhammad, indeed my 
Prayer, my sacrifice, my living and my dying are all purely and solely for 
Allaah, Lord of all creation. There is no share of any of that for other than 
Him' [Soorah al-An'aam (6):162-3] 
 
(ii) That it is done out of hospitality for the guest, or for as wedding feast 
(waleemah) or the like, then this is something commanded, either as an obligation or 
a recommendation, as he said "Whoever truly believes in Allaah and the Last 
Day, then let him treat the guest honourably" [Reported by al-Bukhaaree (Eng. 
transl. 8/99/no. 156) and Muslim (Eng. transl. 3/935/no. 4286)]. He {%) said to 
'Abdur-Rahmaan ibn 'Auf, "Give a wedding, feast (waleemah) even if it is only with a 
single sheep" [Reported by al-Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. 7/72/no.96)]. 
 
(iii) That it is done to provide food charitably, or to sell the meat and so on, then this 
falls under that which is permissible and is in principle according to the Saying of 
Allaah, the Most High, "Do those mushriks who worship others along with 
Allaah not see that We have created for them, from what our Hands have 
created, cattle which they are in charge of, and We have made the cattle 
subservient to them: so from them are those which they eat the meat of." 
[Soorah Yaa Seen (36):71-2] 
 
Furthermore, it may be something desirable or prohibited depending upon what it 
leads to. 
 
 
The evidence for vows (an-nadhr) [83] is the Saying of Allaah, the 
Most High: "They fulfil their vows and they fear a day whose evil 
is widespread" [84] [Soorah al-Insaan (76):7]. 
________________________________________________________ 
83  i.e. the evidence that vows are worship is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, 
"They fulfil their vows and they fear a day whose evil is widespread." 
[Soorah al-Insaan (76):7] 
 
84  The Aayah is a proof since Allaah praises them for fulfilling their vows, which 
shows that Allaah loves that and every action that is beloved to Allaah is worship. 
This is further supported by the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "...they fear a day 
whose evil is widespread." [Soorah al-Insaan (76):7] 
 
The fulfilling of vows which Allaah, the Most High, has praised are all acts of worship 
which Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, has obligated. This is because when a person 
starts any of the obligatory acts of worship, then he has become duty bound to fulfil 
and complete them. The proof for this is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "Then 
let them complete the duties of their hajj, and fulfil their vows (e.g. the 
sacrifice), and let them perform the tawaaf of ifaadah around the ancient 
House." [Soorah al-Hajj (22):29] 
 
Vows by which a person makes a pledge and thus obligates himself to do something 
or other, or makes some act of obedience to Allaah, that is not obligatory, binding 
upon himself, then this is disliked, and some of the scholars declared it to be 
forbidden. This is because the Prophet (0) forbade making vows and said, "It does 
not bring good, it merely causes the miserly person to spend" [Reported by 
al-Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. 8/448/no.684) and Muslim (Eng. transl. 3/871/no.4019)]. 
 



Yet even so, if a person does go ahead and vow that he will do some act of obedience 
to Allaah, then it becomes obligatory upon him to perform it as the Prophet (3|§) 
said, "Whoever vows to act in obedience to Allaah, then let him obey Him" 
[Reported by al-Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. 8/449/no.687)]. 
 
So in summary vows {an-nadhr) applies to the obligatory acts of worship in general, 
and to making vows in specific, which is that a person obliges himself to do 
something for the sake of Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic. The scholars divide the 
vow into various categories and these are laid out in the books of fiqh (details of 
Islamic law and regulations). 
 
 
THE SECOND PRINCIPLE [85] 
Knowledge of the Religion (Deen) of Islaam with the proofs. 
________________________________________________________ 
85  That is the second of the three principles, which is to attain knowledge of the 
Religion of Islaam, and to know the Religion of Islaam from its proofs in the Book and 
the Sunnah. 
 
 
It is to submit [86] to Allaah with Tawheed [87] and to yield obediently 
[88] to Him, and to free and disassociate oneself from shirk and its 
people. [89] 
________________________________________________________ 
86  The Religion (Deen) of Islaam is "Submission to Allaah with tawheed, to yield 
obediently to Him, and to free and disassociate oneself from shirk and its people," so 
it comprises three matters. 
 
87  That is that the person must submit to his Lord in the manner prescribed in 
the Sharee'ah, and it is to submit to Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, with tawheed, 
and by singling Him out with all worship. As for submission to the pre-decree and 
what Allaah has ordained with regard to laws of creation, then there is no reward 
attached to that since the person has no choice or ability to escape that. In this 
regard Allaah, the Most High, says, "And to Him everyone in the heavens and 
the earth submit willingly or unwillingly, and to Him you all will be 
returned." [Soorah Aal-'Imraan (3):83] 
 
88  That is by doing whatever He has commanded, and avoiding everything which 
He has forbidden, since obedience means to carry out His orders and avoid what He 
forbids. 
 
89  Freeing and disassociating one from shirk means to absolve oneself of it, and 
totally remove oneself from it and this necessitates separation and disassociation 
from its people. Allaah, the Most High, said, "There is a fine example for you to 
follow in Ibraaheem and those with him when they said to their unbelieving 
people: 'We are free of you and whatever you worship besides Allaah, and 
we deny and reject what you are upon; and because of your disbelief in 
Allaah and your worship of others besides Him enmity and hatred has arisen 
between us for ever, unless you believe truly in Allaah, and single Him out 
and worship Him alone." [Soorah al-Mumtahinah (60):4] 
 
 
 



And it is of three levels: [90] Islaam (submission and obedience to 
Allaah), eemaan (true faith comprising belief of the heart, speech of 
the tongue and action of the limbs), and ihsaan (perfection of 
worship). Each level has its pillars. [91] 
 
[The first level] The pillars of Islaam are five: [92] 
_____________________________________________________________________ 
90 The author explained that the Religion of Islaam is of three levels, one above 
the other, and they are: Islaam, eemaan and ihsaan. 
 
91 The proof for that is his saying in the hadeeth related by 'Umar ibn al 
Khattaab, radiyallaahu 'anhu, concerning the time when Jibreel came and asked the 
Prophet (jj§) about Islaam, eemaan and ihsaan, and he explained that and said, 
"That was Jibreel, he came to you to teach you your Religion" [al-Bukhaaree 
(Eng. transl. l/42/no.47) and Muslim (Eng. transl. 1/1-2/1)]. 
 
92  The proof for that is the hadeeth of Ibn 'Umar, radiyallaahu 'anhumaa, who 
said that the Prophet said, "Islaam is built upon five: the testification that none 
has the right to be worshipped except Allaah and that Muhammad is the 
Messenger of Allaah; establishment of the Prayer; payment of the zakaat; 
fasting Ramadaan; and hajj to Allaah's sacred House" [Reported by al-
Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. l/17/no.7) and Muslim (Eng. transl. l/9/no,18)]. 
 
 
The testification that none has the right to be worshipped except Allaah, 
and that Muhammad is the Messenger of Allaah; [93] to establish 
Prayer; to pay zakaat; to fast Ramadaan; and to make hajj to the sacred 
House of Allaah. 
 
So the proof for the testification (shahaadah) is the Saying of Allaah, the 
Most High, “Allaah bears witness that none has the right to be 
worshipped but Him; and likewise the angels and the people of 
knowledge bear witness: He who maintains justice, none has the 
right to be worshipped but Him, the All-Mighty, the All-Wise” [94] 
[Soorah Aal-‘Imraan (3): 18]. 
_________________________________________________________ 
93 The testification that none has the right to be worshipped except Allaah and that 
Muhammad is the Messenger of Allaah is a single pillar, and they are a single pillar, 
even though they are two complementary parts, since all acts of worship depend upon 
implementation of them together.  Thus no worship will be accepted without: (i) 
sincerity and purity of ones intention for Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, and this is 
comprised in the testification that none has the right to be worshipped except Allaah, 
and (ii) Following and adherence to the way of the Messenger, and this is what 
comprised in the testification that none has the right to be worshipped except Allaah. 
 
94 In this Noble aayah Allaah bears witness for himself that none has the right to 
be worshipped but Him, and likewise that the angels and the people of knowledge bear 
witness that also, and that He, the Most High, maintains justice, and He affirms that 
with His Saying, “Allaah bears witness that none has the right to be worshipped 
but Himl and likewise the angels and the people of knowledge bear witness: 
He who maintains justice, none has the right to be worshipped but Him, the 
All-Mighty, the All-Wise” [94] [Soorah Aal-‘Imraan (3): 18]. 



 
The Aayah also contains a great commendation for the people of knowledge since He 
informs that they bear witness along with His witness and that of the angels.  At the 
forefront of the people of knowledge are His noble messengers.  This testification is the 
greatest testification due to the exaltedness of the One testifying and of that which is 
being testified, since the witness if Allaah, and His angels, and the people of knowledge; 
and that which is witnessed to is the Tawheed of Allaah in worship. 
 
 
Its meaning is that none has the right to be worshipped except Allaah: 
"laa ilaaha" (Nothing has the right to be worshipped besides Allaah), 
and "illallaah" (except Allaah) affirms worship for Allaah alone, and 
that there is to be no one given any share of His Dominion and 
Sovereignty. [95] 
________________________________________________________ 
95 His saying, 'Its meaning (the meaning of laa ilaaha illallaah) is that none has 
the right to be worshipped except Allaah' - the testification laa ilaaha illallaah is that 
a person affirms with his tongue and his heart that there is nothing that is 
worshipped rightfully except Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, since ilaah means that 
which is worshipped (ma'bood). So the sentence laa ilaaha illallaah comprises a 
denial and an affirmation. As for the denial it is laa ilaaha (None has the right to be 
worshipped), and as for the affirmation, then it is illallaah (except Allaah). So in the 
sentence there is a word understood in meaning but not stated in words, which is 
necessary to complete the meaning and it is haqq (rightfully), and when this is 
understood it clarifies the answer to the following question that may be raised: How 
can it be said that there is no ilaah except Allaah {laa ilaaha illallaah) despite the fact 
that there are false gods worshipped besides Allaah. Furthermore Allaah, the Most 
High, calls them gods/objects of worship {aalihah) and those who worship them call 
them gods. Allaah, the Exalted and Most High, says, "So their gods which they 
invoked besides Allaah could not save them from the punishment of their 
Lord when it came, nor repel any of it from them." [Soorah Hood (11):101] 
 
So how can other deities be confirmed besides Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, when 
all of the messengers said to their people, "Worship Allaah alone, there is none 
besides Him deserving and having the right to your worship." [Soorah al-
A'raaf (7):59] 
 
The answer to this question will become clear when we know what is the unstated 
word or words necessary to complete the meaning of the saying laa ilaaha illallaah. 
So we say: These gods {aalihah) which are worshipped besides Allaah are gods, but 
they are false and futile gods, they are not true gods and do not possess anything of 
divinity, nor deserve any worship, and the proof for this is the Saying of Allaah, the 
Most High, "That is because Allaah is the true God, deserving all worship, 
having none like Him no sharer and no rival, and those gods which the 
mushriks invoke besides Him are futile and false and not able to create 
anything, rather they are themselves created things. It is Allaah who is the 
Most High, above everything, the Most Great." [Soorah al-Hajj (22):62J 
 
This is also proven by the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "Have you seen, O 
mushriks, (the idols) al-Laat, al-'Uzzaa, and the other one Manaat, the third 
of them. You prefer and love the male offspring for yourselves and then 
falsely attribute daughters, which is something that you hate for yourselves, 
to Allaah. This is indeed an unjust division. Rather these idols are mere 
names which you mushriks and your forefathers have invented. Allaah has 
sent down no proof for that." [Soorah an-Najm (53): 19-23] 



 
The Saying of Allaah, the Most High, concerning Yoosuf, 'alayhis-salaam, provides 
further proof, "You do not worship besides Allaah except idols which you call 
gods, which you and your forefathers give names to, for which Allaah has 
sent down no authority." [Soorah Yoosuf (12):40] 
 
So the meaning of laa ilaaha illallaah is: None has the right to be worshipped except 
Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic. As for those things which are worshipped besides 
Him, then the godship which their worshippers claim for them is not a reality, but 
rather false and futile. 
 
 
The explanation which will make it clear is the Saying of Allaah, the 
Most High, "And remember when Ibraaheem [96] said to his 
father and his people: 'I am totally free [97] from everything 
that you worship except for the one who created me, [98] 
___________________________________________________________________ 
96  Ibraaheem: the one who was the chosen beloved of Allaah; the imaam of 
those upon the straight and true Religion and free from shirk; and the most excellent 
of the messengers after Muhammad. His father was Aazar. 
 
97  Baraa: totally free of that. Also His Saying: "I am totally free from 
everything that you worship..." is synonymous with the saying laa ilaaha (none 
has the right to be worshipped). 
 
98  That is He created me upon the upright nature. Allaah is Saying, "except for 
the One Who created me" is synonymous with the saying illallaah (except Allaah). 
So He, the One free of all imperfections and the Most High, is to be given no sharers 
in His worship just as none has any share in His sovereignty. The proof for this is the 
Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "Certainly creation and the command are His. 
Exalted is Allaah, the Lord of all the creation." [Soorah al-A'raaf (7):54] 
 
This Aayah restricts creation and the command to Allaah, the Lord of all the creation, 
alone. So all the creation is His, and the creational and legislative command is His. 
 
 
He will guide me [99] upon the true Religion and the way of 
right-guidance.' And Allaah made this saying, [100] that none 
has the right to be worshipped except Allaah, to persist 
amongst Ibraaheem's progeny, so that they might remember 
and return [101] to obedience to their Lord, and to worshipping 
Him alone, and repent from their unbelief and their sins" 
[Soorah az-Zukhruf (43):26-28]. And His Saying, "Say: [102] O 
People of the Book, come to a word [103] of justice between us, 
that we will single Allaah out with all worship and will not 
worship anything besides Him, and will disassociate ourselves 
from everything that is worshipped besides Him. 
__________________________________________________ 
99  i.e. He will guide and direct me to the truth and grant that I attain it. 
 
100 This saying that is a declaration of being totally free of and disassociated from 
everything that is worshipped besides Allaah. 
 



101 i.e. return to it from shirk. 
 
102 The address being to the Prophet for him to debate with the People of the 
Book, the Jews and the Christians. 
 
103 This word is “we will not worship except Allaah, and we will not associate 
anything in worship along with Him, and will not take one another as Lords besides 
Allaah."

Nor will we take one another as Lords besides Allaah [104] by 
obeying one another in that which involves disobedience to 
Allaah. So if they turn away, [105] then say: 'Bear witness that 
we are Muslims, submitting to Allaah and making our worship 
purely and sincerely for Him, and not worshipping anything else 
besides Him'" [106] [Soorah Aal-'Imraan (3):64]. 
 
The proof for the testification that Muhammad is the Messenger of 
Allaah is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "There has indeed 
come to you Allaah's Messenger, from amongst yourselves 
[107] and known to you. 
________________________________________________________ 
104 That is that some of us will not take others as Lords besides Allaah, the 
Mighty and Majestic, and will not revere one another as we revere Allaah, the Mighty 
and Majestic, nor worship one another as we worship Allaah, not making judgement 
and jurisdiction for other than Him. 
 
105   Meaning if they turn away from what you call them to. 
 
106   Then state to them and call them to witness that you are Muslims, submitting 
to Allaah, and are free from that which they are upon with regard to their obstinate 
refusal and rejection of this great word laa ilaaha illallaah (None has the right to be 
worshipped except Allaah). 
 
107 Meaning from your race and indeed from amongst you yourselves, just as 
Allaah, the Most High, says, "It is Allaah Who sent amongst the unlettered 
Arabs a Messenger from themselves (Muhammad) who recited to them the 
Aayaat which Allaah sent down, and purified them from the pollution of 
unbelief, and taught them the Book of Allaah and the Sunnah; and before 
Allaah sent him to them as a Messenger they were clearly astray." [Soorah 
al-Jumu'ah (62):2] 
 
 
It grieves him that you should suffer. [108] He is eager and 
anxious [109] for the guidance of those of you who are astray, 
and that they should repent and return to the truth, and he is 
full of compassion and mercy for the Believers” [110] [Soorah at-
Tawbah (9): 128]. 
________________________________________________________________________ 
108 i.e. whatever grieves you grieves him. 



109 i.e. that you should attain that which is beneficial to you, and that harm 
should be repelled from you. 
110  Compassionate and merciful towards the Believers, and that is particular to 
the Believers since he was commanded to fight jihaad against the unbelievers and 
the hypocrites. So these attributes of Allaah's Messenger prove that he was truly the 
Messenger of Allaah, as is clearly shown from the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, 
"Say, O Muhammad, to all the people: I am Allaah's Messenger to you all." 
[Soorah al-A'raaf (7):158] 
 
The Aayaat in this regard proving that Muhammad is truly the Messenger of Allaah 
are very many. 
 
 
The meaning of the testification that Muhammad is the Messenger of 
Allaah is: to obey him in whatever he commands; to believe and testify 
to the truth of everything he informs of; to avoid whatever he forbade 
and prohibited; and that you worship Allaah only with that which he 
prescribed. [111] 
___________________________________________________________________ 
111  The meaning of the testification that Muhammad is the Messenger of Allaah is 
to affirm with the tongue and to truly believe with the heart that Muhammad ibn 
'Abdullaah al-Qurashee, al-Haashimee, is the Messenger of Allaah, the Mighty and 
Majestic, to all of the creation, to the jinn and mankind. As Allaah, the Most High, 
says, "I did not create the jinn and mankind except that they worship Me." 
[Soorah adh-Dhaariyaat (51):56] 
 
There cannot be any worship for Allaah, the Most High, except by way of the 
Revelation which Muhammad came with, as Allaah, the Most High, says, "Exalted is 
He Who sent down the Criterion (i.e. the Qur'aan) between truth and 
falsehood, in stages, to His slave Muhammad, so that he should be a warner 
to men and jinn that they will be punished by Allaah if they do not single 
Him out with all worship and keep away from the worship of everything else 
besides Him." [Soorah al-Furqaan (25):1] 
 
This testification necessitates that a person believes whatever Allaah's Messenger 
informed of; that he obeys him in whatever he orders; and keeps away from 
whatever he forbade and prohibited; and that he does not worship Allaah except with 
that which he prescribed. This testification also necessitates that he does not believe 
that Allaah's Messenger has any share of, or any right to, Lordship or control over 
the creation, nor any right to be worshipped at all. Rather he is a slave and 
worshipper, not one to be worshipped; and he is a Messenger who is not to be belied. 
He does not possess, either for himself or for anyone else, the power to bring harm 
or benefit, except as Allaah wills. Allaah, the Most High, says, "Say, O Muhammad, 
to those who deny your prophethood: I do not say that I am the Lord who 
possesses the treasure-houses of the heavens and the earth, so that I 
should know the secrets of that which is hidden and known only to Allaah; 
nor do I say to you that I am an angel. Rather in what I say to you and call 
you to I follow only the Revelation which Allaah sends to me." [Soorah al-
An'aam (6):50] 
 
He is a slave who acts as he is commanded and follows the orders he is given, and 
Allaah, the Most High, says, "Say, O Muhammad: It is not in my power to bring 
about harm for you, nor guidance, rather that is for Allaah. Say, O 
Muhammad, none from Allaah's creation could save or protect me if I was to 



disobey Him, nor could I find any refuge except with Him." [Soorah al-Jinn 
(72):21-22] 
 
"Say, O Muhammad: It is not within my power to bring benefit to myself nor 
to keep away harm, except as Allaah wills; and if I knew what the future 
holds I could amass a great deal of wealth, and harm would not befall me. 
But I am just a Messenger from Allaah sent by Him to warn those who 
disobey Him of His punishment; and to give glad tidings of His reward for 
those who truly believe in Him and are obedient to Him." [Soorah al-A’raaf 
(7):188] 
 
From this it is known that nothing from the creation deserves or has the right to be 
worshipped not Allaah's Messenger, nor any of the creation lesser than him; and that 
worship may only be for Allaah, the Most High, alone, "Say, O Muhammad: Indeed 
my Prayer, my sacrifice, my living and my dying, are all purely and solely for 
Allaah, Lord of all creation. There is no share of any of that for other than 
Him. That is what my Lord ordered me, and I am the first of this nation to 
submit to Allaah as a Muslim." [Soorah al-An'aam (6): 162-3] 
 
The right of the Prophet is that you give him the position and standing which Allaah, 
the Most High, gave to him, which is that he is the slave of Allaah and His Messenger, 
may Allaah extol and send blessings of peace upon him. 
 
 
The evidence for the Prayer (as-salaat) and the zakaat, [112] and the 
explanation of tawheed is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "And 
they were not commanded except that they should worship 
Allaah alone, making their worship and obedience purely for 
Him, upon the true Religion and free from shirk; and that they 
should establish the Prayer, and pay the zakaat [113] – 
____________________________________________________________ 
 
112  That is, the evidence that the Prayer and the zakaat are from the Religion, is 
the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "And they were not commanded except 
that they should worship Allaah alone, making their worship and obedience 
purely for Him, upon the true Religion and free from shirk; and that they 
should establish the Prayer, and pay the zakaat." [Soorah al-Bayyinah (98):5] 
 
This Aayah is general and covers all types of worship, so a person must perform all of 
them purely and sincerely for Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, being upon the 
straight and true Religion and following the Revealed way prescribed by Him. 
 
113 This is an example of something particular being mentioned after the general. 
So establishment of the Prayer and payment of the zakaat are types of worship; 
however Allaah, the one free of all imperfections, mentioned them specifically due to 
their great importance. So the Prayer is a bodily worship, and the zakaat is a worship 
involving giving wealth, and they are mentioned jointly in the Book of Allaah, the 
Mighty and Majestic. 
 
 
and that [114], the straight and true Religion" [115] [Soorah al-

And the evidence for Fasting (siyaam) [116] is the Saying of Allaah, 
the Most High, 
________________________________________________________________________ 
114 i.e. the worship of Allaah, making the Religion purely for Him, keeping aloof 
from shirk and establishment of the Prayer and payment of the zakaat. 
 
115  The true and straight Religion, containing no crookedness since it is the 
Religion laid down by Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, and Allaah's Religion is straight 
and upright, just as Allaah, the Most High, says, "This is My Straight Path, so 
follow it and do not follow any of the other paths, for they will split you and 
take you away from that way which He prescribed for you." [Soorah al-An'aam 
(6):153] 
 
Just as the noble Aayah mentioned by the author contains a mention of worship, and 
the Prayer and the zakaat, then it comprises the reality of tawheed and that it is to 
make worship purely for Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, without any inclination to 
shirk. So whoever does not make his worship purely for Allaah is not a muwahhid 
(person upon tawheed), and whoever makes his worship for other than Allaah is not 
a person upon tawheed. 
 
116 The proof for its obligation is the saying of Allaah, the Most High, "O you 
who believe Fasting is prescribed as an obligation for you as it was 
prescribed as an obligation for those who came before you." [Soorah al-
Baqarah (2): 183] 
 
His Saying “as it was prescribed as an obligation for those who came before 
you" contains a number of beneficial lessons: 

(i) The importance of Fasting since Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, made 
Fasting obligatory upon the nations before us. This shows that it is something which 
Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, loves, and that it was binding upon every nation. 

(ii) Ease for this ummah (nation) since it is not alone in having this duty to 
fast placed upon it, a duty which may be difficult for the souls and the bodies. 

(iii) An indication that Allaah, the Most High, perfected the Religion for this 
ummah and completed it with the virtues which were given to earlier nations. 
 
 
"O you who believe Fasting is prescribed as an obligation for 
you as it was prescribed as an obligation for those who came 
before you, so that you may attain taqwaa (obedience to Allaah 
and avoidance of whatever He has forbidden)" [117] [Soorah al-
Baqarah (2): 183]. 
___________________________________________________________________ 
In this Aayah Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, makes clear the wisdom behind 
fasting, in His Saying that you should fear Allaah through fasting, and attain the 
characteristics of taqwaa resulting from it. This benefit was indicated by the Prophet  
in his Saying, "Whoever does not abandon falsehood and evil actions, then 
Aliaah has no need that he should abandon his food and drink" [Reported by 
al-Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. 3/70/127)]. 
 
 
The evidence for hajj [118] is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, 
"And hajj to Allaah's sacred House is an obligation upon those 
able to perform it; and whoever refuses and rejects the 



obligation of hajj to Allaah's House, then Allaah has no need of 
him or of any of the creation" [119] [Soorah Aal-'Imraan (3):97]. 
________________________________________________________ 
118 The proof for its obligation is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "And hajj 
to Allaah's sacred House is an obligation to those able to perform it; and 
whoever refuses and rejects the obligation of hajj to Allaah's House, then 
Allaah has no need of him or of any of the creation," [Soorah Aal-'Imraan 
(3):97] 
 
This Aayah was sent down in the ninth year after the hijrah, when the hajj became 
an obligation. However Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, says, “those able to 
perform it." So it shows that hajj is not an obligation upon one unable to perform it. 
 
