NO Priest, Parish Staff Member or Volunteer, will contact you privately via email or
text, asking you to purchase gift cards.

An old email phishing scam targeted at parishioners has been picked up and dusted off,
hoping to find new victims it didn’t hit the first time around.

“Pastor” = “Scammer”

The basics of the scam are that church members get an email from their “Pastor”
