The Care Assistant attends to the personal needs of all residents under the supervision of the Nurse in Charge and is a member of the caring team.

MAJOR DUTIES:

1.
Assists the qualified members of the nursing team to ensure a high 
standard of care is delivered.

2.
Assists with washing, bathing, toileting and dressing residents.

3.
Ensure resident’s environment is fresh, clean and tidy.

4.
Responsible for collecting residents personal clothing from laundry and 
returning it to bedrooms.

5.
Answering the telephone and referring all calls to the person in charge.

6.
Answering nurse call bells / buzzers.

7.
Reports any accidents / incidents or deterioration of health to the 
nurse in charge.

8.
Ensures that all information regarding residents is kept in the 
strictest confidence.

9.
Knowing and understanding the Nursing Homes Policies and 
Procedures.

10.
Participating in recreational and social activities involving residents and 
accompanying residents, if necessary on outings.

11.
Participating in staff induction and training in order to maintain the 
highest level of service to all residents.  Fire safety, moving and 
handling and first aid are compulsory.

12.
Ensures a high standard of personal hygiene and neatness adhering to 
the guidelines on wearing of uniform.

13.
Co-Operation with other members of the team regarding annual leave 
and duty rotas.

14.
Carry out any reasonable request made by Person in Charge in order to 
cover the service.
