Salmon Creek UMC School Games Program

Before COVID, several of us from Salmon Creek Church went to Salmon Creek Elementary
School from about 11:15 am-12:40 pm one day per week to play board games with children,
starting with Kindergartners and finishing with Fifth Graders. Each grade level group of six was
selected by teachers and they would bring students to the art room where we played board
games with them for 20 minutes per grade level, not more than two groups at one time (max
of 12 students). The games are still at the school and teachers are asking whether we would
be interested in doing this game time again this Spring, beginning Wednesday, April 9 and fin-
ishing Wednesday, June 4.

Originally, teachers were to pick students with social-interaction issues (not behaviorial issues)
most were just shy or did not interact a lot with other students) but other students soon want-
ed to play as well, so each grade level focused on the group with whom they intended us to
work, but added a few students who just wanted to play board games.

We could not, nor would not, advertise for our Church, but our Salmon Creek Church sign was
up for all to see, and we answered questions about the Church if those came up. We rarely
had a discipline issue; the students had fun and played well together.
