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Living for eternity! 

 
Living for eternity means being at 
peace with Yahuah, surrendering to 
His will, and seeking to please HIM  
above all else. It is important to 
understand and keep reminding 
ourselves that this world is not our 
home. We are just passing through. 

We are the last generation for sure. The Messiah, while here on 
earth 2,000 years ago, referred at various times to the time of the 
end of civilization, which is the time right now. When we study 
Scripture, we will learn that mankind after the entrance of sin was 
given a time of probation of 6,000 or 120 Jubilees. That time is up 
or almost up, some believe that it will be the year of 2028 or 2030, 
if their calculation is correct. In addition, the Messiah stated in 
Matthew 24:22, “except those days should be shortened, 
there should no flesh be saved: but for the elect's sake those 
days shall be shortened.” 
 
He stated in the previous verse “For then shall be great 
tribulation, such as was not since the beginning of the world 
to this time, no, nor ever shall be.”   
Tribulation means distress, oppression, affliction. That sounds like 
a really bad time for people living during these days.  
 
The same is mentioned in Daniel 12:1-2. ”AND at that time shall 
Miyka’el stand up, the great prince which stands for the children of 
your people: and there shall be a time of trouble, such as never 
was since there was a nation even to that same time: and at 
that time your people shall be delivered, everyone that shall be 
found written in the Cepher (book).” 
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The Messiah said that before His return, there would be many signs 
signaling His Second Coming. He lists wars and rumors of wars. 
(Matthew 24:7; Revelation 6:4); Famine. (Matthew 24:7; Revelation 
6:5, 6); Great earthquakes. (Luke 21:1). Pestilences, or epidemics 
of “terrible diseases.” (Luke 21:11); Increase of crime (Matthew 
24:12); Ruining of the earth by mankind. (Revelation 11:18); 
Deterioration of people’s attitudes, as shown by many who are 
“unthankful, disloyal, . . . not open to any agreement, slanderers, 
without self-control, fierce, without love of goodness, betrayers, 
headstrong, puffed up with pride.” (2 Timothy 3:1-4)   
Breakdown of the family, with people who have “no natural 
affection” and children who are “disobedient to parents.” (2 Timothy 
3:2,3). Love of the Creator Elohim growing cold in most people. 
(Matthew 24:12) Noteworthy displays of religious hypocrisy. (2 
Timothy 3:5); Increased understanding of Bible prophecies, 
including those related to the last days  (Daniel 12:4) Global 
preaching of the good news of the Kingdom. (Matthew 24:14). 
These are all reminders that everything here is temporary. And it 
will pass. You can count on it!   
 
Scripture speaks also about a time of persecution of those that 
believe and stand for the Elohim of Abraham, Isaac and Israel and 
His Son Yahusha. Such persecution of believers has taken place 
in the past but will be taking place again according to Scripture. 
Satan is behind all this hatred. He hates Yahusha and those 
that follow Him. But be reminded that he was conquered at the 
stake 2,000 years ago and is waiting for his complete destruction. 
 
The Old Testament records Moses' warnings to the Israelites about 
the punishments they would receive, if they persist to disobey their 
maker, if they adopt pagan worship and practice their abomi-
nations. There would be consequences, like war, famine and 
diseases.  
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The Word of Yahuah our Elohim is very clear that He deals with 
people, individually or as groups (cities, nations, etc.) according to 
how they honor, or refuse to honor, Him. YHVH pronounced 
judgment on quite a few cities and nations before. Consider the 
flood, Sodom and Gomorrah, Egypt, Babylon, Israel, his chosen 
people as well as its enemies.  
 
He is about to deal with the entire world for the last time. 
 
Today, the world is FULL of violence and sexual immorality jut 
as it was at the time of Noah and Sodom and Gomorrah. You 
only need to turn the TV on. You can watch these things on 
YouTube and on your I-phone. The cities of the world today are 
especially bad and are no longer safe places to be. 
 
