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NOTE: In my studies I use the four Hebrew letters 

YHVH (and I pronounce it as Yahuah)  instead of 

LORD, which is a title - not a name.  I also use 

Yahusha instead of Jesus, which is not a translation 

but a transliteration from a Greek mistransliteration.  

The name Jesus has no meaning, in Hebrew nor in 

English! YHVH and Yahusha are the actual original 

Hebrew names that speak of our Savior’s true 

nature and character.
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The Romans Road

To salvation!

One of the ways I was taught to 

explain my faith was to walk people 

through Paul’s teachings in Romans. 

According to this teaching, there 

were four basic ideas in Romans that 

needed to be highlighted: 

6



1. We are all sinners, who have displeased God, “All 

have sinned and  fall short of the glory of God.” 

(Romans 3:23, Romans 3:10)

2. We deserve the judgment of death and hell: “For 

the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is 

eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord” (Romans 6:23) 

3. God has freely offered heaven instead of hell, “God 

shows his love for us in that while we were still 

sinners, Christ died for us” (Romans 5:8,) 

These is what they teach:
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4. To experience this, we must make a confession of 

faith, “because, if you confess with your mouth that 

Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God raised 

him from the dead, you will be saved. For with the heart 

one believes and is justified, and with the mouth one 

confesses and is saved.… For everyone who calls on 

the name of the Lord will be saved.” (Romans 10:9-10, 

13, ESV) God has freely offered heaven instead of  hell

“God shows his love for us in that while we were still 

sinners, Christ died for us” (Romans 5:8,) 

Continued ….
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This is such a simple and memorable way to 

present the gospel that it has been used 

extensively and has become our very definition 

of what “the gospel” means: we sinners can 

escape hell and go to heaven by believing in 

Jesus. The problem is that this is not at all how 

Paul defines the gospel in Romans and that 

each of the passages here is taken out of 

context to get this interpretation of the gospel.  
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From the foregoing Scriptures all we must do is believe in 

Jesus Christ and confess His name with our mouth. That 

would mean that we can continue living without changing our 

sinful ways because according to Christianity, “Jesus nailed 

the law to the Cross”. 

We must read these Scriptures in Context to understand 

what Scripture really says about salvation if we truly want 

eternal life. Yahuah says, “I have loved you with an 

everlasting love: therefore, with loving kindness have I 

drawn you near to me”.  Jeremiah 31:3 

10



Remember, I am quoting these statements from 

Christianity, which use the names God, LORD and 

Jesus Christ. 

Unless you worship the true Elohim Yahuah and His 

Son Yahusha you cannot be saved. It is that simple. 

Calling on the Fake (Greek) Messiah Jesus Christ who is a 

creation of Emperor Constantine, a mask for Tammuz or 

Satan. This fake Greek messiah represent Satan and  

cannot save you. This is difficult to accept for people who 

have been taught this Since childhood. 
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Here are the important verses that are never taught in Christian 

churches. I am reading from the Scripture Translation 2009 …:

Rom 6:1,  What, then, shall we say? Shall we continue in sin, to 

let favor increase?

2  Let it not be! How shall we who died to sin and still live in 

it? 3  Or do you not know that as many of us as were 

immersed into Messiah  יהושע (Yahusha) were immersed into 

His death?

4  We were therefore buried with Him through immersion 

into death, that as Messiah was raised from the dead by the 

esteem of the Father, so also we should walk in newness of 

life.
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Rom 6:5,  For if we have come to be 

grown together in the likeness of His 

death, we shall be also of the 

resurrection,

6  knowing this, that our old man was 

impaled with Him, so that the body 

of sin might be rendered 

powerless, to serve sin no longer.

7  For he who has died has been 

made right from sin.
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Rom 6:8,  And if we died with Messiah, we believe that 

we shall also live with Him, (died to sin and the flesh)

9  knowing that Messiah, having been raised from the 

dead, dies no more – death no longer rules over Him.

10  For in that He died, He died to sin once for all; but 

in that He lives, He lives to Elohim.

11  So you also, reckon yourselves to be dead indeed to 

sin, but alive to Elohim in Messiah  יהושע (Yahusha) our 

Master.

12  Therefore do not let sin reign in your mortal body, 

to obey it in its desires, …
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Rom 6:13,  neither present your 

members as instruments of 

unrighteousness to sin but present 

yourselves to Elohim as being alive 

from the dead, and your members 

as instruments of righteousness to 

Elohim.

14  For sin shall not rule over 

you, for you are not under the law 

but under favor.  (grace)
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COVENANT TORAH IS OBEDIENCE TO ALL THE 

COMMANDMENTS, STATUTES, AND JUDGMENTS OF 

YAHUAH.  

“See, I have set before you today life and good, death 

and evil, in that I command you today to love Yahuah 

your Elohim to walk in His ways, and to keep His 

commandments, His statutes, and His judgments, that 

you may live and multiply; and Yahuah your Elohim will 

bless you in the land which you go to possess. 

