Ushers in the New Year in waning fall or dead of 
winter 

Ushers in the New Year with the newness of 
spring 

Replaced Israel with “the Church”  Replaced nothing 

Taught against the Law/Torah of Moses Taught the Torah of Moses is all about Him 

Apostles teach the Law/Torah is bondage Apostles teach the Torah is liberty 

Opposed the Law/Torah Opposed man-made laws/traditions that are not 
in Torah 

Declared all “foods” clean Does not dissolve the distinction between clean

Chose the nations and rejected Israel Grafts the nations into spiritual Israel

Started new religion called Christianity Kept the faith that was once delivered to the 
saints 

Is worshipped through Roman holidays of pagan 
origin 

Is the Substance of the Most High’s Feasts and 
Set-apart Days 

Is encapsulated in the doctrine of the Trinity Affirms the doctrine of One/Echad 

Blond-haired, blue-eyed, effeminate hippie Has no form or comeliness or beauty that we 
should desire Him 

Wants us to pray the “sinner’s prayer” Wants us to become His disciples 

Wants us to live a good life Wants us to live a set-apart (holy) life 

Has over 40,000 denominations Has one congregation (ecclesia) – spiritual Israel –
