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NOTE: In my presentations I am using YHVH 
(Yahuah) instead of LORD, which is a generic 
title and not a name and I am using Yahusha 
instead of Jesus, which is not a translation 

but a transliteration from a Greek 
Mistransliteration and has no meaning, either 
in Hebrew nor in English! YHVH (Yahuah) and 

Yahusha are the actual original names and 
the true nature and character of them. 
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An inconvenient truth,
Versus a Reassuring lie!
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Back to the title
Of the 

Presentation:



Most people do not like to hear the 

truth! They rather put their head in 

the sand and ignore truth!
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The truth that saves,
Most people
Do not want 

To hear! 
(2Thess 2:10)
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I don’t want to hear about it!

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What is the meaning 

of inconvenient? It is 

something “not 

suited to your 

comfort, purpose 

or need, it is a 

hindrance, 

causing trouble or 

difficulty.”

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The phrase "inconvenient 

truth" typically refers to a 

fact or reality that is difficult 

to accept or deal with 

because it may require 

changes in behavior, beliefs, 

or practices.



Today as an example we trust the 

Politicians, the Physicians and the 

Preachers. We sell our freedoms to the 

Politicians, our bodies to the doctors 

and our souls to ministers of the various 

churches and denominations. This is the 

convenient thing to do.
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When most people get sick, they 
immediately go to the doctor - 

believe whatever he may tell them, 
and swallow anything he may 

prescribe. After all, do they not pay 
him a liberal fee, and is it not his 

business to understand their 
physical ailments, and what to 
prescribe to make them well, 

without their being troubled with 
the matter?
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Most of us are trusting our 
physicians so much that we are 

willing to sign our name on a sheet 
of paper before a specific 

treatment, which may say the 
following, “With these procedures 
there may be serious infections, 

including but not limited to 
Hepatitis and HIV which can lead 
to organ damage and permanent 

impairment or even death.” 
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Transfusion related injuries 
resulting in impairment of lungs, 
heart, liver, kidneys and immune 

system. There may be severe 
allergic reaction, potentially fatal. 

Then it states: I understand that no 
warranty, guarantee, or assurance 

has been made to me as a result or 
a cure.” Many people probably 
don’t read this carefully before 

they sign, even though they could 
be signing their death certificate. ” 



Many times, other alternative treatments or natural 
remedies may be available that may be more promising, but 

that takes too much time, and it is too inconvenient to 
figure them out and to apply them. Also, prevention should 
be practiced, but again it is inconvenient, because it may 

involve changes in our eating habits, and lifestyle, etc.
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The Creator has given another piece of advice that is totally 
ignored, because it is inconvenient. It is found in Exodus 15:26, “… 
If thou wilt diligently hearken to the voice of Yahuah thy Elohim, 
and wilt do that which is right in his sight, and wilt give ear to his 
commandments, and keep all his statutes, I will put none of these 
diseases upon thee, which I have brought upon the Egyptians: for 

I am YHVH (Yahuah) that healeth thee.” 
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Yahuah says, I will give 

you health, but on the 

conditions that you guard 

my commandments, 

statutes and judgements. 



The Creator’s advice is to be obedient 

to His commandments, statutes and 

judgments. That is talking about 

keeping the instructions He gave to 

Moses at Mt Horeb, which would 

include keeping the weekly Sabbath, 

His yearly feast days and His health 

guidelines.

Keeping His statutes, the weekly 

Sabbath and the yearly appointed 

Feast days would certainly be 

considered inconvenient in today’s 

society. Most people would rather go 

their own way, trust the false 

teachers, and trust in man instead of 

the Creator. 20



It is taught and believed that Doctors have studied 

various diseases, and they are getting paid for their 

service. It is assumed they must know what they are 

doing. 

Yes, they have been trained well on giving 

poisonous drugs and performing amazing  surgeries, 

which save many lives, but what about nutrition and 

natural remedies?

The medical profession certainly has their place, but 

they do not have all the answers for obtaining good, 

excellent health. 
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What about the words of  Hippocrates, the 
Greek founder of western medicine, 
“FOOD IS YOUR MEDICINE!” 

IS IT ANYMORE?
Today’s food is not safe  and healthy, it has 

been poisoned by commercial chemicals, and 
in ultra processing. Even our water we drink, 

the air we breath is killing people, it cannot be 
our medicine as in the day's past! 
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What happened in the 

beginning, in the garden of 

Eden? Eve was promised 

Health and happiness by Satan 

through the medium of  a 

serpent! Eve believed it!

