Just for clarification, before I continue:  In my 

studies I use YHVH (Yod, Yay, Vav, Hay in Hebrew, 

which I l pronounce as Yahuah) instead of LORD, 

which is a title - not a name.  I also use Yahusha 

instead of Jesus, which is not a translation but a 

transliteration.  The name Jesus really has no 

meaning, in Hebrew nor in English! YHVH and 

Yahusha are the actual original Hebrew names that 

speak of our Savior’s true nature and character. For 

that reason, I prefer to use their Hebrew names.

It is the unrighteous, 

those who turn away 

from obeying the 

Torah, with the statutes 

and judgments, 

according to I 

Corinthians 6:9-11. 

Here it lists 10 

categories as follows:



“Know ye not that the unrighteous shall not inherit the 

kingdom of God? Be not deceived: neither fornicators, 

nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor effeminate, nor abusers 

of themselves with mankind, 10 Nor thieves, nor 

covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor extortioners, 

shall inherit the kingdom of God. 11 And such were some 

of you: but ye are washed, but ye are sanctified, but ye 

are justified in the name of the Master Yahusha, and by 

the Spirit of our God.” KJV



(1) Fornicators 
shall not inherit 
the kingdom of 

Yahuah



“Flee fornication. Every sin that a man doeth is without 

the body; but he that committeth fornication sinneth 

against his own body. 19. What? Know ye not that your 

body is the temple of the Holy Ghost which is in you, 

which ye have of God, and ye are not your own? 20. For 

ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your 

body, and in your spirit, which are God's.” 1 Corinthians 

6:18-20 KJV



Those who engage in sexual activity, which 

YHVH has declared sinful outside marriage.  

(I Corinthians 7:2-4; Hebrews 13:4). 

Fornication refers to sexual activity outside of 

the marriage relationship between a man and 

a woman including premarital as well as 

extramarital sexual relationships of whatever 

duration from a one night stand to an 

ongoing affair.



(2) Idolaters shall 
not inherit the 

kingdom of 
Yahuah. 



All pagan worship including celebrating 

pagan holidays like Christmas, Easter, etc. is 

idolatry and worship to Satan.  A person's 

idol might be anything that a person adores 

more than Yahuah, materialism, his family, 

his work etc.



(3) Adulterers 
shall not inherit 
the kingdom of 

Yahuah. 



Adultery seems to be more specific a term 

than fornication. It is usually limited to sexual 

unfaithfulness to a marriage partner. Adultery 

will keep one from entering heaven.



(4) The 
effeminate shall 

not enter the 
kingdom of 

Yahuah. 



It refers to one who is soft, specifically, to the 

passive partner in a homosexual relationship 

where a male will act like the female.



(5) Homosexuals 
shall not enter 
the kingdom of 

Yahuah. 



Read 1TIMOTHY 1:10 on your own. It 

denotes one who would take the leading role 

in a homosexual relationship. It is not 

fashionable today to suggest that such 

activity is unrighteous and will keep one out 

of the kingdom of Yahuah, but that is what 

the Covenant of Yahshua Messiah says. 

Practicing homosexuality will keep one 

definitely from entering heaven.



(6) Thieves shall 
not enter the 
kingdom of 

Yahuah



There is no excuse for taking that which 

rightfully belongs to another. Whether it’s 

shoplifting, pilfering, short-changing or armed 

robbery, fraud and extortion, it is thievery. 

Whether the person doing the stealing is rich 

or poor it will still keep one from entering 

heaven.



(7) The covetous 
will not enter the 

kingdom of 
Yahuah. 



This has to do with having an uncontrollable 

desire to possess a certain thing. It motivates 

one into committing sin in order to satisfy 

greed. Coveting that which belongs to 

another will keep one from entering heaven.



(8) Drunkards 
shall not inherit 
the kingdom of 

Yahuah. 



Children of Yahuah have no need to cloud 

their perspectives nor dull their senses. We 

must be able to think and reason clearly. 

