Paske, the Norwegian name for Easter,
is characterized more by colorful
traditions and joyous festivities than
solemn religious observances. No doubt
this is because it’s a holiday marking the
arrival of spring after the long, dark
winter. Norway has the world’s longest
Easter holiday! Traditionally, shops and
workplaces are closed Maundy Thursday,
Good Friday and the Monday following
Easter; schools usually close for the
entire week before Easter.

For many Norwegians Easter is a time
for family gatherings where the
traditional Easter meal is boiled potatoes,
vegetables and lamb with Easter beer. A
unique Easter tradition to Norway is a
trip to the mountains where Easter is
celebrated enjoying the sunshine, skiing,
and eating oranges and Kvikk Lunsj, a
famous chocolate bar similar to our Kit
Kat. Paskesol (“Easter brown”) is the tan
one gets from long outdoor days spent
sunbathing in the mountain air and snow-
rich environments.

One of the most interesting Norwegian
Easter traditions is the paskekrim or
crime story. Its beginnings can be dated
back to 1923 when an ad appeared as a
news item on the front page of the
Norwegian daily, Aftenposten, entitled
“Bergen Train Looted in the Night”.
Promotion for the new crime book by
Nordahl Grieg and Nils Lie worked -
people liked the idea of paskekrim! Now
each year, nearly every TV and radio
channel produces a crime series for
Easter. (adapted from “Introduction to
Paske Traditions in Norway”: The
Nordic Page 30.03.2015 — Oslo)

And Desert Fjord’s Viking Book and
Wine Club (begun by our Cultural
Director, Jana Peterson) chose to read an
arctic thriller this month, “Forty Days
Without Shadow”! The setting for this
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crime fiction is the Norwegian tundra,
home of the indigenous Sami people.
It’s a beautiful thriller which treats the
traditions and struggles of the reindeer
herders. 1 commend this book (and
our new club) to our lodges members.
Good reading!

That brings me to another thing I’d
like to highlight. Desert Fjord has a
wonderful library, often on display at
our Heritage and Cultural monthly
meetings. It’s a great resource for our
members, who can check a book or
DVD out to take home and enjoy.
Elizabeth Lenci-Downs has spent
countless hours developing and organ-
izing our library. Now Peter Flanders
and Sharon Clunk have taken on the
responsibility for it. | encourage you
to make use of our library!

Hits in all the indexed censuses will
appear in the simple search (search box upper left corner) and in the Advanced search for individuals in
Digitalarkivet (The digital Archives).”

We are fortunate to have digitized and indexed census information available to us. We can find our Norwegian-
American and Norwegian immigrant ancestors in the U.S. census data up to 1940. Norway’s census information
is also online and available for searches.

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GENEALOGY - ACCURACY CONTAINED WITHIN VITAL RECORDS, AND
THE FAN-CLUB APPROACH TO RESEARCH

Genealogical research has come squarely into the public eye over the past few years with several television shows
and online services sparking wider interest in tracing family roots. Genealogy is also one of the cornerstones of the
Sons of Norway Cultural Skills program and one that | am most interested in.

Two points to be made in this article on genealogy research, are the level of accuracy contained within vital
records and the Fan Club approach to research.’ 1 will illustrate both points with a Norwegian immigrant family
from my area that | researched.

The immigrants were Thorvald Trondsen Jonstad, his wife Olava Mathea Johannesdatter Stensrgd, their daughter
Ruth, and Olava's mother Lena Hansdatter Stensrgd. All of them are buried at Cypress Hill Memorial Park in
Petaluma, Sonoma County, California. Information from their headstones was the starting point, and obtaining
death certificates for each of them was the next step. Death certificates can contain a lot of information, or very
little, but are always necessary in trying to corroborate both the family story and that you are following the right
family members.

Thorvald died in Woodland, California so his death certificate was obtained from the Yolo County Clerk-Recorder's
office there. Ruth and Olava's were obtained from the Sonoma County Recorder's Office. The exception was Lena
because hers was not available; either because they were not yet legally required at the time or one did not
survive. Obituaries for Lena were published in the local newspapers at the time of her death, which provided
details of her life that advanced the research. Each of these records gave a birth date and location in Norway;
finding their Norwegian origins was the goal.

It would be easy to assume that those particular details would make finding baptism records in the Norwegian
parish registers easy and straight-forward. This, however, was not the case. Only one of them turned out to be
correct, and that was Thorvald's. The birthplace information for the women on their death certificates proved to
be incorrect. The lesson here is that vital records are an important part of your research, but like anything else you
learn, the information must be verified. Had | not taken the steps to verify the information on each person's
certificate | could have easily looked in the wrong region of Norway or, worse, followed a false family line.

Olava turned out to be from the same area as Thorvald, and Lena turned out to be from a neighboring county.
Ruth’'s baptism record has not yet been located, though records in the counties where her parents and
grandmother were from have been thoroughly searched.

This is how the fan club approach (researching someone's family and associates) comes into use. By obtaining
records for all four of them, this is how their Norwegian origins were successfully traced. One rule of thumb in
genealogy research, is that if you are not able to find someone in a particular area, it's very likely the wrong
location and the information in your supporting documentation, such as the death certificate, is incorrect. (This
does mean that the vital records as whole should be overlooked.) Naturalization and emigration records can also
contribute to identifying the family's origins in Norway. Those may also have incorrect information and also must
not be assumed to be wholly accurate.
