Ephesians 5:24 Therefore, just as the church is subject to Christ, so let the 
wives be to their own husbands in everything. 

Ephesians 5:25 Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ also loved the 
church and gave Himself for her, 

Ephesians 5:28 So husbands ought to love their own wives as their own 
bodies; he who loves his wife loves himself. 

Ephesians 5:32 This is a great mystery, but I speak concerning Christ and the 
church. 

Ephesians 5:33 Nevertheless let each one of you in particular so love his own 
wife as himself, and let the wife see that she respects her 
husband. 

Ephesians 6:1 Children, obey your parents in the Lord, for this is right. 

Ephesians 6:2 “Honor your father and mother,” which is the first 
commandment with promise:  

Ephesians 6:3 that it may be well with you and you may live long on the 
earth. 

Ephesians 6:8 knowing that whatever good anyone does, he will receive the 
same from the Lord, whether he is a slave or free. 

Ephesians 6:11 Put on the whole armor of God, that you may be able to stand 
against the wiles of the devil. 

 

Philippians

Colossians 3:13 bearing with one another, and forgiving one another, if 
anyone has a complaint against another; even as Christ 
forgave you, so you also must do. 

Colossians 3:15 And let the peace of God rule in your hearts, to which also 
you were called in one body; and be thankful.  

Colossians 3:17 And whatever you do in word or deed, do all in the name of 
the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through 
Him. 

Colossians 3:18 Wives, submit to your own husbands, as is fitting in the 
Lord. 

Colossians 3:19 Husbands, love your wives and do not be bitter toward 
them. 
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Colossians 3:20 Children, obey your parents in all things, for this is well 
pleasing to the Lord. 

Colossians 3:23 And whatever you do, do it heartily, as to the Lord and not 
to men,  

Colossians 4:2 Continue earnestly in prayer, being vigilant in it with 
thanksgiving;  

Colossians 4:6 Let your speech always be with grace, seasoned with salt, 
that you may know how you ought to answer each one.
