Makawao Parade — Rules, Regulations & Liability Acknowledgment

Aloha Parade Participants,

Our community has enjoyed the Makawao Parade for many years as a way to celebrate
democracy, freedom, and especially honor our veterans. This event remains successful because
of its commitment to community values and traditions. To continue this legacy and ensure the
safety of all participants and spectators, the following rules and regulations must be followed.
These guidelines are based on years of experience and are intended to support a safe, fun, and

family-friendly event.

General Parade Guidelines

e Parade Committee Authority:

The Makawao Parade Committee reserves the right to determine which entries may
participate. Entries promoting controversial or negative messages, or that are not
appropriate for keiki/family audiences, will not be accepted.

e Hae Hawai'i and American Flag Requirement:

Each parade unit must display a minimum of one Hae Hawai'i (Hawaiian Flag) and one

American flag. More is encouraged.



e Participant Conduct:
All participants must conduct themselves respectfully and appropriately at all times, on
and off the parade route.

e Distribution of Items:
Throwing candy, flyers, or objects into the crowd is strictly prohibited for safety reasons.
Instead, designated walkers may hand out items directly.

e Animals in Parade:
If your entry includes animals, bring adequate water and shade. All animal waste must
be cleaned up by the participant.

® Spacing & Staging:
Street marshals’ directions must be followed to maintain flow and spacing. No lineup
substitutions are allowed. Performance stops along the parade route are discouraged to
avoid delays.

e Float & Vehicle Size Limits:
Float height may not exceed 12 feet, and width must remain within 10 feet for public
safety and route clearance.

e Entertainment for Children:
Entries are encouraged to include visual or performance elements to entertain keiki and
families.

Logistics & Safety

e Crowd Control:
Event marshals and volunteers will be stationed throughout the route. They are
authorized to respond to safety concerns and enforce rules.

e Breakdowns:
Vehicles that break down will be removed to the side so the parade may continue.

e Awards:
Parade results will be announced at the Rodeo and printed in The Maui News.

e Parking:

Free parking is available at Oskie Rice Arena with a shuttle for all participants.
Spectators require $5 CASH for parking.



WAIVER AND RELEASE OF LIABILITY AND INDEMNIFICATION AGREEMENT

In consideration of being allowed to participate in the Makawao Parade (the “Event”) hosted
by the Makawao Parade Committee (“Makawao”) and its nonprofit sponsor (collectively, the
“Released Parties”), | the undersigned participant, acknowledge, understand, and agree as
follows:

1. ASSUMPTION OF INHERENT RISKS

1.1 Acknowledgment of Risks: | acknowledge that participation in the Event involves
numerous inherent risks. These include, but are not limited to, risks associated with the use
or presence of horses, other animals, motor vehicles, floats, machinery, adverse weather,
uneven terrain, crowded environments, and other hazards which may be known or unknown,
foreseeable or unforeseeable. Such risks include the possibility of serious injury, illness,
permanent disability, or death.

1.2 Responsibility for Provided Equipment and Horses: If participating as an organization
supplying its own horses, equipment, and personnel, | further acknowledge that the
organization is solely responsible for ensuring that all horses, equipment, and participating
individuals (including riders, handlers, drivers, volunteers, and other staff) are adequately
prepared and meet all safety standards. My organization assumes all risks related to the
operation and handling of its horses and equipment during the Event.

2. WAIVER AND RELEASE OF LIABILITY

2.1 Release and Waiver: In consideration for being permitted to participate in the Event, |
hereby RELEASE, WAIVE, and forever DISCHARGE Makawao, its nonprofit sponsor, and all of
their respective officers, employees, agents, volunteers, and other affiliated persons
(collectively, the “Released Parties”) from any and all claims, demands, causes of action,
losses, damages, or liabilities of any kind (including, without limitation, those arising out of or
related to negligence), whether known or unknown, arising from or in any way connected
with my participation in the Event or the use of any equipment or animals provided by my
organization.

2.2 Covenant Not to Sue: | agree that | shall not institute any legal action or bring any claim
against the Released Parties for any injury, loss, or damage sustained in connection with the
Event, except in cases of gross negligence or intentional misconduct on the part of the
Released Parties.

3. INDEMNIFICATION

3.1 Indemnity Obligation: | agree to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Released
Parties from and against any and all claims, demands, actions, causes of action, losses,
damages, liabilities, and expenses (including reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs) arising out



of, related to, or resulting from my participation in the Event. This includes any claims brought
by third parties, whether arising directly or indirectly from the acts or omissions (whether
negligent or otherwise) of myself or any participant associated with my organization.

3.2 Scope of Indemnity: This indemnification obligation applies regardless of whether the
claim arises in whole or in part from any negligence of the Released Parties, except where
such claims result solely from the gross negligence or willful misconduct of a Released Party.

4. REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES

4.1 Health and Safety: | represent that | (and, if applicable, the individuals under my
organization’s responsibility) am in sufficiently good physical condition to participate in the
Parade and will abide by all safety rules and instructions provided by the Event organizers. If |
(or any participant) will be responsible for handling animals, operating vehicles, or using any
equipment, | warrant that such persons have the necessary experience and training to do so
safely. | represent that | have sufficient experience, fitness, and ability to safely manage the
horse(s) under my control.

4.2 Compliance with Applicable Rules: | agree to abide strictly by all safety instructions, Event
rules, and organizer directives provided to me prior to or during the Event. | understand that
my participation may be revoked at the sole discretion of Makawao if | fail to comply with
safety guidelines or exhibit conduct deemed unsafe.

Hawai‘i Equine Activity Law — Act 249 (1994):

Pursuant to Hawaii State Law [HRS §663B-1 through §663B-3], individuals and organizations
involved in equine activities are not liable for injury or death of a participant resulting from the
inherent risks of equine activity. These risks include, but are not limited to:

1. The behavior or unpredictability of horses and similar animals;
2. Reactions to sound, movement, objects, or people;

3. Uneven or hazardous terrain;

4. Collisions with other animals or objects;

5. Potential negligence of another participant.

Insurance Notice:

The Makawao Parade does not carry insurance coverage for individual participants or entries.
All participants are strongly encouraged to consult with their insurance provider to determine if
their homeowners, renters, or business policy provides appropriate coverage for participation in



this event.