119 In the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "then Allaah has no need of him or of 
any of the creation" there is a proof that whoever abandons performance of hajj, 
from those able to perform it, is guilty of kufr (infidelity). However it is kufr 
(infidelity) which does not take a person out of the Religion according to the saying 
of the majority of the scholars, due to the saying of' Abdullaah ibn Shaqeeq, "The 
Companions of Allaah's Messenger had not used to regard the abandonment of any 
action to be infidelity, except for (abandonment of) the Prayer" [Reported by at-
Tirmidhee, and declared Saheeh by Shaykh al-Albaanee in Saheeh Sunan at-
Tirmidhee (no.2114)]. 
 
 
The second level: [120] Eemaan [121] - and it has seventy and odd 
[122] branches, [123] the highest of them is the saying that 'none has 
the right to be worshipped except Allaah' (laa ilaaha illallaah), the 
lowest of them is removal of that which is harmful [124] from the 
path, and a sense of shame (al-hayaa) [125] is a branch of eemaan.

Then the way in which the words of the author, that eemaan consists of 
seventy and odd branches is harmonised with the fact that eemaan has six pillars is 
to say: Eemaan which is ones creed and belief ('aqeedah), has six fundamentals. 
These are what are mentioned in the hadeeth of Jibreel, 'alayhis-salaam, when he 
asked the Prophet about Eemaan, and he replied: "Eemaan is that you truly 
believe in A llaah, His angels, His Books, His Messengers, the Last Day, and 
that you truly believe in pre-decree (al-qadr), the good and the evil of it" 



[Reported by al-Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. l/42/no.47) and Muslim (Eng. transl. 1/ 1-
2/no. 1)]. 
 
As for the eemaan which covers actions and their various types and different kinds, 
then it has seventy and odd branches. Therefore Allaah, the Most High, called the 
Prayer (Salaat) eemaan in His Saying, "And Allaah will not cause your eemaan 
(i.e. your Prayers) to be lost and to go unrewarded." [Soorah al-Baqarah (2): 
143] 
 
The scholars of tafseer (explanation of the Qur'aan) say that it means: your Prayers 
towards Jerusalem, since before the Companions were commanded to turn towards 
the ka 'bah they used to pray towards Jerusalem. 
 
 
Its pillars are six: to truly believe in Allaah; [126] 
________________________________________________________________________ 
126 Eemaan in Allaah comprises four matters: 
 
(1) Belief in the existence of Allaah, the Most High. The existence of Allaah, the 
Most High, is proven by: 

(i) the natural disposition, 
(ii) the intellect, 
(iii) the Revelation, and,  
(iv) what is experienced and perceived. 

 
(i) As for the proof of the natural disposition for His existence: then every created 
being is created upon the natural disposition of belief in its Creator, without any 
previous thought or education. No one turns away from this natural disposition 
except when his heart is taken over by that which will turn him away from it, as he 
said, '"Every child is born upon the natural disposition (al-fitrah), then his 
parents change him into a Jew, or a Christian, or a Magian " [Reported by al-
Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. 2/262/no.467)]. 
 
(ii) As for the proof of the intellect (al- 'aql) for the existence of Allaah, the Most 
High, it is due to the fact that all these created things, the earlier ones and the later 
ones, must have a Creator who brought them into being, since it is not possible for 
any being to create itself, nor that it should just appear by chance without a cause. 
 
It is not possible for anything to bring itself into existence since something cannot 
create itself; this is because before its existence it did not exist, so how could it be a 
creator?! 
 
Nor is it possible that it just appeared by chance without a cause, this is because 
everything coming into existence must have someone that brought it into existence. 
Furthermore this astounding arrangement and harmonious order, and the coherence 
between the causes and their effects and between all that exists makes it impossible 
that it all came into existence randomly and without a cause. When there is 
something which comes about randomly having no order at the root of its existence, 
then how can it exist and remain in a state of order and arrangement, and how can it 
develop in such a state?! 
 
Since it is not possible that the creation brought itself into existence, nor that it came 
into being randomly and without a cause, then it has to be the case that it has One 
who brought it into being, and He is Allaah, the Lord of all creation. 
 



Allaah, the Most High, mentions this intellectual proof and this decisive and con-
clusive argument, He, the Most High, says, "Were they created by nothing or did 
they create themselves?!" [Soorah at-Toor (52):35] 
 
Which means that they did not come into being without a creator, and they did not 
create themselves, so it is established for certain that their Creator is Allaah, the 
Exalted and the Most High. This is why when Jubayr ibn Mut'im, radiyallaahu 'anhu, 
heard Allaah's Messenger recite Soorah at-Toor until the Aayaat: "Were they 
created by nothing, or did they create themselves?! Or did they create the 
heavens and the earth?! Nay they have no certainty; or do they have 
possession of the treasures of your Lord?! Or are they the ones having 
power and control over the affairs?!" [Soorah at-Toor (52):35-38] 
 
Jubayr was a mushrik at the time, he said afterwards, "My heart almost flew, and 
this was when eemaan first settled in my heart" [Reported by al-Bukhaaree 
(Eng. transl. 6/357/no.377)]. 
 
Let us also give an example which will make this clear: If a person told you about a 
decorated palace, surrounded by gardens, through which rivers flowed, and that it 
was filled with carpets and couches, and decorated with all sorts of adornments and 
treasures. Then he said to you that this palace and all within it brought itself into 
existence, or that it just suddenly appeared like that without any cause or creator. 
Straight away you would deny that and declare that he was lying, and you would 
take his words to be foolishness. So can it then be permissible to say that this vast 
creation, containing the earth and its sky, its stars and all within it, and its amazing 
and astounding order, brought itself into being, or that it just appeared without 
anyone creating it?! 
 
(iii) As for the proof of Revelation for the existence of Allaah, the Most High, then all 
of the Revealed Books state that. Also the rulings and laws sent down in Revelation 
which ensure the wellbeing of the creation are a proof that they are from a Wise Lord 
who knows everything that benefits His creation. Also the information about the 
creation contained in the Revelation, which is testified to by reality proves that it 
comes from a Lord who is fully capable of creating and bringing about whatever He 
informed of. 
(iv) As for the proof contained in what is experienced and perceived for the existence 
of Allaah, then that is from two angles: 
[a] We hear and see those who supplicate being answered, and those in distress who 
call upon Him being relieved to such an extent that it is a certain proof of His 
existence. Allaah, the Most High, says, "And remember Nooh, when he called 
upon Allaah to destroy his unbelieving folk who obstinately denied and 
rejected Allaah, so Allaah answered his supplication and saved him and the 
Believers from his family." [Soorah al-Ambiyaa (21):76] 
 
Allaah, the Most High, says, "When you sought aid and deliverance of your Lord 
and He responded to you." [Soorah al-Anfaal (8):9] 
 
It is reported from Anas ibn Maalik, radiyallaahu 'anhu, that a bedouin Arab entered 
the mosque on the day of Jumu'ah whilst the Prophet (3j§) was delivering the 
khutbah, and said: "O Messenger of Allaah, property is being destroyed, the 
dependants have become hungry, so supplicate to Allaah for us." So he raised 
up his hands and supplicated. So clouds like mountains appeared, and he did not 
come down from his mimbar before I saw rain flowing down his beard. Then on the 
succeeding Jumu'ah that same bedouin or someone else stood and said: "O 
Messenger of Allaah, the houses are collapsing and wealth is being flooded, 
so supplicate to Allaah for us." So he raised his hands and said: "O Allaah, 



around us and not upon us" and he did not point to any direction except that 
it cleared" [Collected by al-Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. 2/26/no.55)]. 
 
It has been something always witnessed till this day, that those who call upon Allaah, 
the Most High, sincerely and fulfil the conditions for the supplication to be answered 
are indeed responded to. 
 
[b] The clear signs known as 'miracles' brought by the Prophets and seen by the 
people or heard of by them are a decisive proof for the One Who sent them, i.e. 
Allaah, the Most High. This is because they were things outside the realm of human 
ability, and were done by Allaah, the Most High, to aid and help His messengers. 
An example is the sign given to Moosaa, 'alayhis-salaam, when Allaah, the Most 
High, commanded him to strike the sea with his staff. So he struck it and twelve 
separate dry pathways were opened up through it, the water being like mountains 
between them Allaah, the Most High, says: "Then we inspired Moosaa, 'Strike 
the ocean with your staff' and it split into separate parts, and each part was 
like a huge mountain." [Soorah ash-Shu'araa (26):63] 
 
A second example was the sign given to 'Eesaa, 'alayhis-salaam that he used to give 
life to the dead and bring them out of their graves, by the permission of Allaah. 
Allaah, the Most High, said about him: "And I revive the dead by Allaah's 
permission." [Soorah Aal-'Imraan (3):49] 
 
"And when you brought forth the dead by My permission." [Soorah Aal-
Maa'idah (5): 110] 
 
A third example: that which was given to Muhammad when Quraysh asked for a sign, 
so he pointed to the moon and it split into two and that was seen by the people. 
Concerning this Allaah, the Most High, says, "The Hour has drawn near, and the 
moon has been split; and if the mushriks see a sign proving the truth of the 
Prophethood of Muhammad they turn away from it and say: 'This is magic 
which will pass away.'" [Soorah al-Qamar (54): l-2] 
So these are signs which were seen and perceived which Allaah, the Most High, 
caused to occur as supporting proof and assistance for His Messengers, and they are 
decisive proofs of His existence. 
 
(2) Eemaan in His Lordship (ar-Ruboobiyah). That is that He alone is the Lord, 
having no sharer in that, nor any helper. So the Lord (ar-Rabb) is the One Who 
creates, is the Sovereign-King, and the Command is His. So there is no creator 
except Allaah, nor any Sovereign Lord except Him, and there is no command except 
for Him. Allaah, the Most High, says, "Certainly creation and the command are 
His." [Soorah al-A’raaf (7):54] 
 
"That is Allaah your Lord Who alone has the right to worship. He it is Who 
has complete Sovereignty, and those whom you worship besides Him do not 
even possess and control the amount of the thin membrane covering a date-
stone." [Soorah Faatir (35):13] 
 
It is not known that anyone from the creation denied the Lordship of Allaah, the One 
free of all imperfections, except one who did so out of arrogance and not out of belief 
in what he said. This was the case with Pharaoh, when he said to his people, "I am 
your highest Lord." [Soorah an-Naazi'aat (79):24] 
 
"O nobles, I know no other god for you besides me." [Soorah al-Qasas 
(28):38] 
 



He did not say this out of belief. Allaah, the Most High, says, "They rejected 
Allaah's clear signs, proving what Moosaa called to, yet in their hearts they 
knew that they were true and from Allaah; and they did so due to their 
transgression and arrogance." [Soorah an-Naml (27): 14] 
 
Moosaa said to Pharaoh, as we are told by Allaah, "Moosaa said to Pharaoh: You 
know for certain that these signs were not sent down except by the Lord of 
the heavens and the earth, and that they are clear proofs of the truth of 
what I call you to and that I am Allaah's Messenger. But I think that you O 
Pharaoh, are one accursed and deprived of good." [Soorah ai-Israa'(17):102] 
 
Therefore the mushriks used to affirm the Lordship of Allaah, the Most High, even 
though they worshipped others along with Him. Allaah, the Most High, says, "Say, O 
Muhammad. To those mushriks: To whom belongs the Sovereignty of the 
earth and all the creation upon it, if it is that you know? They will say: It is 
Allaah's. Then say: 'Will you not then realise that He it is Who alone 
deserves all worship?! Say to them, O Muhammad: Who is the Lord of the 
seven heavens and the tremendous Throne which extends over them all? 
They will say that it is all for Allaah. Say: Will you not then fear His 
punishment for your worship of others besides Him? Say: In Whose Hand is 
the Dominion and Control of every thing, and Who protects and none can 
protect against His punishment, if it is that you know? They will say: It is for 
Allaah. Say: Then how is it that you are turned away from acceptance of the 
truth to falsehood, and to the worship of others along with Allaah." [Soorah 
al-Mu'minoon (23):84-89] 
 
"And if you, O Muhammad, were to ask those mushriks from your people: 
Who created the heavens and the earth? They will say: It is Allaah, the 
Mighty and All-Knowing who created them." [Soorah az-Zukhruf (43):9] 
 
"And if you, O Muhammad, were to ask those from your people who worship 
others along with Allaah: Who created them? They will say: 'Allaah created 
us.' Then have they turned away from the worship of the One Who created 
them?!" [Soorah az-Zukhruf (43):87] 
 
The command of the Lord, the One free of all imperfections, covers the creational 
command and the legislative command. So just as He arranges and controls the 
creation, and He decrees for it whatever He wishes according to His wisdom, then 
likewise He is the sovereign Judge therein who lays down and prescribes the acts of 
worship, and the judgements for social affairs and dealings also according to His 
wisdom. So whoever takes someone else along with Allaah, the Most High, to 
prescribe and legislate with regard to acts of worship, or as a sovereign or judge in 
transactions and social affairs, then he has committed shirk in that and has not 
realized eemaan. 
 
(3) Eemaan in Allaah's sole right to worship (al-Uloohiyyah): That is that He 
alone is the one who has the right to be worshipped, and no share of any worship is 
to be directed to anyone else besides Him, al-llaah means that which is worshipped 
with love and veneration. Allaah, the Most High, says, "And the God alone who 
has the right to be worshipped is a single God (Allaah), so do not worship 
anything besides Him, nor associate anything in worship with Him, the Most 
Merciful, the Bestower of Mercy." [Soorah al-Baqarah (2): 163] 
 
"Allaah bears witness that none has the right to be worshipped but Him; and 
likewise the angels and the people of knowledge bear witness: He who 



maintains justice, none has the right to be worshipped but Him, the All-
Mighty, the All-Wise." 
[Soorah Aal-'Imraan (3):18] 
 
Everything which is taken as a god to be worshipped besides Him is a false and futile 
object of worship. Allaah, the Most High, says, "That is because Atlaah is the true 
God, deserving all worship, There is none like Him, no sharer and no rival - 
and those gods which the mushriks invoke besides Him are futile and false 
and not able to create anything, rather they are themselves created things. 
And Allaah it is who is the Most High, above everything the Most Great." 
[Soorah al-Hajj (22):62] 
 
Furthermore, the fact that they are called gods {aalihah) in no way gives them the 
right to be worshipped. Concerning al-Laat, al- 'Uzzah and Manaat, Allaah, the Most 
High, says, "Rather these idols are mere names which you mushriks and your 
forefathers have invented. Allaah has sent down no proof of that." [Soorah 
an-Najm (53):23] 
 
He says that Hood said to his people, "Do you dispute with me about mere idols 
which you and your fathers have given names to, things which can neither 
bring harm nor benefit, and Allaah has given no proof or excuse for them to 
be worshipped." [Soorah al-A'raaf(7):71] 
 
He says that Yoosuf said to his two companions in the prison, "Is it better that you 
worship many different lords, or that you worship only Allaah, the one who 
subdues and has full power over everything?! You do not worship besides 
Allaah except idols which you call gods, which you and your forefathers 
gave names to, for which Allaah has sent down no authority." [Soorah Yoosuf 
(12):39-40] 
 
Therefore the messengers used to say to their people, "Worship Allaah alone, 
there is none besides Him deserving and having the right to your worship." 
[Soorah al-A'raaf (7):59J 
 
But the mushriks refused this and worshipped other gods along with Allaah, the One 
free of all imperfections and the Most High, seeking aid from them and calling upon 
them to deliver and rescue them. 
 
Allaah, the Most High, has exposed the futility of the mushriks worshipping these 
gods with two clear intellectual proofs: 
(i) These gods which they worship do not possess any attributes of Divinity. Rather 
they are created beings which cannot create; nor can they bring any benefit to those 
who worship them; nor can they keep any harm away from them; nor do they have 
any power over their life or death; nor do they own and control anything in the 
heavens, nor have any share in that. Allaah, the Most High, says, "And they have 
taken idols as gods which they worship, things which do not create anything 
and are themselves created; and which do not possess the power to bring 
about benefit for themselves, nor to keep away harm. Nor do they have the 
power to cause death, nor to give life, nor to resurrect the dead." [Soorah al-
Furqaan (25):3] 
 
"Say, O Muhammad, to the mushriks: Call upon those whom you claim as 
associates with Allaah and request them to bring blessings to you and 
remove harm, and when they are unable to do that then know that you have 
been confounded. They do not possess an atoms weight of good or evil, 
harm or benefit in the heavens or the earth, nor do they have any share in 



that. Nor is there any helper for Him from those whom they call upon 
besides Him. Nor can the intercession of anyone benefit except that he 
intercedes for one whom Allaah permits it for." [Soorah Saba (34):22-3] 
 
"Do they associate in worship along with Allaah those who create nothing 
and are themselves created by Allaah?! They are unable to help them and 
cannot help themselves.' [Soorah al-A'raaf (7): 191-2] 
 
So this being the state of these gods, then to worship them is the greatest folly and 
is totally futile. 
(ii) Those mushriks used to affirm that Allaah, the Most High, alone is the Lord and 
the Creator; that in His Hand is the control of everything; and that He protects and 
none can protect from Him. So this necessitates that they should single Him out with 
all worship just as they have singled Him out by affirming all Lordship for Him. 
Allaah, the Most High, says, "O mankind, single out your Lord with all worship, 
He who created you and all those who came before you, so that you may be 
of those who seek to avoid Allaah's punishment and Anger, those whom 
Allaah is pleased with. He who has made the Earth a resting place for you, 
and has made the sky a canopy; and who sends down rain from the sky and 
brings out with it from the Earth crops and fruit as a provision for you. So do 
not set up rivals with Allaah in your worship whilst you know that you have 
no Lord besides Him." [Soorah al-Baqarah (2):21-2] 
 
"And if you, O Muhammad, were to ask those from your people who worship 
others along with Allaah: Who created them? They will say: 'Allaah created 
us.' Then how have they turned away from the worship of the One who 
created them?!" [Soorah az-Zukhruf (43):87] 
 
"Say, O Muhammad, to those who associate others in worship along with 
Allaah: Who gives you provision from the heavens (by sending down rain) 
and the earth (by bringing out its produce)? Or who is it that grants you 
hearing and sight? Who brings out the living from the dead, and brings out 
the dead from the living? Who controls the affairs? Then they will say: 
'Allaah.* Then say: Will you not then fear Allaah's punishment for your 
worshipping along with Him others who do not provide sustenance for you 
and who can neither harm nor benefit you. Rather the One Who provides for 
you from the heavens and the earth, grants you hearing and sight, brings 
out the living from the dead, and the dead from the living, and controls the 
affairs is Allaah -your true Lord, about which there can be no doubt. So 
besides the truth what is there except misguidance, So how is it that you 
have turned away from the truth?!" [Soorah Yoonus (10):31-2] 
 
(4) Belief in Allaah's names and attributes. That is to affirm whatever names 
and attributes Allaah affirmed for Himself in His Book, or in the Sunnah of his 
Messenger (3£|), in a manner befitting Him, without changing or twisting their 
wording or meaning (tahreef), without denial of them (ta 'teel), without asserting 
how they are (takyeef) and without declaring them to be like the attributes of the 
creation (tamtheel). Allaah, the Most High, says, "And Allaah has the most 
excellent and perfect names, so call on Him by them, and abandon the 
company of those who deviate and commit shirk with regard to them - they 
will be punished for what they used to do." [Soorah al-A'raaf (7): 180] 
 
"His is the highest and most perfect description (none has the right to be 
worshipped but Him, and nothing is like Him) in the heavens and the earth, 
and He is the All-Mighty, the All-Wise." [Soorah ar-Room (30):27] 
 



"There is nothing like Him, and He is the All-Hearing, the All-Seeing." 
[Soorah ash-Shooraa (42): 11] 
 
With regard to this issue two groups of people have gone astray: 
 
(i) The Mu'atlfflah - those who deny Allaah's names and attributes, or some of 
them, claiming that to affirm them necessitates making a resemblance between 
Allaah, the Most High, and his creation. This is a false and futile claim and its futility 
is shown in a number of ways, from them: 

[a]  It would necessitate conclusions that are futile, such as that there is 
contradiction in the Speech of Allaah, the One free of all imperfections. This is 
because Allaah, the Most High, affirmed the names and attributes for Himself, and 
also denied that anything is like Him. So if affirming them necessitated resemblance 
between Allaah and His creation, then this would mean that there is a contradiction 
in Allaah's speech and that some of it negates the rest. 

[b] If two things have a name or a description that is common to them both, 
it does not necessitate that they are alike. So you see that two people share the fact 
that they are humans, and possess hearing, and sight, and speech -but that does not 
mean that they are alike in their human qualities, and in their hearing, their sight 
and their speech. Furthermore, you see that animals have hands and feet and eyes, 
but the fact that this is something common to them does not mean that their hands, 
feet and eyes are alike. So when it is clear to you that there is a great difference 
between created beings in the names or attributes common to them, then the 
difference between the Creator and the creation will be far clearer and greater. 
 
(ii) The Mushabbihah - those who affirm the names and attributes and also declare 
Allaah, the Most High, to be like His creation. They claim that this is what is required 
by and in accordance with the texts since Allaah, the Most High, addressed the 
people with that which is understandable to them. This claim of theirs is false and 
futile and its futility is shown in a number of ways, from them: 

[a]  That resemblance between Allaah, the Most High, and His creation is 
something futile and false, disproven by the intellect and the Revelation. It is, 
further, not possible that the texts of the Book and the Sunnah require and 
necessitate something that is false and futile. 

[b] That Allaah, the Most High, addressed the people with that which is in 
essence understandable to them: however as for its essential reality and how that 
which is spoken of is, then this is knowledge which Allaah, the Most High, has kept to 
Himself. This is the case with regard to Allaah's self and His attributes. So Allaah has 
affirmed for Himself that He hears, and hearing is something understandable to us, 
and is the ability to perceive sounds. But as for how the reality of Allaah, the Most 
High's, Hearing is, then this is not known to us. This is because hearing differs even 
amongst created beings, so the difference in that regard between the Creator and 
the creation will be far greater. Also Allaah, the Most High, has informed us that He 
ascended (istawaa) upon His Throne ('Arsh). So ascension is some thing that is in 
essence understandable to us. However as for the reality of Allaah's having ascended 
and how that is, then this is something that is not known to us. So ascending or 
mounting a chair is not the same as mounting a difficult and wild camel. So if it is 
something wherein the creation differ, then the difference between the Creator and 
the creation will be far greater. 
 
Eemaan in Allaah, the Most High, as we have described it, will produce great 
fruits for the Believers, from them: 

(i) That he implements and realises the tawheed of Allaah, the Most High, 
such that he is not attached and devoted to other than Him. So he does not place 
hope in others, fear others, and does not worship any besides Him.  



(ii) Completion of ones love for Allaah, the Most High, and to revere Him as is 
demanded by His perfect names and exalted attributes,  

(iii) To accomplish worship of Him by doing whatever He has commanded, and 
avoiding whatever He has forbidden. 

 
 

His angels; [127] 
________________________________________________________ 
127 The angels {al-malaa 'ikah) are created beings unseen to us and hidden from 
us. They are worshippers of Allaah, the Most High, and have none of the qualities of 
Lordship or Divinity, nor any right to be worshipped. Allaah, the Most High, created 
them from light, and bestowed upon them complete submission to His commands 
and the power to carry them out. Allaah, the Most High, says, "And the angels who 
are near Him are not too proud to worship Him, nor do they become weary 
of worshipping Him. They praise and glorify Him day and night and never 
slacken in that." [Soorah al-Ambiyaa (21):19-20] 
They are many in number, so many that only Allaah, the Most High, can enumerate 
them. It is also established in the two Saheehs from the hadeeth of Anas, 
radiyallaahu 'anhu, concerning the night-journey and ascension (mi'raaj) of the 
Prophet, that the 'Much Frequented House' {al-Baytul-Ma 'moor) was shown to the 
Prophet, and that seventy thousand angels pray in it every day, and then when they 
leave they never return to it, but another group arrives every day [Collected by al-
Bukhaaree (Eng transl. 4/287, 290/ no. 429) and Muslim (Eng. transl. 1/100, 
103/no. 309)]. 
 
Eemaan in the angels comprises four matters: 
 
(1) To believe in their existence. 
 
(2) To believe specifically in those whose name we know, such as Jibreel. As 
for those whose names are unknown to us, then we have general and comprehensive 
belief in all of them. 
 
(3) To believe in whatever has been described to us of their attributes. With 
regard to Jibreel, the Prophet informed that he saw him in the appearance that he 
had been created upon, having six hundred wings and filling up the horizon 
[Reported by al-Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. 4/301/nos. 455,457)]. It sometimes occurs 
that an angel changes into the form of a man by the command of Allaah. This 
occurred with Jibreel when Allaah, the Most High, sent him to Maryam: he took the 
form of a perfect man. Also when he came to the Prophet who was sitting with his 
Companions, he came in the form of a man having very white clothes and very black 
hair; no signs of having travelled were seen upon him and none of the Companions 
knew him. So he sat with the Prophet and placed his knees together with his knees, 
and placed his palms upon his thighs. Then he asked the Prophet about Islaam, 
eemaan, ihsaan, the Last Hour, and its signs. So the Prophet answered him, and he 
departed. Then he said: "This was Jibreel He came toyou to teach you your 
Religion" [Reported by Muslim (Eng. transl. 1/ 1/no.l)]. Likewise the angels whom 
Allaah sent to Ibraaheem and Loot were also in the form of men. 
 