Here is what 2Peter 3:10 (American King James Version) states in 
reference to the Second Coming, “But the day of YHVH will come 
as a thief in the night; in the which the heavens shall pass 
away with a great noise, and the elements shall melt with 
fervent heat, the earth also and the works that are therein shall 
be burned up.” Human probation is soon to close, you can count 
on that, and the final plagues are coming.  
 

Are you, am I prepared to meet 
the Crea-tor?

We have Heaven to gain and Hell 
to shun! The new Earth and the 

New heaven is a real place for real people that have been 
redeemed from this earth through the ages. 
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"Eye has not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the 
heart of man, the things which Yahuah has prepared for them 
that love him." 1 Corinthians 2:9

We must personally diligently STUDY Scripture to guide us to 
the Pure Undefiled TRUTH, for pastors, rabbi's, prophets, 
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ministers, churches, and religion have deceived us for long 
enough! Yahusha is the ONLY one that can answer that  
question correctly! 
 
A certain lawyer ask the million-dollar question in Luke 10:25-28  
(Cepher),  “…Teacher, what shall I do to inherit everlasting 
life?” What was the Master’s answer? 
 

That should be a shock to any 
Christian TODAY! But this 
lawyer knew the answer,  
“And he answering, said, “ 
‘You shall love   יהוה (YHVH) 
your Elohim with all your 
heart, and with all your being, 
and with all your strength, 

and with all your mind,’ and ‘your neighbor as yourself.’” 
(Deut. 6:5) 
 

And  Yahusha said to him,  “You have answered rightly. 
Do this and you shall live.” 

 
Question, how does one show  His true Love to 
Yahuah, the Creator and Savior?  
 
We find the answer in Deut. 10:12-13 “And now, 
Yashar’el, what is  יהוה (Yahuah) your Elohim 
asking of you, but to fear   יהוה (YHVH) your 
Elohim, to walk in all His ways and to love 

Him, and to serve  יהוה (YHVH) your Elohim with all your heart 
and with all your being,  13  to guard the commands of   יהוה 
(YHVH) and His laws which I command you today for your 
good?”  
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 Let’s look at this verse again! 
 
And now, Yashar’el, what is 
 your Elohim (Yahuah) יהוה
asking of you, but to fear  יהוה  
(YHVH) your Elohim, to walk in 
all His ways and to love Him, 

and to serve יהוה  (YHVH) your Elohim with all your heart and 
with all your being,  13  to guard the commands of יהוה  (YHVH) 
and His laws which I command you today for your good?  
 
That should be clear to anyone! 
 

Let’s go to another verse, the 
words of Joshua to Israel and to 
us today! “Only, diligently 
guard to do the command 
and the Torah which Mosheh 
the servant of   יהוה (YHVH) 
commanded you, to love   יהוה 
(YHVH) your Elohim, and to 

walk in all His ways, and to guard His commands, and to cling 
to Him, and to serve Him with all your heart and with all your 
being.” Joshua 22:5 (TS2009) THAT IS THE ONLY PROOF THAT 
WE LOVE YHVH!  LOVE IS AN ACTION WORD! 
 
Let’s look at Psalms 1:1-2 For an example: “BLESSED is the man 
that walks not in the counsel of the wicked, nor stands in the 
way of sinners, nor sits in the seat of the scornful. 2  But his 
delight is in the Torah of Yahuah; and in his Torah he meditates 
day and night. ” 
 
Some people would call such a   person legalistic, but Yahuah calls 
that person blessed!

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The idea here is that the Israelites were to constantly have 
Yahuah’s commandments, statutes, and judgements in view and in 
mind, to observe them carefully and continuously, because out 
of love to HIM.

22  “Many shall say to Me in that day, ‘Master, Master, 
have we not prophesied in Your Name, and cast out demons 
in Your Name, and done many mighty works in Your 
Name?’ 23  “And then I shall declare to them, ‘I never knew 
you, depart from Me, you who work lawlessness (anomia)!’”