Deuteronomy 30:15,16. 
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Slaves 

to Righteousness
(Obedience of Covenant Torah)
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Rom 6:15 to 23,

What then? Shall 

we sin because we are 

not under Torah but 

under favor (grace)? 

Let it not be! (By no 

means!)
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Rom 6:16, Do you not 

know that to whom 

you present 

yourselves servants 

for obedience, you 

are servants of the 

one whom you obey, 

whether of sin to 

death, or of 

obedience to 

righteousness?

We are always slaves,

Either of sin or

Of righteousness! 20



17  But thanks to Elohim that you were servants of sin, yet 

you obeyed from the heart that form of teaching to which you 

were entrusted. …

18  And having been set free from sin, you became 

servants of righteousness.

19  I speak as a man, because of the weakness of your flesh. 

For even as you did present your members as servants of 

uncleanness, and of lawlessness resulting in lawlessness, so 

now present your members as servants of righteousness 

resulting in set-apartness.

20  For when you were servants of sin, you were free from 

righteousness.
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Your strength 
is in 

obedience 
according to 
Deuteronomy 

11:7-9



Rom 6:21,  What fruit, therefore, were you having 

then, over which you are now ashamed? For the end 

thereof is death.

22  But now, having been set free from sin, and having 

become servants of Elohim, you have your fruit 

resulting in set-apartness (Obedience to Covenant 

Torah), and the end, everlasting life.

23  For the wages of sin is death, but the favorable gift 

of Elohim is everlasting life in Messiah  יהושע (Yahusha) 

our Master (Savior). 
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Paul warns us that if

We continue in wickedness
(sin by breaking Yahuah’s 

Commandments, statutes,

And judgments) we can

Expect His wrath to

Come upon us! 
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Rom 1:18, For the wrath of Elohim is revealed from heaven 

against all wickedness and unrighteousness of men, who 

suppress the truth in unrighteousness,.

29 having been filled with all unrighteousness, whoring, 

wickedness, greed, evil; filled with envy, murder, fighting, deceit, 

evil habits; whisperers,

30  slanderers, haters of Elohim, insolent, proud, boasters, 

devisers of evils, disobedient to parents,

without discernment, covenant breakers, unloving, unforgiving, 

ruthless;

32  who, though they know the righteousness of Elohim, that 

those who practice such deserve death, not only do the same 

but also approve of those who practice them.
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When grace becomes
An excuse to live in sin,

You are no longer under grace,
But under deception!
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WE ALL WILL BE

JUDGED BY THE TORAH

WETHER WE OBEYED 

IT OR NOT!  
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All of man’s 

teachings, be it 

Judaism or 

Christianity must 

be closely 

compared with the 

written Torah. 

Yahuah has not 

changed; man is 

continually 

changing the 

gospel, adding 

and subtracting. 
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Ro 2:12-16,  12 For as many as sinned without 

Torah shall also perish without Torah, and as 

many as sinned in the Torah shall be judged by 

the Torah.

13  For not the hearers of the Torah are righteous in 

the sight of Elohim, but the doers of the Torah 

shall be declared right.

Yahuah's Judgment and His Covenant Torah (Law) 

30



Rom 2:14,  For when nations, who do not have the 

Torah, by nature do what is in the Torah, although not 

having the Torah, they are a torah to themselves,

15  who show the work of the Torah written in their 

hearts, their conscience also bearing witness, and 

between themselves their thoughts accusing or even 

excusing (one another),

16  in the day when Elohim shall judge the secrets of 

men through  יהושעMessiah, according to my Good 

News.
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WE ARE ONLY SAVED BY 

FAITH IN YAHUSHA MESSIAH 

IF WE REPENT OF OUR PAST 

SINS AND TURN AWAY FROM 

THEM,  AND BE BAPTIZED  

IN HIS NAME!  
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Rom 3:20,  Therefore by the deeds of thet Torah (law) there shall 

no flesh be  justified in his sight: for by the Torah ( law) is the 

knowledge of sin. This means that although we obey the Torah, it 

is our faith in Yahusha Messiah who  saves us from eternal 

death. 28  Therefore we conclude that a man is justified by faith 

without the deeds of the Torah (law). 

Does this verse mean that we

No longer need to keep the

Law (Torah) because we are

Justified by faith?
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We are saved by faith, but true faith is only the one that is 
supported by actions. They are one of the same coin, one 

side says faith and the other side actions.

James said,
“Faith without

actions is 
dead!”
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Rom 3:31, Do we then nullify the Torah through the belief? Let it 

not be! On the contrary, we establish the Torah. 

7  What, then, shall we say? Is the Torah sin? Let it not be! 

However, I did not know sin except through the Torah. For also 

the covetousness I knew not if the Torah had not said, “You shall 

not covet.”

The law (Torah) shows us our sins so we 

can repent and change!