What will take place at the end of 

time, today! Man, again is being 

promised Health  and happiness by 

Satan, through a symbol of  medicine 

called caduceus. Will we believe?



The same applies even more to 
our spiritual well-being and our 

salvation. Many are trusting 
their salvation to religion like 

Judaism, Christianity and  to the  
ministers of various churches. 

They return their tithes and 
offerings to pastors for studying 

the Bible for them, that they 
personally need not be 

troubled? 
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Millions are being 

poisoned and deceived by 

the many religions 

through false ministers, 

pastors and prophets!



People say, is it not the 
business of the spiritual 

leaders to tell them what 
they must believe, and to 

settle all doubtful 
questions of theology 

without special 
investigation on the part of 

the individual?
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Ezekiel 18:20, “The soul that sins, it shall die. The 

son shall not bear the iniquity of the father, neither 

shall the father bear the iniquity of the son: the 

righteousness of the righteous shall be upon him, 

and the wickedness of the wicked shall be upon 

him.” (Cepher)

The Scripture clearly states that we are 

individually responsible to search  the Scripture 

ourselves. 2Tmothy 2:15,   “Study to show 

yourself approved unto Elohiym, a workman 

that needs not to be ashamed, rightly dividing 

the Word of Truth. ”



It takes time and it is 
inconvenient for some to study 
and search the Scripture (Bible) 
for yourself to find the truth . 

Yahuah is not pleased that people depend on others for their 
spiritual life and salvation, for we read in Jeremiah 17:5 ,
”Cursed [be] the man that trusteth in man, and maketh flesh his 
arm,…” and then  Psalms 119:11,“Your word have I hid in my 
heart, that I might not sin against you.” (Cepher) This is a 
personal responsibility.
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NOTE: There is a curse 
pronounced on those that 

make flesh their arm.
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“Put not your trust in princes, nor 
in the son of man, in whom there 

is no help. His breath goeth 
forth, he returneth to his earth; 

in that very day his thoughts 
perish.” Psalms 146:3-4 KJV

30

THEREFORE,



We are dealing with things that pertain to 
our salvation. It takes time and  an effort 
to study Scripture. Then when truth is 
discovered, it requires a drastic step to 
change old habits and practices. Most 
people are reluctant to do that. They have 
been programmed a certain way from early 
childhood that it is inconvenient to prove 
these things. The other concern is the fear 
of losing friends and family.
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Joshua challenged his people in 
chapter 24:15 saying, “choose you this 
day whom ye will serve…” 
We cannot accept and believe 
everything we hear or have been 
taught, but we must do our own 
research. Take the Scripture as one 
unit starting in Genesis 1:1 through 
Revelation 22!
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The Holy Scripture gives us 

only two options, two 

absolutes, from which we 

must choose every day. We 

either bend ourselves to fit 

HIS truth, and thus walk in 

obedience OR we bend the 

truth of the Scripture to fit 

ourselves and thus walk in 

disobedience. 



Yahusha stated in John 14:15 ,“If ye 
love me, keep my commandments.” 
If I truly love Him, I will stop disobeying 
His instructions. My love towards Him 
involves decision and action on my 
part, to demonstrate that I love Him. 
Notice the following passage. 

Here we are being told, “By this we know that we love the 
children of Elohim, when we love Elohim, and keep his 
commandments. 3 For this is the love of Elohim, that we keep 
his commandments: and his commandments are not 
grievous.” 1 John 5: 2-3  DOES THAT MAKE SENSE?
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In another place it states, “And hereby we do know that 
we know him, if we keep his commandments. 4 He 

that saith, I know him, and keepeth not his 
commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him. 5 But 

whoso keepeth his word, in him verily is the love of 
Elohim perfected: hereby know we that we are in him. 6 
He that saith he abideth in him ought himself also so to 

walk, even as he walked.” (1 John 2:3-6) KJV
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• Thy word (Torah) have I hid in mine heart, that 
I might not sin against thee. Psalms 119:11
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Your strength 
is in 

obedience 
according to 
Deuteronomy 

11:7-9



• “Yahusha answered 

and said unto him, If a 

man love me, he will 

guard my words: 

and my Father will 

love him, and we will 

come unto him, and 

make our abode with 

him.” John 

14:23  (Cepher)



If I truly love Him, I will stop 

disobeying His Word, I will begin to obey 

Him, because I love HIM.  “Obedience” is 

the only proof that we love HIM. 