Drunkenness causes one to lose focus and 

rationality. Those who give themselves over 

to intoxication will find that it keeps them 

from entering heaven



(9) Revilers shall 
not inherit the 

kingdom of 
Yahuah. 



Revilers is someone who is easily angered 

and abusive.  They treat their family in such a 

way they make them feel like they are 

worthless. They will not enter into the 

kingdom of heaven.



(10) Swindlers 
shall not inherit 
the kingdom of 

Yahuah. 



Seducers and smooth talkers of all kinds are 

included here. The religious con-man 

belongs to this group as well as the secular. 

Those who prey on others by trying to take 

advantage of their misfortune would also be 

included. Swindlers cannot take their ill-

gotten goods with them when they leave this 

world, nor will they enter heaven.





This is what Paul is saying in 1 Corinthians 6:11 

"And such were some of you; but you were 

washed, but you were sanctified, but you 

were justified in the name Yahshua Messiah, 

and in the Spirit of YHVH.“ KJV

This is the good news.

Washed, sanctified and 

justified by Yahusha! 



The Believers at Corinth as some of us 

today, had been involved in these things 

before their conversions. During that time 

they had no hope at all of heaven. Also, any 

Believer returning to such practices would 

forfeit their eternal home with YHVH. 



There is hope that 
you can be 
changed by 

turning to Yahshua 
Messiah. 



Do not miss this eternal life, Repent and turn 

away from your sins today, so that you can 

enjoy eternal life. True repentance means 

surrendering your life to Yahshua Messiah 

who gives you the grace (the power) to 

overcome sins and obey His Commands. Be 

part of Israel, part of the overcomers. 



“He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit 

says to the assemblies. To him who overcomes I 

shall give some of the hidden manna to eat. And I 

shall give him a white stone, and on the stone a 

renewed Name written which no one knows except

Who is Israel according 

to the Scriptures?



In the Old Testament, the 

name “Israel” first applied to 

one man: Jacob — 

representing his spiritual 

victory over sin. Even so, in 

the New Testament, Yahshua 

Messiah is the Israel who 

came “out of Egypt.” He is the 

one victorious man who 

overcame all sin!



Yahshua is the True Vine of 

Israel not the literal people of 

Israel, but foremost “spiritual 

Israel”. We need to be grafted 

back into His Torah truth, not 

start a new religion called 
Christianity.



John 15:1 “I am the true vine, and My Father is the 

gardener.” 

John 15:2 “Every branch in Me that bears no fruit He 

takes away. And every branch that bears fruit He 

prunes, so that it bears more fruit.” The Scriptures

How do I remain grafted 

into the Vine of Yahshua 

Messiah? 



John 15:9 “As the Father has loved Me, I have also 

loved you. Abide in My love. 10  “If you keep My 

commandments, you shall abide in My love, even 

as I have kept My Father’s commandments and 

abide in His love. “ KJV

We abide in His love by 

keeping His commandments.

Isn’t that what it says?



The word "abide" basically means "to remain." 

Every follower of Yahusha remains inseparably 

linked to HIM in all areas of life. We depend on Him 

for grace and power to obey. We look obediently to 

His Word for instruction on how to live. We offer 

Him our deepest adoration and praise and we 

submit ourselves to His authority over our lives. In 

short, His followers gratefully know Yahusha Ha 

Mashiach is the source and sustainer of their lives.



1 John 2:3-6 “And hereby we do know that we know him, 

if we keep his commandments. 4  He that saith, I know 

him, and keepeth not his commandments, is a liar, and the 

truth is not in him. 5  But whoso keepeth his word, in him 

verily is the love of God perfected: hereby know we that 

we are in him. …

6 He that saith he abideth in 

him ought himself also so 

to walk, even as he walked.

“Peace I leave with 

you – My peace I give 

to you. I do not give 

to you as the world 

gives. Do not let your 

heart be troubled, 

neither let it be 

afraid.”