(4) To believe in the duties that we know of which they carry out by the 
command of Allaah, the Most High, such as their glorifying Allaah and declaring 
Him free and far removed from all imperfections, and their worshipping Him day and 
night without wearying or slackening. There are some of them who have particular 
duties, for example Jibreel, who was entrusted to convey the Revelation from Allaah, 
the Most High, to the prophets and messengers.  Meekaa'eel, who is entrusted with 



the duty of looking after rainfall and the growth of plants.  Israafeel, who is entrusted 
with blowing the Horn (as-Soor) at the Last Hour, and when the creation are to be 
resurrected. The angel of death whose duty it is to take the souls at the point of 
death. Maalik, who is entrusted to guard the Hellfire. The angels entrusted with the 
embryos in the womb, that when the unborn child has attained four months in its 
mothers womb, then Allaah sends an angel to it to write down its provision, its life-
span, its actions and whether it will be wretched or fortunate. The angels entrusted 
with recording the deeds of each person, and there are two angels for each person - 
one on his right and one on his left. The angels whose duty it is to question the 
deceased when he is placed in the grave, two angels come to him and ask him about 
his Lord, his Religion and his Prophet. 
 
Eemaan in the angels produces very great fruits, from them: 

(i) Knowledge of the greatness of Allaah, the Most High, His Power, His 
authority and His dominion. Since the greatness of any created thing shows the 
greatness of the Creator. 

(ii) Thankfulness to Allaah, the Most High, for His care and concern for the 
welfare of mankind, since He entrusted some angels with protecting them 
and recording their deeds and other actions beneficial to them. 

(iii) Love of the angels for their worship of Allaah, the Most High. 
 

There are some deviant folk who deny that the angels are physical beings, and claim 
instead that they are merely an expression referring to the power of good inherent in 
created beings. This saying is a denial of the Book of Allaah, the Most High, the 
Sunnah of His Messenger, and the consensus {ijmaa') of the Muslims. Allaah, the 
Most High, says, "All praise and thanks are for Allaah, the Sole Creator who 
brought the heavens and the earth into existence; who made the angels 
messengers, with His commands and prohibitions, having wings - two or 
three or four." [Soorah Faatir (35):1] 
 
"And if you could see, O Muhammad, the angels when they take out the 
souls of the unbelievers at death - striking their faces and their behinds." 
[Soorah al-Anfaal (8):50] 
 
"And if you could see when those who worship others along with Allaah are 
in the agonies of death, and the angels are spreading their hands and 
striking them, and saying: Deliver up your souls." [Soorah al-An'aam (6):93] 
 
"Until when the fear is banished from the angels* hearts they say to one 
another: 'What is it that your Lord has said?' They say: 'The Truth and He is 
the Most High, the Most Great." [Soorah Saba (34):23] 
 
Allaah said about the people of paradise, "And the angels enter upon them from 
every gate, greeting them: You are in peace and security due to your having 
patiently obeyed your Lord in the worldly life, so how excellent a final home 
is Paradise instead of the Fire." [Soorah ar-Ra'd (13):23-4] 
 
The Prophet said, "If Allaah loves a servant He calls to Jibreel, 'Allaah loves so 
and so, so love him.' So Jibreel calls out to the inhabitants of the heavens, 
'Allaah loves so and so, so love him,' 50 the inhabitants of the heavens love 
him. Then acceptance of him is paced on the earth. " [Collected by al-
Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. 9/430/no. 577)]. 
 
The Prophet also said, "On the day of Jumu 'ah there are angels at every door 
of the mosque writing down whoever comes first, and then the succeeding 
people in order. So when the Imaam sits, then the scrolls are rolled up and 



they come to hear the Reminder," [Collected by al- Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. 
2/25/no. 51)]. 
 
These texts clearly prove that the angels are physical beings and not abstract forces, 
as claimed by the deviants, and what is clearly shown in the texts is something upon 
which there is consensus (ijmaa') of the Muslims. 
 
 
His Books; [128] 
________________________________________________________ 
128  The Books (kutub, plural of kitaab) - meaning that which is written. What is 
meant here is those Books which Allaah, the Most High, sent down to His messengers 
as a mercy to the creation, and as guidance for them, in order to enable them to 
attain success and happiness in this world and in the Hereafter. Eemaan in the Books 
comprises four matters: 
 
(1) To believe that they were sent down by Allaah, the Most High. 
 
(2) To believe in those Books whose names we know: from them the Qur'aan 
which was sent down to Muhammad (3H) the Tawraat which was sent down to 
Moosaa (Moses), the Injeel which was sent down to ' Eesaa (Jesus), and the Zaboor 
which was given to Daawood (David), as for those for which we do not know by 
name then we have collective and general belief in all of them. 
 
(3) To affirm whatever reports are established as being contained in them, 
such as whatever is reported in the Qur'aan, and those reports which have not been 
changed or distorted from the previous Books. 
 
(4) To act upon whatever rulings they contain that have not been abrogated, 
and to be pleased with that, and to fully submit to it - whether we understand the 
wisdom behind it or not. All of the previous Books are abrogated by the sublime 
Qur'aan. Allaah, the Most High, says, "And we have sent down the Qur'aan to 
you, O Muhammad (HJ£), and it is the truth, as confirmation of the Books 
sent down before it and as a trustworthy witness testifying to the truth 
contained therein and exposing the falsehood interpolated by men." [Soorah 
al-Maa'idah (5):48] 
 
The meaning of this Aayah is that the Qur'aan is a judge upon them, so it is not 
therefore permissible to act upon any ruling contained in the previous Books, except 
for that which is proven to be correctly from them and is affirmed and approved by 
the Qur'aan. 
 
Eemaan in the revealed Books produces great fruits, from them: 

(i) The knowledge that Allaah, the Most High, takes care of His servants and 
sent down to each people a Book for their guidance,  

(ii) The knowledge of Allaah, the Most High's great wisdom in prescribing for 
each people those prescribed laws suitable for their condition. As Allaah, the Most 
High, says, "And for each people we laid down a prescribed law and a de-
tailed way to be followed." [Soorah al-Maa'idah (5):48]  

(iii) Giving thanks to Allaah for having blessed us with that. 
 
 

His Messengers; [129] 
________________________________________________________ 



129  The messengers (ar-Rusut, plural of Rasool) meaning one who is sent to 
convey a message and what is meant here is: those of mankind who had Revelation 
and religious law sent to them and were ordered to convey it to the people. The first 
of the messengers was Nooh (Noah) and the last of them was Muhammad. Allaah, 
the Most High, says, "We sent Revelation to you O Muhammad, just as we sent 
Revelation to Nooh and the Prophets after him." [Soorah an-Nisaa'(4): 163] 
 
It is reported from Anas ibn Maalik, radiyallaahu' anhu, in the hadeeth about the 
Intercession, that the Prophet mentioned that the people will come to Aadam to ask 
him to intercede on their behalf, but he will excuse himself and say to them, "Go to 
Nooh, for he was the first of the messengers whom Allaah sent..." [Collected 
by al-Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. 6/3/no.3]. 
 
Also Allaah, the Most High, said about Muhammad, “Muhammad is not the father 
of any of your men, but he is the Messenger of Allaah and the last of the 
prophets." [Soorah al-Ahzaab (33):40] 
 
Nor was there any nation left without a messenger sent by Allaah, the Most High with 
a special prescribed law for his people, or a prophet sent to revive prescribed laws 
given previously. Allaah, the Most High, says, "We sent a messenger to every 
nation, ordering that they should worship Allaah alone and that they should 
avoid everything worshipped besides Allaah.” [Soorah an-Nahl (16):36] 
 
"There was not a previous nation except that Allaah sent a warner to them." 
[Soorah Faatir (35):24] 
 
"We sent down the Tawraat containing guidance and light, and the prophets 
who submitted themselves to Allaah judged the Jews thereby." [Soorah al-
Maa'idah(5):44] 
 
The messengers were human and created beings, they had no share at all of Lord-
ship nor any right to a share of worship or divinity. Allaah, the Most High, says about 
His Prophet Muhammad, and he was the best of all Messengers and had the highest 
standing amongst them with Allaah, “Say, O Muhammad, it is not within my 
power to bring benefit to myself nor to keep away harm - except as Allaah 
wills; and if I knew what the future holds I could amass a great deal of 
wealth and harm would not befall me. But I am just a messenger from 
Allaah sent by Him to warn those who disobey Him of His punishment, and 
to give glad tidings of His reward for those who truly believe in Him and are 
obedient to Him." [Soorahal-A’raaf (7):188] 
 
"Say, O Muhammad (5^0, it is not in my power to bring about harm for you, 
nor guidance, rather it is for Allaah. Say, O Muhammad (3H), none from 
Allaah's creation could save or protect me if I were to disobey Him, nor 
could I find any refuge except with Him." [Soorah al-Jinn (72):2l- 22] 
 
So they experience whatever the rest of mankind experience with regard to illness, 
death, the need for food and drink, and so on. Allaah, the Most High, says about 
Ibraaheem that he described his Lord, the Most High, saying, "He is the One who 
provides me with food and drink, and if I become ill then it is He who cures 
me; and He is the One Who causes me to die when He wills, then when He 
wills He will resurrect me to life." [Soorah ash-Shu'araa (26):79-81] 
 
The Prophet said, “I am just a human like yourselves, I forget just as you 
forget. So if I forget, then remind me" [Reported by Muslim (Eng. transl. 1/284/ 
no.1168)]. 



 
Furthermore Allaah, the Most High, has described them as being slaves of His, and 
this is at the height of their honour and in the context of praise of them. So He, the 
Most High, said about Nooh, "He was indeed a thankful slave of Allaah." [Soorah 
al-Israa'(17):3] 
 
He said about Muhammad, "Exalted is He who sent down the Criterion (i.e. the 
Qur'aan) between truth and falsehood, in stages, to His slave Muhammad, 
so that he should be a warner to men and jinn that they will be punished by 
Allaah if they do not single Him out with all worship and keep away from the 
worship of everything else besides Him." [Soorah al-Furqaan (25):1] 
 
He also said about Ibraaheem, Ishaaq and Ya'qoob, "And remember O 
Muhammad, Our slaves Ibraaheem, Ishaaq and Ya'qoob: men strong in their 
worship of Allaah and their obedience of Him, and men having 
understanding of the true Religion; and we chose and purified them with the 
quality of acting solely for the Hereafter, and calling the people to re-
membrance of the Hereafter and to obedience to Allaah. All of them were 
amongst those who were excellent and were chosen by Allaah for obedience 
to Him and as Messengers to the creation." [Soorah Saad (38):45-47] 
 
Allaah, the Most High also says, concerning 'Eesaa ibn Maryam, "'Eesaa is not but a 
slave of Ours whom we blessed with guidance and eemaan, and we made 
Him a sign to the children of Israa'eel." [Soorah az-Zukhruf (43):59] 
 
Eemaan in the messengers comprises four matters: 
(1) To believe that they were truly messengers sent by Allaah, the Most 
High.  So whoever disbelieves in the messengership of one of them has disbelieved 
in all of them. Allaah, the Most High says, "The people of Nooh denied the 
messengers." [Soorah ash-Shu'araa (26): 105] 
 
So Allaah declared them to be deniers of all of the messengers, even though they 
had no other messenger sent to them besides Nooh. Because of this the Christians 
who deny Muhammad and do not follow him are also denying the Messiah ('Eesaa) 
ibn Maryam and are not following him either - especially since he gave them the 
news of the coming of Muhammad; and there is no meaning to his giving them the 
news of his coming except that he was to be a messenger for them so that Allaah 
should save them through him from misguidance and guide them to the Straight 
Path. 
 
(2) To believe in each of them in particular whose name we know, such as 
Muhammad, Ibraaheem, Moosaa, 'Eesaa and Nooh, 'alayhimus-salaam; and these 
five are the ones firmest in their resolve (oolul-'adhm) from amongst the 
messengers. They are mentioned together by Allaah, the Most High, in two places in 
the Qur'aan, "And when We took the covenant from the prophets, and from 
you, O Muhammad, and from Nooh, Ibraaheem, Moosaa and 'Eesaa ibn 
Maryam." [Soorah al-Ahzaab (33):7] 
 
"Your Lord prescribed for Nooh, and that which We revealed to you - O 
Muhammad (Si), and that which He prescribed for Ibraaheem, Moosaa, 
'Eesaa - that you should establish the Religion, acting upon what is 
prescribed, and not split into sects with regard to it." [Soorah ash-Shooraa 
(42): 13] 
 
As for those whose names we do not know, then we have general and comprehensive 
belief in all of them. Allaah, the Most High, says, "And We sent down messengers 



before you, O Muhammad: We have narrated to you the stories of some of 
them, and We did not narrate to you the stories of others." [Soorah Ghaafir 
<40):78] 
 
(3) To affirm whatever is narrated authentically from their reports. 
 
(4) To act in accordance with the Revealed Law of the Messenger who was 
sent to us, and he is the last of them, Muhammad who was sent to all people. 
Allaah, the Most High, says, "But no, by your Lord, they do not have Faith until 
they make you, O Muhammad, judge in all matters of dispute between them, 
and they find no resistance in themselves against your decisions, and accept 
them with full submission." [Soorah an-Nisaa' (4):65] 
 
Eemaan in the messengers produces very great fruits, from them: 

(i) Knowledge of the mercy of Allaah, the Most High, and the great care He 
has for His servants, since He sent messengers to them to guide them to the way of 
Allaah, the Most High, and to make clear to them how they should worship Allaah, 
since the human mind alone cannot arrive at knowledge of that. 

(ii) Giving thanks to Allaah, the Most High, for this great blessing,  
(iii) Love and respect for the messengers, and to give them their due level of 

praise, since they are messengers sent by Allaah, the Most High, and because they 
established worship of Him, conveyed His messages and sincerely advised His 
servants. 
 
But the obstinate rejectors denied their messengers, claiming that messengers from 
Allaah, the Most High, cannot be from mankind. This false claim is mentioned and 
refuted by Allaah, the Most High, in His Saying, "And what prevented the 
mushriks from your people, O Muhammad, from believing truly in Allaah, 
and in what you brought to them from Him, when the clear proof of the 
truthfulness of what you called them to came to them - except their ignorant 
saying, 'Has Allaah sent a man as a messenger?!' Say to them, O 
Muhammad, 'If there were angels walking about and residing upon the earth 
then We would have sent down from the heavens an angel as a 
messenger.'" [Soorah al-Israa (17):94-5] 
 
Allaah, the Most High, refutes this claim of theirs, since it has to be the case that the 
messengers are humans - since each messenger was sent to the people of the earth 
who are themselves humans. If the inhabitants of the earth were angels, then Allaah 
would have sent down an angel from the heavens as a messenger to them, so that 
he would be like them. Likewise Allaah, the Most High, quotes that those who denied 
the messengers said, "You are just human beings, like us in your appearance, 
and you are not angels. All you desire with your saying is to turn us away 
from the worship of that which our forefathers worshipped, so bring us clear 
proof of the truth of what you say. The Messengers sent to them said: It is 
true that we are human beings like you; but Allaah favours whomsoever He 
wills from His creation with prophethood and wisdom. Nor is it for us to 
bring any proof in accordance with your demands except by Allaah's 
command." [Soorah Ibraaheem (14):10-11] 
 
 
the Last Day; [130] 
________________________________________________________ 
130  The Last Day (al-Yawmul-Aakhir) is the Day of Resurrection when the people 
will be resurrected, and brought for account, and rewarded or punished. It is called 
the Last Day since there is no day which comes after it, because on it the people of 



Paradise will take up residence in their final homes and the people of the Fire in their 
final abode. Eemaan in the Last Day comprises three matters: 
 
(1) Eemaan in the Resurrection (al-Ba 'th), this is the reviving of the dead when 
the Horn (as-Soor) is blown for the second time. Then the people will stand before 
the Lord of creation - barefoot, naked and uncovered, and uncircumcised. Allaah, the 
Most High, says, "Allaah will return the creation to a state of being naked, 
barefoot and uncircumcised, on the Day of Resurrection -just as Allaah 
created them in the beginning. That is a true and certain promise from 
Allaah - Allaah will certainly carry it out." [Soorah al-Ambiyaa (21): 104] 
 
The Resurrection is a firmly established reality proven by the Book, the Sunnah and 
the consensus of the Muslims. Allaah, the Most High, says, "Then after that, O 
mankind, you will die. Then on the Day of Resurrection you will be raised 
up." [Soorah al-Mu'minoon (23):15-16] 
 
Also the Prophet said, "The people will be raised up on the Day of Resurrection 
(barefoot), naked and uncircumcised" [Reported by al-Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. 
4/364/no. 568) and Muslim (Eng. transl. 4/1487/no. 6846)]. 
 
There is consensus of the Muslims upon it, and it is necessitated by wisdom. It has to 
be the case that Allaah, the Most High, has laid down an appointed time for the 
creation to be requited for the duties He bound them with upon the tongues of His 
messengers. Allaah, the Most High, says, "Did you think that We created you 
without any purpose, and that you would not be brought back to us for 
requital." [Soorah al-Mu'minoon (23):115] 
 
He said to His Prophet, "He Who sent down the Qur'aan to you, O Muhammad, 
will certainly bring you to the place of return." [Soorah al-Qasas (28):85] 
 
(2) Eemaan in the accounting and retribution. The servant will be brought to 
account for his deeds, and rewarded or punished for them. This is proven by the 
Book, the Sunnah and the consensus of the Muslims. Allaah, the Most High, says, 
"Indeed to Allaah will be the return of the unbelievers, and it is Allaah Who 
will bring them to account." [Soorah al-Ghaashiyah (88)25-6] 
 
"Whoever meets his Lord with a good deed, shall receive ten times its like in 
reward; and whoever meets him with an evil deed shall not receive 
recompense except with its like; and they shall not be wronged." [Soorah al-
An'aam (6): 160] 
 
"And Allaah will set up the Scales of Justice for the people on the Day of 
Resurrection, so no soul shall be treated unjustly in the least. Even the 
extent of the weight of a mustard seed We shall bring it and recompense it. 
And Allaah is fully sufficient as a Reckoner." [Soorah al-Ambiyaa' (21):47] 
 
Ibn 'Umar, radiyallaahu 'anhumaa, narrates that the Prophet said, "Allaah will 
bring the Believer close and shelter and screen him, and say: 'Did you com-
mit such and such a sin?' 'Did you commit such and such a sin? ‘So he will 
say, 'Yes, my Lord' - until he has confessed his sins and will think that he is 
ruined. (Allaah) will say, '1 screened your sins in the world, and I forgive 
you for them today.'So he will be given the book of his good deeds. As for 
the unbelievers and the hypocrites, then they will be exposed in front of the 
people and it will be said, 'These are the ones who lied against their Lord, 
indeed the Curse of Allaah is upon the transgressors.'" [Reported by al-
Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. 3/372/no. 621) and Muslim (Eng. trans!. 4/1444/no. 6669)]. 



 
It is authentically reported from the Prophet that he said, "Whoever intends to do 
a good deed and does it, then A llaah writes it down for him as ten good 
deeds, or up to seven hundred good deeds, or many more; and whoever 
intends to do an evil deed, and did it, then Allaah will write it for him as a 
single evil deed." [Reported by al-Bukhaaree (Eng. trans. 8/329/ no. 498) and 
Muslim (Eng. trans. 1/75/no. 233 -237)]. 
 
Furthermore there is consensus of the Muslims upon affirmation of the Reckoning and 
accounting of the deeds. This is also what is necessitated by wisdom since Allaah, the 
Most High, sent down the Revealed Books, sent the messengers, and obligated the 
people to accept what the messengers brought and to act upon what was obligatory 
from it. He also obliged him, and He made their blood lawful (to be shed), and their 
offspring and women and wealth (to be taken). So if there was to be no reckoning 
and no reward or retribution - then all of this would be in vain and futile, and the 
Lord Who is All-Wise is free from that. This is indicated by Allaah, the Most High, in 
His Saying, "We shall certainly question those peoples to whom My messen-
gers were sent - did they act obediently as commanded, doing what I 
ordered them and withholding from what I forbade them? And We shall 
certainly question the messengers as to whether they conveyed what they 
were commanded to. And We shall certainly narrate to the messengers and 
to those whom they were sent to whatever they did in the world - with 
certain knowledge. We were not absent from them and unaware of their 
deeds." [Soorah al-A'raaf (7):6-7] 
 
(3) Eemaan in the Paradise and Hell-Fire, and that they are the final and everlasting 
place of return for the creation. So Paradise (al-Jannah) is the place of bliss which 
Allaah, the Most High, has prepared for the pious and obedient Believers -those who 
truly believed in whatever Allaah obligated them to believe in, those who were 
obedient to Allaah and His Messenger, and who sincerely worshipped Allaah alone 
and followed His Messenger. Paradise contains all types of delights and bounties, 
"That which no eye has seen, nor any ear has heard, nor has ever been 
imagined by a human heart." [Reported by al-Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. 4/ 306/no. 
467) and Muslim (Eng. transl. 1/122/no. 363)].  
 
Allaah, the Most High, says, "Those who truly believe in Allaah and His 
Messenger and worship Allaah alone, making their worship purely and 
sincerely for Him - establishing the Prayer, giving the zakaat, and obeying 
Allaah concerning what He has ordered and forbidden, then they are the 
best of creation. Their reward is with their Lord on the Day of Resurrection: 
everlasting gardens with rivers flowing beneath the trees within them. They 
will live and remain therein forever and will not die. Allaah is pleased with 
them for their obedience to Him in the worldly life and they are pleased with 
Him and the reward He will give them on that Day. That is for those who 
fear Allaah, openly and secretly, in the world - and therefore do what He 
commands them and avoid committing sins." [Soorah al-Bayyinah (98):7-8] 
 
"So no soul knows what delights of the eye Allaah has kept hidden as 
reward for them for what they used to do." [Soorah as-Sajdah (32): 17] 
 
As for the Hell-Fire, then it is the place of punishment which Allaah, the Most High, 
has prepared for the unbelievers, for the transgressors who disbelieved in Him and 
disobeyed His messengers. It contains such punishments and tortures as cannot be 
imagined. Allaah, the Most High, says, "And beware of the Fire which Allaah has 
made ready for those who disbelieve in Him," [Soorah Aal-'Imraan (3):131] 
 



"We have prepared for the unbelievers a Fire whose walls surround them; 
and if they call out for relief from their raging thirst they will be given a 
liquid that is black, foul-smelling, viscid and unbearably hot, it will scorch 
away their faces. What an evil drink, and what an evil resting place." [Soorah 
al-Kahf (18):29] 
 
"Allaah has cursed the unbelievers and prepared a blazing Fire for them in 
the Hereafter. They will remain in the Fire forever and will not have anyone 
to save or rescue them. On the Day when they are dragged upon their faces 
in the Fire they will say: oh would that we had obeyed Allaah and obeyed His 
Messenger." [Soorah al-Ahzaab (33):64-66] 
 
Connected to eemaan in the Last Day is eemaan in everything that will occur after 
death, such as: 
 
(a) The trial in the grave. This is that the deceased will be questioned in the grave 
by the angels. He will be asked about his Lord, his Religion and his Prophet. As for 
the Believers then Allaah will make them firm upon the true saying, and they will 
reply: 'My Lord is Allaah, my Religion is Islaam, and my Prophet is Muhammad.' As 
for the transgressors then Allaah will misguide them. The unbeliever will say: 'Aah, 
Aah, I do not know,' and the hypocrite and the doubter will say: 'I do not know, I 
heard the people saying something so I said it too.' 
 
(b) Punishment and bliss in the grave ('adhaabul-qabr wa na 'eemuhu). The trans-
gressors, the hypocrites and the unbelievers will be tortured in it. Allaah, the Most 
High, says, "And if you could but see, O Muhammad, those disbelievers in the 
throes of death - with the angel striking them with their hands, saying: 
'Bring out your soul. This day you will be humiliated and punished for your 
unbelief - because of your speaking falsely about Allaah and your haughty 
refusal to obey Allaah's commands and the orders of His Messenger." 
[Soorah al-An'aam (6):93] 
 
Allaah, the Most High, said concerning the Pharaoh and his followers, "They are 
exposed to the Fire, morning and evening, and on the Day when the Hour is 
established it will be said to the angels: Enter Pharaoh and his people into 
the severest torment." [Soorah Ghaafir (40):46] 
 
Also it is reported in Saheeh Muslim from the hadeeth of Zayd ibn Thaabit, from the 
Prophet (3|&) that he said: "If it were not that you would stop burying the dead I 
would have supplicated so that you should hear the torment of the grave that I am 
hearing." Then he turned his face towards us and said: "Seek Allaah's refuge from 
the torment of the grave." They said: "We seek Allaah's refuge from the torment of 
the grave." He said: "Seek Allaah7s refuge from the trials and turmoil - those which 
are apparent and those which are hidden." They said: "We seek Allaah's refuge from 
trials and turmoil - those which are apparent and those which are hidden." He said: 
"Seek Allaah's refuge from the trial of the Dajjaai" They said: "We seek Allaah 's 
refuge from the trial of the Dajjaai" [Eng. transl. 4/1489/ no. 6859]. 
 