12 So that the Torah truly is set-apart, and the command 

set-apart, and righteous, and good.

Rom 12:1 and 2, I beseech you therefore, brethren, by 

the mercies of Yahuah, that ye present your bodies a 

living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto Yahuah, which is 

your reasonable service  2  And be not conformed to 

this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of 

your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and 

acceptable, and perfect, will of Yahuah.  KJV 

There are hundreds of Scriptures about obedience, 

blessings and eternal life for obedience, curses 

and eternal destruction for lawlessness.
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Joh 14:23, יהושע   (Yahusha) answered him, 

“If anyone loves Me, he shall guard My Word. 

And My Father shall love him, and We shall 

come to him and make Our stay with him.

“Walk in all the ways which  יהוה (YHVH) your 

Elohim has commanded you, so that you live 

and it be well with you. And you shall 

prolong your days in the land which you 

possess. ” Deut 5:33
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“And guard the Charge of  יהוה (YHVH) your 

Elohim: to walk in His ways, to guard His 

laws, His commands, His right-rulings, and 

His witnesses, as it is written in the Torah of 

Mosheh, so that you do wisely all that you do 

and wherever you turn.” 1King 2:3

“Blessed are all who fear  יהוה (YHVH) who 

walk in His ways.” Psalms 128:1

(20 verses later) The verse everyone 

loves to ignore! 



1John 5:3, “For this is the love for Elohim, that we guard 

His commands,  and His commands are not heavy.

Luke 6:46, “But why do you call Me ‘Master, Master,’ and 

do not do what I say?”

Exodus 23:22, “But if you diligently obey His voice and shall 

do all that I speak, then I shall be an enemy to your enemies 

and a distresser to those who distress you.”

John 14:23,  יהושע (Yahusha) answered him, “If anyone 

loves Me, he shall guard My Word. And My Father shall 

love him, and We shall come to him and make Our stay with 

him.
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James 1:22-25, And become doers of the Word, and not 

hearers only, deceiving yourselves. 

23  Because if anyone is a hearer of the Word and not a 

doer, he is like a man who looks at his natural face in a 

mirror,

24  for he looks at himself, and goes away, and immediately 

forgets what he was like.

25  But he that looked into the perfect Torah, that of freedom, 

and continues in it, not becoming a hearer that forgets, but a 

doer of work, this one shall be blessed in his doing of the 

Torah.
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Exodus 19:5, ‘And now, if you diligently obey My voice, and 

shall guard My covenant, then you shall be My treasured 

possession above all the peoples – for all the earth is Mine .

See, I am setting before you today a blessing and a curse:

Deu 11:27,  the blessing, when you obey the commands of 

יהוה  (YHVH) your Elohim which I command you today;

28  and the curse, if you do not obey the commands of  יהוה

(YHVH) your Elohim but turn aside from the way which I 

command you today, to go after other mighty ones which you 

have not known.

WHAT IS THE WHOLE DUTY OF MAN?
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The whole duty of man is 

summed up, Fear Yahuah and keep 

his commandments, for this is the 

whole duty of man! Ecclesiastes 12:13

The wise in heart accepts

commands, but one with 

foolish lips falls.  Proverbs 10:8
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How interesting that Christians in this age of rebellion 

invent their own definitions that condone lawbreaking.  

Scripture says, sin is violating Yahuah’s commandments, 

statutes and judgments (1 John 3:4). 

Don’t be deceived by modern theologians that describe 

the Torah (law) of Yahuah as irrelevant and obsolete.  

Each one of the ten precepts, statutes, and judgments

 is a great moral compass and is as timely and 

as needful today as when Yahuah wrote them 

with his own finger on tables of stone. 
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LOVE FOR YAHUAH IS A SURRENDERED 

HEART OF OBEDIENCE! 

And this is love that we walk according to the 

commandments, just as you have heard from the 

beginning, so that you should walk in it. For many 

deceivers have gone out into the world, those who 

do not confess the coming of Yahusha Messiah  in 

the flesh. Such a one is the deceiver and the 

antichrist…
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… . Watch yourselves, so that you may not 

lose what we have worked for but may win a 

full reward. Everyone  who goes on ahead 

and does not abide in the teaching of 

Yahusha  (obedience to covenant Torah), 

does not have Yahuah. Whoever abides in 

the teaching has both the Father and the 

Son. John 1:6-9
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FINALLY, NO-ONE WILL ENTER INTO THE 

NEW JERUSALEM IN HEAEN WITHOUT

OBEDIENCE TO COVENANT TORAH! 
…
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Blessed are they that do his commandments, that 

they may have right to  the tree of life, and may 

enter in through the gates into the city. 

Revelation 22:14. 
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Did the Messiah come to condone lawbreaking?

Is that what he spoke and taught during his life?

The Bible says, “Sin is the transgression of the 

law,” 1 John 3:4. 

The Messiah says, "Sanctify them through Thy 

Truth: Thy word is Truth,” John 17:17.