This means that I must bend my lifestyle 

to fit His Words. But this is in opposition to 

the fleshly nature and to common 

religious teaching. 
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There are some activities that delight our 

Heavenly Father. Other things, however, 

the Father considers detestable, and an 

abomination. He has forgiven me of all my 

past sins, but He tells me that if I love Him, I 

must bend my lifestyle to walk in His Law 

(Torah) with the statutes and judgements. 

That simply means:
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• No more adultery, fornication, sexual 

impurity;

• No more murder, stealing, idolatry or 

gossiping.

• No more lying, covetousness, or hatred.

• No more Halloween lanterns, Easter bunnies, 

or Christmas trees. No more favorite foods, such 

as bacon, ham, or pork chops;

Are these restrictions, or is He setting me free 

from bondage to these sins?
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Let’s be reminded of the words in 1 John 2:15-17, 

“Love not the world, neither the things that are in 

the world. If any man love the world, the love of the 

Father is not in him. 16 For all that is in the world, the 

lust of the flesh, and the lust of the eyes, and the 

pride of life, is not of the Father, but is of the world. 

17 And the world passeth away, and the lust 

thereof: but he that doeth the will of Elohim abideth 

forever.” 
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Or James 4:4, “Ye adulterers and 

adulteresses, know ye not that the 

friendship of the world is enmity with 

Elohim? Whosoever therefore will be a 

friend of the world is the enemy of 

Elohim.” 
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When we are told not to love the world, HIS 

WORD is referring to the world's corrupt 

value system. Satan is the Elohim of this 

world, having his own value system 

contrary to what Yahuah says. Satan's 

system promotes: the lust of the flesh, the 

lust of the eyes, and the boastful pride of 

life. 
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There is and always has been a fundamental, 

irreconcilable incompatibility between the followers 

of Yahusha and the world. Their thought is out of 

harmony with all the world's philosophies. Genuine 

faith in Messiah entails a denial of every worldly 

value. Biblical truth contradicts all the world's 

religions. Bible truth is therefore antithetical to 

virtually everything this world admires. 

These are two COMPLETELY different spirits and 

two COMPLETELY different values. 
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Stay away from religion, 

stay away from man-

made teachings and 

traditions, stay away from 

Judaism, from Christian 

churches and 

denominations, follow the 

Lamb withersoever He 

goeth. (Revelation14:6) 

Stay always with a “Thus 
saith YHVH!”
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Yahusha stated very clearly in 

Luke 16:13, “No servant is able 

to serve two masters, for either 

he shall hate the one and love 

the other, or else he shall cling 

to the one and despise the 

other. You are not able to serve 

Elohim and mammon.” (Cepher)

 Since you are not part of the 

world, the people of the world  

will hate you.



Yahusha told His disciples, "If the world hates you, 

you know that it hated Me before it hated you. If 

you were of the world, the world would love its own. 

Yet because you are not of the world, but I chose 

you out of the world, therefore the world hates you." 
(John 15:18-19) KJV
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1John 3:1, “BEHOLD, 

what manner of love 

the Father has 

bestowed upon us, 

that we should be 

called the sons of 

Elohiym: therefore, 

the world knows us 

not, because it knew 

him not.” (Cepher) 



As we continue to choose to obey His 
instructions, called Torah, the Father 

opens our eyes further, to see and 
understand from the Scriptures, that 

Yahusha Messiah is the Word of the Father. 
This shows clearly that Messiah, before He 
was made flesh (John 1:14), also appeared to 

Abraham (Gen 15:1) and gave all the 
Commandments to Moses (Numbers 15:31).
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We hear in many pulpits that claim 
that the 'Old' Testament 
commandments are not a vital part of 
the 'New' Covenant. These men claim 
the 'Old' Testament commandments 
are 'done away with!' 