As for the bliss experienced by the sincere Believers in the grave, then Allaah, the 
Most High, says, "Those who declare that their Lord is Allaah, and attribute no 
partner to Him and free themselves from the false gods and rivals attributed 
to Him, and they remain upright upon tawheed, not polluting it with shirk, 
and they are obedient to Him in whatever He orders and prohibits - then the 
angels descend upon them at the point of death, saying: 'Do not fear or 
grieve, and receive good tidings of the Paradise which you were promised in 
the world'." [Soorah Fussilat (41):30] 



 
"Why then, when the person's soul is leaving him and reaches his throat; 
and those of you who are present are witnessing; and Our Angels are nearer 
to him than you - ready to take his soul -but you do not see them. If you are 
exempt from the Reckoning why then do you not bring back the souls, if you 
are truthful?! So if the deceased was one of those brought near by Allaah, 
then for him there is ease and fine and pleasant provision, and gardens of 
delight." [Soorah al-Waaqi'ah (56):83-89] 
 
From al-Baraa ibn 'Aazib, raa[iyallaahu 'anhu, that the Prophet said, with regard to 
the Believer when he answers the angels in the grave,: "A Caller will call from 
heaven: 'That My servant has spoken truly, so spread out for him a bed from 
Paradise, and clothe him from Paradise, and open for him a door to 
Paradise. ‘He said: So its gentle breeze and its fragrance will come to him, 
and his grave will be widened for him as far as the eye can see" [Reported by 
Ahmad and Aboo Daawood (Eng. transl. 3/1330/no. 4735) within a long hadeeth]. 
 
Eemaan in the Last Day produces very great fruits, from them: 

(i) The desire to do acts of obedience, keenness upon that and to have hope 
for reward for them on that day. 

(ii) Fear of committing sins and fear of being pleased with sins - for fear of 
receiving punishment on that Day. 

(iii) Consolation for the Believer of whatever worldly things he has missed and 
solace in the bliss and reward of the Hereafter that he hopes for. 
 
But the unbelievers deny the Resurrection after death claiming that it is not possible. 
This claim of theirs is futile, and its futility is proven by the Revelation, by what has 
been witnessed and experienced, and by the intellect. 
 
As for the Revelation, then Allaah, the Most High, says, "The unbelievers claim 
that Allaah will not resurrect them after death. Say to them O Muhammad, 
by my Lord you will certainly be resurrected from your graves - and then 
you will be informed of the deeds which you did in the world. That is easy 
for Allaah." [Soorah at-Taghaabun (64):7] 
 
This is also something about which all the Revealed Books were agreed upon. 
 
As for what has been witnessed, then Allaah has shown his servants the dead being 
brought to life in this world. Five examples of this are mentioned in Soorah al-
Baqarah: 
 
The first example: The people of Moosaa when they said to him: "We will never 
believe you until we see Allaah openly." [Soorah al-Baqarah (2):55] 
 
So Allaah, the Most High, caused them to die, then He brought them back to life. 
Concerning this Allaah, the Most High, says, addressing the children of Israaeel: 
"And remember when you said: O Moosaa, we will never believe you until 
we see Allaah openly, so death seized you whilst you were looking on. Then 
We raised you back to life after you deaths so that you might give thanks." 
[Soorah al-Baqarah (2):55-56] 
 
The second example: In the story of the murdered man concerning whom the Banee 
Israaeel disputed. So Allaah, the Most High, commanded them to sacrifice a cow and 
to strike him with a part of it, so that he would be revived and inform them of who 
had killed him. Concerning this Allaah, the Most High, says, "And remember - O 
Banee Israaeel - when you killed a man and disputed as to the murderer - 



and Allaah brought forth that which you hid. So We said: Strike the 
deceased with a part of the slaughtered cow. So they struck him with it and 
Allaah gave life to him. Thus Allaah brings the dead to life and shows you 
His clear signs that you may know the truth of the Prophet hood of 
Muhammad, and what he came with, and so believe in him and follow him." 
[Soorah al-Baqarah (2):72-73] 
 
The third example: occurs in the story of those who left their homes fleeing from 
death - and they were thousands in number, so Allaah, the Most High, caused them 
to die, and then brought them to life again. Concerning this Allaah, the Most High, 
says, "Did you not consider, O Muhammad, those who fled from their homes 
in thousands, fearing death from the plague? So Allaah said to them: 'Die/ 
Then He restored them to life after their deaths. Indeed Allaah bestows 
great favour upon the people by making clear to them the way of guidance 
and warning them from the path of error and by bestowing great blessings 
upon them. Yet most of the people do not give thanks." [Soorah al-Baqarah 
(2):243] 
 
The fourth example: occurs in the story of the one who passed by a town that was 
ruined and dead and he could not imagine that Allaah, the Most High, would give life 
to it. So Allaah, the Most High, caused him to die for a hundred years, and then 
brought him to life. Concerning this Allaah, the Most High, says, "Or did you not 
consider, O Muhammad, the one who passed by a town and it was desolate 
and in ruins. He said: 'How will Allaah give life to this after its death?' So 
Allaah caused him to die for a hundred years, then raised him to life again. 
He said to him: 'How long have you remained dead?' He said: 'I have 
remained for a day, or rather part of a day.' He said: 'Rather you have 
remained dead for a hundred years. So look at your food and drink - they 
have not become spoiled through the years; and look at your donkey, how 
Allaah gives life to it while you are looking on. Thus We have made you a 
sign for the people, proving the Resurrection. Look at the bones, how We 
bring them together and then clothe them with flesh. So when this was 
clearly shown to him he said: 'I have certain knowledge that Allaah is fully 
able to do all things'." [Soorah al-Baqarah (2):259] 
 
The fifth example: In the story of Ibraaheem, the chosen beloved of Allaah, when he 
asked Allaah, the Most High, to show him how He gives life to the dead. So Allaah, 
the Most High, commanded him to sacrifice four birds and to place parts of them 
upon the mountains around him. Then he was to call them; and the parts joined 
together and they flew quickly to Ibraaheem. Concerning this Allaah, the Most High, 
says, "Do you not consider when Ibraaheem said: *O my Lord, show me how 
you give life to the dead.' He said: 'Do you not believe, O Ibraaheem that I 
have the power to do that?' He said: 'Yes, I certainly believe, but I wish to 
increase in eemaan and certainty.' He said: 'Then take four birds, slaughter 
them and cut them into pieces. Then place a portion of each on every hill 
and call them. They will come in haste to you. And know that Allaah is All-
Mighty, All-Wise." [Soorah al-Baqarah (2):260] 
 
These were actual visible events proving that it is possible for the dead to be raised 
to life. An indication of the signs given by Allaah, the Most High, to 'Eesaa ibn 
Maryam has already preceded: from them being the giving of life to the dead, and 
raising them from their graves by the permission of Allaah, the Most High. 
 
The proofs of the intellect are from two angles: 
 



(i) That Allaah, the Most High, originated the heavens and the earth and everything 
contained in them. So the one who originated and created them and has the power 
and ability to do that will not be unable to recreate them. Allaah, the Most High, 
says, "It is He (Allaah) who originates the creation, then brings it back again 
after it has perished, and that is even easier for Him." [Soorah ar-Room 
(30):27] 
 
"We shall bring the creation (on the Day of Resurrection) back to the state 
in which We first created them: naked, barefoot and uncircumcised. That is a 
promise We have given and We shall certainly carry it out." [Soorah al-
Ambiyaa (21): 104] 
 
He also said, commanding a rebuttal to the saying of those who deny the resurrec-
tion of the decayed bones, "Say to the one who denies the resurrection of the 
decayed bones: They will be revived to life by the One who created them in 
the first place when they had been nothing. Indeed He has full knowledge of 
all His creation." [Soorah Yaa Seen (36):79] 
 
(ii) The earth becomes dead and barren and devoid of greenery, and then the rain 
falls and it comes to life, sprouting green plants of all kinds. So the One able to give 
it life after its being dead is the One who is able to bring the dead to life. Allaah, the 
Most High, says, "And from the signs proving Allaah's ability to bring the dead 
to life is that you see the earth dry and dusty, devoid of plants and crops. 
Then when Allaah sends down rain upon it the earth swells and puts forth 
vegetation. Indeed He who brought it to life will certainly bring the dead 
back to life. Indeed He is fully able to do all things." [Soorah Fussilat (41):39] 
 
"And We send down from the clouds water containing blessings; and with it 
We cause many gardens to grow, and crops of wheat and barley, and tall 
date-palms having spathes piled one on top of the other, as sustenance for 
the servants; and We give life with that water to barren land. Likewise will 
be the Resurrection." [Soorah Qaaf (50):9-11] 
 
Some of the people of deviation went astray and denied the punishment of the grave, 
and its bliss, claiming that it is not possible since it is contrary to the reality we 
experience. They say: If you were to uncover the dead in the grave you would find 
him just as he was, the grave would not have changed by becoming wider or tighter. 
So this claim of theirs is rendered futile by the texts, experience and intellect. 
 
The texts proving establishment of punishment and bliss of the grave have preceded 
under section (b) from those matters pertaining to eemaan in the Last Day. Also in 
Saheeh al-Bukhaaree from the hadeeth of Ibn 'Abbaas, radiyallaahu 'anhumaa, who 
said: "The Prophet was passing by a walled garden in al-Madeenah when he heard 
the sound of two people being tortured in their graves." and he mentioned the 
hadeeth and it contains: "that one of them had not used to save himself from being 
soiled by urine, and in a narration: from his urine; and as for the other then he used 
to go about with evil gossip (to cause enmity between people)" [Eng. transl. vol. 1, 
p. 141, no. 215], 
 
As for what is experienced, then a person who is asleep may see in his dream that he 
is in a spacious and splendid place where he is in bliss, or that he is in a restricted 
and frightening place where he feels pain, and sometimes that which he sees may 
cause him to awaken. Yet despite this he remains upon his bed, in his room, in the 
same state that he was in before. Then sleep is the brother of death, and therefore 
Allaah, the Most High, calls it wafaat ('passing away'), Allaah, the Most High, says, 
"Allaah takes the souls when the appointed span for their life is completed, 



and also those that do not die He takes during their sleep so then He keeps 
those for which He has ordained death, and sends the others forth for an 
appointed term." [Soorah az-Zumar (39):42] 
 
As for the intellect, then a person while sleeping sees true dreams which are con-
sistent with reality. He may even see the Prophet in his true appearance, and 
whoever sees him upon his true appearance has truly seen him. Yet despite this the 
person who is asleep remains in his room upon his bed, far from what he sees. So if 
this is possible in the worldly life, then how can it not be possible in the life of the 
Hereafter?! 
 
As for their seeking to support their claim with the saying that if you were to uncover 
a dead man in his grave you would find him just as he was, and you would find that 
the grave had not widened or become constricted; then the reply to this is from a 
number of angles, from them: 
 
(i) It is not allowed to try to contradict the Sharee'ah texts with the like of these 
futile doubts - which are such that if the one who raises them were to carefully 
consider the Sharee'ah texts he would see the futility of these doubts. So it is as has 
been said: "How many people seek to find fault with a saying that is correct, and 
their downfall is faulty understanding." 
 
(ii) That the state experienced after death (al-Barzakh) is from the affairs of the 
hidden and the unseen and cannot be reached by the senses. If it could be reached 
by the senses then the benefit in having eemaan in the hidden and the unseen would 
pass away, and the true Believers and the deniers would be the same in their 
affirmation of it. 
 
(iii) The punishment and bliss, expansion of the grave and its constriction will be 
experienced by the deceased and not by others. This is just like the sleeping person 
who sees in his dream that he is in a frightful and constricted place, or in an 
extensive and pleasing place, yet in the view of others he has experienced no change 
whilst asleep and remains in his room under his covers upon his bed. Also the 
Prophet used to receive Revelation whilst he was with his Companions, and he would 
hear the Revelation yet the Companions would hear nothing. Also sometimes the 
angel would take the form of a man and would speak to him, yet the Companions 
would not see or hear the angel. 
 
(iv) That the perception of the creation is limited to what Allaah, the Most High, has 
enabled them to reach and perceive, and they cannot reach and perceive everything 
that exists. So the seven heavens and the earth and all within them, and everything 
glorifies and praises Allaah in a true and real sense, and Allaah, the Most High, allows 
this to be heard sometimes by whomever He wills from His creation, yet this is 
something hidden from us. Concerning this Allaah, the Most High, says, "The seven 
heavens and the earth and the Believers, from the angels, men and jinn - 
within them praise and glorify Allaah, declaring Him free from all defects. 
There is nothing from His creation except that it praises and glorifies Him, 
yet you do not comprehend their praises." [Soorah al-Israa (17):44] 
 
Likewise the devils and the jinn proceed upon the earth, coming and going, and the 
jinn gathered in the presence of the Prophet and listened quietly to his recitation and 
then went off as warner's to their people. Yet despite this they are hidden from us. 
Concerning this Allaah, the Most High, says, "O children of Aadam, do not let 
Satan deceive you by putting you to trial just as he caused your parents 
Aadam and Hawaa to be taken out of Paradise, stripping them of their 
clothing to reveal their private parts - due to their obedience to him. Indeed 



Satan sees you, he and his tribe the jinn from whence you cannot see them. 
Indeed We have made the devils helpers of those who are unbelievers." 
[Soorah al-A'raaf (7):27] 
 
Since the creation cannot reach and perceive all that exists, then it is not permissible 
to reject those affairs of the Hidden and Unseen that have been affirmed but which 
they are unable to perceive. 
 
 
and that you truly believe in pre-decree (al-qadar) its good and its evil. 
[131] The proof for these six pillars is the Saying of Allaah, the Most 
High, "It is not righteousness that you turn your faces to the 
east or the west, but rather righteousness is the righteousness 
of those who truly believe in Allaah, and the Last Day, and the 
Angels, and the Books, and the Prophets." [Soorah al-Baqarah 
(2): 177] 
 
The proof for pre-decree is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "We 
have created all things in accordance with a pre-decreed 
measure." [Soorah al-Qamar (54):49] 
________________________________________________________ 
131 Al-Qadar (Pre-Decree) is "Allaah, the Most High's, ordainment of the creation, 
in accordance with His Knowledge that preceded everything, and in accordance with 
His Wisdom." Belief in qadar comprises four matters: 
 
(i) To believe that Allaah, the Most High, has always and eternally known everything, 
both the general and the specific details, whether with regard to His actions or the 
actions of His creation. 
 
(ii) To believe that Allaah wrote all of this in the Preserved Tablet (al-Lawhul 
Mahfoodh); and concerning these two matters Allaah, the Most High, says, "Do you 
not know that Allaah knows whatever is in the seven heavens and the seven 
earth's, nothing of that is hidden from Him. The knowledge of all that is 
contained in the Preserved Tablet, and it is something easy for 
Allaah."[Soorah al-Hajj (22):70] 
 
It is reported from 'Abdullaah ibn 'Amr ibn al-'Aas, radiyallaahu 'anhumaa, who said 
that I heard Allaah's Messenger say, "Allaah wrote the decreed measures for all 
of the creation before the creation of the heavens and the earth by fifty 
thousand years." [Reported by Muslim (Eng. transl. 4/1396/no. 6416)]. 
 
(iii) To believe that everything in existence exists by the Will of Allaah, the Most 
High, whether it is those matters pertaining to His actions, or those matters per-
taining to the actions of the creation. Concerning His own actions Allaah, the Most 
High, says, "And your Lord creates whatever He wills and chooses.' [Soorah 
al-Qasas (28):68] 
 
"And Allaah does whatever He wills." [Soorah Ibraaheem (14):27] 
 
"It is Allaah who fashions you in the wombs as He wills." [Soorah Aal 'Imraan 
(3):6] 
 
Allaah, the Most High, says, with regard to the actions of the created beings, 



"And if Allaah had willed He would have given them power over you and 
they would have fought you." [Soorah an-Nisaa (4):90] 
 
"And if Allaah had willed He would have kept them from doing that; so leave 
them and the falsehood which they invent." [Soorah al-An'aam (6): 137] 
 
(iv) To believe that everything in existence is created by Allaah, the Most High, both 
the things themselves and their attributes and their activities. Allaah, the Most High, 
says, "Allaah it is Who is the Creator of everything, and He is the Guardian 
over all things," [Soorah az-Zumar (39):62] 
 
(iv) To believe that everything in existence is created by Allaah, the Most High, both 
the things themselves and their attributes and their activities. Allaah, the Most High, 
says, "Allaah it is Who is the Creator of everything, and He is the Guardian 
over all things," [Soorah az-Zumar (39):62] 
 
"And Allaah created everything and gave everything its due and decreed 
measure." [Soorah al-Furqaan (25):2] 
 
He said about the Prophet of Allaah Ibraaheem, 'alayhis-salaam that he said to his 
people: "And Allaah created you and your handiwork." [Soorah as-Saafaat 
(37):96] 
 
Belief in pre-decree as we have described it does not negate the fact that the servant 
has will (mashee'ah) and ability (qudrah) in those actions where he has a choice. 
Rather both the sharee'ah texts and the reality that is witnessed affirm this for him. 
"So whoever wills shall act and prepare for the day when they return to 
their Lord." [Soorah an-Naba (78):39] 
 
"Enter your wives from any angle you wish." [Soorah al-Baqarah (2):223] 
  
"And fear Allaah and fear His punishment, by doing whatever He has 
obligated, avoiding sins, and doing deeds that will draw one closer to Him, 
as much as you are able." [Soorah at-Taghaabun (64): 16] 
 
"Allaah does not place a burden on any soul greater than that it can bear. It 
will receive the good that it has earned and is accountable for the evil it has 
committed." [Soorah al-Baqarah (2):286] 
 
In the reality that we witness, every person knows that he possesses will and ability, 
and through them is able to do or leave an action. Furthermore he knows that there 
is a difference between things that occur with his will, such as his walking along, and 
things that occur involuntarily, such as his trembling with fear. However the will and 
ability of the person exist by the Will and Ability/Power of Allaah, the Most High. 
Allaah, the Most High, says, "For whoever from the creation wishes to follow 
the truth; and you will not wish it unless Allaah, the Lord of all creation, 
wishes that for you." [Soorah at-Takweer (81):28-29] 
 
Because all of the creation is part of the Dominion of Allaah, the Most High and there 
is nothing within His Dominion that exists without His Knowledge and Will. 
Also belief in pre-decree as we have described it does not provide any excuse for a 
person to abandon obligatory duties, or to commit sins, using the plea that this was 
pre-decreed for him. Such an argument is futile from a number of angles: 
 
(i) The Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "Those who worship others along with 
Allaah will say: *H Allaah had willed us to believe and worship Him alone, 



then we would not have worshipped others along with Him, nor would our 
forefathers; nor would we ourselves have declared things forbidden. So the 
fact that He did not prevent us shows that He is pleased with what we do'. 
In the same way did the evildoers before them deny and reject the truth, 
until our punishment came upon them. Say to them, O Muhammad: Do you 
have any proof that you can produce that Allaah is pleased with that?! 
Rather you are just following conjecture and inventing lies against Allaah.” 

[Soorah al-An'aam (6):148] 
 
If they had been any excuse for them in pre-decree then Allaah would not have sent 
down His punishment upon them. 
 
(ii) The Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "Messengers who were sent with the 
good news of Allaah's reward for those who obey Him, do as He commands 
and believe in His messengers, and warner's of Allaah's punishment, for 
those who disobey Allaah, contravene His commands and disbelieve in His 
messengers; so that those who disbelieve in Allaah and worship others 
besides Him may have no excuse to avoid punishment after the sending of 
the messengers, and Allaah is the All-Mighty, All-Wise." [Soorah an-Nisaa (4): 
165] 
 
If pre-decree were an excuse for the evildoers, then it would not be removed by the 
sending of the messengers, since their evil acts after the sending of the messengers 
would still be according to the pre-decree of Allaah, the Most High. 
 
(iii) Al-Bukhaaree reports from 'Alee ibn Abee Taalib, radiyallaahu 'anhu, that the 
Prophet said: "There is not one of you except that his place in the Fire or in Paradise 
has already been written" So a man from the people said: "Shall we not just depend 
upon it, O Messenger of Allaah?" He replied: "No, act for everyone will have that 
made easy for him” (Then he recited Aayaat 5-10 of Soorah al-Layl). [Eng. transl. 
8/392/no, 602] 
 
In the wording reported by Muslim he said: "For everyone will have that which he 
was created for made easy for him" (Eng. transl. 4/1393/no. 6398). 
So the Prophet (3H) commanded action and forbade inaction and dependence upon 
pre-decree. 
 
(iv) Allaah, the Most High, gave the servant orders and prohibitions, and did not 
burden him except with that which he is capable of performing. Allaah, the Most 
High, says, "And fear Allaah and fear His punishment by doing whatever He 
has obligated, avoiding sins and doing deeds that will draw one closer to 
Him - as much as you are able." [Soorah at-Taghaabun (64): 16] 
 
"Allaah does not place a burden on any soul greater than it can bear." 
[Soorah al-Baqarah (2):286] 
 
So if the servant was compelled to do (evil) actions, then he would have been duty 
bound with avoiding something which is impossible for him to avoid - and this is 
futile. Therefore it is the case that if he falls into a sin due to ignorance, forgetfulness 
or having been compelled then there is no sin upon him, as he is excused. 
 
(v) Allaah's pre-decree is a hidden secret that is not known except after what was 
decreed comes about; whereas the person's will and desire in his deeds is something 
that precedes them. So his will to commit the actions is not based upon his having 
knowledge of what Allaah has decreed. Since this is the case it invalidates his 



attempt to use pre-decree as an excuse, because there is no proof for a person in 
something that he doesn't know. 
 
(vi) We see that in a person's worldly affairs he strives to take care of that which is in 
his best interests, seeking to attain it; and he does not, instead, strive to attain what 
is not in his best interest and excuse himself in this with pre-decree. So why then 
does he turn away from what benefits him in the matter of his Religion, and instead 
does that which will harm him, and then use pre-decree as his excuse?! Are not 
these two matters the same?! 
 
We will quote an example to make this clear: If a person stood at the head of two 
roads, one of them led to a land where there was total anarchy, killing and looting, 
destruction of property, fear and famine; and the second road led to a land of 
complete order, total stability and security, affluence, and where peoples live and 
property and wealth were respected, then which road will he take? He will certainly 
take the second road to the land of order and security. It is not possible that any 
sane person would take the road to the land of anarchy and fear and then use pre-
decree as his excuse. So why with regard to the affairs of the Hereafter does he take 
the road to the Fire and not the road to Paradise and seek to use pre-decree as his 
excuse?! 
 
Another example is that of a sick person who is told to take a medicine that he does 
no like or desire so he drinks it; and he is told to refrain from some food that he likes 
to avoid its harm, so he refrains from it. He does all of this hoping to be cured and 
restored to wellbeing. It is not possible that he will abstain from drinking the 
medicine, and will eat the harmful food, and then seek to use pre-decree as his 
excuse in this. So why does a person leave that which Allaah and His Messenger have 
commanded, or do that which Allaah forbade and His Messenger forbade and then 
seek to use pre-decree as an excuse?! 
 
(vii) That the one who seeks to use Pre-Decree as an excuse for abandoning the 
obligatory duties or for committing sins, if a person were to transgress against him - 
either stealing his wealth or violating his rights, and then sought to use Pre-Decree 
as an excuse for his actions, saying: 'Don't blame me since my transgression was 
something decreed by Allaah' - then he would not accept this excuse from him. So 
how is it that he will not accept Pre-Decree as an excuse for someone who 
transgresses against him, yet he himself seeks to use it as an excuse for himself 
when he transgresses against that which is the right of Allaah, the Most High?! 
In this regard it is mentioned that a thief who deserved the punishment of having his 
hand amputated was brought before Ameer ul-Mumineen 'Umar ibn al-Khattaab, 
radiyallaahu 'anhu, so he ordered that his hand be amputated, so he said: "Wait. O 
chief of the Believers, I only stole by the pre-decree of Allaah." So 'Umar replied: 
"And we only amputate by the pre-decree of Allaah." 
 
Belief in pre-decree produces very great fruits, from them:- 

(i) Dependence upon Allaah, the Most High, after having carried out the 
necessary means to an end; so he does not depend upon the means itself, since 
everything occurs by the pre-decree of Allaah, the Most High,  

(ii) That the person is not amazed with himself when that which he wants is 
attained. Its attainment is a blessing granted by Allaah, the Most High, and came 
about through the means to good and success which Allaah decreed. So being 
amazed with his own self will cause him to forget to give thanks for this blessing. 