When you read Scripture, you see that it was Messiah 
Himself, the Word of Yahuah, who wrote the Ten 
commandments with His own finger, and gave all the 
commandments including the statutes and judgments to 
Moses , which is called the book of the covenant.
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Now I must reason, "If I truly love Yahusha, by 
keeping all of His commandments, these 
include the 'Old' Testament statutes and 

judgments, with only the changes as 
outlined in the Book of Hebrews!"
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As you study His Word, you see that 
He invites all people to enter into His 
Everlasting Covenant with Him, but 

you and I must choose to come on His 
terms, and not our own: 
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Torah, the first 5 books of Scripture, is 

that everlasting covenant, a legally 

binding agreement between YHVH and 

His people! (See Exodus 34:27 and Deuteronomy 29:1)



A Religion without 

Torah leads to 

paganism, idolatry 

and confusion. 
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That means, I must rest the Seventh 
Day and observe the Father's Feast 

days, be on His Covenant Calendar, not 
following any phase of the moon. It is 

either the King's schedule, and the 
King's Appointed Times, or my own 

schedule, from which I must choose.
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I was not called out of Israel to celebrate 

Egyptian holidays; I was called out of 

Egypt to celebrate Yahuah’s feast days 

listed in Leviticus 23. Yahuah’s true 

people have always been easily 

identified by the holidays it keeps, 

because whoever controls your 
calendar, controls your life.



It is at this point that many will separate you from their 
company, both family and friends alike. It seems that many 

have not read the  message of the Scripture for themselves but 
have chosen a much easier and convenient path.
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The Messiah, as the Word of Yahuah, tells me that if I 
want to avoid committing iniquity, which is 

disobedience to His Word, I will love to follow His 
instruction He himself gave to Moses on Mt Horeb.
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Yes, these Torah instructions are still binding today, except 
the  ones that pertained to the Aaronic priesthood, the animal 
sacrifices and the temple service, called the book of the Law. 
After Calvary, these ordinances of the altar were abolished.  

The book of the law was abolished, but the book of the 
covenant is still  binding. The priesthood was changed from 

the Aaronic priest to the Melchisedec priesthood, with 
Yahusha being our High Priest. 

We read in  Malachi 3:6, “For I am YHVH, I do not 

change!” 



That means Yahuah didn’t change His Sabbath to 

Sunday, 

He didn’t change His feasts to pagan holidays, 

He didn’t replace His people Israel with the Christian 

Church, 

He didn’t do away with his Torah, 

He didn’t change his son’s Name from Yahusha to 

Iesous (Jesus), 

He didn’t send his son to save the world, 

He came only to save the people that repent of their 

sins, and keep his covenant with the commandments, 

statutes and judgments.



As I choose day-by-day 
not to disobey the 

Words of Messiah, I 
find my familiar world 
is being turned upside 

down! Only by the 
Father's Grace can I 
maintain a humble 

heart to be obedient to 
His Word!
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I discover that evolution is 
nothing but a myth, an old 

wife's tale, a disjointed 
collection of statements 
void of any logic, hoisted 
upon those who do not 

investigate every matter 
for themselves! Creation is 

but a subset of a great, 
master plan of the Creator 

Himself!
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As one begins to make changes in life, old friends and 
family members begin to complain about it and want to 

quarrel over my new lifestyle. I tell them my secret — 
that I have chosen to love Yahusha, the King of kings 

and the master of Masters!
These words are as goodly pearls, diligently sought, and 

dug from deep within the field, prophetic of entrance 
into the Kingdom. Alas, they are as pearls cast before 

the deaf ears of those who choose to remain wallowing 
in the mire of this world, of those who do not know the 

identity of the WORD of Yahuah. 64



One by one, the old 
friends fall away, and I am 
now being despised and 

avoided, a castaway from 
the world. The sorrow and 

pain begins to grow 
alongside the loneliness.
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Look at the prophet Jeremiah. He was 
called as a teenager to be a 

mouthpiece for YHVH and sent to 
give Judah the last warning before He 

cast them out of the land, 
disseminating the nation and sending 

them into captivity in the pagan 
kingdom of Babylon. Jeremiah, was a 
faithful, Elohim-fearing man, called to 

tell Judah that, because of their 
unrepentant sin, Yahuah had turned 
against them and was now prepared 
to remove them from the land at the 

hands of a pagan king. 
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Because of his message he was 
hated by the priests and 

prophets (Jeremiah 26:8), by his 
friends (chapter 20:10), by his 
family (chapter 32:6-8) and he 

was even told not to marry 
(Chapter 16:1-2) He was all 

alone. So was our Messiah. In 
the end all His disciples deserted 

Him and, on the stake, He was 
surrounded by evildoers and 

mockers.
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At one point in His ministry, which is recorded in John 6, 
many people left Him because of what He said. Here are His 

words in the verses 53-54 … “Verily, verily, I say unto 
you, except ye eat the flesh of the Son of man, and 
drink his blood, ye have no life in you. 54 “Whoso 

eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, hath eternal 
life; and I will raise him up at the last day.”  
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This was a hard saying for those who heard it and He 
asked His disciples, “Will ye also go away?” But Peter 

spoke up for the other disciples with the words:
 “Master, to whom shall we go? Thou hast the words 
of eternal life. 69 And we believe and are sure that 
thou art that Christ, the Son of the living Elohim.” 