(iii) Peace of mind and being at ease with whatever occurs with him from that 
which Allaah, the Most High, has decreed for him. So he does not become disturbed 
by the fact that something he loves does not come to him, nor by something he 
dislikes coming to him. All of this occurs by the pre-decree of Allaah, to whom 



belongs the dominion of the heavens and the earth. It was something that was going 
to happen and could not be avoided. Concerning this Allaah, the Most High, Says, 
"No calamity befalls you in the earth or in your selves except that it was 
written in the Preserved Tablet before We created the souls. Indeed creating 
the souls and recording all the calamities that will befall them is something 
easy for Allaah. We have informed you of this so that you should not grieve 
over worldly matters that escape you, nor exult over others due to what He 
has given to you; and Allaah does not love the proud who exult over others 
due to the worldly things they have been given." 
[Soorah al-Hadeed (57):22-23] 
 
The Prophet said: "How amazing is the affair of the Believer, all of his affair is 
good, and that is not the case for anyone except the Believer: if ease comes 
to him he gives thanks for it, so that is good for him; and if trouble comes to 
him he has patience and so that is good for him" [Reported by Muslim (Eng. 
transl. 4/1541/no. 7138)]. 
 
Two sects have gone astray regarding pre-decree:- 

(i): The Jabariyyah - those who say that the person is compelled to carry out 
his actions, and that he has no will or ability with regard to them,  

(ii): The Qadariyyah - those who say that the person is totally independent 
and has unrestricted free will and ability regarding his actions, and that Allaah's Will 
and Power has no effect in this. 

 
The rebuttal of the first group (al-Jabariyyah) is found in the texts and the reality of 
that is witnessed. As for the texts, then Allaah, the Most High, affirmed will and 
desire and ability for the servant and attributed actions to him. Allaah, the Most High, 
says, "There are some amongst you who desire this world and some who 
desire the Hereafter." [Soorah Aal-’Imraan (3): 152] 
 
"Say, O Muhammad: This that I have brought you from your Lord is the truth 
- it is He who guides and humiliates - so if you wish then believe, and if you 
wish then disbelieve. If you disbelieve then your Lord has prepared for you a 
Fire whose walls surround those within it." [Soorah al-Kahf (18):29] 
 
"Whoever acts in obedience to Allaah, then it is for the benefit of his own 
soul and he will be rewarded for it; and whoever acts in disobedience to 
Allaah, then he has transgressed against his own soul and earned Allaah's 
Anger; and your Lord will not punish anyone for a sin he did not commit." 
[Soorah Fussilat (41):46] 
 
As for the reality that it witnessed, then every person knows the difference between 
his actions that he does by choice - such as eating, drinking, buying and selling, and 
those that happen without his will - such as shivering due to a feverish chill, and 
falling from a roof. So in the former examples he acted by his own will and choice 
and was not compelled and in the latter he neither chose nor desired that which 
happened to him. 
 
As for the rebuttal of the second sect (al-Qadariyyah), then it is in the texts and the 
intellect. As for the texts, then Allaah, the Most High, is the Creator of everything, 
and everything exists by His Will. Furthermore Allaah, the Most High, has made clear 
in His Book that the actions of the servants occur in accordance with His Will. He, the 
Most High, says, "And if Allaah had willed those who came after Moosaa and 
'Eesaa would not have fought amongst themselves after clear signs had 
come to them from Allaah. But they differed, some believing in Allaah, and 
His signs and others disbelieving. So if Allaah had willed He would have 



prevented them and they would not have fought each other; but Allaah does 
whatever He wills." [Soorah al-Baqarah (2):253] 
 
"And if We had willed We could have guided every person to true belief in 
Allaah, but the Word from Me has become binding for them, that I will fill 
the Fire with the sinners and disbelievers from the jinn and mankind." 
[Soorah as-Sajdah (32): 13] 
 
As for the intellect, then all of the creation is the possession and dominion of Allaah, 
the Most High, and man is part of this creation and is a slave owned by Allaah, the 
Most High, and it is not possible for the slave to act within the dominion of the owner 
except with His Permission and Will. 
 
 
The third level is al-ihsaan [lit. to do well or perfectly], it is a single 
pillar which is: that you worship Allaah as if you were seeing Him, and 
even though you do not see Him then He certainly sees you. The proof 
is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "Allaah is with those who 
fear Him and keep away from what He has forbidden, and those 
who are people of ihsaan - those who do well in carrying out 
whatever He has obligated, taking care of His rights and being 
constant in obedience to Him, He aids, guides and assists them" 
[Soorah an-Nahl (16): 128], and His Saying, "And place your reli-
ance O Muhammad in the All-Mighty, the Bestower of Mercy. He 
Who sees you when you stand to pray, and sees your 
movements along with those who follow you in the Prayer - in 
your standing, bowing, prostration and sitting. Your Lord is the 
One who hears whatever you recite and mention in your Prayer, 
and Who knows whatever you and those following you do in 
your Prayer - so recite the Qur'aan in it, and correctly perform 
it, since your Lord sees and hears you" [Soorah ash-Shooraa 
(26):217-220], and His Saying, "You are not involved in any 
matter, O Muhammad, nor do you recite the Book of Allaah, nor 
do you do any action - O people - whether it is good or evil, 
except that We are witnessing your deeds when you do them..." 
[132] [Soorah Yoonus (10):61] 
________________________________________________________ 
132  Al-Ihsaan is the opposite of behaving badly, and it means that a person 
strives to do what is good and to repel harmful things. So he strives to benefit the 
servants of Allaah through his wealth, position, knowledge and his person. So as for 
the case of doing good with ones wealth, then he spends and gives in charity, and 
pays the zakaat, and the best of the types of doing good through wealth is the 
zakaat since it is one of the pillars of Islaam, and one of its great foundations. A 
person's Islaam will not be complete without it. It is the charity most loved by Allaah, 
the Mighty and Majestic, and that is followed by that which it is obligatory upon a 
person to spend upon his wife, mother, father, children, brothers, children of his 
brothers, sisters, paternal uncles, paternal aunts, maternal aunts, and so on. Then by 
charity given to the poor and to the rest of those deserving of charity - such as 
students of knowledge for example. 
 



As for the case of doing good by means of ones position, then it is that people are 
found in different levels. Some of them have status with someone in authority and so 
strive to benefit the people by means of his position. So if a man comes to him and 
requests that he should intercede for him with the one in authority then he does so, 
either to repel some harm from him or to attain some good for him. As for doing 
good by means of his knowledge, then it is that he strives to pass on his knowledge 
to Allaah's servants, in open and private gatherings and assemblies. Even if people 
sit socially, to drink coffee, then it pertains to good and fine behaviour that he should 
teach the people. Even if you are in a public gathering it is from what is good that 
you teach the people. However wisdom is to be used in this matter. So you should 
not weary the people making it a habit that every single time you sit in a gathering 
you admonish and address the people, since the Prophet (H&) used to give them 
admonition now and then, and not too frequently. This is because the souls become 
weary and bored. When they become bored they become languid and weak and may 
even come to dislike what is good merely because of the frequency with which the 
person stands and addresses them. 
 
As for seeking to benefit the people with ones person, then the Prophet said: "... 
that you help a man to mount and ride his riding beast, or you lift up his 
luggage on to it for him, is a charity" [Reported by al-Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. 
4/90-91/no. 141) 
 
As for ihsaan in the worship of Allaah, then it is that you worship Allaah as if you 
were seeing Him, as the Prophet said. So worship done in this way, that a person 
worships his Lord as if he were actually seeing Him is worship that is accompanied by 
yearning and seeking. So a person will find that his soul encourages him upon 
worship done in this way, since he is yearning for the one he loves. Therefore he 
worships Him as if he were seeing Him, and he directs his heart to Him and turns to 
Him and seeks to draw near to Him, He the One free of all imperfections and the 
Most High. 
 
"Then even though you do not see Him, then He certainly sees you." This part shows 
worship done whilst fleeing and fearing, and is therefore the second level of ihsaan. 
So if you do not worship Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, as if you are seeing Him 
and seeking Him and your soul is encouraging you towards Him, then worship Him 
keeping in mind that He sees you. So you will then worship Him as one who fears 
Him and seeks to flee from His retribution and punishment. 
 
This level is held by those having knowledge of these affairs to be lower than the first 
level. Worship of Allaah, the Perfect and Most High, is, as Ibn al-Qayyim, 
rahimahullaah, said: 'Worship of the Most Merciful is utmost love of Him, along with 
the worshipper’s submission and humility; they are its two pillars.' So worship is built 
upon these two matters: utmost love, and utmost humility and submission. Love 
causes one to desire and seek, and humility causes one to fear and flee. This is 
ihsaan in the worship of Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic. If a person worships Allaah 
in this manner, then he will become one who is pure and sincere in his worship of 
Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic. He will not desire with his worship that he is seen by 
the people, or heard of, nor will he desire their praise. It will be the same to him 
whether the people notice him or do not notice him. 
 
He will worship with ihsaan in every condition. Indeed part of the completion of 
purity and sincerity of worship (al-ikhtaas) is that a person should seek not to be 
seen by the people when he worships, and that his worship should be a secret 
between him and his Lord. That is unless there is some benefit for the Muslims or for 
Islaam in his performing it openly, for example if he is a person who is followed and 
taken as an example and he wishes to manifest his worship to the people so that 



they should take it as an example to follow; or that he manifests his worship so that 
his companions, friends and associates should follow his example, then this is good. 
This benefit which he takes account of may be more excellent and greater than the 
benefit of keeping it hidden. Therefore Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, has praised 
those who spend of their wealth in charity secretly and openly. So whenever 
performing it secretly is better and more beneficial for the heart, and causes one to 
be more humble and submissive, and to turn to Allaah more attentively, then they 
give in secret. But when performing it openly produces benefit for Islaam, due to 
manifestation of its prescribed practices, and will mean that the people follow this 
person’s example, then they do this openly. The Believer looks to what is most 
appropriate. So whatever is most appropriate and most beneficial in worship, then it 
will be what is most complete and most excellent. 
 
 
The proof from the sunnah is the well-known hadeeth of Jibraa'eel, 
reported from 'Umar, radiyallaahu 'anhu, that he said, "Whilst we were 
sitting in the presence of Allaah's Messenger (3H) one day a man came 
to us having very white clothes and very black hair. No trace of having 
travelled was to be seen upon him, nor did any of us know him. So he 
came and sat down with the Prophet (3H) and put his knees against 
his knees, and placed his palms upon his thighs and said: "O 
Muhammad, inform me about Islaam.” 
 
So Allaah's Messenger: "Islaam is that you testify that none has the 
right to be worshipped except Allaah, and that Muhammad is the 
Messenger of Allaah; establish the Prayer; pay the zakaat; fast 
Ramadaan; and perform pilgrimage (hajj) to the House if you are able 
to do so." He said: "You have spoken the truth." So we were amazed 
at him asking him a question and then saying that he had spoken the 
truth. He said: "Then inform me about eemaan.” He said: "It is that 
you truly believe in Allaah, His angels, His Books, His Messengers, the 
Last Day; and that you truly believe in pre-decree -its good and its 
bad." He said: "You have spoken the truth." He said: "Then inform me 
about al-ihsaan.” He said: "ft is that you worship Allaah as if you were 
seeing Him, and though you do not see Him then He certainly sees 
you.” He said: "Then inform me of the (Last) Hour." He said: "The one 
who is asked about it knows no better than the one who is asking." He 
said: "Then inform me about its signs." He said: "That the slave-girl 
will give birth to her mistress; and that you will see the barefooted, 
unclothed and destitute shepherds competing in the building of tall 
buildings." He said: so he left, and we remained for some time, then 
he asked: "O 'Umar, do you know who the questioner was? I replied: 
"Allaah and His Messenger know best" He said: "That was Jibreel, he 
came to you to teach you your Religion (Been).” [133]

THE THIRD PRINCIPLE [134] 
Knowledge of your Prophet Muhammad, and he was: Muhammad ibn 
'Abdullaah ibn 'Abdul-Muttalib ibn Haashim; and Haashim was from 
(the tribe of) Quraysh; Quraysh were from the Arabs; and the Arabs 
have descended from Ismaa'eel, the son of Ibraaheem - the chosen 
beloved {khaleel) - may the most excellent blessings and peace be 
upon him and upon our Prophet. 
________________________________________________________ 
 
134 From the three principles that each person must know and be aware of, are 
the servants knowledge of his Lord, his Religion, and his Prophet. The servants 
knowledge of his Lord and his Religion are matters that have preceded. As for 
knowledge about the Prophet (2H) then it covers five matters: 
 
(i) Knowledge about his lineage: He was the noblest of people in lineage since he was 
Haashimee, of the Quraysh, and an Arab. He was: Muhammad the son of 'Abdullaah 
ibn 'Abdul-Muttalib ibn Haashim - to the end of the lineage quoted by the Shaykh, 
rahimahullaah. 
 
(ii) The age he reached, where he was born, and where he migrated to. So the 
Shaykh explained this with his saying: "And he reached sixty-three years of age, his 
land was Makkah, and he migrated to al-Madeenah." So he was born in Makkah and 
he remained there for fifty-three years. The he migrated to al-Madeenah and 
remained there for ten years. It was there that he died in the month of Rabee'ul-
Awwal in the eleventh year after the Hijrah. 
 
(iii) Knowledge about his life as a Prophet, and this was for a period of twenty three 
years. Revelation was first given to him at the age of forty, just as one of his reciter's 
of poetry said: 'So forty years came upon him and then the sunlight of prophethood 
shone forth from him in the month of Ramadaan.' 
 
(iv) Through what did he become a Prophet and then a Messenger? He was a Prophet 
(Nabiyy) since there came to him the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "Recite, O 
Muhammad, mentioning the name of your Lord who created. He who created 
mankind from a clot of blood. Recite, O Muhammad, and your Lord is the 
Most Generous. He who taught the creation to write and taught them that 
which they did not know." [Soorahal-’Alaq (96): 1-5] 
 
He became a Messenger (Rasool) when there came to him the Saying of Allaah, the 
Most High, "O you (Muhammad) wrapped in garments! Arise and warn your 
people who worship others besides Allaah of Allaah's punishment; and 
venerate and worship your Lord, making your worship for Him alone; and 
purify your self, your garment and your deeds; and shun the idols; and do 
not give anything in order to receive something more in return; and 
patiently persevere for the sake of your Lord in the face of any harm you 
encounter." [Soorah al-Muddaththir (74): 1-7] 
 
So he arose and warned and established what Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, had 
commanded him to do. 
 
Then concerning the difference between a Messenger (Rasool) and a Prophet 
{Nabiyy) the scholars say: A Prophet is one who had a Revealed Way sent to him by 
Revelation and was not commanded to propagate it, whereas a Messenger is one 
who had a Revealed way sent down to him by Allaah and was ordered to propagate 



and act upon it. So every Messenger was a Prophet, but not every Prophet was a 
Messenger. 
 
(v) What was the message he was sent with, and why was he sent? So he was sent 
to call to the tawheed of Allaah, the Most High, and His Revealed Law - which 
comprised doing whatever He ordered and avoiding whatever He forbade. He was 
sent as a mercy to all the creation to bring them out of the oppressive darkness of 
shirk (worship of anything besides Him), kufr (unbelief) and ignorance, and to bring 
them to the light of knowledge, true belief (eemaan), and tawheed (the pure worship 
of Allaah alone) - so that they should thereby gain the forgiveness and Pleasure of 
Allaah, and thus be saved from His punishment and Anger. 
 
 
He lived for sixty-three years: forty years before prophethood, and 
twenty-three years as a prophet and a messenger. He was sent as a 
prophet with ‘iqra' [i.e. the beginning of Soorah al-'Alaq], and as a 
messenger with [Soorah] Muddaththir. His land was Makkah and he 
performed hijrah (prescribed migration) to al-Madeenah. Allaah sent 
him to warn against shirk and to call to Tawheed. [135] 
________________________________________________________ 
135 i.e. to warn them against shirk, and to call them to the tawheed of Allaah, the 
Mighty and Majestic, in His Lordship (ar-Ruboobiyyah), His right to be worshipped 
alone {al-Uloohiyyah), and His names and attributes (al-Asmaa was-Sifaat). 
 
 

The proof is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "O you (Muhammad 
wrapped in garments! Arise and warn your people; and venerate 
and worship your Lord, and purify your self, your garments and 
your deeds; and shun the idols; and do not give anything in 
order to receive something more in return; and patiently 
persevere for the sake of your Lord in the face of any harm you 
encounter" [Soorah al-Mudaththir (74): 1-7]. 

 
The meaning of "Arise and warn your people" is that he was to 
warn against shirk and to call to tawheed. "Venerate and worship 
your Lord" means honour and venerate Him with tawheed. "Purify 
yourself, your garments, and your deeds" means purify your ac-
tions from any shirk. "Shun the idols", ar-rujz means the idols, and 
hajr of them means shunning them, and freeing and disassociating 
oneself from them and their people. 
 
He carried out this duty for ten years, calling to Tawheed, [136] and 
after ten years he was taken up through the heavens [i.e. the mi'raaj]; 
[137] and the five Prayers were obligated upon him, and he prayed in 
Makkah for three years, [138] and then he was commanded to 
perform hijrah (prescribed migration) to al-Madeenah. [139] 



________________________________________________________
136 Meaning that the Prophet (3H) remained for ten years calling to the Tawheed of 

Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, and for the people to single Him out with all of their 

worship. 

135 al-'Urooj - which means ascent, as occurs in the Saying of Allaah, the Most 
High, "The Angels and Jibreel ascend (ta’ruj) to Allaah." [Soorah al-Ma'aarij (70):4] 

The Night Ascension (Mi'raaj) was one of the very great blessings bestowed by Allaah 
upon the Prophet (5||) in particular, before he migrated from Makkah. So whilst he was 
sleeping in the detached part of the Ka'bah (al-Hijr) someone came to him and cut open 
his body between his throat and his lower abdomen. Then he took out his heart and filled 
it up with wisdom and eemaan in preparation for what was about to occur with him. 
Then a white animal - named al-Buraaq - smaller than a mule and bigger than a 
donkey was brought to him. Its pace was the distance the eye could see. So he mounted 
it and he was escorted by Jibreel - The Trustworthy. So he came to Jerusalem and prayed 
along with the prophets, leading all of the prophets and messengers in the Prayer, with 
them praying behind him. This manifested the pre-eminence of Allaah's Messenger and 
his nobility and that he is the imaam to be followed. Then Jibreel ascended with him to 
the lowest heaven and requested entry. So it was said: "Who is there?": He said: 
"Jibreel." It was said: "And who is with you?" He said: "Muhammad." He said: "Has 
he been called?" He said: "Yes." It was said: "Welcome to him, what an excellent 
visitor it is who has come." So entry was granted to him, and he found therein Aadam. 
So Jibreel said: "This is your forefather Aadam, so greet him with salaam." So he 
greeted him thus and he responded to him with salaam and said:  "Welcome to the 
righteous son and the righteous prophet." So on Aadam's right were the spirits of those 
who will attain salvation and on his left were the spirits of those who will go to 
destruction, from his descendants. So when he looked to the right he was pleased and 
laughed, and when he looked to his left he wept. Then Jibreel ascended with him to the 
second heaven and requested entry. So he found therein Yahyaa and 'Eesaa, 
'alayhimus-salaam, and they are maternal cousins -each of them being the son pf the 
others maternal aunt. So Jibreel said: "This is Yahyaa and 'Eesaa, so greet them with the 
greeting of salaam. So he greeted them with salaam, and they replied with this greeting 
of salaam and said: "Welcome to the righteous brother, and the righteous Prophet." Then 
Jibreel ascended with him to the third heaven, and requested entry. So he found 
therein Yoosuf, 'alayhis-salaam and Jibreel said: "This is Yoosuf so greet him with 
salaam" so he greeted him with salaam, so he responded to him with this greeting and 
said: "Welcome to the righteous brother and the righteous Prophet." Then Jibreel 
ascended with him to the fourth heaven and requested entry. He found therein Idrees , so 
Jibreel said: "This is Idrees, so greet him with salaam. " So he greeted him with salaam, 
and he replied to him with salaam and said: "Welcome to the righteous brother and 
the righteous Prophet." Then Jibreel ascended with him to the fifth heaven and 
requested entry. He found therein Haaroon Ibn 'Imraan, the brother of Moosaa, so 
Jibreel said: "This is Haaroon so greet him with salaam.” So he greeted him with 



salaam, and he replied to him with salaam and said: "Welcome to the righteous brother 
and the righteous Prophet." Then Jibreel ascended with him to the sixth heaven and 
requested entry. He found therein Moosaa, so Jibreel said: "This is Moosaa, greet him 
with salaam." So he greeted him with salaam and he replied to him with the greeting 
of salaam and said: "Welcome to the righteous brother and the righteous Prophet." 
When he proceeded on Moosaa wept, so it was said: "What causes you to weep?" So he 
replied: "I weep because a young man was sent as a Messenger after me, and more of 
his nation than my nation will enter Paradise." So Moosaa's weeping was because of 
grief for the many virtues missed by his nation, and not out of envy for the nation of 
Muhammad. Then Jibreel ascended with him to the seventh heaven and requested entry. 
He found therein Ibraaheem, the chosen beloved of the Most Merciful. So Jibreel said: 
"This is your forefather Ibraaheem, greet him with salaam." So he greeted him with 
salaam, and he replied with salaam and said: "Welcome to the righteous son and the 
righteous Prophet." 

 
Jibreel took Allaah's Messenger to all of those prophets as an honour for him, and in order 
to manifest his nobility and excellence. Also Ibraaheem was seen in the seventh heaven 
resting with his back against the Oft-Frequented House (al-Baitul-Ma'moor) which is such 
that every day seventy thousand angels enter it to worship and pray, then they leave it 
and do not return to it. Then on the second day more angles - whose number cannot be 
enumerated by anyone but Allaah, enter it. Then the Prophet was raised to the furthest 
Lote tree (as-Sidratul-Muniahaa), and it was covered through Allaah's Command in such 
splendour and beauty that no one would be able to describe its beauty. Then Allaah 
made fifty Prayers obligatory upon him for each day and night. So he was pleased with 
that and submitted to it. Then he descended until he came to Moosaa, who said: "What 
did your Lord make obligatory upon your nation?" So he said: "Fifty Prayers in each day 
and night." He said: "Your nation will not be able to bear that, I have experience of the 
people before you and struggled hard with Banee Israaeel, so return to your Lord and 
request that He should make reduction for your nation." The Prophet said: "So I returned, 
and ten were reduced from me" and he kept returning to His Lord until the obligation was 
fixed at five Prayers. Then a call was made: 'I have decreed My obligation, and have 
reduced the burden on My slaves.'" [Translator: Refer to Saheeh al-Bukhaaree, (Eng. 
transl. vol. 4, pp. 287-290, no. 429) and (vol. 5, pp. 143-148, no. 227)]. 

Also in this night the Prophet was entered into Paradise and saw tents of pearl, and 
saw that its earth was musk, then Allaah's Messenger descended and returned to 
Makkah during the period of after-dawn darkness, and he prayed the Dawn (Subh) 
Prayer. 

138 There he prayed the Prayers which now consist of four rak'ahs with two 

rak'ahs. Then when he migrated to al-Madeenah the travellers Prayer remained like 
that, whilst the Prayer of the resident was increased. 

 



139 Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, ordered His Prophet Muhammad to migrate to 
al-Madeenah since the people of Makkah prevented him from giving his call. So in the 
month of Rabee'ul-Awwal of the thirteenth year of Messengership the Prophet reached 
al-Madeenah. He migrated from Makkah, the land where the Revelation first came 
down and the most beloved land to Allaah and His Messenger. He left Makkah 
migrating with the permission of his Lord after calling the people in Makkah for thirteen 
years, propagating the Revelation sent to him by his Lord and calling to that upon clear 
proof. But from most of Quraysh and from their leaders he received nothing but 
rejection, renunciation, and severe harm at their hands for himself and those who 
believed in him. Then the matter reached the stage that they were prepared to carry out 
their treacherous plan to kill the Prophet. Their heads gathered in Daarun-Nadwah to 
consult one another about what should be done with Allaah's Messenger. They saw that 
his Companions had migrated to al-Madeenah and that he would be sure to join them and 
thus find the help and the assistance of the Ansaar - those who had given their pledge 
to him that they would defend him just as they would defend their own sons and 
womenfolk. So if this were to come about, then a great force would have been 
established against Quraysh. This being the situation the enemy of Allaah Aboo Jahl 
put forward the idea that each tribe should choose one strong youth, gather them, give 
each youth a sharpened sword, and that together they should attack Muhammad and 
strike at him together. In doing so they would be free of him. Furthermore 
responsibility for shedding his blood would be shared equally amongst the tribes, so 
that Banoo ' Abd Manaaf - the kinsfolk of the Prophet, would be unable to fight against 
all of them to exact revenge. Therefore they would have to be pleased with accepting 
blood-money which could be given to them. 