KJV
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In another place He said in Matthew 10:34-38 … “Think not that I am 
come to send peace on earth: I came not to send peace, but a 

sword. 35 For I am come to set a man at variance against his father, 
and the daughter against her mother, and the daughter in law 

against her mother-in-law. 36 And a man's foes [shall be] they of his 
own household. 37 He that loveth father or mother more than me is 
not worthy of me: and he that loveth son or daughter more than me 

is not worthy of me. 38 And he that taketh not his cross, and 
followeth after me, is not worthy of me.” KJV
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Yahusha is cautioning His disciples that His gospel will 
not cause peace. In fact, it will cause division, even 

among families, because some will believe, and some 
will not. Father and sons, mothers and daughters, many 

will disagree about his teachings, and this will lead to 
contention, and even possibly war.  He warns those 
people that are unwilling to follow Him despite the 

views of their family are not worthy of Him. 
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In Matthew 16:24 Yahusha said, “If any [man] 
will come after me, let him deny himself, and 

take up his cross, and follow me.” KJV
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What a message of inconvenience for people that 

will make the decision to follow their Creator and 

Savior and, in that process, sever their relationship 

with family and friends.  That could be discouraging 

and depressing.

 However, it will be much more depressing when 

standing before the judgment seat of Yahusha and 

hear the words, “I never knew you, depart from 

me, ye that are without Torah (ye that work 
iniquity)!” (Matthew 7:22-23)
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Becoming a follower of the Hebrew Messiah Yahusha Ha 

Mashiach will cost you something in this life, maybe 

everything you have. Because everything will change. You 

will experience many attacks by Satan, because Yahusha 

has become the center of your Life, and all your decisions 

are based on His will from now on. All the worldly friends, 

comforts, and things in your life will become subservient 

to Him and His will for you.

 There will be trouble, trial, hardship and inconveniences 
that will come along. Because Satan is not happy 

for anyone to take their stand for Yahusha and 

will try to make your life  miserable:
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For it states in 2Timothy 3:12,  “Yea, and all that will live 

righteously in Mashiach Yahusha (meaning following Torah), 

shall suffer persecution.” That is a promise!

In Hebrews 12:14 Believers are being encouraged, even 

commanded, to “Follow peace with all men, and set-

apartness, without which no man shall see Yahuah.”  

According to Ephesians 5:11, “you will no longer have 

fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness and even 

reprove them.” I do not think that they will like that.

 Again, believers will experience trouble, trials, hardships 
and inconveniences, but it will be worth it according 

to 1Corinthians 2:9,
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This is what YHVH promises them that love HIM, which they express in 
obedience to HIS commandments, statues and judgments.“…But as it 

is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into 
the heart of man, the things which YHVH hath prepared for them that 

love Him."  (1 Corinthians 2,9) KJV
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Here is a promise in Mark 10:29-30,“And Yahusha 

answered and said, Verily I say unto you, there is no 

man that hath left house, or brethren, or sisters, or father, 

or mother, or wife, or children, or lands, for my sake, and 

the gospel's, 30 But he shall receive an hundredfold now 

in this time, houses, and brethren, and sisters, and 

mothers, and children, and lands, with persecutions 

(together with persecutions – Lexham English Bible); and 

in the world to come eternal life.” 
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But to receive this inheritance Yahuah demands 
commitments, and decisions that can put a person in 
inconvenient situations, and in opposition to others.

WHY?
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“We wrestle not against flesh and 

blood, but against principalities, 

against powers, against the rulers of 

the darkness of this world, against 

spiritual wickedness in high [places].” 
(Ephesians 6:12) KJV

BECAUSE …….
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Let us cling to the words of hope Yahuah spoke to 

Yoshua in Chapter1:9, “Have I not commanded 

you? Be strong and courageous. Do not be 

afraid, nor be discouraged, for  יהוה (YHVH) your 

Elohim is with you wherever you go.” (TS2009)

These words can be claimed by every follower of 

HIS, whose names are written in the lamb's book 

of life!