So Allaah informed His Prophet of what the mushriks intended to do, and He granted him 
permission to migrate to al-Madeenah. Aboo Bakr, radiyallaahu 'anhu, had previously 
prepared to migrate to al-Madeenah, but the Prophet had told him to wait as he himself 
hoped for permission to migrate. So Aboo Bakr, radiyallaahu 'anhu, remained in 
order to accompany the Prophet.  ’Aai'shah, radiyallaahu 'anhaa, said: "So whilst we 
were in the house of Aboo Bakr at the time of the heat of midday, Allaah's Messenger 
came knocking at the door. So Aboo Bakr said: 'May my mother and father be a 
ransom for him, by Allaah, something serious must have caused him to come at this hour.' 
So the Prophet entered, and said to Aboo Bakr: "Cause whoever is with you to leave." So 
he said: "It is just your family (wife) - may my father and mother be ransom for you." 
So the Prophet said: "Permission has been given to me to depart." So Aboo Bakr said: 
"Am I to accompany you, O Messenger of Allaah?" He replied: "Yes." He said: "O 
Messenger of Allaah, then take one of these two riding beasts of mine." So the Prophet 
said: "With payment." So Allaah's Messenger departed along with Aboo Bakr, and they 
remained in a cave of the mountain of Thawr for three nights. 'Abdullaah ibn Abee Bakr 
who was an intelligent and alert youth used to stay with them during the nights and 
then return to Makkah towards the end of the night in order to be amongst Quraysh 
during the daytime. So he would not hear anything spoken about the Prophet and his 
companion except that he would remember it, and then when night fell he would go and 
report it to them. So Quraysh began to search everywhere for the Prophet and strove to 
capture him by any means. They even declared that anyone who brought them, or one of 



them would receive the reward of his blood-wit - of a hundred camels. But Allaah was 
with them, protecting and guarding them. The Quraysh even stood at the entrance to 
the cave but did not see the two of them. Aboo Bakr, radiyallaahu 'anhu, said: I said to 
the Prophet when we were in the cave: "If one of them were to look down towards his 
feet he would see us." So he replied "Do not be distressed, for Allaah is with us. What 
do you think, 0 Aboo Bakr, of two when the third is Allaah." So when the search was 
relaxed a little the two of them left the cave, after three nights, and headed towards al-
Madeenah by the coastal route. So when the people of al-Madeenah, the Muhaajirs and the 
Ansaar, heard that Allaah's Messenger had left Makkah they began to go out every 
morning to the volcanic lava plain to await the arrival of Allaah's Messenger and those 
who accompanied him. So they would only return to their houses when the heat of the sun 
drove them back. So on the day when Allaah's Messenger ($&) arrived the sun had risen 
high and the temperature had risen, so the people had returned to their houses. Then a 
man from the Jews who was on top of one of their forts, looking for something, saw 
Allaah's Messenger and his companions coming out of the desert mirage. He could not 
stop himself from shouting out at the top of his voice: "O Arabs! Here is your great man 
whom you have been waiting for." So the Muslims rushed to meet Allaah's Messenger, 
carrying their weapons, both as honour and respect for Allaah's Messenger and showing 
that they were ready to fight jihaad and to defend him, may Allaah be pleased with them. 
So they met him on the summit of the lava plain and he turned with them to the right 
and alighted with Banoo 'Amr ibn 'Awf in Qubaa. He remained amongst them for a few 
nights and founded the mosque. Then he moved on towards al-Madeenah and the people 
went along with him, and others joined them on the way. Aboo Bakr, radiyallaahu 'anhu, 
said: "When we arrived in al-Madeenah the people came out into the streets and upon the 
houses, even the boys and the servants, and they were saying 'Allaah is greater, Allaah's 
Messenger has come. Allaah is greater Muhammad has come." [Refer to Saheeh al-
Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. vol. 5/ 158-167/no. 245)]. 

 

 

Hijrah is migrating from the land of shirk to the land of Islaam. [140] 
Hijrah from the land of shirk to the land of Islaam is an obligation upon this 
ummah [141] and it continues until the Last Hour, and the proof is the Saying 
of Allaah, the Most High, 

________________________________________________________
140 Al-Hijrah in the language is derived from al-hajr which means abandonment. 

As for its meaning in the Sharee'ah, then it is as the Shaykh said: "Migrating from the 

land of shirk to the land of Islaam." The land of shirk is the land where the signs 

manifesting shirk are upheld; and the signs manifesting Islaam, such as the adhaan, the 

Prayer in congregation, the 'Eid Prayers and the Jumu'ah Prayer, are not commonly and 

universally established. Not established commonly and universally to exclude those 



signs of Islaam that are established restrictedly such as by the Muslim minorities in the 

lands of the unbelievers. These lands do not become the land of Islaam due to the signs 

of Islaam that the Muslim minorities establish therein. As for the land of Islaam, then it 

is the land where these signs are established commonly and universally. 

141 it is obligatory upon every Believer to perform hijrah who is not able to manifest 

his Religion (Deen) in the land of the unbelievers. If he is unable to manifest his 

Religion then his Islaam will not be complete until he performs hijrah. This is because 

whatever is essential for the attainment of an obligation is itself obligatory. 

 

 

uAs for those whose souls the angels take in a state of having earned 
Allaah's Anger, then the angels will say to them: 'In what condi-
tion were you regarding your Religion?' They will say: 'We were 
weakened by the great numbers and strength of the people of 
shirk in our land who prevented us from eemaan and from fol-
lowing the Messenger.' They will reply: 'Was not Allaah's earth 
spacious so that you could leave your land and homes where the 
people of shirk dominate and go to a land where you could wor-
ship Allaah alone and follow His Prophet?!' So these people will 
find their abode in Hell, and what an evil destination that is. Ex-
cept for the weak ones from the men, women and children who 
were unable to migrate or find a way to do so. As for such, it may 
be that Allaah will pardon them, and Allaah is ever One who par-
dons and forgives the sins of His servants" [142] [Soorah an-
Nisaa' (4):97-99]. 

______________________________________________________________ 

142 This Aayah contains a proof that those who do not migrate even though they are 

able to do so will be rebuked by the angels who take their souls, and they will say to 

them: "Was Allaah's earth not spacious enough for you to migrate therein?!" But as for the 



weak ones, those unable to migrate - then Allaah has pardoned them due to their inability 

to migrate, and Allaah does not place a burden on any soul greater than it can bear. 

 

 

Also the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "O My servants who believe in Me and My 

Messenger Muhammad, indeed My earth is spacious, so flee away from whoever 

prevents you from obedience to Me, and make your worship and obedience purely and 

sincerely for Me, and do not obey anyone in disobedience to Me" [Soorah al-'Ankaboot 

(29):56]. Al-Baghawee, rahimahullaah, said: "This Aayah was sent down with regard to 

the Muslims who were in Makkah who did not migrate; Allaah addressed them with the title 

of Eemaan.” [142] 

The proof for the hijrah found in the sunnah is his saying: "Hijrah will not be discontinued 

until repentance is discontinued, and repentance will not be discontinued until 

the sun rises from its place of setting." [144] 

_____________________________________________________________________ 

143  What is apparent is that the Shaykh, rahimahullaah, is reporting this quote 
from al-Baghawee in meaning, if it is the case that he is quoting from his Tafseer. 
This is because what is mentioned with regard to explanation of this Aayah is not 
to be found in al-Baghawee's Tafseer with this wording. 

 

144 That will be at the time when acceptance of righteous actions comes to an 
end. Allaah, the Most High, says, "On the Day when the sun rises from the west it 
will not benefit any unbeliever to then believe, not having believed prior to that; nor 
will any righteous action be accepted except from those who believed and acted 
righteously beforehand." [Soorah al-An'aam (6): 158] 

Here we shall mention the ruling regarding travelling to the land of unbelief. Travelling to 
the lands of the unbelievers is not permissible unless three conditions are met:- 

(i) That the person has knowledge in order to repel doubts. 



(ii) That he is a person adhering to the Religion such that it will prevent him from 

following desires. 

(iii) That he has a need to do so. 

If these three conditions are not present, then it is not permissible to travel to the lands 
of the Unbelievers due to the trials and enticement to evil that it entails or is to be 
feared. It also would involve wasting of wealth since a person will have to spend a 
great deal of money upon such journeys. 

However if there is a need for that, due to a requirement for medical treatment or to 
acquire some (technical) knowledge that is not to be found in his own land, and he is a 
person having knowledge and he adheres to the Religion, as we have described, then 
there is no harm in that. 

 

But as for travelling to the land of the unbelievers for tourism, then this is not a need. It 

is possible instead to go to lands of Islaam whose people uphold the manifest signs of 

Islaam. Furthermore our land [i.e. Saudi Arabia] has become, and all praise is for Allaah, 

suitable for tourism in some areas, so a person may go there and spend the time of his 

vacation there. 

 

As for residing in the lands of the unbelievers, then this is something very dangerous for 
the Muslims Religion, his character, behaviour and manners. We and others have seen 
many of those who went to reside there being corrupted so that they return in a state 
different to the state they went in. They returned as shameless folk, and some even as 
apostates having left and disbelieved in their Religion and in ail religions, and we seek 
Allaah's refuge, to the point that they came to deny the Religion totally and to mock it 
and its people, the earlier and the later ones. Therefore it is fitting, indeed it is binding 
that this be avoided and that the aforementioned conditions which prevent one from 
falling into such destruction are applied. 

Residing in the land of unbelief has two fundamental conditions: 

(i) That the person's Religion will be safe, such that he has sufficient knowledge and 
eemaan, and strong resolve as will satisfy one that he will remain firm upon his Religion 
and beware of deviating or being corrupted away from it. He must also have within 
him enmity and hatred towards the unbelievers and must be far removed from affiliation 
or love for them. Indeed affiliation and love for them are things that negate eemaan. 
Allaah, the Most High, says, "You will not find a people who believe in Allaah and 
the Last Day having love for those who oppose Allaah and His Messenger and 



contradict Allaah's commands, even if they be their fathers, or their sons, or their 
brothers or their tribe." [Soorah al-Mujaadilah (58):22] 

"O you who believe, do not take the Jews and Christians as friends, 
protectors and helpers. They are but friends, helpers and protectors of one 
another. So whoever takes them as such then he is from them, in alliance 
against Allaah, His Messenger and the Believers. Indeed Allaah will not 
guide those who ally themselves with the Jews and Christians. So you will 
see those (hypocrites) who have sickness in their hearts hastening to 
friendship and alliance with them, saying: we do so for fear that some 
disaster may befall us from our enemies causing us to need their 
assistance So perhaps Allaah will bring about victory or some affair to the 
benefit of the Believers. Then those hypocrites will come to regret their 
friendship, love and alliance with the Jews and he Christians that they 
concealed in their hearts." [Soorah al-Maa'idah (5):51-52] 
 
It is also confirmed in what is authentic from the Prophet that: "Whoever loves a 
people is from them, and a person is with those whom he loves." [Translator: al-
Bukhaaree reports in his Saheeh from 'Abdullaah ibn Mas'ood, radiyallaahu ‘anhu that the 
Prophet said: "Every person will be with those whom he loves." (Eng. transl. vol. 8, 
p. 122, no. 189) and Ahmad reports in part of a longer hadeeth from 'Aaishah, 
radiyallaahu ‘anhaa that Allaah's Messenger said: "...and a man does not love a 
people except that Allaah will cause him to be with them." (Declared Saheeh by 
Shaykh al-Albaanee in Saheehul-JaamV no. 3021)]. 
(ii) That he is able to openly manifest his Religion, such that he can establish the outer 
signs of Islaam without being prevented. So he should not be prevented from 
establishing the Prayer, nor the Jumu 'ah Prayer, nor the Congregational Prayers - if 
others are found such that the Congregational and Jumu'ah Prayers can be established. 
Nor should he be prevented from the zakaat, Fasting and hajj, and the rest of the rites of 
Islaam. If he is not able to establish that, then it is not permissible for him to reside 
there; rather migration from such a place is obligatory. 

The author of dX-Mughnee said (vol. 8, p. 457), whilst mentioning the categories 
of people with respect to Hijrah, said: 
"The first of them is those for whom it is obligatory, and that is the case for one who is 
able to do it [i.e. migrate] and not able to establish the obligatory duties of his Religion 
whilst residing amongst the unbelievers. Hijrah is obligatory upon him due to the 
Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "As for those whose souls the angels take in a state of 
having earned Allaah's Anger, then the angels will say to them: "In what condition were you 
regarding you Religion?' They will say: 'We were weakened by the great numbers and 
strength of the people of shirk in our land who prevented us from eemaan and from 
following the Messenger. ‘They will reply: 'Was not Allaah's earth spacious so that you could 
leave your land and homes and go to a land where you could worship Allaah alone and 
follow His Prophet?!' So these people will find their abode in Hell, and what an evil 
destination that is." [Soorah an-Nisaa (4):97] 



So this is a severe threat which proves the obligation. Also because it is obligatory to 

establish the obligations of the Religion for one able to do so. Migration is essential for 
the obligation and for its completion, and whatever is an essential requirement to 

perform an obligation is itself an obligation." 

Then after these two fundamental conditions are met residing in the land of unbelief falls 
into different categories: 

THE FIRST CATEGORY: That he resides there in order to call to Islaam, and to 
encourage people to enter into it. This is a type of jihaad and is thus fard kifaayah [i.e. a 
communal obligation which if performed by some is no longer obligatory upon the rest] 
upon those able to carry it out, with the condition that one must be able to establish the 
call, so that there is no one who will prevent it or prevent the people from responding to 
it. This is because that call (ad-Da'wah) to Islaam is one of the obligations of the 
Religion, it is the way of the messengers, and the Prophet commanded that we convey 
the Message he brought in every place and time. He said: "Convey from me even if it 
be a single Aayah" [Reported by al-Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. vol. 4, p. 442, no. 667)]. 

THE SECOND CATEGORY: That he resides there in order to study the condition of 
the unbelievers and to become aware of their state with regard to the corruption of their 
beliefs, their false and futile worship, degenerate manners and anarchic behaviour. He 
does this in order to warn the people against being beguiled by them, and to make the 
reality of their state clear to those who are attracted to them. This residence is also a 
type of jihaad since it covers warning against unbelief and its people, which comprises 
an encouragement to Islaam and its guidance. This is because the corruption of unbelief 
is a proof of the correctness of Islaam. Just as it is said: 'Things are made clear by their 
opposites.' But this is conditional upon his being able to attain his goal without producing 
greater harm; if he cannot attain his goal due to his being prevented from revealing what 
they are upon and from warning against it, then there is no benefit in his residing there. 
Also if what he intends can be attained, but will also produce some greater evil - for 
example that they respond by abusing Islaam, and the Messenger of Islaam, and the 
scholars of Islaam, then one must withhold from this action due to the Saying of Allaah, 
the Most High, "Do not abuse those idols which the mushriks invoke so that the 
mushriks then abuse Allaah due to their ignorance of their Lord and vengefully 
insult without knowledge. Thus do we make the deeds of every nation seem 
pleasing to it. Then they will be returned to their Lord and He will inform them of 
the deeds that they used to do, and reward or punish them accordingly." 
[Soorah al-An'aam (6): 108] 

Similar to this is his residing in the land of unbelief in order to be a spy for the 
Muslims, to become aware of the plots organised against the Muslims, and so warn 
the Muslims. For this purpose the Prophet (3H) sent Hudhayfah ibn al-Yamaan to the 
mushriks during the battle of the trench (al-Khandaq), so that he could find out about 
their condition. 



THE THIRD CATEGORY: Is that he resides there due to the need of a Muslim state, 
and to maintain diplomatic relations with the state of unbelief, such as the workers in 
the embassies. The ruling in their regard follows on from the ruling for the purpose for 
which each of them resides. So the cultural attache, for example, resides in order to 
take care of students affairs, and to monitor them, and to encourage them to adhere to 
the Religion of Islaam and its manners and behaviour. So his residence there brings 
about great benefit and repels great evil. 
THE FOURTH CATEGORY: That he resides there for some personal and permissible 

need - such as business or medical treatment. Such residence will be permissible in 
accordance with the need. So the scholars, may Allaah have mercy upon them, stated in 

their works that it is permissible to enter the lands of the unbelievers for business, and 

they quote some reports from the Companions, radiyallaahu 'anhum, in that regard. 

THE FIFTH CATEGORY: That he resides there for studies, and this is of the same 
class as the previous one, due to a need. However it is more dangerous and more 
damaging to a person's Religion and character. This is because the students will feel that 
he is in a position of inferiority with regard to his teacher. This can result in respect for 
them and satisfaction with their views, opinions and manners so that he imitates them, 
except for those whom Allaah wills to be protected, and they are few. 

Also the student feels a need for his teacher which will lead to love for him and to 

outward acceptance of the deviation and misguidance that he is upon. Furthermore a 
student will have friends from amongst his fellow students, and will love them and have 

friendship with them. He will also be influenced by them. Due to the danger of this 

category it is obligatory that one takes greater care with regard to it than the previous 
category. 

Further conditions are to be attached to it, in addition to the two fundamental 

conditions. These are: 
(i) That the students intellect is very advanced so that he is able to distinguish 

between that which benefits and that which harms, and to look to future 

consequences. But as for sending young students and those with limited intellect, then 
this is very dangerous for their Religion, character and manners. It is also a source of 

great danger for their Umtnah to which they will return and then spread the poison which 

they received from those unbelievers within it. This is something that is witnessed and 
borne out by reality. Many of those students who are sent return in a different state to that 

which they went upon. They come back having deviated in their practice of the Religion, 

in their character and their manners. So this causes such harm to them and their society 
as is well-known and witnessed. So sending them is just like sending ewes to ravenous 

dogs. 

That the student should have sufficient knowledge of his Religion as will enable him to 
distinguish between truth and falsehood; and as will enable him to refute falsehood 
with the truth, so that he does not become fooled by their falsehood and imagine it to be 
truth, or that he is confused by it, or unable to rebut it, and so either remains in confusion 
or follows the falsehood. There occurs in the supplication that is reported: "O Allaah, 



manifest the truth to me as being the truth, and grant me that I follow it; and manifest 
falsehood to me as being falsehood, and grant me that I should keep away from it, and 
do not make it obscure for me so that I should go astray." 

(iii) That the students adherence to the Religion is such that it will protect and preserve 
him from unbelief and wickedness. So one who is weak in his adherence to the Religion 
will not be safe there, unless Allaah wills; this is due to the strength of the attack against 
him and the weakness of his defences. The causes of unbelief and wickedness over there 
are strong, many, and various. So if they assault a place where defences are weak then 
they will do their work. 

(iv) That there is a need for the knowledge that he resides there in order to attain. There 
must be benefit for the Muslims in what he is learning, and it must be such that its like 
cannot be found in the educational institutions of their lands. But if it is some superfluous 
knowledge that is of no benefit to the Muslims, or if it can be studied in the Islamic 
lands, then it is not permissible to reside in the lands of unbelief to attain it, because of 
the danger to a persons Religion and character, and due to the pointless waste of large 
sums of money. 

 
THE SIXTH CATEGORY: That he resides there to take that as a place of residence, 
this is even more serious and dangerous than what preceded it due to the evils it entails 
because of complete association with the people of unbelief. Also because he will feel 
that he belongs to that land, along with whatever that will entail such as love, alliance, 
and helping to swell the size of the community of unbelievers. Also his family will grow and 
be educated amongst the unbelievers and will therefore take on some of their manners and 
customs. They may even follow them in their beliefs and worship. For this reason it is mentioned 
in the hadeeth from the Prophet (3H|) that he said: "Whoever associates with the Mushrik and 
resides along with him, then he is like him." [Translator: Reported by Aboo Daawood 
(Eng. transl. vol. 2/p. 782/no. 2781) and declared hasan due to a supporting narration 
by Shaykh al-Albaanee, hafidhahullaah, Saheehul-Jaami' (no. 6186) and Silsilatus-
Saheehah (no. 2330)]. 

This hadeeth, even though its chain of narration may be weak, yet what it mentions can 
be seen to be correct since living along with someone encourages you to conform and be 
like them. It is reported from Qays ibn Abee Haazim from Jareer ibn 'Abdullaah, 
radiyallaahu 'anhu, that the Prophet said: "I am free from responsibility for every 
Muslim who resides amongst the mushriks." They said: "O Messenger of Allaah, why is 
that?" He said: "The campfire of each of them should not be (close enough to be) 
visible to the other." [Reported by Aboo Daawood (Eng. transl. vol. 2, p. 730, no. 
2639) and at-Tirmidhee, most of its narrators report it as being mursal [i.e. as having a 
missing link between the Taabi 'ee and the Prophet (3||)] from Qays ibn Abee Haazim 
from the Prophet (38§). At-Tirmidhee said: "I hear Muhammad (meaning al-
Bukhaaree) say: "What is correct is the narration from Qays from the Prophet is 
mursal.' [Shaykh al-Albaanee declares it hasan: Saheehul-Jaami' (no. 1461), al-Irwaa 
(no. 1207) and as-Saheehah (no. 636).] Then how can a believing soul be pleased to 



live in the land of the unbelievers where the signs of unbelief are displayed openly and 
where judgement is for other than Allaah and His Messenger. The person who lives there 
sees all this with his eyes, and hears it, and is pleased with it. Indeed he may affiliate 
himself to that land, reside in it with his wife and children, and be satisfied with that, 
just as would be the case with the land of the Muslims. So this is something very 
dangerous for him and for his family and his children, with respect to their Religion 
and their manners. 
 

This is the conclusion that we have reached regarding the ruling about residing in the 
lands of unbelief. We ask Allaah that it be in accordance with the truth and with what 

is correct. 

 
 

So when he settled in al-Madeenah he ordered the rest of the prescribed 
duties of Islaam, such as: the zakaat, the Prayer, the hajj, jihaad, the 
adhaan, and commanding good and forbidding evil, and the rest of the 
prescribed duties of Islaam. [145] 
_____________________________________________________________
145 The author, rahimahullaah, says that when the Prophet settled in al-Madeenah 

an-Nabawiyyah (the Prophetic city) he commanded the rest of the prescribed duties of 

Islaam. This was because in Makkah he called to tawheed for around ten years, and 
then the Five Daily Prayers were made obligatory in Makkah. Then he migrated to al-

Madeenah before the zakaat, fasting and hajj and the rest of the prescribed duties were 

made obligatory. So what is apparent from the words of the author, rahimahullaah, is 
that zakaat, in its basis and in its details, was made obligatory in al-Madeenah. 

However some of the scholars hold that the limits on which it was payable and the 

amounts that must be given were not prescribed in Makkah, but in al-Madeenah. These 
scholars quote as evidence for this the fact that there are Aayaat occurring in Soorahs 

sent down in Makkah which obligate the zakaat, such as the Saying of Allaah, the Most 

High, "And give what is due from the crops on the day they are har-
vested." [Soorah al-An'aam (6):141]  
 
And the like of the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "And except for those in 
whose wealth there is a known portion -for the beggar and the destitute." 

[Soorah al-Ma'aarij (70):24-25] 

 

So whatever the case, then the final settlement of the zakaat and the laying down of the 
amounts on which it was payable, and the amounts to be paid, and who has the right to 
receive it, then all of this occurred in al-Madeenah. Likewise with regard to the 
adhaan and the Jumu 'ah Prayer. 

What is apparent is that the same was the case with regard to the Congregational 
Prayers, that they were not obligated as such except in al-Madeenah. This is because 
the adhaan which is the call to the congregation was made obligatory in the second year 
(after the hijrah). As for the zakaat and fasting, then they were both made obligatory in 



the second year after the hijrah. As for the hajj, then it was not made obligatory until the 
ninth year, according to the most correct saying of the scholars, after Makkah had 
become a land of Islaam, having been conquered in the eighth year after the hijrah. 

Likewise commanding the good and forbidding the evil, and the rest of the manifest 
duties of Islaam, all of them were made obligatory in al-Madeenah, after the Prophet 
settled there and established the state of Islaam there. 
 
 

He spent ten years establishing that, after which he passed away, May Allaah 
extol and send blessings of peace upon him [146] 

___________________________________________________________ 

146  The Prophet carried that out for ten years after his migration; then after Allaah 
had completed the Religion through him, and had perfected His favour upon the 
Believers, then Allaah chose him to join the highest companionship, that of the prophets, 
their sincere followers, the martyrs and the righteous folk. So he (SiO became ill at the 
end of the month of Safar and the beginning of the month of Rabee'ul-Awwal. So he went 
out to the people with his head bound (with a cloth). He ascended the mimbar, declared 
the testification of Faith, and the first thing that he said after that was to seek forgiveness 
for the martyrs who were killed at Uhud. Then he said: "A servant from the servants of 
Allaah has been given a choice by Allaah between this world and what is with Him; so 
he chose that which is with Allaah." So Aboo Bakr, radiyallaahu 'anhu, understood this 
and wept, and said: "May my father and mother be a ransom for you, we would pay 
our fathers our mothers, our children, our selves, and our wealth as a ransom for you." 
So the Prophet (Uj£) said: "Do not be hasty, O Aboo Bakr" Then he said: "The person 
who has favoured me most with his companionship and his wealth is Aboo Bakr, and if I 
were to take someone as the one particularly beloved friend to me besides my Lord, then 
I would have taken Aboo Bakr as such. However it is rather the Islamic friendship and 
love." Then he ordered that Aboo Bakr should lead the people in the Prayer. Then 
when it was the day of Monday - the twelfth or thirteenth of the month of Rabee'ul-
Awwal, of the eleventh year after the hijrah, Allaah chose him for His company. So 
when death came to him he began dipping his hand into some water he had besides 
him, and wiping his face and saying: ''None has the right to be worshipped except 
Allaah, indeed death has its agonies" Then he turned his sight towards the heavens and 
said: "O Allaah, amongst the highest companionship." So he passed away on that day, 
and the people were greatly distressed and disturbed due to that, and rightly so. Until 
Aboo Bakr, radiyallaahu 'anhu, came and ascended the mimbar and praised and exalted 
Allaah, and then said: "To proceed, then whoever worshipped Muhammad, then 
Muhammad has died; and whoever worships Allaah, then Allaah lives and never dies." 
Then he recited: "Muhammad is but a messenger, messengers have passed away 
before him. So if he dies or is killed will you turn back from you Religion." [Soorah 
Aal-Tmraan (3):144] 



 
"O Muhammad (30,), you will soon die and your people, those who deny you and 
those who believe - will die." [Soorah az-Zumar (39):30] 
 
So the people wept severely and knew that he had died. So he was washed in his clothes 
out of respect for him. Then he was shrouded in three pure white (cotton) sheets, with no 
robe or turban being used. Then the people prayed over him separately without a single 
imaam. Then he was buried on the night before Wednesday - after the pledge of allegiance 
was completed for the Caliph who came after him. So may the most excellent praise of 
his Lord and perfect peace be upon him. 
 
 
and his Religion remains, and this is his Religion: There is no good except 
that he guided his ummah to it, and no evil except that he warned them 
against it. So the good that he called them to was at-tawheed, and all that 
Allaah loves and is pleased with; and the evil that he warned against was 
ash-shirk and all that Allaah hates and rejects. Allaah sent him as a 
Messenger to all of the people, and Allaah made it obligatory upon all of the 
jinn and mankind to obey him. The proof is the Saying of Allaah, the Most 
High, "Say, O Muhammad, to all of the people: 'I am the 
Messenger of Allaah to you all"? [147] [Soorah al-A'raaf (7)158]. 
___________________________________________________________ 
147  This Aayah contains a proof that Muhammad is the Messenger of Allaah to all 
mankind. Then the continuation of the Aayah makes clear that the one who sent him is 
the Sovereign of the heavens and the earth, in whose Hand is the granting of life and 
death. Also that He, the One free of all imperfections, is the one who alone has the 
right to be worshipped, just as He alone is the Lord. Then He, the Perfect and Most 
High, orders, at the end of the Aayah, that we should believe in this unlettered 
Messenger and Prophet, and that we should follow him, and states this to be a cause of 
being guided in knowledge and action: both guidance in the sense of being shown the 
right way, and in the sense of being granted the success to take and remain upon that 
way. So he was a Messenger sent for the guidance of all of mankind and jinn. 
 
 

Through him Allaah completed the Religion, and the proof is the Saying of 
Allaah, the Most High, "This day have I completed your Religion for 
you, and perfected My blessings upon you, and am pleased with 
Islaam as your Religion" [148] [Soorah al-Maa'idah (5):3].

148 Meaning that his (3H) Religion will remain and persist until the Day of Res-

urrection. Allaah's Messenger (£j|g) did not die until he had explained to the Ummah 
everything that it would need in all its affairs. Aboo Dharr, radiyallaahu 'anhu, said: 

"The Prophet (#§) did not leave any bird that spreads its wings in the sky except that 

he mentioned some knowledge about it to us " [Reported in the Musnad imaam Ahmad 
(5/152&163)]. 

Also a man of the mushriks said to Salmaan al-Farsee, radiyallaahu 'anhu,: "Your 
Prophet even teaches you about how to go to the toilet!" He replied: "Yes! He forbade 
us to face the Qiblah (direction of Prayer) whilst defecating or urinating, or that we 
should clean ourselves with less than three stones, or that we should clean ourselves 
with a piece of animal dung or a bone." [Reported in Saheeh Muslim (Eng. transl. vol. 
1, p. 160, no. 504)]. So the Prophet OH) explained all of the Religion through his 
sayings, his actions, and his tacit approval, either to begin with, or in response to a 
question; and the greatest of all the affairs which he (3j£) made clear is tawheed. 
Everything which he ordered is something good for the Ummah, with regard to the 
Hereafter and the worldly life, and everything which he forbade is something evil and 
detrimental for the Ummah, with regard to the Hereafter and its worldly life. So 
anything that some people are ignorant about and which they claim to be unnecessary 
restrictions in the commands and prohibitions, then this claim is due only to their 
deficiency in understanding, their lack of patience, and their weakness in their Religion. 
Rather the general principle is that Allaah has not placed any hardship upon us in the 
Religion, and that the whole of the Religion has been made easy. Allaah, the Most High, 
says, 
 
"Allaah desires ease for you and does not desire hardship for you." 

[Soorah al-Baqarah (2): 185] 

"Allaah has not placed you in any situation of inescapable hardship in the Religion." 

[Soorah al-Hajj (22):78] 

So all praise and thanks are for Allaah for the completion of His favour and perfection 
of His Religion. 

 

The proof that he died is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "O 
Muhammad, you will soon die, and your people - those who 
deny you and those who believe will die. Then on the Day of 
Resurrection you will all dispute before your Lord until everyone 
oppressed receives their right from the oppressor, and Judgement 
is established between them in truth" [149] [Soorah az-Zumar 
(39):30-31]. 



_______________________________________________________________ 

149  This Aayah shows that the Prophet and those he was sent to will all die, and that 
they will dispute before Allaah on the Day of Resurrection, and that He will judge 
between them in truth; and Allaah has not made any way for the unbelievers to triumph 
over the Believers in the Hereafter. 

 

 

After death the people will be resurrected, [150] and the proof is the 
Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "From the earth We created you, 
O mankind, and to it We shall return you after death, and from 
it We shall raise you to life yet again" [Soorah Taa Haa (20):55]. 
________________________________________________________ 

150  The author, rahimahullaah, makes clear in this sentence that after death the 
people will be resurrected. Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, will resurrect them to life, 
after death, in order to reward or punish them. So this is the result of the sending of 
the Messengers, that a person should therefore act today for the Day of Resurrection. 
That being the Day whose terrors are described by Allaah, the Perfect and Most High, 
and to have fear of that Day. Allaah, the Most High, says, "Then how if you have 
disbelieved can you avoid the punishment of a Day whose terrors will cause 
children to become grey-haired?! The sky will be rent asunder that day; 
Allaah's promise will be fulfilled." 
[Soorah al-Muzzammil (73): 17-18] 

This sentence indicates the necessity of eemaan in the Resurrection, which the 
Shaykh proves with two Aayaat. 

 

 

Also the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "And Allaah created you from 
the dust of the earth, then He will cause you to return to being 
dust within the earth, then He will bring you forth and restore 
you to Iife" [151] [Soorah Nooh (71):17-18]. 

After the Resurrection the people will be brought to account and will be 
rewarded or punished for their actions. 



___________________________________________________________ 
151 Meaning that (a) Aadam, 'alayhis-salaam, was created from dust of the earth; 
(b) Through your burial after death; (c) Through the Resurrection on the Day of 

Resurrection; and (d) This Aayah fully corresponds with the Saying of Allaah, the 

Most High, "From the earth We created you, O mankind, and to it We shall return 
you after death, and from it We shall raise you to life yet again" [Soorah Taa Haa 

(20):55] 

The Aayaat with this meaning are very many in number. So Allaah, the Mighty and 
Majestic, has mentioned and repeated affirmation of the Resurrection to life so that the 

people should have eemaan in it, and so that their eemaan should increase, and that 

they should act for that tremendous Day, concerning which we ask Allaah, the free of all 
imperfections and the Most High, that He makes us from those who act for it, and who 

are successful in attaining salvation on it. 

 

 

The proof is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "That He may 
requite those who did evil and disobeyed Him, and punish them 
in the Fire for what they did; and that He may reward those who 
did good and were obedient to Him, with what is best (Paradise)" 
[Soorah an-Najm (53):3] [152] 
_________________________________________________________ 
152 Meaning that after the Resurrection the people will be brought to account and 
repaid for their actions - if they were good, then with good; and if evil, then with evil. 
Allaah, the Exalted and Most High, says, "So whoever does the weight of the tiniest 
red ant of good shall see the reward of it in the Hereafter; and whoever does evil of 
the weight of the tiniest red ant shall see its result in the Hereafter." [Soorah az-
Zalzalah (99):7-8] 
 
"And Allaah will set up the Scales of Justice for the people on the Day of Resurrection, so no 
soul shall be treated unjustly in the least. Even the extent of a mustard-seed shall be 
brought by Us and recompensed; and Allaah is fully sufficient as a Reckoner." [Soorah al-
Ambiyaa (21):47] 
 
"Whoever meets his Lord on the Day of Resurrection having done a good deed shall 
have ten times its like in reward, and whoever meets his Lord having done an evil 
deed, then he will receive only the like of it in recompense, and none shall be 
treated unjustly by Allaah." [Soorah al-An'aam (6): 160] 

A good deed will be rewarded with between ten times its like, up to seven hundred times 
its like, or many more times - out of Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic's, beneficence 



and from the bounty He bestows. He, the Majestic and Most High, has bestowed 
favour by granting that righteous action in the first place, and then has further favoured 
the person by granting him this huge reward. As for evil actions, then a person who 
commits a sin does not receive punishment greater than it. Allaah, the Most High, 
says, "And whoever meets his Lord having done an evil deed, then he will receive 
only the like of it in recompense, and none shall be treated unjustly by Allaah." 
[Soorah al-An'aam (6):160] 

So this is due to His perfect and complete beneficence and favour. Then the Shaykh 
mentions as proof for this the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "That he may punish 
those who did evil for what they did." [Soorah an-Najm (53):31] 

He did not say that they would be requited with 'what is most evil', in the same way 
that He said with regard to the doers of good that they would be rewarded with what is 
best, "And that He should reward those who did good with what is best 
(Paradise)." [Soorah an-Najm (53):31] 

 

 

Furthermore, whoever denies the Resurrection is an unbeliever, and the 
proof is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "The unbelievers claim 
that Allaah will not resurrect them after death. Say to them, O 
Muhammad, 'By my Lord you will certainly be resurrected 
from you graves, and then you will be informed of the deeds 
which you did in the world. That is easy for Allaah'" [153] 
[Soorah at-Taghaabun (64):7]. 
_____________________________________________________________
__________ 
 
153 whoever denies the Resurrection is an unbeliever due to the Saying of Allaah, the 
Most High, "The Mushriks say: 'There is no resurrection after death, and we will not be 
restored to life after passing away/ So if you could see, O Muhammad, when they stand to be 
judged by Allaah on the Day of Resurrection and it is said to them: 'Is not this resurrection, 
that you used to deny, the truth?!' They will say: 'Yes, by Allaah.' So He will say: 'Then taste 
the punishment for that which you used to deny." [Soorah al-An'aam (6):29-30] 
 
 
"Woe that Day to the deniers, those who deny the Day of Resurrection: and none deny it 
except one who transgresses and sins against his Lord in his words and deeds. If Allaah*s 
signs sent down in His Book are recited to him, he says: 'It is just fables written down from 
the folk of old.' No indeed! Rather the Qur'aan is the Speech of Allaah and His Revelation sent 



down to His Messenger, and it is just that their hearts are covered and blinded by the blackness 
of repeated sins and evil deeds. No indeed it is not as those deniers of the Resurrection claim! 
On that Day they will certainly be prevented from seeing their Lord, then they will enter and 
be continually roasted in Hell-Fire. Then it will be said to them: This is the punishment that 
you were told of and which you used to deny," [Soorah al-Mutaffifeen (83):10-17] 
 
 

"Rather they disbelieve in the Resurrection and for those who disbelieve in the 
Resurrection We have prepared a blazing Fire." [Soorah al-Furqaan (25):11] 
 

"And those who disbelieve and deny Allaah's signs and deny the meeting with Him 
on the Day of Resurrection - they will have no hope of My Mercy in the Hereafter, 
and they will receive an excruciating punishment." [Soorah al-'Ankaboot (29):23] 

 
The Shaykh, rahimahullaah, also quotes as proof the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, 
"The Unbelievers claim that Allaah will not resurrect them after death. Say to 
them, O Muhammad, by my Lord you will certainly be resurrected from you 
graves, and then you will be informed of the deeds which you did in the world. 
That is easy for Allaah." [Soorah at-Taghaabun (64):7] 
 

As for the convincing proof for those deniers, then it is as follows: 
 
(1) The Resurrection is a matter that is very widely and frequently reported from 
the prophets and messengers in the Revealed Books, and mentioned in the Rev 
elation sent down, and was accepted by the followers of the messengers. So how 
can you deny it whilst you accept those reports that reach you from an ancient 
philosopher, or founder of some ideology or theory, and yet such reports do not 
reach the level of the former either in strength of the transmission, or in the testi 
mony of reality in its favour?!! 

(2) That the Resurrection is a matter whose possibility is witnessed to by the intel 
lect. This is from a number of angles: 

(i) Nobody will deny having been created after having been nothing; and that they 
came newly into existence after not existing. So the One Who created and brought 
him about after his having been nothing will, without doubt, be able to restore him to 
existence again. Just as Allaah, the Most High, says "He it is Who originates the 
creation, then causes it to pass away, then brings them back to life, and 
that is even easier for Him," [Soorah ar-Room (30):27] 

 



"We will return the creation on the Day of Resurrection, in the state in 
which We created them - barefoot, naked and untiltum-cised - that is a 
true promise that We shall certainly fulfil." 
[Soorah al-Ambiyaa (21): 104] 

(ii) Nobody will deny the greatness of the creation of the heavens and the earth due to 

their huge size and wondrous construction. So it is even more fitting that He who 

created them both will be fully able to create and then resurrect man. Allaah, the Most 
High, says, 

"The origination and creation of the heaven and earth is something greater, O people, then 
the creation of man." 
[SoorahGhaafir(40):57] 



"Do those who deny that Allaah will resurrect the dead not know that it is Allaah who 
created the seven heavens and the earth from nothing, and was not wearied by creating 
them. Will He not then be fully able to resurrect the dead?! Yes, He is able to, and able to do 
all things He wills." [Soorah al-Ahqaaf (46):33] 

"Is not He who created the seven heavens and the earth able to create the like of you from 
scattered bones after your death?! Say: Yes He is fully able to do that, and He is the One who 
creates whatever He wills, the One who knows everything about His creation. If Allaah will's 
to create anything He just says "He' and it is." [Soorah Yaa Seen (36):81-82] 

 

(iii) Everyone with sight can see that the earth becomes barren and its vegetation dies. Then if the 
rain descends upon it, it becomes fertile and its vegetation is brought to life after having 

been dead. So the One who is able to give life to the earth after its death is able to 

resurrect and bring the dead to life. Allaah, the Most High, says, 
"And from the signs proving Allaah's ability to bring the dead to life is that you see 
the earth dry and dusty, devoid of plants and crops. Then when Allaah sends down 
rain upon it the earth swells and puts forth vegetation. Indeed He who brought it 
to life will certainly bring the dead back to life. Indeed He is fully able to do all 
things." 

[Soorah Fussilat (41):39] 
(3) That the matter of the Resurrection is something whose possibility is witnessed to 
by what is experienced and what occurs - from those cases of the dead being brought 
back to life, as informed to us by our Lord. So Allaah, the Most High, has mentioned 
five examples of that in Soorah al-Baqarah, From them is His Saying, "Or did you not 
consider, O Muhammad, the one who passed by a town and it was desolate and in 
ruins. He said: "flow will Allaah give life to this after its death?7 So Allaah caused 
him to die for a hundred years, then raised him to life again. He said to him: 'How 
long have you remained dead?* He said: 'I have remained for a day, or rather part 
of a day.' He said: 'Rather you have remained dead for a hundred years. So look at 
your food and drink - they have not become spoiled through the years; and look at 
your donkey, how Allaah gives life to it while you are looking on. Thus We have 
made you a sign for the people, proving the Resurrection. Look at the bones: how 
We bring them together and then clothe them with flesh. So when this was clearly 
shown to him he said: I have certain knowledge that Allaah is fully able to do all 
things." 
[Soorah al-Baqarah (2):259] 

(4) That wisdom demands that there be a Resurrection after death so that each soul should 
receive the reward that it has earned for its deeds. If this were not the case, then the 
creation of the people would be something pointless and worthless and without any 
wisdom. If this were the case, then there would be no difference in this life between 
mankind and the animals. Allaah, the Most High, says, "Do you think that We have 



created you idly and for no purpose, and that you will not be returned to life after 
you deaths in order to be requited for what you did in your worldly life?! High is 
Allaah, the True King, above what they attribute to Him. None has the right to be 
worshipped but Him, the Lord of the magnificent Throne." [Soorah al-Mu'minoon 
(23):115-116] 

 

 
"Indeed the Final Hour is certainly coming, which I keep hidden from all except 
Myself, in order to reward each soul in accordance with its good or its evil deeds." 

[SoorahTaaHaa(2()):15] 
 
"Those mushriks of Quraysh swear by Allaah with their strongest oaths that Allaah 
will not resurrect anyone who dies. Rather Allaah will resurrect him to life, this is a 
true promise that Allaah has made and will certainly be done, yet most of the 
people do not know. In order that He may manifest to them the truth of that 
which they disputed about, and that the unbelievers should know that they are the 
liars. If We wish to create anything then We just say: 'Be' and it is." 

[Soorah an-Naml (16):38-40] 

 

 

"The unbelievers claim that Allaah will not resurrect them after death. 
Say to them O Muhammad, by my Lord you will certainly be resurrected 
from your graves - and then you will be informed of the deeds which you 
did in the world. That is easy for Allaah." 
[Soorah at-Taghaabun (64):7] 

If these great proofs are made clear to the deniers of the Resurrection and they 
then persist in their denial, then it means that they are just haughty and 
obstinate deniers; and the transgressors will soon come to know their 
destinations. 

 

 



Allaah sent all of the messengers as bringers of good tidings and as 
warners, and the proof is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, 
"Messengers who were sent with the good news of Allaah's 
reward for those who obey Allaah and believe in His messengers, 
and as warn-er's of Allaah's punishment for those who disobey 
Allaah and disbelieve in His messengers: so that those who 
disbelieve in Allaah and worship others besides Him may have 
no excuse to avoid punishment after the sending of the 
messengers" [154] [Soorah an-Nisaa'(4):165]. 

________________________________________________________ 

154 The author, may Allaah the Most High have mercy upon him, makes 

clear that Allaah sent all of the messengers as bringers of good tidings and 

warner's, as Allaah, the Most High, says, "Messengers who were sent with 
the good news of Allaah's reward for those who obey Allaah and believe in 
His messengers, and as warner's of Allaah's punishment for those who 
disobey Allaah and disbelieve in His messengers.” [Soorah an-Nisaa 
(4):165] 

 
They gave glad tidings of Paradise for those who obeyed them, and they warned those 
who opposed them of the Fire. So the sending of the messengers had very great and 
wise reasons, from the most important of which - indeed the most important of which - 
was so that the proof should be established upon the people; so that no excuse remained 
for them before Allaah after the sending of the messengers, just as Allaah, the Most 
High, says, 

"So that those who disbelieve in Allaah and worship others besides Him 
may have no excuse to avoid punishment after the sending of the 
messengers." 
[Soorah an-Nisaa (4): 165] 

Also from this wisdom is that it is from the completion of Allaah's blessing upon His 
servants. This is because no matter how fine human intellect is it cannot, on its own reach 
the details of that which it is obligatory to affirm for Allaah, with regard to the rights 
that are particular to Allaah, the Most High. Nor can it reach knowledge of those 
perfect attributes that are to be affirmed for Allaah, the Most High, nor knowledge of His 
perfect names. Therefore Allaah sent the Messengers, 'alayhimus-salaatn, as bringers of 
glad tidings and warner's; and with them He sent the Book, in truth, so that they 
should judge between the people regarding that which they differed about. 

 



So the greatest affair that the messengers, from the first of them: Muhammad (^), called 

to was tawheed, just as Allaah, the Most High, says, "We sent a messenger to 
every nation ordering them that they should worship AUaah alone, obey 
Him and make their worship purely for Him, and that they should shun 
everything worshipped besides Allaah,” [Soorah an-Nahl (16):36] 
 

"We did not send any messenger before you, O Muhammad, except that We 
revealed to him that none has the right to be worshipped except Allaah, so 
make all of your worship purely for Him." [Soorah al-Ambiyaa (21):25] 

 

 

The first of them was Nooh, ' alayhis-salaam, and the last of them was 
Muhammad; and the proof that the first of them was Nooh, 'alayhis-
salaam, is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "We have sent you, O 
Muhammad, as a Messenger with Revelation, just as We sent 
Revelation to Nooh and the Messengers after him” [155] 
[Soorah an-Nisaa' (4): 163]. 

_____________________________________________________________ 

 

155 Shaykh-ul-lslaam Muhammad ibn 'Abdul-Wahhaab, rahimahullaah, makes clear 

that the first of the messengers was Nooh, 'alayhis-salaam, and then he quotes as 

proof for that the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "We have sent you, O Muhammad, 
as a Messenger with Revelation, just as We sent Revelation to Nooh and the 

Messengers after him." [Soorah an-Nisaa (4): 163] 

 
Furthermore it is established in the Saheeh, in the hadeeth of the intercession: "That 

the people will come to Nooh and say to him: 'You are the first messenger whom Allaah 

sent to the people of the earth'" [al-Bukhaaree (Eng. transl. vol.6, p.198-202, no.236); 
and Muslim (Eng. transl. vol.1, pp.125-126, no. 373)]. 

There was no Messenger (Rasool) before Nooh. We therefore know the error of those 
historians who say that Idrees, 'alayhis-salaam came before Nooh. Rather what is 
apparent is that Idrees was from the Prophets of Banee Israaeel. And the last and final 
Prophet was Muhammad (3g§), as Allaah, the Most High, says, "Muhammad is not the 
father of any of your menfolk, but he is the Messenger of Allaah and the final 
Prophet; and Allaah knows everything that you do or say." [Soorah al-Ahzaab 
(33):40] 



There is no Prophet after him, so anyone who claims prophethood after him is a liar and 
an unbeliever (kaafir) who has apostasised from Islaam. 

 

 

Allaah sent a Messenger to every nation, from Nooh until Muhammad, 
commanding them to worship Allaah alone, and forbidding them from the 
worship of at-taaghoot [i.e. everything that is worshipped besides Allaah], 
and the proof is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "We sent a 
Messenger to every nation ordering them that they should 
worship Allaah alone, obey Him and make their worship purely 
for Him, and that they should shun everything worshipped be-
sides Allaah" [156] [Soorah an-Nahl (16):36]. 
  
Allaah made it obligatory upon all of the servants to reject and disbelieve in 
at-taaghoot, and to have eemaan in Allaah. Ibnul-Qayyim, 
rahimahullaah, said: "At-taaghoot is anyone regarding whom the servant 
goes beyond the due bounds, whether it is someone worshipped, obeyed, 
or followed.” [157] 
____________________________________________________________
156  Meaning that Allaah sent a Messenger to every nation, calling them to the 

worship of Allaah alone, and forbidding them from shirk, and the proof is the Saying 

of Allaah, the Most High, "And there was no nation except that We sent a warner to 

them, warning of Our punishment for those who disbelieve." 
[Soorah Faatir (35):24] 

 

"We sent a messenger to every nation ordering them that they should worship 
Allaah alone, obey Him and make their worship purely for Him, and that they 
should shun everything worshipped besides Allaah." 
[Soorah an-Nahl (16):36] 
 

157 Means by this is that tawheed will not be established except by worshipping 
Allaah alone, attributing no share of worship to any besides Him, and by shunning at-
taaghoot. This is something which Allaah has made obligatory upon the servants. The 
word taaghoot is derived from tughyaan, and tughyaan means to go beyond the 
bounds, as occurs in the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, "When the water of the 
flood rose beyond the normal bounds (taghaa) We carried you in the Ark." 
[Soorah al-Haaqqah (69):11] 



Then the best explanation of the usage of the term in the Religion is what Ibnul-
Qayyim, rahimahullaah, mentions, that at-t_aaghoot is "Anyone, regarding whom the 
servant goes beyond the due bounds, whether it is someone worshipped, obeyed or 
followed." What he means by "someone worshipped, obeyed or followed" is other than 
the righteous and pious people. As for the righteous folk, then they are not taaghoots 
even if the evil doers coming after their deaths began to direct worship to them, or if they 
are followed or obeyed by the people. But the idols which are worshipped besides Allaah 
are taaghoots; and the evil scholars - that is: those who call to misguidance and 
unbelief, or call to innovation, or to making lawful that which Allaah has forbidden, or 
forbidding that which Allaah has made lawful, and those who present it as being 
acceptable - to those in authority - that they should abandon the Sharee'ah of Islaam 
in favour of systems introduced from outside that are contrary to the system of the 
Religion of Islaam; then they are Taaghoots since they have gone beyond their bounds. 
This is because the scholars limit is that he should be one who follows that which the 
Prophet (|g£) came with, because the scholars are truly the inheritors of the prophets. 
They inherit from them, with regard to their Ummah, in knowledge, action, manners, in 
their call, and in teaching. So if they go beyond this limit and began to present it as 
acceptable to the rulers that they can move away from the Sharee 'ah of Islaam in favour 
of the like of these systems, then they are taaghoots. They have gone beyond what it was 
binding upon them to restrict themselves to, that they should follow the Sharee'ah. 

As for his, ratiimahuHaah, saying: "or one obeyed", then what is meant by that is those 
rulers who are obeyed due to that being required by the Sharee'ah, or due to something 
decreed necessitating that. So the Sharee'ah requires that rulers be obeyed if they 
command that which is not contrary to the command of Allaah and 

His Messenger. In this condition the description of taaghoot does not apply to them, 
and the people should hear and obey them. Obedience to those in authority in this 
situation, with this condition, is obedience to Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic. So 
because of this when we carry out what the ruler has ordered, from those matters in which 
he must be obeyed, we should bear in mind that we are therefore worshipping Allaah, 
the Most High, through this act and drawing closer to Him through this obedience. 
Thus our carrying this matter out will be something that draws us closer to Allaah, the 
Mighty and Majestic. It is fitting that we are conscious of this due to the Saying of 
Allaah, the Most High, "O you who believe, obey Allaah, and obey the 
Messenger, and those of you in authority." 
fSoorah an-Nisaa (4):59] 

As for obedience to rulers due to necessity and something decreed, then if the rulers 
are strong in their authority then the people will obey them due to the strength of authority 
they possess, even if they are not motivated to do so by eemaan. So it is the case that 
obedience to the ruler should be due to the motivation of eemaan, this is beneficial 
obedience. This is the obedience that will benefit the ruler and the people also. But 
obedience may come about because of the rulers authority and strength such that the 



people fear him and are intimidated by him due to the punishment he metes out to 
those who oppose him. 

Therefore we say that the peoples situations with regard to their rulers vary: 
(i) That the motivation of eemaan is strong, and the rulers authority is strong 
- then this is the most complete and highest situation. 
(ii) That the motivation of eemaan is weak, and the rulers authority is weak 
- then this is the lowest state and the one most dangerous for the society. It 
is a danger for the rulers and the ruled since in such a condition there will be 
anarchy in thoughts, manners and actions. 
(iii) That the motivation of eemaan is weak, but the rulers authority is strong 
- then this is a middle level, since if the rulers authority is strong then it will 
be better for the nation with regard to what is manifest. But if the rulers 
authority in this case diminishes, then it will result in corruption and evil 
within that nation.   
(iv) That the motivation of eemaan is strong and the rulers authority is weak. Then the 
apparent state of this nation will be weaker than the third case; however the peoples 
connection and obedience to their Lord will be more complete and higher than in the 
former case. 
 

 

The taaghoot are many, and their heads are five: [158] 

 
(i) Iblees - may Allaah's curse be upon him; [159] 
 
____________________________________________________________ 
158 Meaning: Their leaders and those who are blindly followed by them. 

 

159 iblees is the outcast and accursed Satan to whom Allaah said "And My curse is 
upon you till the Day of Resurrection." [Soorah Saad (38):78] 

Iblees was with the angels, in their company, and performing their actions. Then when 
he was commanded to prostate to Aadam the foulness, disdain and haughty pride within 
him was manifested, and he refused, became haughty and became from the 
unbelievers. So he was cast out from the Mercy of Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic. 
Allaah, the Most High, says, "And when We said to the angels: 'Prostrate to 
Aadam/ they prostrated, but not Iblees - he refused and was proud and was then 
one of the unbelievers." [Soorah al-Baqarah (2):34] 

 

 



(ii) whoever is worshipped and is pleased with that; [160] 
(iii) whoever calls the people to the worship of himself; [161] 
(iv) whoever claims to possess anything from the knowledge of the 
affairs of the hidden and unseen (al-Ghayb); [162] 
____________________________________________________________ 
160 Meaning: that he is worshipped besides Allaah, and he is pleased that he 

should be worshipped besides Allaah, then he is one of the heads of the taaghoots, 

and Allaah's refuge is sought from that, and it is the same whether he is wor 

shipped in his lifetime or after his death, if he dies whilst having been pleased 

with that. 

161  Meaning: whoever calls the people to worship him, even if they do not do so.  He 

is one of the heads of the taaghoots whether the people respond to his call or not. 

 

162 al-Ghayb is whatever is hidden and unseen by man, and is of two types: that 
which exists at present, and that which lies in the future. What is hidden and 
unseen in the present is a relative matter: something may be known to one person 
and unknown to another. But the hidden and unseen of the future is something 
absolute and not known to anyone except Allaah alone, or to a messenger granted 
such knowledge by Allaah. So whoever claims such knowledge is an unbeliever,  
for he has denied what Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, and His Messenger said. 
Allaah, the Most High, says, "Say: O Muhammad, None in the heavens or the earth 
knows the hidden and unseen, only Allaah knows that, and they do not know when 
they will be resurrected." [Soorah an-Naml (27):65] 

 
So since Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, has commanded His Prophet (ii;), to 
announce to all, that none in the heavens or the earth know the hidden and unseen, and 
that Allaah alone knows that, then whoever claims knowledge of the hidden and unseen 
has rejected what Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, and His Messenger said. 

We furthermore say to such people: How is it possible that you know the hidden and 
unseen when the Prophet ($H) did not know the hidden and unseen?! Are you more noble 
and excellent or the Messenger (£jj£)?! So if they say: 'We are more noble and excellent 
than the Messenger' - then they are unbelievers due to this saying; and if they say: 'He 
is more noble and excellent,1 then we say; Then why was the hidden and unseen 
concealed from him when you know it?! And Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, says 
concerning Himself, 

"The Knower of the hidden and the unseen, and he does not reveal anything from 
the hidden and unseen to anyone except to one He has chosen as a Messenger, and 
He sends angels in front and behind to guard that.” [Soorah al-Jinn (72):26-27] 

So this is a second Aayah proving the unbelief of anyone who claims knowledge of the 
hidden and the unseen. 



Also Allaah, the Most High, commanded His Prophet to proclaim, "Say, O Muhammad: 
I do not say that I possess the treasures of the heavens and the earth, nor do I say 
to you that I know the hidden and the unseen, nor do I say to you that I am an 
angel. I only follow that which Allaah reveals to me." [Soorah al-An'aam (6):50] 

 

 
(v) and whoever judges by other than what Allaah sent down. [163] 
 
________________________________________________________ 

163  Judging by that which Allaah, the Most High, sent down is from the tawheed of 
Lordship (ar-Ruboobiyyah) since it is applying the Judgement of Allaah, which pertains 
to His Lordship, and His complete sovereignty and authority. Therefore Allaah, the Most 
High, calls those who are followed upon other than what Allaah, the Most High sent 
down 'lords' for their followers, so He, the Most Perfect, says, "They have taken their 
learned men and their Rabbis as Lords besides Allaah, and also the Messiah, the 
son of Mary. But they were not commanded except to worship Allaah alone. None 
has the right to be worshipped except Him. How free and far removed is Allaah from 
the partners they associate with Him." [Soorah at-Tawbah (9):31] 

So Allaah, the Most High, calls those who are followed 'lords' since they are taken 
as legislators along with Allaah, the Most High, and He called those who followed them 
their worshippers/devotees due to their having submitted to them and obeyed them in 
contradiction to the Judgement of Allaah, the Perfect and Most High. 

 
'Adiyy ibn Haatim said to Allaah's Messenger (#|) that they did not worship them, to 
which the Prophet (j$s) said: Indeed, they used to prohibit lawful things for them, and 
make lawful that which is forbidden for them, and they followed them -so that is their 
worship of them, [Translator: Reported by Ahmad and at-Tirmidhee and declared hasan 
by Shaykh al-Albaanee in Saheeh Sunanit-Tirmidhee (no. 2471)]. 

If you understand this, then know that whoever does not judge by what Allaah sent 
down, and he desires that judgement should be referred to other than Allaah and His 
Messenger, then there are Aayaat denying eemaan for him and Aayaat declaring his 
unbelief, transgression and evildoing. So with regard to the first category: 

(i) The Saying of Allaah, the Most High, “Have you seen those (hyprocrites) who 
claim that they believe in that which has been sent down to you, and that 
which was sent down before you, and they wish to go for judgement (in 
their disputes) to the Taghut (false judges, etc.) while they have been 
ordered to reject them. But Shaitan (Satan) wishes to lead them far astray  
And when it is said to them: "Come to what Allah has sent down and to the 
Messenger (Muhammad SAW)," you (Muhammad SAW) see the hypocrites 
turn away from you (Muhammad SAW) with aversion.  How then, when a 



catastrophe befalls them because of what their hands have sent forth, they 
come to you swearing by Allah, "We meant no more than goodwill and 
conciliation!"  They (hypocrites) are those of whom Allah knows what is in 
their hearts; so turn aside from them (do not punish them) but admonish 
them, and speak to them an effective word (i.e. to believe in Allah, worship 
Him, obey Him, and be afraid of Him) to reach their innerselves.  We sent no 
Messenger, but to be obeyed by Allah's Leave. If they (hypocrites), when 
they had been unjust to themselves, had come to you (Muhammad) and 
begged Allah's Forgiveness, and the Messenger had begged forgiveness for 
them: indeed, they would have found Allah All-Forgiving (One Who accepts 
repentance), Most Merciful.  But no, by your Lord, they can have no Faith, 
until they make you (O Muhammad SAW) judge in all disputes between 
them, and find in themselves no resistance against your decisions, and 
accept (them) with full submission.  [Soorah an-Nisaa (4): 60-65] 

 

So Allaah, the Most High, described those claimants to eetnaan who were hypocrites 
with a number of characteristics: 

(i) That they desire that judgement should be sought from at-taaghoot - and that is 
everything that is contrary to the Judgement of Allaah, the Most High, and His 
Messenger (3|t) because whatever is contrary to the Judgement of Allaah and His 
Messenger is a transgression beyond the bound, and is an offence against the Judgement 
of Him to Whom Judgement belongs and to Whom all affairs return, and that is Allaah. 
Allaah, the Most High, says, "Indeed all creation and the command are for Him; 
exalted is Allaah, the Lord of all creation." 
[Soorah al-A'raaf (7):54] 

(ii) That when they are called to that which Allaah sent down, and to the Messenger, 
they refuse and turn away. 

(iii) That when a calamity comes upon them due to the evil they have committed, and it 
may be that their action has been uncovered, then they come swearing that they only 
intended good and reconciliation - like the case of those who reject the ruling of Islaam 
these days and judge by laws contrary to them, claiming that this is something good and 
in accordance with the modern age. 

He, the Most Perfect, warned those claimants to eemaan who have these characteristics 
that He knows what is in their hearts and whatever they conceal, with regard to affairs 
that are contrary to their Lords. 

Then He commanded His Prophet to cause them to fear, and to admonish them sternly 
in private. The he made clear that the wisdom in sending a messenger is that he should 
be obeyed and followed; him and not someone else from the people - no matter how 
strong their thinking and how far-reaching their understanding. Then He, the Most High, 



swore by His Lordship of His Messenger, that being the most particular and special part 
of His Lordship, and which contains an indication 
of the correctness of his (s||) Messengership, He swore by this an emphatic oath that 
eemaan will not be correct except along with three matters: 

(1) That judgement in every disagreement be referred back to Allaah's 

Messenger (£g). 

(2) That the hearts welcome and accept his judgement, and that no resist 
ance or dislike is found in their souls towards it. 

(3) That there is full submission and acceptance of his judgement, and that 
it is applied without slackness and without distorting it at all. 

(ii) As for the second category, then such as the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, 

"And whoever does not judge by what Allaah has sent down, then they are 
the ones guilty of unbelief." 
[Soorah al-Maa'idah (5):44] 

"And whoever does not judge by what Allaah has sent down, then they are 
the transgressors." 
[Soorah al-Maa'idah (5):45] 

"And whoever does not judge by what Allaah has sent down, then they are 
the disobedient." 
[Soorah al-Maa'idah (5):47] 

So are these three descriptions to apply to a single person all at once? Meaning: Is it the 
case that everyone who does not judge by what Allaah has sent down is one guilty of 
unbelief, and is a transgressor, and is a disobedient evildoer, since Allaah, the Most High, 
has described the unbelievers with transgression and disobedience (elsewhere in the 
Qur'aan), so He, the Most High, says, "And the unbelievers they are the 
wrongdoers/oppressors." [Soorah al-Baqarah (2):254] 
"They (the hypocrites) have rejected the taw^eed of Allaah and the Messengers hip 
of His Messenger and have died outside Is la am as evildoers, disobeying the 
commands and prohibitions of Allaah." [Soorah at-Tawbah (9):84] 

So every Unbeliever is therefore a transgressor/oppressor, and disobedient evildoer. 



Or is it that these characteristics are such that each applies to a separate class of person, 
applying it in accordance with the reason that lead him to leave judging by that which 
Allaah sent down? This is more correct in my view, and Allaah knows best. 

Whoever does not judge by that which Allaah has sent down, whilst mocking or 
belittling it, or whilst believing that something other than it is better and more 
beneficial for the creation, or is like it, then he is an unbeliever who has left the 
Religion. From these are those who lay down systems of law contrary to the Islamic 
system of laws - in order for that to be a way of life for the people to proceed upon. They 
do not lay down such systems that contradict the Islamic Sharee'ah except due to their 
belief that they are better and more beneficial for the creation. This is because it is known 
necessarily by the intellect and by inborn nature that man does not turn away from one 
whole way of life to another that is contrary to it unless he believes that the one he turns 
to is more excellent, and that the one he leaves is deficient. But whoever does not judge 
by that which Allaah has sent down, but he does not mock it, or belittle it, nor does he 
believe that something else is better and more beneficial for him, or the like of it, then he 
is a transgressor and is not an unbeliever. The level of his transgression will vary 
according to the judgement given and how it was reached. 

 
As for one who does not judge by that which Allaah sent down, but he does not mock 
or belittle Allaah's judgement, nor does he believe that something other than it is 
better and more beneficial for the creation, or is like it. Rather he judges by other than it 
due to bias towards the one in whose favour he passes judgement, or due to having been 
bribed, or due to other worldly motives - then this is a disobedient sinner and is not 
an unbeliever. The level of his sin will be in accordance with the judgement given and 
how it was reached. 

Shaykh-ul-Islaam Ibn Taymiyyah, rahimahullaah, said, concerning those who took their 
learned men and their Rabbis as Lords besides Allaah, that they are of two sorts: 

(1) Those who knew that they had changed the Religion of Allaah, and yet they 
followed them upon that distortion; and they believed in the permissibility of for 
bidden things, and in the forbiddence of things made lawful by Allaah - due to 
their following their heads, even though they knew that they had gone against the 
Religion of the Messengers, then this is unbelief and it is declared to be shirk by 
Allaah and His Messenger. 

(2) That their belief and their faith in the allowance of forbidden things, and in the 
prohibition of lawful things - these are the words reported from him - is con 
firmed, but they just obeyed them in disobedience to Allaah just as the Muslim 
may commit sins, but whilst believing them to be sins. So they carry the ruling of 
their like from the people of sin. 

There is a distinction between those matters that are counted as a general and 
universal law, and a particular case about which a judge gives judgement by other than 



that which Allaah sent down. This is because matters that are considered general and 
universal laws are not covered by the previous classification. Rather it is from the first 
category only because this person who is laying down a system of laws contrary to 
Islaam only lays it down due to his belief that it is better than Islaam and more 
beneficial for the servants - as has already been indicated. 

This affair, i.e. the matter of judging by other than that which Allaah sent down is a very 
great affair which has become a trial for the rulers of this time. A person should not be 
hasty in passing judgement upon them with that which they do not deserve, until the 
truth becomes clear to him, because it is a very dangerous matter, and we ask Allaah, the 
Most High - to rectify for the Muslims those in authority over them and their advisors. It is 
also upon a person to whom Allaah has given knowledge that he makes the matter clear to 
those rulers in order that the proof is established upon them and the truth is clear, and in 
order that those who go to destruction do so having had the affair made clear to them, 
and that those who live may do so upon clear proof. One should not belittle himself and 
so fail to make it clear, nor should he fear any person in that regard for indeed might and 
honour are for Allaah, and for His Messenger and the Believers. 

 

 

“The proof [164] is the Saying of Allaah, the Most High, “No one 
is to be compelled to enter the Religion, [165] true guidance has 
been made clear and distinct from falsehood. So whoever rejects 
at-taaghoot (all that is worshipped besides Allaah) - and truly 
believes and worships Allaah alone, [166] then he has grasped the 
firmest handhold that will never break" [167] [Soorah al-Baqarah 
(2):256] 

____________________________________________________________________ 

164 i.e. the obligation of judging by that which Allaah sent down, and for rejecting 

at-Taaghoot. 

165  There is to be no compulsion upon people to enter the Religion since its 

proofs and clear signs are manifest, therefore Allaah says after this, "True guidance 

has been made clear and distinct from falsehood." [Soorah al-Baqarah (2):256] 

Since true guidance has been made clear and distinct from falsehood, then sincere souls 
must choose and prefer true guidance to error. 



166 Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic - mentioned rejection of at-taaghoot before 
mentioning eemaan in Allaah because in order for anything to be fully complete 
everything that stands in its way and prevents it must be removed before estab 
lishing it. 

167 That is he firmly and fully clings to it, and the firmest handhold is Islaam; and 
consider how Allaah, the Mighty and Majestic, says: qadistamsaaka "has grasped" 
and He did not just say: tamassaka "he has caught hold of because al-istimsaak 
"firmly grasping" is stronger than at-tamassuk "holding on to", since a person 
may be holding on to something but has not firmly grasped it. 

 

 

and this is the meaning of laa ilaaha illallaah (None has the right to be 
worshipped except Allaah). 

And in the hadeeth: The head of the affair is al-Islaam, [168] and its 
supporting pillar is the Prayer, [169] and its highest part is 
jihaad in Allaah's cause. [170] [171] 

___________________________________________________________ 

168 what the author, rahimahullaah ta'aalaa, intends is to use this hadeeth to 

prove that everything has a head, and the head of the affair that Muhammad 

came with is al-lslaam. 

169 That is because it cannot stand without it, therefore upon the most correct 

saying one who abandons the Prayer is an unbeliever and is not within Islaam. 

170 That is its highest and most perfect part is jihaad fought in Allaah's cause. This is 

because when a person has rectified himself he tries to rectify others by jihaad in 

Allaah's cause in order for Islaam to be established and so that Allaah's Word is the 

Highest. Whoever fights in order that Allaah's Word is the highest, then he is fighting in 

Allaah's cause, and it is the highest part since through it Islaam is given ascendancy 

over everything else.

Aayah (pi. Aayaat): a Sign of Allaah; a verse of the Qur'aan. 
Aayaat: Sec Aayah. 
'Abd: worshipper. 
Aboo (Abee, Abaa): father of; used as a means of identification. 
Adhaan: call to Prayer. 
'Alayhis-salaam: "may Allaah protect and preserve him." It is said after the name 
of a Prophet of Allaah or after the name of an angel. 
Ahaadeeth: Seeffadeeth. 
Angaar: "Helpers"; the Muslims of Madeenah who supported the Muslims who 
migrated from Makkah. 
'Aqeedah: that which binds or that which is rooted in the heart; the principles and 
details of belief. 
'Arsh: Throne. 



Barzakh: lit. barrier; the life between the life of this world and the Hereafter (i.e. 
the period in the grave). 
Companions (Ar. Sahaabah): the Muslims who saw the Prophet (*H) and died 
upon Islaam. 
Da'eef: weak; unauthentic (narration). 
Da'eef Jiddan: very weak; unauthentic (narration). 
Da'wah: invitation; call to Allaah. 
Deen: way of life prescribed by Allaah i.e. Islaam. 
Du'aa: invocation; supplication. 
'Eed: a day of festival for the Muslims, there are two 'eeds every year, one marking the 
end of Ramadaan and the other in the month of Dhul-Hijjah. 
Eemaan: faith; to affirm all that was revealed to the Messenger (jjl), affirming 
with the heart, testifying with the tongue and acting with the limbs. The actions of 
the limbs are from the completeness of eemaan. Faith increases with obedience to 
Allaah and decreases with disobedience. 
FarjJ. Kifaayah: collective obligation - if fulfilled by a part of the community then 
the rest are not obliged to fulfil it. 
Fataawa: stcfatwa. 
Fatwa (pi. Fataawa): religious verdict.

Fitrah: the natural disposition that one is born upon.. 
Hadeeth (pi. Ahaadeeth): narration concerning the utterances of the Prophet, 
Hafidhahullaah: "may Allaah protect him." Usually said after the name of a scholar who is 
still alive. 
Hajj: Pilgrimage to Makkah. 
Halaal: permitted under the Sharee'ah.  
Haraam: prohibited under the Sharee'ah. 
Hasan: fine; term used for an authentic hadeeth, which does not reach the higher category of 
saheeh. 
Hijrah: the migration of the Prophet (£££) from Makkah to al-Madeenah; migration of the Muslims 
from the land of the disbelievers to the lands of the Muslims.  
'Ibaadah: worship; worship of Allaah.  
Ibn: son of; used as a means of identification. 
 Ijmaa': consensus.  
'Ilm: knowledge. 
Imaam: leader; leader in salaah, knowledge or fiqh; leader of a state.  
Isnaad: the chain of narrators linking the collector of the saying to the person quoted. 
Isliwaa: ascending; the ascending of Allaah above the throne.  
Jan nan: Paradise. 
Jihaad: striving and fighting to make the Word of Allaah supreme.  
Jinn: a creation of Allaah created from smokeless fire.  
Jumu'ah: Friday. 
Kaafir (pi. Kuffaar): a rejector of Islaam i.e. a disbeliever.  
Khiijbah: sermon.  
Kufr: disbelief.  
Masaajid: see masjid 
 Masjid (pi. Masaajid): mosque.  
Mimbar: pulpit. 



Muhaajir (pi. Muhaajiroon/Muhaajireen): One who migrates from the lands of the disbelievers 
to the land of the Muslims for the sake of Allaah.

Salafee: one who ascribes himself to the salaf and follows in their way.  
Shahaadah: to bear witness (that none has the right to be worshipped except Allaah 
and Muhammad (jJS) is His Messenger); Martyrdom.  
Shaykh: scholar.  
Shaytaan: Satan. 
Sharee'ah: the Divine code of Law. 
Shirk: associating partners with Allaah; compromising any aspect of tawheed. 
Soorah: a Chapter of the Qur'aan. 
Sunnah: in its broadest sense, the entire Deen which the Prophet came with and taught, 
i.e. all matters of belief, rulings, manners and actions which were conveyed by the 
Companions. It also includes those matters which the Prophet established by his 
sayings, actions and tacit approval - as opposed to bid'ah (innovation). 
Sunnah: an action of the Prophet. 
Taaghoot: one who goes beyond the limits (set by Allaah); one who is worshipped 
besides Allaah and is pleased with it.  
Tafseer: explanation of the Qur'aan. 
Taqwaa: "taqwaa is acting in obedience to Allaah, hoping for His mercy upon light 
from Him and taqwaa is leaving acts of disobedience, out of fear of Him, upon light 
from Him." 
Tawaaf: circling the Ka'bah seven times as an act of worship (many ignorant people 
have begun to circle graves and other such places, this is completely forbidden, being a 
flagrant violation of the Qur'aan and the Sunnah).  
Tawheed: Allaah is the only Lord of creation, He alone, is their provider and 
sustainer, Allaah has Names and Attributes that none of the creation share and Allaah 
is to be singled out for worship, alone. Tawheed is maintaining the Oneness of Allaah in 
all the above mentioned categories. Islaam makes a clear distinction between the Creator 
and the created.  
Umm: mother of; used as a means of identification.  
Ummah: "nation"; the Muslims as a group.  
'Umrah: the lesser pilgrimage (to Makkah). 
 Usool: the fundamentals.  
Waleemah: the wedding feast. 



Wudoo': the ablution (ritual washing) that is performed before the Prayer and certain 
other acts of worship. 
Zakaat: charity that is obligatory on anyone who has wealth over and above a certain 
limit over which a year has passed.
